At the age of eighteen he be-
gan the study of law. but soon relin-
quished it for the pursuit of his heavenly
calling—the work of the ministry. le
was fourteen years in the regular pastor-
ate. two years president of Georgia Fe-
male College and one vear its agent.
For six years Mr. Pierce was president
of Emory College, Oxford, Georgia. and,
until he was elevated to the episcopacy,
in 1554, in which otlice he served the
church of God with wonderful ability
until the day of his death, September 5,
AL D, 1SSy,

Duringall these years the subj
discourse lived a dual,
harmonious life.
which pertained to hinfself in his rela-
tions to his fellow-men, the other per-
tained to himself and his God. The lat-
ter moulding and gqualifying him for the
former: the whole culminating in a Di-
vine agent, bending all his great energies
for the glory of God and the good of men.

Next to the gift of God’s Son is that of
a pure and noble mother, and a manly,
godly father. Not only do such ances-
tors transmit a more perfect physical
legacy, but a finer texture in the mental
fabric, and. perhaps, the moral and spirit-
ual as well.

It will be seen that unlimited power
has been delegated to this board, in all
things which relate to the publication
of the ApvocarTe, “and such other pub-
lications as may be published under the
'uuthorily of the M. E. Church, South,

in Texas.” The constitution was drawn
up and adopted by the Joint Doard at
Georgetown, without a dissenting voice,
and sent to each of the five Texas
| Annual Conferences,

! And. after a free expression of senti-
[ment, it was adopted by each and all,
without division. Suech, at least, is my
| information. Such unity augured good
| results.  Under this regime a very great
| responsibility is upon this board. But
' the conferences were left free to select
'their best and ablest men-— three from
each conference —fifteen in all-—-upon
| whom to place this responsibility, and in
| whom to confide this sacred trust.

| The question has arisen, to what ex-
| tent is it proper for anyone or more of
| the conferences to give instructions to
| the board as what they shall or shall not
do-—as in the annual election of an edi-
|tor for the ApvocaTe. To which I re-
ply, that no one conference could
' properly do more than to instruet its
representatives on the board as to its
preferences. Dut would it be wise to de
that ¥ Would it not encumber the board
with a conflict of preferences, and be a
'source of confusion ? Would it notian-
‘tagonize the previous action of the body
| in the adoption of the constitution and
[the election  of three of their
!meml-en under it, to whom they
|delegated  all  the power they
possessed. to do  directly the very
| thing which is now proposed, indirectly,
to do themselves ¥ The power could not
be delegated to the board and retained
by the conferences at the same time. 1f
[the board has it the conferences have
not.  They can rescind the constitution
Land dissolve the board at pleasure, and
| thereby resume the power delegated, and
| by no other process,

¢ These tifteen chosen wen. going up
from every part of the State, are likely
to be reasonably posted in the matter
'with which they have to° deal. and free
from outside pressure, will exercise their
best judgment. and do what they think is
for the best interests of the church.

I tinally suggest that much depends on
the moral support that the board re-
ceives in itsactions in the premises. It
may not expect to meet the views of
evervhady. Do what it may. it will not
please all.  If those whose views are not
in harmony with the board. will try they
can do much to disturb the peace and
harmony of Texas Methodism.

The AvVocATE can be made an arm
of power in every part of this great State
if the preachers and the laity will rally
to its support, and hold up the hands of
the editor, publishers, and the Board of

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Letter From Georgetown.

To the Advocate,

The opening of the University is the f

slgnal  for general animation in our
town., Nearly three hundred young peo-
ple added to the population of a town
wake an impression of some sort,
With us it seems to give new life to the
whole community. The citizens at large
veem more cheerful, the old people seem
Yappier, the young people more ani-
mated. This may be explained in part
by the fact that the most pleasant rela-
+ions have always obtained between ony
students and citizens. Sometimes it so
happens that antagonisms spring up be-
tween students and citizens where col-
leges are located. Nothing looking in
that direction has ever arisen hiere, The
general good conduct of our students
has commanded the respect of our citi-
zens at large: the uniform kindness of
our citizens to the students has secured
their love,

The church also feels the quickening
presence of this large number of young
people added to its services, Our place
of worship will, when ecrowded, seat
eleven hundred persors. During vaca-
tion we have well-tilled houses, but when
sur crowd of students gather. then our
pastor has always the stimulant of a
crowded house. Our social meetings,
ordinarily well attended, during the ses-
sion constitute large companies,

and a church-going people.
no demands on the preachers as to the
length of their sermons.
ling and are pleased to listen to the
preacher as long as he has something to
say that is worth hearing. This. of
itself. is a great stimulant to the earnest
pulpit speaker.  The labors and respon-
sibilities of the faculty are greatly
lightened by the active co-operation of
our eitizens in the maintenance of good
discipline. A young man soon learns
that it is not among our good citizens
that Le is to find aid and comfort in
questionable or in wrong conduet.  If he
seeks ald and comfort from the other
class-—which fortunately for us is a small
one—le at once betravs his character
and is treated accordingly.

We have had a visit since our opening
from Dr. Younge, the veteran temper-
ance lecturer of Texas. This time, as at
his former visit, about a twelvemonth
ago, he failed to succeed in organizing a
wmperance council,  This, which is so
surprising to the Doctor, and which sub-
jects us to his criticisin, is easily ex-
plained.

First, We have a much stronger total |

abstinence organization already in sue-
cessful organization among us than he
can possibly establish. Every student
at, and by marticulation, stands pledged.
while with us, to abstain from all con-
tact with spirituous liquors in every
form. This pledge is a part of his
pledge in reference to his conduet in
every other respect.  lle is stimulated to
its strict observance by the constant ap-
peal that is made to him during his as-
sociation with us—to all that is honor-
able and noble. At the same time he is
warned against its  violation, when
tempted, by the fear of instant dismissal
from the institution. This temperance
organization of the university has
worked for years with admirable suceess,
and nlturull,\' supersedes everythmg that
comes to us.

secondly, Dr. Younge fails to reach our |

people here because he places himsel( in
antagonismn  to the Methodist Church
when he comes to us,  This may surprise
the Doctor and sowe of his friends, but
1 only state a simple fact. At all of his
late visits e has seen (it to lampoon the
winistry and wembership of the Method-

of other churches of Methodism with
which he is better acquainted, our people
here feel that it is  dishonoring to
Methodism lhere to be repgesented as
identified with any such Ydisgracetul

hypoerisy.
e amen corner s a Methodist
institution,  Playfully applied at first it

now conveys a distinet idea. It is not an
expression applied to Presbyterian or
Baptist or other churches. When a man
lampoons the “amen corner = he is lam-
pooning., in two wonrds, the most devoted
and faithful people of the Methodist
Church. Our people here cannot svia-
pathize or conuntenance that sort of thing.

Third, Our people here cannot appre-
ciate or understand how it is that the
Doctor awakens more feeling of dislike
to his movements among the friends of
temperance than among whisky drinkers
and saloon-keepers.  We Lave never
heard of a saloon-keeper or a whisky
drinker objecting to the Doctor's visits,
Indeed. we know of no class that seem
to enjoy them more. Of course. they
laugh the loudest whenever church mem-
bers or the “ amen corner * get a blow.
Now, | have. I think. an explanation of
this singular fact about the Doctor's
visits and lectures. | have heard bim
lecture repeatedly. and 1 have never vel
heard the Doctor make an appeal 1o the
consciences of his hearers. There is a
plenty of anecdote, a plenty of * side-
splitting™ merriment in his talk<. but the
awful claims of conscience. of God, of
eternity, and the final judgment. in con-
unection with this soul-destroying tratlic,
have never found a place in any lecture
he has delivered in Georgetown.,  Now,
the bulk of our people are thoughtful
and earnest on this subject. They do not
enjoy the fun in the case it fun there
is—and the Doctor does not reach them.

I have ventured to write thus plainly
in connection with this matter. because
it cannot be concealed that the Doctor
thinks that all who do not rally promptly
to his particular division of the total
abstinence army are radically wrong. or
dreadfully devoid of zeal in the matter.
e has been public in his adverse eriti-
cisms of our people. Of course, he is
willing for us to-make public our expla-
nation. -

We give all credit to the Doctor's zeal
and diligence in this matter. We do not
desire 1o dictate. in any way, his
wmethods or plans : but with all due re-
spect the Doctor must be careful not to
seem to be dictatorial towards those
whose plans or methods may differ from
his. It will be sure to produce re-
sistance.— 1", A. Moob.
