FAITH AND QUININE.

When Bishop William Taylor went
out with a flying squadron of men, women
and children to establish a chain of sta-
tions across Africa, with no money to
pay his expenses, except of passage, no
treasury to draw from for support while
in a hostile country, and with only a lim-
ited supply of articles of merchandise to
exchange with the savages for food and
shelter, he went with the best wishes of
everybody, but with the confidence of
but few. Enthusiasm is most excellent,
indeed indispensable to the success of
such an undertaking ; and so also is faith,
& reasonable scriptural faith; but en-
thusiasm without prevision, and faith
without knowledge, are like an un-
tempered sword, unlit for hard service.

The hard common sense which governs

lthe preparation of all other missionary

enterprises seems to have had little to do
with Bishop Taylor's plans. He did, in-
deed, carry along with him such articles
for barter as his friends provided; but,

so faras we are informed, he provided no |

fund of money to draw upon, except for
the paymentof expenses of passage tothe
African coast: he has no missionary
society behind him to help him in emer-
gencies, and he seems to have paid no
attention to the physical condition of
those who volunteered to accompany
him. Sickly women, young and helpless
children, young men full of zeal but no
practical knowledge, were accepted as
members of the heroie band who were to
force their way into the interior of the
“Dark Continent,” and establish schools
and churches among the savages, on a
self-supporting basis.

It would require a series of miracles,

| it would seem, to make such an expedi-

tion successful; and yet the indomitable
perseverance of the leader, his insensi-
bility to peril and privation, may accom-
plish something little short of the mirac-
ulous. But to dare disaster by lack of

human forethought is almost criminal. |
| The Bishop believes that the hand of

God is with him, and that, if it be neces-
sary, miraclea and signs and wonders
will be performed for the conversion of
Africa; but he writes as though he had
little expectation of such divine interpo-
sition.
more thorough preparation for an under-
taking that taxes the resources of a great
society like the church missionary, or
the American Board? Is not the faith
of the young man Miller who, when
stricken with fever, refused all medicine,
declaring that he trusted alone in God
and for everything, a more consistent
faith? And yet the Bishop condemns
this faith as error, and one of his volun-
teers, with a large endowment of com-
mon sense, says no one can “‘come to this
trying climate on the faith line and live.”
Quinine alone can cope with the African
fever. There were, it seems, three young
men who resolved to try it on the *“‘faith
line.” Two took the fever, gave up the
doctrine, received medicine, and recov-
ered; the other, as already stated, clung
to it fauatically, and died. This may be
good stufl for martyrs, but it is too poor
to make teachers of, and it is not a high
tribute to the practical character of Bish-
op Taylor's leadership that he gathers
such men about him. One of the first to
be prostrated was a young lady, who was
not in sound health when she left home.
In writing of her the Bishop observed, in
a tone of calm and beautiful resignation,
that she was a “grand young lady, and
will do well in Africa, if the Lord will,
or better in heaven.” One might sup-
pose he was leading an expedition to
heaven by u short route, welcoming for
this purpose both invalids and young
children.

The death of the young man was the
Bishop's first sorrow. Ilis second sor-
row was of a very different nature: but
it grieves and mortifles him. In his
company was his son Ross, with a wife
and four young children. Ross has de-
cided that his children have some claim
upon him, and has left for home with

them. Ile could not properly care for
them in such aclimate as Africa and do
the work he went out to do, and he has
deemed it best to return to America.
The Bishop is sorely disappointed,
writes sadly of the event, and promises
to reimburse the Transit Fund for the
cost of their passage. A Mr. Mackey,
of Ohio, whose health is not sound.
comes back with them. It is foolhardy
and wicked to include women and chil-
dren on such a dangerous undertaking.
They can be of no helr. and their lives
are needlessly imperiled and sacrificed.

So it is inour view of life, It is circum-
scribed or far-reaching, commonplace or
sublime, tritling or momentous, accord-
ing as the stand-point from which we
look at it is high or low, materialistic or

A CORRESPONDENT of one of our ex-
changes writes: * Protestantism in Mex-
ico, although regarded by many of its
enemies as only an abnormal ¢ xcrescence
on the religious life of the Mexican peo-
ple, and destined shortly to disappear
without leaving behind a trace of its ex-
istence, is nevertheless conquering a po-
sition in the social life of the nation ; the
circle of its influence continues to widen,
and its trivmphs far exceed all that was
to have been expected from the elements
and resources which have favored its de-
velopment. The Evangelica! Church in
Mexico already has a history which re-
veals the providential hand of God ; which
embraces events that would be romantic
were they not so true, and which records
names which should and will be imper-
ishable.”

Tug Catholic Mirror says: *‘Unfortu-
nately, there are Catholics in this coun-
try who have got so P'rotestantized that
they are horrified if they see other Cath-
olies indulging their propensities for in-
nocent amusement on the ‘Sabbath.'

Tue Central Advocate thus refers to
an unfortunate passage in the history of
John Wesley: *“llis biographers have
had so little to say about the unfortunate
affair that many Methodists even are
surprised to know that he was ever
married. Mr. Wesley had been interfered
with by his brother, Charles, in an earlier
desire to take a wife, having selected one
who was in every way worthy of him, as
she afterwards proved. In this case,
taking his own counsel, he married hasti-
ly, but with one of fair intelligence and
good standing in Methodist society. She
was ‘well-off,” but not rich, and this
could not have been any part of the con-
sideration, for all her property was se-
cured to her and her children. They
were entirely unfitted for each other.
Mr. Wesley's labors had measurably ren-
dered him unfit for domestic life. The
lady was inappreciative of his position
and duties, jealous, and in the end her
course was entirely indefensible. It was
an indescribable burden for thirty years,
although she left him some years before
she died. The letter to which we refer
was written something over eight years
after their marriage. It is a melancholy
statement of the domineering and vicious
spirit of s wife. The only wonder is
that he did not separate from her at
once. We do not say that Mr. Wesley
was entirely without fault ; but, so far
as human judgment goes, he deserved
better treatment. Those who knew
them both had outspoken pity for Mr.
Wesley, and his reputation remained
unstained.”

It was a happy thought, born of the
inspiration of our centennial year, that
of presenting to the expectant mind and
Yeart of Southern Methodism these glow-
ing portraitures of the founders of our vig-
orous and expanding economy. The Doce-
tor had not a book in mind when he be-
gan this “*labor of love,” so he tells us in
his neat word of preface. The spirit of
the Aime, what our German friends hap-
pily denominate by their single word the
Zeit-yeist, was upon him, The old hymns
were ringing in  his ears: the old
doetrines were burning in his  bones;
the old Dblessed experience was glow-
ing in his heart. What more natural
than that a brain like his, active,
alert, sympathetie, vibrant, should
have visions of the fathers, and as for
that, of the mothers as well, of the early
Wesleyan movement, To his impressi-
ble mind they presented themselves not
in the goodly decorum of dry historic se-
quence; not in the staid procession of
chronologic order, They rose up in vivid
personality.  They burgeoned and blos-
somed anew in a tropical outburst of spir-
itual eMorescence. They stepped down
from the wall of religiors biography and
out of their frames of sacred portraiture,
and stood before the writer's eye in their
visible, bodily presence. And just so has
he caught their features, as from the
vivid associations of personal contract.
11e has shown us their living, breathing,
speaking, acting selves, in garb, and look,
and tone, as real and as natural as the
men and women who daily meet and
greet us in field and forum. This lends
to the book its chiefest charm. It is a
kaleidoscope of rapidly shifting, but al-
ways brilliant and striking figures, It és
10! a Kaleidoscope in that the tigures are
not mere dead matter, however sym-
metrical and showy, but they are vital
and significant, radiant with heavenly il-
lumination and full of divine wisdom,

Wesley leads the van, as of right he
should. In guick suceession follow his
illustrious coadjutors. There is no pause
in the onward tlow of character and inci-
dent.  Yet the sketches are separate
studies, each flung off at a sitting by the
pen-artist, not closely linked in any nec-
gssary sequence, but bound together by
the nerus of the one all-informing pur-
pose, The divine movement which set
the whale of the Dritish isles into a fer-
ment of conviction and penitence and as-
piration is the undetlying ground of unity
that ties up these several lives into one
grand and sublime purpose. The Doctor's
method isnot distinetively historical, nor
is it closely biographical. It is rather,as
we have said, a series of quickly-drawn,
boldly outlined, rapidly-sketched, glow-
ingly-itlluminated portraitures. There is
snongh of biography to give us the fam-
1l{ relationship and social surroundings
af the subject, and history enough to
give us the points of vital contact with
the whole grand forward and upward
swing of events. But it is the man, the
woman, the hero, the martyr, that is set
before our admiring gaze. The writer has
keenness of intelleetual ingight.and fervor
of spiritual sympathy, and these fine
qualities enable him to get to the very
heart and core of character. 1lis re-
markable aptitude 1 reading human na-
ture, and in inter r all its moods,
was long sinee shown in his charming
“California  sketehes,”  papers which
easily place Dr. Flizgerald in the front
rankc of our essay ists and character paint-

er I'tiis good faculty of apt and quick
! cuon serves him well in the
meos.” A few brief, vigorous in-
coove sentences put the man bodily
fore s e Doctor’s command of
epithels s singularly felicitous. Ilis

opening sentences frequently depict the
sharacters in a style so lueid and graphic
that we are brought to know them on
the very thireshold of our acquaintance.
A few pertinent and expressive adject-
wes give us an ontward show and an in-
ward revealing at the same fortunate
instant. Witness the introductory sen-
tence o his portiaiture of John Wesley :
“There he stands, the most masterful,
the serenest, the most benignant tigure
in the religious history of the last hun-
dred jears.” Now | take it that power,
self-mastery and benignity were precisely
the three grand qualitics which shone
pre-eminent in our founcer. Again, he
introdaces us to another of the fathers as
‘brave, burning, great-hearted John
Nelson.™  Here, as before, he hits the

our generation the sharp outlines of the
elders and procenitors of our Methodist
movement. They ¢)me in to supplement
and to vivify the history of those stirring
times. The book can be read by fits and
snatches, without a sense of violeuce to
topic or design. It is abook for the rail-
way, for the sea-shore, for the summer-
hammock swayed by zephyr and sung to
by birds, It is a book for the Sunday-
school, full of pith and pertinency, apt to
kindle piety and to fan zeal mto a keener
flame. For mothers it is a charming
book. Let them buy it by the hundreds
that the children may hearin the nursery
and by the fireside of the great souls that
planted the Wesleyan movement in Drit-
ain, and of the heroic spirits that fetched
it across the waters to take deeper and
more vigorous root in these wide lands of
America. I am not saying that itisa
great book. The author would turn upon
me an evil eye for such a word, but I
do say that it is a worthy contribution to
our centenary literature, While the pon-
derous books of history may well wait
for interested readers; while dry memoirs
and dryer statistics may well be laid away
in guarded archives for future reference,
this litile book comes laden with the es-
sence of libraries, expressing into this
chalice of delightsome literary and spirit-
ual reminiscence the rich wine of holy
lives and happy hearts. It is fitted to
cheer and to charm; to stir and to start
emotion and desire; to put Christian
hearts upon a stretch of divine emula-
tion, and to fill us anew with devout grati-
tude for such a noble and godly spiritual
ancestry,

The book is charmingly set forth in
printand binding. It is beautifully illus-
trated, with well executed wood cuts, In-
deed some of the plates almost equal
steel engravings in the fineness of their
lines and the delicacy of their execution.
The well-known picture of John Wesley,
late in life, appears as a steel engraving
for frontispiece. We have siriking por-
traits of many other celebrities who are
mentioned, notably the very expressive
face of John Fletcher; the strongly
marked profile of old William Carvosso,
presenting a striking combmation of
firmness, shrewdness, ard benignity;
the sweet, serene, cheery face of Mary
Bosanquet; the wrapt and radiant coun-
tenance of llester Ann Rogers, her eyes
demure, her face heaven-lighted, her
hands devoutly clasped and resting upon
the open Word of God. There we see
George Whitefield, **more fat than breed
beseems,” the rotund and oleaginous face
scarcely indicative of the seraph-like up-
lift of s wonderful eloquence. There
is the solid, sober, serious look of Francis
Asbury, and the spirituc! face of Richard
Watson, mild, benign, contemplative, his
somewhat narrow lower jaw and chin
widening above into that marvelous dome
of a brain, whose ethereal tenant wrought
too prodigiously for the frail body that
gave it casement and *‘coigne of van-
tage.” And thus we commend to all
your readers the latest issue of our
House—"Centenary Cameos.”
