The West, the land of tlie setting sun, 
seems to have a cliarm fur res; leas, roving 
luan. “ Westward Uie course of empire 
takes iU way :"  westward Uie stream of 
humanity seems to fiow. Thousands are 
coming to this far, fair land; and other 
thousands, eager to come, are ever ready 
to resal wiUi absorbing interest and easy 
credulity wliatever may be written hack 
liy thoee who have gone on before and 
spied out the land in “ Southern Califor­
nia.”

XATt'IIAI. rr.ATI HKs,
As to the physical configuration, the 

country Is compoeed almoet entirely of 
mountainsandvalleyA Tbemountainsare 
very high, and the valleys are very level. 
There is no balf-way-between in Califor­
nia; everything is at one extreme or the 
other. The tope of the mountains are 
covered with snow, which was to me, on 
first beholding them, a grand siglit. I 
had heard of mountains with perpetual 
snow and cloud-capped domes and spires;
1 bad read about them in IxToks; 1 had 
seen pictures of them, but when 1 llrst 
saw with my own eyes these miglity works 
of God, my soul was transinirted with 
reverential awe and delight.

We have lately had several days' rain in 
the valleys and a deep snow in the moun­
tains, and I have never seen anywhere 
before so much beauty, grandeur and 
glory as now lies spread out before me.

Iierrection. Wliere « a  er lias not yet 
lieeii obtained tlie land is mis'u in wheat 
and liarley, which aometlines yields an 
abiinilant liarvest, and sommiiues eu- 
lirt-ly fails for want of rain.

This. Iiowever, is largely a gaidening 
and fiiiit-growiiig ouiintry.

•lay in the year hut what you mav have 
spring, s'lmmer or winter any one or 
all of tliem within a day's Journey. 
During the latter part of January, and 
almost the whole of F'etaiiary. the tlier- 
monieter indicates about mi degrees in 
ilie shade at iiiNHi.atid liai to lirt in the 
sun. with an atMindaiH-e of snow in plain 
view in Uie miMintaiiis, and seemingly 
so near that laie could go out and get a 
iiaiKifnI liefnre breakfast. Tills Is truly 
a wiHiderfiil CHiiitry.

On last Sunday 1 called on one of my 
parishioners (not a church member, how­
ever), and was met at Uie door by his 
bright little girl, wlio said her |m|is was out 
hauling wood, but would be back in time 
to go to preaching. I talked to one man 
whom I saw plowing on Sunday, and he 
seemed to be surprised, and asked me if 
I thought it an unlucky day! I ’ussibly 
he thought I was, in some things, too 
superstitious.

Tnere is much intemperance, much 
theater-going, much debauchery in this 
country. The matrimonial knot is tied 
so loosely, or with such a slender band, 
that it is quickly untied or esuily broken. 
A  man lives with one wife for a while, 
leaves her, and takes another—it may be 
an unmarried woman, or it may he an­
other man's wife.

HF.I.KlIors roXIUTION.
It is hardly neceasary to for me to 

state that the religious condition of this 
country is deplorable. Tliere are jieople 
here of almost every nationality—Chi­
nese, Indians, Mexicans, Spanish, French, 
Dutch, S'sredes; and almost every “ Ism”  
under the sun is to be found here—Con­
fucianism, Catholicism, the various forms 
of I'rotestantism, Mormonism, Spiritism, 
Deism, Atheism. This valley was set­
tled by the Mormons about thirty yean 
ago; and though they still have a church 
here, and keep up regular services, the

Tlie only tiling for a 
pieaclier to do whose ctHiscienoe will not

Bro. Bishop's ipit sthm. If it means any- 

Miiiig at all. assumes that lilierty of ron- 
vieiice is to lie a'ljudgeil only in propor­
tion to compaialive enlightenment: that 
i.ie “ neophyte." Hie less iiistnicted. Is 
.i«-cessarily to yield to the preacher, the 
lietter informeil. On this plan all ques­
tions nf ciuiaciem'e ran readily lie adjust­
ed by simply determining the com- 
toirative intelligence of contending par- 
lies. Admitting Hiis principle in regard 
to the manner of IwpHsm. what would 
lie the limitation of preaclierly authority, 
toiicliiiig otlier doctrine.! and dutieat* 
'Starting from this point, how sliort the 
passage to wliere Borne herself would be 
emulated in arrogant, priestly assump­
tion.

Bro. Bishop's q ii sliiui implies that. In

Cliange 
our rifle to the l*r>>cmsteau model set 
up t>y intolerance, and tlie spit it of big­
otry will dominate our ranks and forever 
dwarf our usefulness.

Uev. J. W. Tally meh born Dt*c. (1, 
1800; was born of the Spirit June 2o, 
1820, and was admitted on trial in the 
South Carolina Conference in 1H2H. He 
served as junior preacher hia that year 
on Union circuit; from thence, in the 
order of an itinerant preacher’s life, he 
served acceptably every appointment as- 
signed him for nearly a half century, till 
his Increased yeara and feebleness placed 
him upon the honor roll(su|)eraniiuntetl). 
l ie  lingered awhile in his belove<l ( ieorgia, 
loved and appreciated by not only hia 
yoke-fellows in the gospel, but by the 
whole church, which had shared ttie love 
of his consecrated heart, as well as the 
elHclent lalx)rs of hisloni! life, lie  cher­
ished for the church a love which was 
stronger th.m death for he s«*enie»l to 
stop dying long enough to pray for the 
members of the South (leorgia t’.mfer- 
euce and their work, lie asked me to 
say to them that he had them and their 
work on hia heart. Just a few hours lie- 
fore he fell asleep in Jesus, which oc­
curred the 27th day of February, 1s m >. 
in Corsicana, Texas, at the residence of 
bis daughter. Sister J. (luleck, his 
other daughter, .Sister M )rse, lieing pres­
ent, he called his lieloved ones around 
his bed, spoke cheerfully to them 
with regard to the future and ex­
horted them to meet him in heaven. 
He sent messages of love to his 
son and family in (Georgia, assuring 
them of preparation for the change ainl 
asking them to meet him in the heavenly 
world, lie  reipieated me to say to llro. 
J. W. liiirke, that he rememliered with 
gratitude hia many oilices of kindness to 
him, and to Itishop McTyeire and Dr. 
McFerrin, that he had crossisl oyer just 
ahead of them and would await their 
coming on the other shle. l)r. J. W. 
Heldt, of Southwestern University, whom 
he received into the chni'ch, preacheil his 
funeral toacrowdeil house of sympathir.- 
ing friends fnini the :t7th verse of the 
37tli 1‘salm : “  Mark the |ierfect man and 
behold the upright; for the end of that 
man is i>eace.”  And as the man of (iod 
unfolded the teachings of this stmng 
language and applied it to our glorilled 
Father we felt that it was true, and that 
the earth-life of the picture was complete.

A  faitlifiil friend, a true brother, a kind 
father, an affectioiiate hiisliand. a noble 
Christian and a triumphant saint, hail 
gone up fn>m our mnlst to be with <i<si 
and await our coming.

I see a notice in Hie A hvin atk  of 
the 4th Instant of the death of that noble 
saint and minister of our blessed Loni 
Jesus, the Uev.

It was my good fortune to be acinalnt- 
ed with him for a niimlierof years. Our 
acquaintance commenced in ls2u, when 
be was stationnl in l^xingbm, Ky., and 
I  lat under his ministry during his stay 
tbere. A  more wonderful man 1 never 
knew, lie  liad wonderful feiwer with 
God and man. II a aermon on “ Tlie 
Valley of liry ll iuea,*' was one of. If not 
the most wonderful sermon I ever heard. 
It  produced a moat telling effect on his 
congregation: pertiaps .here was not 
one soul in the lioiiae but was under a 
gsost posrerfiil divine inil'ience: some 
screamed, some cried at tlie to|> of tlieir 
voice for mercy, while otliers shouted 
the praise of (i.Ml with all the power tliey 
had, and the congregation, and in fart 

whole city felt the shock of Almighty 
power as never liefore.

“  When God, for Christ’s sak**, converted 
my soul. I was thirty-three years old. 
arid the first prayer I irteteil was. l/>nl, 
M  me live thirty-three years to pmich 
the goa|iel to success, and Hie I gird lias 
answered that prayer, and adilrd fifteen 
years to It.”

1 praise the I/ird that I ever knew 
such a roan of God. and that I enjoveil 
hia respect and confidence. Oh' Hiat lik** 
Elijah’s. Ills mantle might fail on a thou­
sand ministers, then the work of our 
God would move and override every Iwr- 
rier in the way of true holiness.

1 am ready to leave to scrilies, swift 
and willing to exhort ns, the duty of pre- 
•eribing the exact amount of theology 
necaasary fur a ten-pound sermon; or. 
the critical task of squaring the circle of 
a literary addrem at a college commence­
ment ; and. moreover, the still more del­
icate duty of posing in public prints 
upon the modern Demosthenes, as he 
fusses and fans at the summer scliuol of 
philosophy in his endeavors to teacli the 
sdentifle idea how it should go, etcetera 
and so forth, i f  I  am permitted to put in 
an occasional word about things ordinary 
and otherwise -collaterals, if you please. 
The scribes say read. 1 do so. Can't 
always do so according to “ the latest and 
most approved m e th o d sye t I do read. 
I  take my clwrch paper; I read that; so 
does Mrs. St. E. M. 1 read it to her and 
then before the next one comes she reads 
it back to me again.

One of our bishops says young preach­
ers should not read too many papers. 
(I t  would do a boy good to do that sum 
by mental csUculus.) I  suppoaethatdoes

not include me. I read several, church 
and otherwise—1. e., collaterals. The 
scribes say be loyal. I am so (after a 
fashion). Hut as several men have dif­
ferent conceptions severally as to wliat 
constitutes loyalty. It is quite possible for 
our “ meek submission to rightful au­
thority”  to lead us into places where the 
paths cross. Une man has faith to eat 
all things; but he tliat is weak eats 
herbs. One man esteems one day above 
another; another esteems every day. 
l.s't each man be fully assured in his own 
mind.

And, moreover; The scribes say 
meriitate. 1 even venture upon this. It 
is Scriptural. All meditation doesn’t 
come by inspiration.however; but many 
of the scribes meditate (about a great 
many things other than Scripture) day 
and night. 1 do so (it is fair to acknowl­
edge the triitli). It is common (tomedi- 

I tate- not to acknowlerlge the tiiith). I 
hope it is not unclean (to meditate, 1 I mean). 1 do not profess an iilll itus in 
the nieditiition following:

.Many of the serilies receive gifts. All 
I that read unr clinrcli paiiers find it out 
j rtiat isan item ill ways written about, and 
 ̂ it must not lie withheld. The eilitor 
! dare not (I suppose). Tlie Scriptures do 
; not say ; Tlion shall not give a gift, hut 
do say ; It is more blessed to give than 
to receive. I f  you take a gift to the altar, 
and Hiere remember that you have 
aught against your brother, sacrifice it 
ii|Hm the altar of pride and self-lauda- 
tioii, and Hieu call your brother Ui recon­
cilia'ion if he is so situated as necessa­
rily to comply with all your astute and 
Itaconiau wliims. (That doesn’t sound 
quite like the old preacher used to quote 
it, but these are days of reunion and 
higher criticism, and I venture to refer to 
Matt. v:2fi, 24. in passing.) Also : Owe 
no man anything (with this single misll- 
tlcation), but to love one another. That 
sounds pretty well, and is submitted 
without amendment. And if it were 
passed as pure coin, 1 should never ex­
pect on that account to lie taken up as a 
counterfeiter. Whatever else may be 
held against me that must pass. The 
debt of love I freely grant, though I 
may not pay i t ; any other I repudiate.

Owe no man anything. A  preacher is 
a man (ought to lie); therefore, etc. (hut 
I will not insult that bright scluHil-boy's 
logic). He (the bright Isiy) knows that 
this is a iiieilitatioii, and understands as 
well. If not better than many who assume 
more of the gravity of age without a 
luodlciini of Ills honssty, that the debt of 
love must never be balanced. U|sin lilt 
authority I defy any reasonable iininber 
of com|ieient witnesses to produce in 
iqieii Court a single set of tsioksifrom 
any time since the days of Adam) In 
which Is found a solitary entry wlieiein 
Hie delit of love lias lieeii honestly cast 
up ami did not fall down iti any other 
sliH|s> tlian mpiared at the Isittoiu of the 
|uute. Whoacis-ptsy Take time to med­
itate. (I have done s<t.) That Is a debt 
we cannot pay, but we may give gifta. 
Now, tlie question is fairly stated. I'lease 
take time. 11 liave dune so on this sub- 
ji>ct more or less f.ir ten years.)

I was surtirised not long ago by a qnea- 
Hon from a most intelligent brother, who, 
by Hie fratning of it. seemed to divine 
my niediiations. .V'ld If this meditation 
lirouglit fortli pnivea to lie aa one boro 
out of due time, I can In s<ane measure 
lay it to that gisid bniHier’s question, 
to-wit; Wliat is the dlaciplinary law 
concerning tla> taking of g ifts «  <iet 
yuiir ilisci|iline. my brother, and let ns 
hear from you as to tlie “ law and testi­
mony."

Tlie unwritten law seems to tie tliat 
yon are to receive and accept every gift 
sent or offered with the distinct (though 
tacit) uiHlerstandiiig that a paper liag lie 
sent to tlie church organ wlHi just enough 
pure air in it to satisfy the conscience of 
Hie seniler and to keep It from exphidiiig 
on Hie way and causing a Imd odor among 
Uncle .'tarn's employes. And l«e it further 
iinderstiMMl by the semler of gifts itiHiiigh 
not by the reoeiverl. that all claims for 
further unpaid snlary be ctiewed as s-i 
iniicli dry pa^r, or. dryer promises, by 
Hie meek and uncomplaining land, there- 
fore, welt-cared furand ba(>py)occnimnts 
of the iwrsonage.

laick Ui me. |{tit jus* the nlea: Feas'lng 
on wind pudding and thrn entering into 
a aolrmn compact for the total and uii- 
miUl/ated destniction of wind-mills! 
The thing is ahsuni, wre must reform.)

A man's gifts are his m<ist expensive 
luxuries as tliat I*. (!. just across the way 
can trs ify (and this one tmi, when the 
time comes.) 1 wonder If presiding el­
ders do get gifts. I f  tiiey do not how is 
tlie thing to lie eqiialired 1* How Is the 
r . 0. to prorate his gifts (including tur­
nips. etc.) witli him. out or the lilank end 
of a deficit in salary amounting, in many 
itistan''es. to one-third of tlie whole as­
sessment. Vet he must do so or hind 
his conscience when lie discovers that 
these same things are counted as quarter­
age. (Make out a bill of charges with 
profier specifications; 1 am reaily to plead 
guilty.) Tliere Is a shame somewhere.

I propose. In plain words, (let a wiser 
man offer something better) tliat the 
moHier of conferences in Texas pass a 
resolution (liut not so fsr as to lose sight 
of it) that her membership has too high 
a sense of common honesty snd ton much 
self-respect to accept a gift from any 
person nr iiersnns upon whom rests an 
oliligation to pay, until that obligation 
has lieen f iillv met.

Ah, now 1 have it, let us leave the gift 
without attempting to offer it upon anv 
altar and then go be reconciled with

our brother bv paying our honest debts, 
(“ but to love,’’ etc. leave that unbalanced 
and uncontaminated) then come and of­
fer our gifts, then, and only then, will it 
be mure blessed to give tlian to receive. 
Then, and only then, will it come up be­
fore tlie I » r d  as a sweet smelling savor.

1 repudiate gifts in which the drain on 
already depleted cupboard and scanty 
wardrobe is trebled, and sometimes 
iliiailrupled by their acceptance. I  re­
pudiate all debts, except tliat of love, by 
honestly meeting tliem like a man and a 
Christian. 1 repudiate all gifts that come 
from bribers of a popular preaclier’s good 
opinion and from givers wiio are too 
mean or too stingy or too ignorant to dis- 
cliarge an liouest debt. 1 repudiate all 
gifts from alt sources that come only by 
a double depletion of ImiHi the material 
and spiritual fountains of him upon whom 
they would empty tlieir mildewed pre­
tense of benefactions. And (if it doesn't) 
Hie Meth(K)i^' Clnirch, rmit and branch, 
ought to do the same. I.et us be honest 
before we feign to be gi'iierous.

I prefer to pay for my own grinding 
(Hiere is a |iecnliar satisfHction in it) 
ilien 1 can take it at siicli times and in 
siicli quantities as suits liest. When a 
preaclier’s salary is lionestly and con- 
scientionHly met, tlien if lie cannot meet 
his obligations and pay a fair valiiatiou 
like otliers for wliat he uses, like a Chris­
tian gentlepian he ouglit to refuse to take 
work at Hie liaiids of Hie cliurch. When 
this is done in my case, 1 take my mush 
witii milk tliat eitlier comes sipiare out 
as quarterage or tliat my own cow fiir- 
iiislies, and walk with a cane if it suits 
me or let alone as 1 am able (so far I have 
let it alone.)

Let love of the brethren oonMnue. lie 
ye free from Hie love of money, content 
with sucli things as ye have, for it is good 
that tiie heart be estalilished by grace, 
not with meats, lint to do good and to 
communicate forget not, for with such 
sacrifices God is well pleased. Fray for 
us, fur we are persuaded that we have a 
good conscience, desiring to live honeaUy 
in all tilings. Ileb. I.lchap.

Take thought for Uiinga honorable in 
the sight of all men. lA>t not then your 
good be evil spoken of, for tlie kin^um 
of God is not eating and drinking but 
rigliteoiisiiess and (leace and joy In the 
Holy Ghost.

TUB TEA INTKUEST8 OB TIIISA. 
JudKiiiK from tlie oiiuriuuiis exports of tea, 

aud the comiuerrial Interests that center in 
and revolve about the culture of this fragrant 
shrub, It Is safe to say that tlie round world 
recoKnizes and adopts the Chinese national 
drink.

Tea Is cultivated on the hills, principally 
iu the province of Tu Khui and about the 
VaiiK-tez-klaiiK. While passintc through Ja­
pan 1 saw the farms, as tea Is cultivated there. 
Viewing a tea-farm at a distance. It has the 
appearance of a shrubbery of evergreens, and 
wben iu bloom the white flowers on the deep 
green leaves present a picture to the eye 
long to be remembere<l. The shrub is a 
s[MJcles of camellia, from which the various 
ijualltlesof tea lsobtalned,aud not from various 
kinds o f tea-plant. Your black or red and 
green tea may grow on the same bush, but 
prepared by a different process for market 
Likewise there are districts In which the soil 
ami climate favor a liner grade, where perliaps 
greater care In the cultivation, gathering and 
preparing obtains.

The young plants produce a liner tiuality of 
tea than tlie older, and the tender leaves of 
the spring are more delicate In tlavor than the 
older and coarser leaves of summer and au­
tumn, couse<iuently It Is desirable to have 
large numbers of young plants each year. 
The plants of one year are transplanted from 
the nursery In rows of four feet by four, and 
several plants to the “ hill.”  A fter three 
years’ unmolested growth they are sutllclently 
robust to yield a crop of leaves, say a half 
pound of the drli>d tea annually to the plant.

The sun-dried leaves are usually sold to the 
.igents of the merchants. Thesr' leaves are 
afterwards “ tired,”  and then placed u|sm the 
rolling-table, and pressed, while moist and 
daccid from the heat of roasting. Into balls. 
The remaining moisture being thus removed, 
the next step la to take the twisted leaves to 
the “roastlug-paiis," where an hour and a 
half of heating getsthe tea ready fortrans|Mirt 

After behigtlius prepared, great care must 
be exercbted In the transportation to the 
ports, ill which the llnest grades must on no 
account touch the soil during the entire 
mute.

Uut in order to command a rtsuly sate In the 
KngllKh and Auierieaii markets, additional 
manipulation Is necessary; and in securing a 
uniform bright green tea it Is necessary Ui a*ld 
prusslateof Inm.mixisl with gypsum. 1 have 
seen It stated that sumeof the cheapercrdored 
green tea, such fur Instance as is taken fmiii 
tea shops after being several times drawn, 
contain mure tiian a half ismiid of pulsunuus 
coiorlng matter to tiie hundred pounds of 
leaves. It Is not wonderful tliat tea-driukers 
In America are sometimes Injuriously affected.

CIIINEHK Mollg o r  MAKINO TEA.
They pul a few leaves Into a cup, and pour 

liot water over it as wanted. Thus prepared, 
they drink It but, without sugar or milk. I'ass- 
ing by their tea-shops you will usually flnd 
them crowded with customers from murie 
Ing early till late at night. Kor a little 
caab, say a cent to a rent amt a half, a China* 
man gets his cup with a few leaves of tea in 
It; so be takee a s««t, has a coidie to wait <si 
him In tile supply of hot water, smokes and 
drtnka and gossi|M, while the Imurs go by. 
The popular iiolkin la, that tieforr eating tea 
Is a gotsl stumarlile. ami a rup after meats 
iiitittiotes digestion. In atklllkm to his lea he 
must smoke his pipe. In wlik-li tlie women 
llkewtae Indulge. \  pmvrrti obtains tu the 
effect, that a man w Imi eats ami dors tsit 
smoke. Is like a man who enters a house ami 
tearrs the dinr open. In a laml tike this, an 
'ifien Umir mssuis the Issm of Imusehold gissls.

“ Tea.”  says a Chinese antiHirily, “ Is of a 
.'woling nature, and If drunk hsi freely will 
isuduce exhaustion and lassitude; eoiiiitry 
lieople befute drinking it a<ld gitiger and salt 
to ruoiiterart tills cooling pn»|sTly.”  So much 
for tea.

scribe the rultlvathm of rice.
Tlie Amt stage Is the seed-tied, which It 

largely niniposi<dof ll<|uM tiisiiurr, sinitig smi 
clamonms of smelL Into these rich bests the 
seed Is sown, and thus forresj into a raidd 
growth, giving the young plants an astonlsle 
Ing sUrl In life. When the sIhsKs are Hve or 
six inches high, they are transplanted at regu­
lar distances apart, having several idatds to 
the iMde. l*rior to this transplaiitiiig, tlie rice 
Arid has been Aissled with water ftom the 
canal by aMSins of a wstcr-wliesH of rmie enn- 
stniriioa.

A t last on one peaceful, sunny August day, 
the Canadian Indians swept down and shot to 
death a company of six men who were passing 
from the town tu a garrison two miles distant.

It has been months since there 
has been even a rumor of Indiuiis; and though 
the putrols, guns on shoulders, still pace about 
the town, tilers Isa general I'ecliugof rest aud 
cheerfulness.

Whistling light-heartedly, Daniel Abbott 
goes out, after the early family breakfast, in 
company with his dog, to drive the cows to 
pasture; it is his turn to herd then to-day 
Nathan Koster, another I ’enacisik lad. Is on 
hand with his cows to keep him uompuny. 
Both are sturdy young fellows. Both o f them 
curry their rilles. As they trudge along, they 
naturally drop into the favorite topic. Nathan 
guesses “ the red-skliis are gone for good and 
all.”  Daniel doubts it, having dreamtHl the 
iiiglit before that he was raptured by the In­
dians.

The boys are to watch the cows all day; 
and as the noon sun begins tubeet down, they 
betake themselves to a fallen tree-trunk in the 
edge o f the wihkIs whence they can kiH‘p their 
eyes U|M)n the herd gru/tiig contentedly. Time 
slips on; everything lisiks bright, secure, full 
of iieai-e; the <|Ulck-eyed Jock is asleep in the 
grass at their fts-t; the air is soft and iHlorous, 
and the murmuring of the brisik calls resist less- 
ly to Daniel. “ Come, Nat,”  he cries tlnully, 
“ let us go down to the turn where the water’s 
deep, and lish. Jis-k can do all the watching 
that is ncerled.”

The boys intent on their lines forget there 
ever were Indians, ever was danger. The 
soft twitter of birds, the droning of the wild

“ Come then, Ca-hau-wuk, my Father, and 
Shin-gas the Powerful! come, my young 
brothers! let us go down to tlie great water. 
There 1 will tell yon how to use these mys­
terious wings in calling the Great S|>lrit,’ ' 
cries Pea-lia-la, rejoicing.

The Indians look at one another; doubt, 
anxiety, are struggling on their faces. But 
Ca-hmi-wnk gives the word of coinmaiid and 
they follow Pea-lia-la bearing the “ mystcr- I 
Ions wings”  to the lake.

In one of the settlenienks which had pn>- 
grossed from “plantatliHi”  to “town,” Pena- 
oook. now Concord on the Merrimar, in New  
Hampshire, lived young Daniel Abbott, one 
of a large family of brother**; and Ills  his 
story, handed down by tradition, which I pni- 
IKise to relate.

In ITM, when Daniel was about eight yrilrs 
o f age, sad days liegan to come to the little 
town of l ’eiia<sK)k; tlie (ssiple had so far 
lived in (*oinparative security, the neighboring 
Imllans being frieiHlIy to the white men. 
Now, however, came strange Imllans, mostly 
from Canada, and who were Instigated by the 
French to coitmiU dcpmlations on the s«*t- 
Uera.

The houses at Penacook had been built in 
groups to be easily defended in possible times 
of danger, now came the order to fortify them. 
.Strong walls of hewn logs laid fiat upon each 
oUier, carried up as high as the roofs of the 
houses and prov ided with sentry-boxes at the 
e imers, were put up In different parts of the 
town so as to enclose esch a group of houses. 
To every garrison was allotteil a certain num­
ber of families; sometimes as many as a dozen 
or twenty families occupied the larger forttli- 
catlons.

Thenceforth, for years, there was no peace 
of nlnd In Penacook; the farmers went armed 
to the flelds;bounds were set to the children’s 
rambles; sentries were on the alert day and 
night to.flie signal guns at the first appearance 
of foes; on Sunday, tlw congregation to a man

One by one the Abbott and Koster cows, all 
save two, come trailing slowly homeward 
through the long grasses; but It Is pres«*ntly 
dlstsiverevl that the boys are not with tliem. 
They are callesi on every hand. No answer.

He 
listens. In tlie next wigwam the sspiaws are 
awake, talking. He learns that a dozen of the 
tribe have gone off on a jouriM*)- of plunder.

Pra-lia-ta would rise and n n  soiitliward this 
moment, only that the Indians* dreatlfiil wolf- 
dogs would bark ami betray him. Bo be lies 
down again breathing a prayer that Gml will 
aonietime help him. The sipiawrs rhatter on 
bMC**tlier and hope the “Great Spirit” in the 
Sonthw(*st will make their “braves” suceess- 
fnl. The ehlet's white son strives to k*s*p 
awake and listen to Irani whatever may Ik* of 
future use. but sism drowsiness cre**psover 
him and smithed hy the wanntli he drojis ashs-p 
again.

At the new imHin the Irand return, hringing 
with them scal|>s and imicli plunder. Pea-ha-la 
at the f<*ast of n*joicing. with a shiver, reeog- 
niz<*s Just snrh faniillar artieh*s as he has seen 
In the houses of Penaoisik; a “hous«*wlfe,” a 
pair of eandlestirks, a snuff box, shears, and— 
oh, what are these things hangingto Shin-gaa’ 
belt?

llev . Mark Guy I ’earse lectured In Ex­
eter Hall, Loudon, to an immense audi­
ence, on February 4, on 2 C >r. x i i i : l l :  
“ He i>eifect; be o f good com fort.”  A  
great many, be said, lost perfection be­
cause tliey put com fort ilrst. I f  relig­
ion were simply an arrangement by wbicli 
we were to be fed, clothed, boused and 
taken care o f, then be could only con­
clude that it was admirably adapted to 
develop selllsbness and indolence rattier 
than auytbing else. T lia t was not tlie 
religion o f the Hible. T lie  Hible came to 
make us miserable until it made ns like 
Clirist. and then we miglit sav: “ He 
fierfect; be o f good comfort.”  I f  the 
Lord .Jesus Clirist had only come to save 
him from bell, to make him glad with 
the hope o f lieaven. and just to let liitn 
d r ift  on in bis own way, tiieii lie declared 
deliberately tliat lie would ra 'ber liave 
liell lire tlian tliat, i f  only hell could burn 
into liiiii a deep sense o f the liatefillness 
o f sill. W e did not want tlie spiritual 
life  deepened w itli no spirituality in it— 
jn.-t a memory o f wliat tlie Lord d id in  
SI me excited moment. N o  siu-h religion 
Could he found ill this book. Clirist liad 
come, not to make ns liappy, but to make 
us like unto liimself. There was some- 
tliiiig  inlinitely more inipnrtant tliaii liup- 
piiiess—to be rigid , to be Clirist-like, to 
be perfect. “ Seek ilrst tlie kingdom 
o f (iod  and its rigliteousiiess (not 
its lia]ipiness). and all otlier things 
shall lie added unto you.”  I f  tlie 
Lord aimed at one thing in our religion 
and we aimed at niiotber it was not dilll- 
cnlt to predict failure. Tlien many iieo- 
ple failtsl by leaving confort out. I f  we 
liegaii to try and make ourselves (lerfect 
we would soon fa il, and tlie sooner the 
better. The word self-denial did not 
occur in the Hible in our sense o f it. 
but it  came in with tliis notion o f 
rubbing ourselves with sand-paper, and 
even using siilnliuric acid to fetch olT 
the 8|N)t. I t  WHS not self-denial tliat 
was wanted, but self-forgetfulness, self- 

1 losing. I f  we tried to make ourselves 
I iK-rfect we would either give up tlie task
