FIFTEEN THOUSAND PROH!BI-

The Gathering at Fort Worth--A
Convention Ten Times Larger
than any Convention Ever Held
in Texas--The Procession, the
Speeches and the Love Feast.

Thursday mornivg, June 30, at an
early hour the cily of For Worth was
astir and the members of the recep ion
committee were on the alert for the pas-
sengers and delegates on the incowing
trains. The hote! rotuudas and side-
walks were soon filled with a multituds

of cit'zens bearing upon their brewxlsl

Crowds swased and jostled each other
in good natwied coufusion as eaeh group
and associat'on struggled to incuige in
any sort of lucomotion. A8 each con-
federation mirived they lost themselves
in the mass of mortals alrealdy o al
tendauce. About 9:30 ¢is Yanks and a
number of business houses closed ard
carriages formed 1 line taking the
speakers to the fool of Miin strest, from
whence started the parade.

THE PARADE,

The procession was led by mounted
ofticers and marstiuls, city police, sher 1y,
aud these were followed by the magnidi-
cent Itasea bhwnd mounted on the hook
and ladder trocks., Foliowing Llhece
was the City Fire Depariment with their
engines aud hose car's festively decor-
ated ; behind (hese camie the hacks with
the speakers and distinguished cilizons,
followed by privaie curringes, omaibuses
and other vehicles that crowded through
the lined streets. Theu came the sturdy
infantry marching in solid phalanx and

filling the streets for many blooks. Then |

the carriages standing on the side streets
filed in, then more fostmen and eaniages,
another band and more foot and horse,
and more, and more, and wore, until the
eyes, wearied of watching, turned for
relief to the ground. On they came, re-
ceiving recruits and acceesions on every
corper and at every turn, uatil a pro-
cession two miles in length was on its
way to the grounds selected.

THE GROUNDS,

The grounds selected for the occasion
were most suitable. Ina dense wood
where tall, umbrageous trees spread
their protecting branches overhead, and
warded off the fierce rays of the sun, a
spot was chosen. The thick under-
brush was cut and hauled away to a dis-
tance or piled in mountains around the
outskirts. Within the cleared precincts
everything was cool, shady and inviting,
where the thousands roamed at will.
There was an artesian well 200 and odd
feet deep, sunk for the occasion by Cap-
tain Sam Evaus, towhom is also due the
magical con of the forest into a
beautiful park. DPipes led from the well
in various directions to carry drink
for the thirsty to barrels, ice-filled, and
situated at intervals all through the
grounds. The grand stand was erected
in a sput where the shade was perfect,
and infront of this sests for three thous-
and people were arranged in close prox-
imity. Beyond thisthe Woman’s Chris-
tian Temperance Union had erected an

ice cream booth, In other parts of the
ground were a number of booths where
all sorts of temperance drvinks and cigars
could be obtained.

FREE ICED TEA,

One of the best patrouized institutious
on the grounds was the booth erected by
the generous management of the Fort
Worth Grocer Co., where iced tea was
distilled and drank by the thirsty multi-
tude. A tea kettle capable of holding
1200 gallons, and heated by a furnpace,
was kepl in copstant use, and at a fair
estimate about 2500 galions of tea were
consumed by the thirsty visitors. The

Ile
discussed personal liberty inall its phases
and asserted that everyone of our penal
laws and all but two of the Ten
Commandments were infringements upon
personal liberty, but only such as was
necessary aund indispensable to the good
of society.

Ilis speech was well received,
and was often interrupted by vociferous
cheering. The distinguished gentle-
man’s prestige, large acquaintance and
the faith people have in his spotless in-
tegrity, gave weight and force to his
words.

the Mexicans, [have just finished my secon

round on the San Antonio Mexican Distriet
according to my plan published in El Evange-
lista Mexicana, of April 15; and while 1 can
gladly say that the cause of Christ is gaining
ground every where, and my brother preachers
are doing their best to comply with their duty
as much as possible, nevertheless, we have
to lament that up to this date there is some
disturbance stiil earried on by the enemies of
truth and progress, among whieh 1 will men-
tion a case, or rather various cases, that have
taken place in the town of Coneepelon in this
State, and this 1s one of the p aces whers the
gospel has been preached for more than ten
years, and whnere at first they seemed to have
received the word well, as the s _ed seemed to
have fallen on gooa ground, But not so. for
it has not yielded mueh fruit; for some fell by
the wayside, and the fowls o' the air came
and devoured it up; and some fell on stony
ground, where it had not much earth, and iw-
mediately it sprang up, because it had no
d pthoof earth, But when the sun was up, it
was scorched; and because it had no root, 1t
withered away.

This
it does in the remarkable article which

follows.

It is hardly possible to overestimate
the value of this witness. The testi-
mony comes not from the North, but
from the South ; not from Kansas, but
from Georgia : not from a Republican or
a P'rohibitionist, but from a Democratic
newspaper—one that formerly opposed
the measure which it now endorses,

We give the article large space, for we
believe that no candid, unprejudiced
wman can read it and be nnconvinced. In
order to give it as wide a circulation as
possible, we have printed a thousand ex-
tra copies which we will furnish to
agents, readers and prohibition clubs at
three ceuts per copy.

The article as it app2ared on the ed-
itorial page of the Constitution of Tues-
day June 25, is as follows :

PROHIBITION IN ATLANTA.

The election at which prohibition was
put on trial in this city is entitled toa
place among great events. No election
of a local nature was ever before held in

a city of sixty thousand people in which
more was involved. The changes pro-

posed by it were so radical as to b2 al-
most revolutionary. Over a hundred
business houses were to bz closed. Near-
ly five hundred men were to be forced to
give up a chosen employment. The city
treasury was to be left with forty thou-
sand dollars less revenue. Trade amount-
ing annually to miliions was to be turned
away from the city. Many large busi-
ness houses were to be left unrented. Of
course, a movemert proposing measures
80 radical met with the most spirited
and determined opposition. Many of
our best citizens regarded it with out-
spoken disfavor.

It was said that prohibition in a city
80 large as this was impracticable, that it
would not prohibit, that the trade would
be injured, that taxes would be increased,
that the stores in which the liquor busi-
ness was carried on would not be rented
for other purposes, that the same amount
of whisky would be drank with the law
a8 without it, the city would only miss
the revenue, that it would be a death-
blow to Atlanta’s progress.

It has now been eighteen months since
the election, and twelve months since the
law went into effect. We are prepared
thus from observation to note results:

P’rohibition in this city does prohibit.
The law is observed as well as the law
against carrying concealed weapons,gam-
bling, theft and other offenses of like

character. If there had been as many
people in favor of carrying concealed

weapons, theft, gambling, etc., as there
were in favor of the retail of ardent
spirits, twelve months ago, law against
these things would not have been car-
ried out as well as it was against the
liquor trade. In consideration of the
small majority with which prohibition
was carried, and the large number of
people who were opposed to seeing it
prohibit, the law has been marvelously
well observed.

Prohibition has not injured the city
financially. According to the assessor’s
books property in the city has increased
over two millions of doliars. Taxes have
not been increased. Two streets in the
city, Decatur and Peters, were known as

liquor streets. It was hardly considered
proper for a lady to walk these streets
without an escort, Now they are just as
orderly as any in the city. Property on
them has advanced from 10 to 25 per
cent. The loss of forty thousand dollars
revenue, consequent on closing the sa-
loons, has tended in no degree to impede
the city’s progress in any direction.
Large appropriations have been made to
the water-works, the public schools, the
Piedmont fair and other improvements.
The business men have raised $400,000
to build the Atlanta and Hawkinsville
railroad. The number of city banks is
to be increased to five. The coming of
four new railroads has bz2en settled dur-
ing the year., Fifteen new stores con-
taining house-furnishing goods have
been started since prohibition went into
effect, These are doing well, More fur-
niture has been sold to mechanics and
laboring men in the last twelve months
than in any twelve months during the
history of the city, The manufacturing
establishments of the city have received
new life. A glass factory has been builit,
A cotton seed oil mill is being built
worth $125,000,  All improvement com-
panies with a basis in real estate have
seen their stock doubled in value since
the election on prohibition.

Stores in which the liquor trade was
conducted are not vacant, but are now
occupied by other lines of trade. Ac-
cording to the real estate men more la-
borers and men of limited means are buy-
ing lots than ever before. Rents are
more promptly paid than formerly, More
houses are rented by the same number
of families than heretofore. Defore pro-
| hibition, sometimes as many as three |

families would live in one house. The
| heads of those families now not spending

unoccupied squares of the city. The
city council has refused longer to grant
license to bucket shops, thus putting the
geal of its condemnation upon the trade
in futures of all kinds.

All these reforms have had a decided
tendency to diminish crime, Two weeks
were necessary formerly to get through
with ‘he criminal docket. Daring the
present year it was closed out in two
days. The chain-gang is almost left
with nothing but the chains and the
balls. The gang part would not be large
enough to work the public roads of the
county were it not augmented by fresh
supplies from the surrounding counties.
The city government is in the hands of
our best citizans.

The majority in this county in favor
of prohibition was only 235. Such a
change has taken place in public senti-
ment, however, that now there is hardly
a respectable anti-probibitionist in the
city who favors a return to bar-rooms.
There are some who would prefer high
license, or its sale by the gallon, but it is
a remarkable fact that there is no dispo-
sition to have the saloon opened again.
The bar-room has gone from Atlanta
forever, and the people with remarkable
unanimity say,amen! There is very lit-
tie drinking in the city. There has been
forty per cent. falling off in the number
of arrests, notwithstanding there las
been a rigid interpretation of the luw
under which :rrests are made. Former-
ly, if & man was sob:r enough to wulk
home he wus not molested. Now, if
there is the slightes' vanation from that
state in which the center of gravity falls
in a line inside the base, the party is|

Less trouble
has been experienced in having parents
purchase books required by the rules,
fewer children have been withdrawn to
aid in supporting the family, the higher
classes in the grammar schools have been
fuller, and more children have been pro-
moted to the high schools, both male and
female, than ever before in the history
of the schools. All these indications
point to the increased prosperity of the
cily, and to the growing interest in the

Backed by the bhundless wealth of the
| liguor dealers, the anti-Prohibitionists
| have utterly failed to organiza the State,
! Whatever may be the result of the elec-
' tion, the fact stands that the people of
Texas bave refused to be formally en-
rolled as saloon supporters. Let us hope
that the result will show that they will
not cast their ballots for a cause in which
they are not willing to enlist as workers,

The managers of the campaign have
resorted to a policy in keeping with the
nature and business of their client. They
have picketed the State with men who
say to the peopie: “Don’t go about these
discussions. Let us not have any dis.
turbance between neighbors now.” At
the same tlime they see to it that An-
heuser-Basch literature is carefully dis-
tributed. This class of literature is known
by two or three marks:

1. It is anony®aous or signed by some
one whom the people are unable to iden-
tify.

2, It is filled with fictitious stories of
imaginary outrages committed in prohi-
bition countries, which, if true, would
amount to nothing in comparison with
the outrages that General Clark’s client
is perpetrating every day in Texas.

3. It parades false statistics to show
that prohibition does not prohibit, while
the zeal of its authors to prevent prohi-
bition proves that they know it does pro-
hibit.

4. It misrepresents the revenue de-
rived from the whisky traffic, there be-

ing in fact no revenue from it whatever,
as the tax does not pay the expense of
prosecuting saloon-made eriminals in one
single county where it is sold.

For General Clark we have some re-
spect ; for his client we have none. Law-
yers seldom negotiate for peijury. Their
clients do that, and so leave the attorney
free to look innocent, believe every word
of his own witnesses and doubt the ver-
acity or capacity of those on the other
side. Butin spite of the shrewdness of
General Clark and the wealth and un-
serupulousness of his client, the liguor
men are weakening all along the line.
Let us stand in our lot and fight valiant-
