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OLD LAND IRK

HERE BEING TORN

THIS WEEK

The old Haskell Hotel, which was
erectedin 1885 as the county's first
courthouse, is being torn down this
week and the lumber in the build-
ing is being hauled to the north-
west part of the county and will be
used in farm buildings.

Regarding the old landmark, Mr.
R. E. Sherrill furnishes us the fol-
lowing story:

"fn 18S5 when Haskell was a cozy
little town of probably 250 or 300
people and the county had just
been organized, the Commissioner's
.Court voted $15,000 in bonds to
build a courthouse. They found
they could not sell the bonds, for
none of them had any connections
with money for such investment.
There was a youg man here who
had recentlycome from Austin and
was engaged in the real estate bus-
iness, and he told them he thought
he could sell the bonds. So they
agreed to give him the opportunity.
He went to Austin and the officials
readily took the bonds, he says,
more to please him than anything
else, for he had worked in the
treasurer'soffice before he came to
Haskell. While he was down there
he concluded that was a good time
to bring back with him his sweet-
heart who had been waiting for
him. So they married and started
back with the money. When they
got to Albany they had to come
over by a hack that brought the
mail, and there had been some rob
bing of the mails, and Lomax, for
that was who it was, gave most of

the money to his new wife, and she

hid it in her bustle. On the way
out they were approached bytwo
men riding at full speed towards
them and he says his heart liked to
jumped out of his mouth until
the strangers approached and asked
if they could get a drink of water.
Well, they got home all right, and
delivered the money and the court
hou was built. It was a square
framed building and they thought
they had a fine courthouse, for
when compared with the buildings

in this country at the time, it was

a fine house. With four rooms be-

low and a court room above, it ac-

commodated the county for all pur-

poses, except the. clerk's records. A

rock building was then put up to

keep the records safe from fire.
