A REMINDER OF WAR TIMES,

The following communication to the
bishops of the M. E. Church, South, was
found among the papers of the late
Bishop Andrew, and forwarded to Tex-
as by Rev. G. G. Smith. The communi-
cation explains itself:

CuArreLL Hivw, Jan, 24, 1865,
To the Board of Bishops of the M. E, Church,
South:

DeAr FATHERs-The Texas Annual Con-
ference at its last session, which met at
Wago, November last, appointed me to ad-
dress you previous to your annual meeting,
to urge the attendance of one of your num-
ber at the next session of our conference,
which is fixed for the first Wednesday In
November, if not changed by an episcopal ap-
pointment. The language of our conference
82

“The absence of our general superinten-
dents In our conference, aiding with their
godly counsels, training the young itinerants,
ordalning our preachers that they may dis-
pense the ordinances of the chureh, is keenly
felt and deeply deplored. The difticulties at-
tending their position are appreciated, and
they have our profoundest sympathies; but
an organization like ours, which knows no
parallel for efliciency in the annals of ec-
clesiastical history, cannot be disturbed at
any vital point without the influence thrilling
through every nerve of the system.

Qur itinerancy is our glory and the great
wheel In the system. Our general superin-
tendents cannot from any cause cease to re-
volve without affecting our whole con-
nection, and we trust that ere the evil as-
sume a form which may leave & parmanent
impression on the church that some action
wmay be adopted which may secure their at-
tendance amongst us.

Resolved, That our president, R. Alexan-
der, be, and Is hereby, appointed a committee
to0 address a petition to the episcopal board,
urging the necessity of our condition, and
asking the presence of one of their number
in our midst.”

‘L he above is an extract from the report of
the Cosnmittee on the State of the Church.

Weare trying to keep up our church organ-
ization, and have raised funds and kept army
wissionaries in the field and in destitute por
tions of our regular work, but our success, par-
ticularly in the regular work, has been limited
and we can but see a strong tendency to de-
moralization in the church and the eommuni-
ty atlarge. As a conference we are suffering
for the want of ordained preachers.

We are now supplying many circuits and
stations with deacons and elders-elect, but
they cannot administer the ordinances to
their flocks. A presiding elder, In some in-
stances, has taken the tims and labor to
travel one hundred miles to administer the
ordinance of baptism. Many of our members
bave not the privilege of the sacrament of
the supper. From year to year the confer-
ecoce Is making an effort to obviate the evil
as far as may be; but after all we can do
there will be a deficlency. Caunot one of
your number come over and visit us this year?
If we could have the presence, counsels and
influence of one of our bishops for six or
elght mounths this year in the Trans-Missis-
sippl department the results would be great,
In short, If we maintain our church organi-
zation we must have our preachers ordained,
and thus set apart for theirappropriate work.
We acknowledge presbyterial ordination,
Weteach it and practice It when we recelve
preachers from other orthodox churches, and
only require them to assume the ordination
vows. We would all deplore the necessity of
infracting the regular order of our church
economy by giving and receiving orders with
out the presence of a bishop; but if one of
your number cannot visit usthe necessity of
our condition will lead to such an adminls-
tration. This point was discussed at a con-
vention of delegates from three Texas con-
ferences recently held In the city of Hous-
ton, which convention appointed Dr. Carter a
delegate to see the bishops, and if possible to
attend their annual meeting and in person
urge upon your board to administer to our
neocessities. Rev. L. G. John was appointed
his alternate. Dear falhers, we are earnest
in our petition for help under the pressure of
our necessities, In the name of the Master,
for the sake of the church, help us. Con-
gressmen, soldiers, citiz *ns, women and chil-
dren, are crossing and re-crossing the river,
Cannot & bishop cross to help to save the
chureh on this side? Your sou in the gospel.

Dr. Alexander was President of the
Texas Conference in 1564, and that was
the fourth time he had presided over the
body. Up to the breaking out of the
war (wo sessions each of the two Texas
Counferences had been held without the
presence of a bishop. We had no bishop
after 1861, until the close of the war, as
the letter s'ates. We suffered seriouns
inconveniences, and this conference di-
rected its president to address our bish-
ops—then called a board, since a college.
1 think the report was brought in by R,
W. Kennon. I have no recollection of
any proposition to send out unordained
men to administer the ordinances or of
a suggestion to give them presbyterial
ordination. Sach a proposition may have
been discussed at the convention in
Houston, of which I was not a member.
1 do not believe the Texas Conference
would hava resorted to such an un-
Meothodistic step —a step (hat threat-
ened a serious schism in American
Methodism at the Virgiaia Conference in
1770,

S:nes the close of the war in 1565, only
two annual conferences have been held
in Texas without a bishop—the Texas
and East Texas in 1880, Instead of
three conferences we now have, includ-
ing the German and M:xican Border,

' seven conferences.

It is desirable to have our bishopsgive
thameelves a little more time in our
Siate. Daring last fall Bishop Dancan
heid @ive conferences 1n five consecutive
weeks.

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WEST TEXAS CONFERENCE BOARD OF MISSIONS—
PREROGATIVES, ETC.

REV, JOHN 8. GILLETT.

Thue minutes of the West Texas Con-
ference, thirtieth session, brought out
by our Publishing House, are a model of
neatness, brevity and force. Our efli-
cient Secretary, Dr. H. 8. Thrall, is to
be congratulated. He has done his
work well, as he always does. But I
have taken up my pen for another pur-
pose. The West Texas Conference has
a Board of Missions, and that board has
a constitution in force since the organi-
zation of the conference, now more than
thirty years ago. The fifth article is as
follows: ‘‘The board shall supervise the
mission interests of the conference, con-
forming its acts to the requirements of
the Discipline in such cases mace and
provided. It shall alsodisseminate wis-
sionary intelligence among the paople,
and, in counection with the bishop and
presiding eiders, make the missio. ary
appropriations foreach conference year.”
Now, authority for this article is not
claimed bacause of its great age, but be-
cause of its supposed agreement with the
law. 1f it be read in connection with
articles XII[ and XI[1I, paragraph 165,
pages 1585-6 of the Discipline, it will be
found  to harmonize exactly with the
doctrines therein set forth, exceptit may
be that there is a stretch of authority in
providing for the presence of the presi-
ding elders. But they were supposed to
know the work better than either the
president of the conference or the board,
and their Invitation was a concession to
the inexorable law of necessity; and
they are always welcome. Now, accord-
ing tothe law, two things are essential
to the establishment of & mission:
1. The consent of the president of the
conference. The appropriation of
money to its support. Consent implies
confereuce; appropriation means estab-
lishment. 7Territory without appropria-
tion either means circuit work or non-
occupation. It isthe act of appropria-
tion that makes the mission, and money
not held cannot be applied. Now, who
are the custodians of the money? Why,
tha board of course. [Sze Discipline,
articles XI[I and XILI, pages 155-6 |
The board shall have absolute control of
the missions it may establish with the
consentof the president of the coufer-
ence * * * andof the funds raised
for their support * * * and annually
estimate the amount that may be neces-
sary for the supportof its own m'ssions.”
Clearly, then, concurrent action is veces-
sary to the establishment of a mission.
That I am correct in this view is evinced
by the fact that for more than twenty-
five years—and I have been the secre-
tary of the board all that time—our
bishops, without exception, until two
years ago, conformed to the above writ-
ten article of the constitution—i. e.,
together with the presiding elders, they
jrined the board in makiog the appro-
priations. Bat two years ago good
Bishop Dancan made the startling dis-
covery that the Board of Missions of the
West Texas Conference could not be
trusted with & cabinet secret, or he stood
in mortal fear that during the appro-
priating process soms secret might leak
out, and to prevent that dire d saster de-
clived to be present whea (he appro-
priations were made. Again, at the last
conference, 80 far as the Boad of Mis-
sions was concerued, no appropriations
were made, and this secretary, whose
business it is to keep tne doings of the
board, was in blissfal ignorance both of
the number of missions established and
of the amouuts appropriated to their
sopport, until the aforesaid minutes
came to hand, and he then found the
work of the cabinet—thirty missions es-
tablished, $5747 40 appropriated, duly
signed by H S. Thrall, President, and
J. 8. Gillets, Sacretary. The board did
indeed have a meeting on tte day before
conference, the presiding elders all beirg
present but one, and a rough cast of (he
work was made, together with approx-
imate appropriations up to the point of
supposed ability, bat in the cabinet the
whole thing was recast, and whereas the
board at its preliminary meeting had in-
dicated $5075 as the limit, the cabinet
appropria el $5747 40, or mnearly $700
mote! Ifit be objac.ed that they were
auathorized to do this by resolution of the
board iteell, it is answered that this was
only done after an effort to obtain con-
carrent action had failed—after it was
found it must be that way or not at all—
after information that persis'ence on our
part in making the appropriations would
Josa us &1l that help proffered us by the
Foreign Board.

Under this stress of weather we sur-
rendered our rights and our manhood
together. It is amaz'ng that the board
should have kept silence, and that the
brethren of the cabinet in its absence
should have joined in makitg the ap-
propriations (the largest in any given
case being to the districts) without pro-
test, aye without positive refusal. How-
ever, nerve, like consistency, is a rare

jewel, and few of us have the courage of

afraid to trust our chief pastors and their
advisers, nor is it willing even to insin-
uate that its funds will be gquandered it
manipulated by them; but it is heartily
tired of sitting a8 a mere figure-head in
the presence of a self-constituted aun-
thority, at least in part, and ~f being
held responsible when it bas uo voice.
Joint action is onr right, and we must
have it or a dissolution of the partner-
ship.

rested. It seers to me that the prayers
aod kind words of tve hundred Mathod-
ist preachers would scotch, and might
help a great deal, while Heidt, McLean.
et al, are stralghteniog the traces on
the hills up which they have to pull.

The Texas Chautauqaa has located
here. They have had about fifteen men
at work the last two weeks cutting
brush and bailding houses, fences, etec.
They will put ina flce system of water
works on their grounds; buildings of
which we have seen the drawings will be
an ornament to the town and we hope
a benelit to the public.

ON THE CIRCUIT AGAIN,

It has been avout nineteen years since
“I rade the circuit.” 7The years during
which I was engaged in circuit work I
have, long since, set down as the hap-
plest, if not the most useful, of my life.
My heart has frequeantly called for a re-
turn to that sort of work.

My whole life has been a perpetual
struggle against physical disability. I
have never known the feelings of avigor-
ous man. HOw I have been able for
about twenty-nine years to do the work
of as'rong man in the itinerancy is a
mys ery to me, and farnishes resson for
profoundest gratefulness to God. Atthe
cloge of the last conference year I felt
that I had pushed the matter of under-
taking beavy and diflicult work as far as
1 dare venture. Accordingly at the last
seasion of the conference, for the first
time in my ministerial life, [ asked a fa-
vor—the favor of lighter work. My ap-
pointment to the Bolivar circuit was the
result. While I did not indicate, nor
even intimate, any special wish, yet. I
was given the very appointment I would
have taken had I been compelied to make
choice. I gratefully acknowledge the

kindness of the appointing power. At

as a preacher could wish to secve, at an
easy distavce from every appnintment,
secure from protracted exposure, and
with the prespect of good results before
me, I would be hard to please if I were
not more than satisfled. After many
years of close obgervation, [ am more
than ever convinced that when a preach-
er desires it, prays for it, and has true
faith,God makes his appointments. Again
and again have [ seen instauces in which
designing men seem to succeed; the hish-
op was miginformed and misgled, but the
hamble preacher in the meanwhile
was o calm repose, looking above the
bishop and the presiding e!ders, expect-
ing God to give him his work, and went
to a belter fizld and to increased useful-
negs. It is only when we throw the en-
deavors of cur free agercy across the
providence of God that we go to the
wrong place. Again I wish to say that
I am fully persuaded that our itinerant
plan is the ouly one which gives promise
of meeting the religious wants of all sec-
tions and communities, and which indi-
cates the possibility of the general evan-
gelization of the world. Mauy places
would be left destitute if they were de-
pendent upon the voluntary action of the
ministry. The preacher would shrink
from the responsibility of taking his
family tosome places Lo which he cheer-
folly goes in obedience to the godly au-
thorily to which he has pledged submie.
sion. Many prosperous churches now
live and bless the world which wouid
have had no existence had not the
praacher been sent. i32sides, no other
system of religious work, it seems to me,
is so wel! calculated to develop the high-
est siyle of character. The spirit of
disinterested benevolence is in it, Even
infilels have discovered that Christ's
character was the noblest ever known on
earth, This is the graciovs confession
of those of them who are the most re-
spectable of the craft. The humble
itinerant, faithful to his vows and true
to the trusts reposed in him, comes near-
er ic itating the example of Him who
went about doing good than any one of
whom [ can think. Itis only when his
faith becomes unsettled,when he becomes
fearful, when he drops down to the low
coucep ion thai his ministry is merely a
profession rather than a holy calling, that
it i3 possble for him to become a selflsh
place - :eker or cowsrdly man pleaser.
As Curist offered himself to the world
and gave himself for it, so his humble
follower, called of him, cheerfully and
g'adly becomes the servant of all. When
fat hiul and true, keeping in his heart
the spirit of his Master. he canuot stoop
to & mean act or yleld to the motives of
sellish feelings. All the legitimate in-
flaences and circumstances that gather
about his life and labors ace well caleu-
lated to make him a trune man, and to
distinguish him a8 an unselfish and lofty
character. Now,that[am in & measure
growing old, and somewhat failing in
s'rength, still 1 give myself cheerfully
and hopefully to what remains for me to
do in this great work.

Raw coffee contains three active ingre-
dients—caffeine, which is nearly identi-
cal with theine, and amounts to nearly
one per cent , a volatile oil and caffas-
tannic and caff2s-acids about five per
cent. The remaining ninety-four cent.
consists of casein, dex rine, sugar, ceilu-
lose, earthy matter, some nitrogenous
matter, and water. By roasting, coffee
11ses sixteen per cent. in weight, and
gains thirty per cent in bulk. The per
centagg of caffeine ia greatly reduced
by roasting, but the 2roma i8 much iu-
creased. There i8 less taunic acid in
coffee than in tea, and therefore the ac-
tion of the bowels is not retarded by the
uee of ccffae, as is often by the use of
tea. The effects of caffsine upon the
system are iden'ical with those of theine,
as the two substauces are pearly identi-
cal, aud therefore these ¢ffscts need not
be repeated here.

Ccffee increases the respiration, and
&180 Lhe rate of puisation, but unlike tea,
it decreases the vapor'zicg action of the
skin and dries 1t, aud thus while dimin
!shing the action of the skin, it not only
leszens the loss of heat from the body,
but increases the heart's action and the
failoess of the pulse, and excites the mu
cous wmewmbranes.

+ Ccflee 13 an excitaut of the nervous
sysiem, but not in the same degree as
tea. It produces sleeplessness in many
persons when it is taken at night, prob:
ably by exciting the heart’s action and
preventing the fall in the rate of pulsa-
tion, which 1s natural at night and re-
quisite to produce sound tl:ep. As &
breakfast drink it is specially grateful to
those accostomel to its use, because in
the morning the skin is active and the
Leart’s action feeble. Like tea, coffee
lessens the fransformation of §animal tis-
sues, and thus seems to take the place of
food. 1t 18 well known thatthe Labitual
coflee-drinker cares for little at break-
fast in comparison with his cup of
cofles, Bat coffse is not food; aside
from the sugar and milk taken with It,
there is no nutriment worth mentioning
in & cup of coffee, Itisstrictly astimn-
lant, as is tea. In polsoning by oplum
strong coffee ie & valuable antidote, and
much more ellicient than strong tea.
which is also an antidote to opium
polson,

Ten sund ccfise drank in moderation
oay not seem to produce harmful re-
sults; but their ns2 is followed by this
perpetual disadvantage, that on'y under
the stimuius which they give can the
wos! satisfac ory work of the tea drinker
or ccli+edrinker be done. Ile must be
perpetually the slave of the cup, or feel
hat he is not in a condition to do his
best, whereas the individual who depends
wholly upoa food ard upon normal con-
ditions of the system, aud drinks no
stimulating beverage, is cqually ready
atl all Limes Lo engage in necessary work,
aud is always masterof himself. Those
who have given tea and c flee a fair
trial, and then given cold water or hot
water or chocolate a fair trial, have no
hesitation in pronouncivg these a far bet-
ter reliance as beversges than tea or
coffee,

Lieyond all question pastoral visiting, when
properly done, is the most fruitful means a
preacher has of reaching his people for good.
ile 13 in this way brought into the inner eir-
cles of the family; becomes, as he should, the
spititual confidant of his whole flock. Thus
he is enabled to get his finger upon the spirit-
ual pulse of his chureh, and can therefore ad-
minister from the pulpit the medicine needed
most. Every faithful pastor Las realized the
truthfulness of thes: statements: and the
records in general show the secrel ol some
men's great success. ‘The wan who thus
faithfully serves the Master lays the founda-
tion of a lasting good. He erects a monument
to the founder of pastoral visiting: and when
he leaves his charge his work does not at
ouce begin to decling, and he Is not the man
who Is “hard to follow.” Dut there 1s per-
haps not to be found a means of dolug good
that has been so much abused and so shame-
fully perverted as this thing of modern times
called “pastoral visiting.” The pastor—he

Another instance: Some years ago a trav-
eling preacher was for the defense in a church
trial. He cited authority which could not be
found in the diseipline, and when he showed
his discipline it was found to be over twenty
ears old, 1t is doubtful whether he bad read
t In twenty years,

Still another case: A preacher was charged
with immorality. His presiding elder ealled
together an investigating committee, They
investigated and recommended that the de-
linquent be reprimanded. The presiding el-
der reprimanded him and let him go. The
same elder by virtue of authority vested in
him as presiding elder, cut down the assess-
ments for missions, ete., on his district to
what he thought they should be., Another
presiding elder arrested the character of an
exhorter because he did not present a written
report to the fourth «Lunrterly conference, and
when taken to task by another preacher,
he sald he was working by analogy. ‘T'he
exhorter was analogous to a local preacher,

I know of a case where & presiding elder

Some of the above cases of ignorance may
be amusing, but they are true. Among less
prominent preachers violations of discipline
may still be more numerous and ridiculous.
It is common for preachers to ignore our rules
for conducting public worship. Many sccie-
ties pass through an entire year without a
church conference. Some preachers never
try to preach on Christian education or mis-
slons. Many fail to read the General Rules
Some almost ignore Sunday-schools and
children, How preachers can be so negligent
in view of the obligations they have assumed,
1s beyond my understanding. Kvery deacon
has promised solemnly that he will “cenform
tothe Discipline of the chureh,” “diligently In-
struet the children in every place,” *“not to
mend our rules, but to keep thew,”” It highly
becomes him upon whom rests these obliga-
tions to keep’himself posted on chureh law. But
who will look for perfection in pastors when
thev have such bad examples from thelr eld-
ers? And ean our members be expected to
know and love our Discipline whon their pas-
tors are ignorant of it and violate its rules?
Lot us have a revival of reading the Disci-

A BISHOP IN TEXAS,
The following announcement from
Bro. Nelms came to hand last week as
the AvvocaTeE was being mailed, and
of course too late for publication in that
issue:
Fort Wontu, Texas, Jan. 20 1889,

I am authorized to announce that LBishop
Jos, 8. Key has decided to locate in Fort
Worth., This decision has been reached after
carefanl survey of the interests in Tex.s as
well as of Southern Methodism in general,
Access bility to other conferences, as weil as
those in this State, had much to do with the
selection of the place of residence, for from
Fort Worth Bishop Key can easily reach one
third of the conferences of our church.

W. L. NELws,

The one hundred and twenty thousand
Southern Methodists of thisState will no
doubt be gratified that one of our bish-
ops has at last considered the interests
of our church in the Southwest of suf-
ficient importance to demand the resi-
dence ofa bishop among us. Fort Worth,
though not geographically central, is
conveniently accessible to the whole
State, Of Bishop Key's location in
Texas, the Fort Worth Gazette says:

The announcement that Fort Worth has
been selected as the place of the episcopal
residence to be established in Texas by the
Methodist Eplscopal Church, South, will be
received with genuine pleasure by the people
of this city without regard to church or un
churchily ties, No handsomer tribute could be
paid to the importance of Fort Worth asa
raliway, trade and populaiion center than its
selection as the capital in the Southwest of
the great religious movement Involved in
Southern Methodism. It s not solely because
of its relations to Texas that Fort Worth en-
Joys this honor, but because of its central
position with respect to the territorial empire
which extends from the Pacific to the Missis
s'ppl. and from Canada to the Gulf,

The world Is the diocese of a Methodist
bishop. He has concurrent jurisdiction with
eight others over the universe. To-day he may
preside over aconferemce in Texas; a month
hence he may exercise the same episcopal
functions in Japan. Heis one of the chief
shepherds of a willion souls, over 14,000 of
whowm are in Texas

Bishop Key, who will represent the Epils-
copal family in the West, is one of the junior
members in episcopal service, havir.g been
elected to his high «flive at the General Con-
ference of his church which met ia Rich-
mond three years ago. It is fit that the care
of western religious iuterests should fall upon
oneof such large 1esources, intellectually and
phiysieally, as he has been shown to possess,

To Bishap Key and to the great community
of Methodists whom he represents, Fort
Worth extends a hearty greeting.

The following sketch is from the A--
kansas Methodist :

Bishop Key was born in LaGrange, Ga.,
July 18, 1529, and was reared and educated in
his native State. He lived and labored wholly
there until his election to the Episcopacy.
His father and grandfather were both Metho-
dist preachers. In his boyhood he was his
fatber's sexton, and in later years became
pastor, then *. E, and now Bishop of that
same chureh. His successor in that sexton-
ship is still on duty.

Bishop Key was converted in 1846, while in
Emory College, where he graduated in 1848,
He was licensed to preach in May, 1548, en-
tered the Georgia Conference in January,
1549, and has been, as he mentions with pleas
ure, a “field hand’ ever since. In January,
1851, he married Miss Susan MecIntosh Sni-
der, daughter of Hon. Benj. Snider, of Sa-
vannah, Ga. To his devoted wife he paid a
noble tribute in this remark: “Her ministry
has far outstripped mine, and but for hers
mne would have been unknown.” Their
only two cons were iraveling preachers and
their only daughter married the son of a
preacher.

Bishop Key has, we may’say, belonged to
the M. E. Chureh, South, from its beginning,
and no work for his beloved church has been
too hard or humble for his service. The
chureh has hovored him and been honored by

him. He has been chosen a delegate to every
Genersl Conferance since 1554, By ths Col-
leze of Bishops he was selected as a de’egate
to the Ecumenical Conference in London and
to the Centennial Conference in Ballimore,
but could rot attend either. In 1570 the Uni-
versity of Georgia conferred upon himthede
gree of Doctor of Divinity, and we dare say
never conferred a degree upon any one who
wears the honor more worthily, or loves more
dearly his native State, her institutions and
her people. He Is emphatically a Georgian,
and in conversation reveals his great corcern
in all pertaining to Georgia’s prosperity, es-
pecially her educationsl interests, which he
has zealous'y and efficiently labored to ad-
vance,

At the General Conference at Richmond,
Va, in May, 1886, he and Drs. Duncan, Gal-
loway and Hendrix were elected to the bish-

THE SAMOAN TROUBLE.

Lying Southwest from San Francisco
in the broad Pacific, and about as far
from the Sandwich Islands as the lat-
ter are from California are nine small
islands, constituting the Samoan
group, the largest of which is about the
size of Dallas county. These islands
are inhabited by a hardy, savage race,
who are being rapidly civilized by
Chnistianity which many of them have
embraced. A few years ago they were
under the rule of a native king or chief
named Malietoa, with whom the United
States made a treaty in which he con-
ceded to our government the valuable
harbor of Pango-Pango, for which we
simply promised our good offices;
meaning about as hittle or as much as
we choose to make it mean. With
this king our consuls maintained the
most friendly relations, and exercised
a decided influence over him,

In the meantime some Germans ob-
tained large landed possessions in one
of the islands, converting these into
coacoanut plantations, drying the ker-
nels of the nuts and transporting them
to Germany to be manufactured into
oil. This is the leading article of ex-
port from these islands. Various con-
flicts between the interests of these Ger-
man landlords and the natives and the
governments friendly to these natives
occurred. The facts of these affairs
are too obscure for us to say anything
as to their equity. T'he upshot,however,
was that the German government
felt constrained to interfere, as they
said, to protect Germans and their in-
terests. They dethroned Malietoa, who,
depending upon the promised good
offices of the United States, raised not
a hand to defend himself, and banished
him to an istand on the Eistern coas®
of Africa. Then they set up a puppet
king, Tamasese, and demanded the
natives to receive him as king. This

oprie, the cftice he is now filling 1n much hu-
mility of spirit and with great acceptability to
the church. As a presiding oflicer he is care-
ful and decided, but the sweet-spirited affa-
bility of the preacher among his brethren is
more noticeable than the dignity of the offi-
cer, In the pulpit we heard him only once,
but he made a very favorable impression at
our conference In this State, leaving upon his
hearers the abiding thoughtof deep piety and

In the

and here, as In the chair and the pulpit, the

port of a small fraction of the natives,
backed by the armed
Germany,
greater part of the natives with him,
and the moral support of the Ameri-
cans and English. Germany has now
gone so far as to declare war against
Mataafe, All this complicates inter-
national affairs. It is asserted by many
that Mr. Bayard’s course in the whole
matter has been weak; that he
seems to think that his work and that
of our great nation is simply to see
that no American citizen is shot or
robbed by Germans; while the public
sentiment of the people seems to go
further and assert that the United
States should see to it that Germany
be not allowed to assume sovereignty
over a people where at least our rights
and interests are equal to her own.
What it will all end in remains to be
seen.

MOB LAWLESSNESS.

Lynching has been pretty generally
discussed since Sheriff Smith, of Bir-
mingham, Alabama, fired into and
killed about thirteen men of a mob in

given their unqualified indorsement of
Mr. Smith’s action. To the almost

Methodist 1s the exception. Although
strongly opposed to ““meb law,”’(?) that
paper thinks that such methods will not
check the evil, It says:

We think that deep down in their hearts
most persons will soon consider the hasty and
deadly action of Sheriff Smith and guard an
unexpected, unnecessary and merciless (if
not lawless) slaughter of men, whose only
alm was te avenge in an unlawful way the
innocent blood of a murdered wife and child-
ren.

We believe in the general principle
that before human life is taken every
other means of preventing crime ought
to be exhausted. Kven the right of
self-defense ought to be limited to the
exhaustion of every other reasonable
means of protection before allowed to
take human life. T'his principle should
be applied in the enforcement of law
as well as under other circum-
stances. Without passing judgment in
the particular case of the Birmingham
sherifl, the particular circumstances of
which we know nothing, we agree with
the Methodist that the Birmingham
method will not prove the efficient
remedy for mob lawlessness. The fre-
juency with which the most horrible
crimes are committed throughout the
country, and the rarity of instances in
which these crimes are punished by
the State, is the crying shame of
the times. Mob violence is evi-
dently the reaction from this state
f things.  The gencral criminal
disease in its reactionary influence,
like the maddened adder that wreaks
its misdirected vengeance upon itself,
every where through the mob and
white capism tramples the law under
foot while presuming to avenge the law
by punishing crime, A more deplor-
able state of things could hardly exist.
Well may the better eiements of society
begin to ask themseives, what is the
remedy? It certainly 1s not the Bir-
mingham method. The remedy is in
the hands of the law-abiding and pa-
triotic citizen, The enforcement of
law 1s the only remedy. It will goa
long ways towards the justification of
Sheriff Smith in the honest judgment of
the people if the habit of that officer
was to entorce law, If he was faithful
in the discharge of his official duties in
suppressing crime generally; if he en-
forced the law against the saloon, the
gambling den, and all forms of law-
lessness; if careful in summoning ju-
rors, and in every way assisting in the
proper enforcement of law, the in-
dorsement of law-abiding peonle will
be given with less reserve. A failure to
enforce law except in those cases where
the destruction of life is apparently nec-
essary will not meet with the unqualified
indorsement of the sober thinking.
There must be an awakened .sentiment
against the prevalence of crime and in
favor of the enforcement of law. Let
the people throughout the country call
conventions and discuss the subject
publicly, Let the press and the pulpit
demand in the name of gooed society a
revival of a healthy enforcement of
law. In municipal and county elections
let the people forget national and party
politics and elect men solely on their
qualifications to make faithful officers,
Let public sentiment see that the courts
of the country act in the interests of
law and order, Let the power of the
the State be pledged to arrest, try, and
punish participators in lynchings as
criminals, This 1s the remedy, and the
only efficient remedy, for the general
lawlessness that is now cursing the
country.

When the eo nmittee had under considera-
tion Mr. Kimbrough's bill to investigate deep
water prospects, Hon, John Hancock, ug re-
quest, made an argument favoriag the bill
e insisted that the only way the State
would ever getdeep water was by doing the
work itself.
