JUDSE B, E. LEE
DIES AUGUST 12

The funeral services of Judge R.
E. Lee, age 67, were held at the
First Methodist Church in this city
last Sunday afternoon at 3 o'clock
conducted by Rev. A. W, Gordon,
pastor. Judge Lee died in the Stam-
ford sanitarium last Friday after-
noon after an illness of several
weeks, Interment was in Wil'ow
cemetery.

Rabert Edward Lee was born
March 13th, 1883, near Winchester,
Tennessee, His ancestor, General
Henry Lee, founded the first white
settlement west of the Alleghenies
on the Wautauga River in 1767,
This settlement was known as Fort
Lee.

In 1800 with his parents he mov-
ed to Texas settling near Sherman,
in Gravson county. Five vears lat-
er the family moved to Wise coun-
tv. Mr. Lee's boyhood was spent
on the frontier without a chance for
such public schools as we know to-
day. But despite this handicap he
acquired a practical education and
familiarized himself with the prin-
cipal branches of learning.

In 1880 he married Miss Tennessee
Allred. This union remained wun-
broken until his death at 5:00 p. m.
last Thursday in the Stamiord sani-
tarium. He was the father of three
children: Henry C. Lee, Robert
Lee, and Harry Lee, all of whom
survive him. He served as County
Judge of Haskell county from 1022
to 1004. Mr. Lee was a close stud-
ent of politics and took an active
interest in the affairs of his county.

He came to Haskell county in
1002, settling in the Post commun-
ity. He excelled as a farmer and

Weeds should
mot be plowed under but cut and
raked away. Fertilization is more
important in fall gardening than in
the main spring garden. Better

than wellrotted manure at this
time is a mixture of 50 pounds of
100 pounds
high grade acid phosphate to one-

nitrate of soda and

tenth acre, or a 684 fertilizer at
the same rate. This holds for all

The earth is the onlv planet in
our solar system with a moon large
enough to make a total eclipse of
the sun possible, Mercury and
Venus have no moons at all; Mars
has two, but they are only about
five to 10 miles in diameter, so
would only show as small black
spots when crossing the sun's fae.
The latger planets have several
maons, but none are large enough
to eclipse more than a sl‘ght frac.
tion of the sun,

An erdless source of wonder to
ihe layman is the ability of astren-
vmers tn predict the cocurance of
cclipses with wunerring accuracy
years and even centuries in advance.
It is known, for example, that &
total eclipse of the sun will be vis
ble along the southern border of
the United States from Californill
to Florida on Awugust 12, 2045—or
113 years hence. The eclipse which
will occur this month'was predicted
and described in great detail in &
work published in Vienna nearly 80
years ago.

But if we can not understand
how these wonderful spectacles of
the skies are prédicted we may wit-
ness them as occasion offers and
marvel at the mind of man which
bas discovered so many of nature's
secrets,

Right-of-way for
the remaining 30 miles, No. 120 from the eastern to west-
ern boundary lines, ia now being contracted by th.e Com-
missioners’ Court, with the assurance from the Highway
Commission that 10 miles of construction, from Haskell
to Rule, will be contracted as soon as title to right of
way can be secured. S

The announced policy of the Highway Commission
is that hereafter no county funds will be required in the
construction of state highways, and Haskell county has
the assurance of the commission that her highway pro-
gram will be completed in full accord with that policy.

Now, let us see how this will benefit the local tax
payer. Haskell county has $240,000.00 in unsold high-
way bonds, which will be canceled. She has $205,000.00
unexpended proceeds from sale of highway bonds which
will be used in the retirement of bonds now outstanding.
thus making a saving of $445,000.00 of principal alone,
to say nothing of the tremendous saving of interest.

Governor Sterling has announced that an extra
session of the Legislature will be called to convene early
next month, at which he will submit a proposal for the
enactment of a law authorizing the appropriation of one
cent per gallon of the gasoline tax to the pavment of
principal and interest of highway bonds now outstand-
ing against the
ernor has requested that no tax levy be made for 1932
for highway bonds until after the September meeting of
the Legislature, since if his proposal becomes a law no
tax levy for such purpose will be necessary.

When it is considered that the 1931 tax levy in Has-
kell county was £1.55 on the £100.00 valuation, and that
80 cents of that levy was for highway bonds, it will
readily be seen that, under the plans of the Governor
and the Highway Commission, the Haskell county tax
rate for 1932 will be reduced by more than one-half, and
we will see the completion of Haskell county’s highway
program without having to go into our pockets to help
pay the bill.

The above is the administration plan. and in our
judgment it would afford greater relief from the tax
burden in Haskell county than any other that could
possibly be devised, and its fulfillment would in no wise
sacrifice our ambition for a completed system of paved
highwavs in Haskell county.

Now let us contrast the administration plan with
that of Mr. Ferguson, He states that if his wife is elect-
ed Governor the present Highway Commission will be
dismissed ; that the gasoline tax will be divided into three
equal parts: one part going to the general revenue fund
of the state. one part to the public schools, and one part
to the highway department.

~ As to the present Highway Commission, we hold no
brief for the defense of the individual members thereof.
We assume they are all high-class gentlemen, and we
know of a certainty that the state highway department
is being administered by them honestly and efficiently.
In support of this statement we refer to the report of
State Auditor Moore Lynn,

The diversion of one-third of the gasoline tax to the
gener_al revenue fund of the state could not possibly
benefit the small property owner. The amendment pro-
posed by Governor Sterling more than a year ago pro-
viding for the exemption from state advalorem tax of all
homesteads having a taxable value of not exceeding
$3,000.00 will be voted on at the general election in
November, and will almost certainly become a law. Thus
& new source of revenue for the general fund of the
state could not reduce the taxes of the small property
owner, but would materially lessen the state taxes of the
rail roads, utilities, banks and large property owners.

The public schools now receive one-fourth of the
