In helping to obscrve Flag Day,
June l4th, the foliawing is given to
acquaint the pubiic with flag us
sage.

The Uniswed States flag f{lics offi-
¢lally night and day continuously
over only three buildings in America
~—over the east and west fronts of
the National Capitol, over the
House of Representatives affice
building and over the senate oifice
building. The two flags {lying over
the Capito! are replaced overy six
weeks, The flag flies over the
White House from sunrise o sun
<¢t, but only when the president is
present in Washington,

PFlags should not be permitted to
fly on civilian property before sun.
rise or after sunset, Mr. Davis said.

Displaying the Flag

etaffe, the United States flag should
Lbe on the right, the flag's own right,
and its staff should be in front of
the other flag's staff. No flag or
pennant should be placed above or
to the right of the flag of the
United States.

“When displayed over the middle
of the street, it should be suspend-
ed vertically with the union to the
north in an east-and-west street or
to the east in a north-and-south
street, If used on a speaker's plat.
form it should be displayed above
and behind the speaker—and never
be used to cover the speaker's desk
nor to drape over the front of the
platform. >

“When flown at half staff, the flag
is first hoisted to the peak and tHen
lowered to the hali-staff position,
but before lowering the flag for the
day it is raised again to the peak™
