L ever before,  The recent General Con-

| negro's horrible erime, their arraign-
| ment of the South for having separate
coaches for whites and blacks on rail-
roads, and their ealling on the Congress
of the United States to see that laws
more favorable to the negro be enacted
and enforeed in the South, <hows that
the Church North sympathizes with
the vicious and eriminal elements of
the South and that they are blinded by
fanaticism born of prejudice, It would
not only be the death of Southern
Methodism to unite with the Church
North, but no worse calamity could
befall the South as a country. The
Southern Methodist who favors union
with the Church North may have a
sympathetic heart; he certainly has a

TRIPF TO CENTER POINT AND KERR-
VILLE.

Having in the last thirty-five years
traveled over the greater part of South-
west Texas, I had not yet been at the
above places,

Much to my gratification I received

| stationed preacher,

an invitation from Bro, C. H. Maloy,
&reacher in charge of Kerrville and

nter Point station, to assist him in
holding a meeting at Center Point, be-
ginning on the second Sunday in May,
and continuing over the third Sunday.
Accordingly 1 boarded the 5 o'clock
train of the A, P. R. R. bound for
Kerrville, on the 7th instant, reaching
Center Point, a distance of sixty miles
from San Antonio, at 8 p. m, I was
met by Bro, Pafford, a local preacher,
who conducted me to his hospitable
home, Bro. Maloy having an appoint-
ment in the country on Saturday, did
not arrive until Sunday morning. In
obedience to the order of the Bishop, 1
preached morning and evenming each
day till Friday, which we had ap-
pointed as a day of fasting and prayer
for rain to water the thirsty land and
the outpouring of the Holy Spirit for
the refreshment of the souls of the
people of God and the salvation of
sinners, A precious love-feast on Sun-
day afternoon, and an abundant rain
at night gave assuance that our prayers
were heardand answered, The services
on the forenoon of each week-day were
well attended by the members of the
Church, and at night the large church
edifice was filled,  Baptists, with their
fraternal pastor, Elder Buchanan; Cum-
berlands, with their clever pastor, Bro,
Cramer; a friendly Baptist minister
from Arkansas, together with some
Christians (Campbellites) and a sprink-
ling of sinners and Methodists gener-
ally, made up the congregation, and
never did I preach to a more orderly,
well-behaved people,  And while there
were no conversions we are led to be-
lieve that the good seed of the King-
dom of heaven found a lodgement in
many hearts; and watered by the dews
of heavenly grace, will bring forth
much good fruit,  The membership, it
is believed, were refreshed and invig-
orated and raised to a higher spiritual
life.

At Center Point I met several old
acquaintances; among them was the
octogenarian, the Hon, F. Cocke, the
father of our Gabe, of Junction City,
who was one of my stewardswhen 1
traveled the Morristown circuit in East
Tennessee in 1553, 1 also found many
new  acquaintances, whose Kindness
and hospitalities have left a pleasant
and lasting impression uponmy heart,

The town, of 300 or 100 inhabitants,
is situated on the Guadalupe river, in
a beautitul and fertile valley, which is
dotted with farms on either side of the
river up to Kerrville, a  distance of
cleven miles,  Here the erops of corn
and wheat were better than 1 have
seen elsewhere, although the oat crop
was injured by the drouth,  Afier the
fine rain that fell on the sth instant the
corn, which was well cultivated,
seemed to grow withamazing rapidity,
and with another rain, when it is in
roasting-ear, will doubtless yield abun-
dantly. The wheat crop, o I was
told, is as good as is usually harvested,

Center Point is a religious commu-
nity, judging from the numberof de-
nominations, who have a considerable
membership, The Missionary Baptists
stunddl next to the Methodists, then
the Christians, next the Cumberlands,
and then there is a sprinkling of the
Primitives,  The Christians  have
shown  commendable liberality  in
the erection of a commodious church
edifice, which will soon be ready for
occupancy, It is somewhat larger
than the Methodist house of worship,
The school building is large, though
more room is needed to accommaodate
the scholars,

On Monday after the close of the
meeting 1 accompanied Bro, Maloy in
his hack to Kerrville, and was domi-
ciled at the parsonage during a week's
stay in the city, 1 felt at home, Sister
Maloy and her three interesting chil-
dren vieing with each other to con-
tribute to my comtort and happiness,
Bro. M. is highly favored of the Lord
in having an intelligent and  conse-
crated  helpmeet, She  leads the
women's  prayerqmectings, visits the
people and talks religion, and teaches
a large class of beautiful young ladies
in the sunday-school. No wonder
Bro. M. has revivals everywhere he
oS,

Kerrville i= a beautiful little city of
1700 inhabitants, Its Joeation, in a
beautiful valley about a .nile wide and
surrounded by mountains, is highly
picturesque and can hardly be  sur-
passed for it< beauty and healthfulness
in the State. 1 am not sarprised that
it is becoming famous a< a health re-
sort, and that many invalids from the
North and South, East and West, are
found here. Having an altitude of
1500 feet above the level of the sea, a
pure, bracing atmosphere, and the
riverstocked with fish, and a prospect at
once romanticand highly picturesque, it
i=not to be wondered at that hundreds of
consumptives are attracted to it< genial
and invigorating climate, The place
has a fine hotel, the St. Charles, and
many boarding houses, the finest of
which i< kept by Mrs. Mosby, an ac-
quaintance of several years standing.
There are also many fine residences, a
fine stome court-house, a large school
building for the accomodation of sever-
al hundred scholars, requiring a com-
petent principal and several assistants,
Prof. John Baxter, of Seguin, has
charge of the school. There are five
Churches—Catholic, Episcopal, Old
School Preshyterian, Union and Meth-
odist, The latter is a new building
which was commenced under the
pastorate of Bro, Gillespie and finished
the present year. It is a handsome
structure designed after the modern
style.  The parsonage is a neat house
with three rooms and a Kitchen, hall
and gallery.

I had the privi-
lege of preaching two nights in the
week and twice on Sunday to large
audiences, It is hoped some seed fell
on good ground that will yield good
fruit,

LETTER FROM NEW MEXICO.

We are nearing the approach of our
annual conference., July 13 we meet at
San Marcial to make our reports of the
year's work, and wenaturally ask our-
selves, “What have we done?’ The
retrospection of the year’s work in
some respects is very pleasant and
gratifying.

Early in the year we built a parson-
age worth £600, and now we are hard
at work building a church, The cost,
when completed, will be over £5000,
The brick work will be finished in a
few days. The foundation laid a year
ago by Caples & Hammer, of El Paso,
was five inches out of level; tive out of
square and two feet too narrow. This
delayed the work and added £199 ex-
tra expense, This speaks well for a
membership of about thirty. About
eight have been added to the little
flock this year,

Out here where the two Methodisms
are rivals, we read with interest any.
thing tending to the organic union of
the same,  We were glad to read of the
step taken by the General Conference
of the M, E. Church. But while read-
ing articles written and hearing speech-
es delivered in favor of union, we are
compelled to say, “We cannot hear
what they suy for seeing what they
do.””  Our Church has broken the
bread of life to the people of this val-
ley for the last few years. We have
the prior claim to it, besides we have
six members to their one,  Notwith-
standing these facts Bishop Mallilieu,
at the last session of the annual confer-
ence of the M, E. Church, held at Las
Vegas, sent a preacher here and the
Mission Board gave him an appropri-
ation of #100, He preaches once a
month in the Baptist Church, The
Episcopal, Baptist and the M. E.
Church, South, have stationed minis-
ters here and surely one Methodist
Church eando all the work that can
be done by Methodists at this place,

Oh where will this sinagainst heaven
ceasc—this waste of labor and mis-
sionary money? Are there no places
on this globe where a preacher could
do more good and 100 be used to bet-
ter advantage for Christ than here,
where three churches are already or-
ganized?

The writer receives #200 appropria-
tion, and if Methodists are not divided
our church will soon be self-supporting.
But should he succeed in taking from
us those who were originally members
of the M, E. Church, (but now work-
ing harmoniously with us), both
Churches must for many years to come
receive help from the Mission Boards,

I hope to see the day when there
will be an organic or fraternal union,
such as will cause us to care more for
the prosperity of Zion than the success
of any ism.

Our presiding elder, Bro. 1. N.
Crutchfield, resides here,  He i< abun-
dant in labors, his district reaching
from Alpine, Texas, to White Oaks,
N. M. But this man of God is finan-
cially embarras<«d, because of his
meager support.  Many of our preach-
er< can not devote themselves entirely
to the work of the ministry, having
to work through the week to supples
ment small salaries,

In my humble judgment one of two
things ought to be done, This new
conference ought to receive the help
from the Mission Board, which its im-
portance demands, or else as a Church
we ought to withdraw from the ficld
and leave the work to those who are
better able to cultivate it until it be-
comes self-supporting. v

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GROWTH OF METHODISM,

The ecclesiastical system known as
Methodism is simply a growth, and may
be said to be still growing. When John
Wesley  commenced his  evangelical
labwors he had no thought of a new re-
ligious organization. A few persons
asked him to meet and give them relig-
jous instruction. This was the begin-
ning of classsmeetings, and as these
multiplied he formed them intoa united
fociety. Men gifted in exhortation and
some ordained clergymen offered to help
him and he accepted their services,
Without any preconceived
found himself ¢xercising t functions
of a bishop with the world for his dio-
cese, If any canon of his Church stood
in his way he simply spiked it and
moved on.  Some of his converts crossed
the ocean to America and asked him to
send them a preacher, and he did o,
calling the preacher sent to take charge
a superintendent under himself. In the
early American conferences Mr. Asbury
heard what the brethren who labored
under his direction had to =ay, and then
decided without a formal vote, Finally,
in 1784, a conference met and under the
advice of Mr, Wesley organized the
Methodist Episcopal urch, with Dr.
Thomas Coke and Mr, Francis Asbury
as superintendents,

This conference adjourned without

roviding for a subsequent one, and

ishop Asbury favored a council as
a means of managing the affairs of the
Church. This proved unsatisfactory, and
after eight years Bishop Coke, at the re-
quest of James O'Kelley and others,
convened a General Conference in 1792,
To this Bishop Asbury assented, but de-
clined to serve as president, Bishop Coke
presiding.
the first so-called General Conference,
and the conference now in session in
Omaha has determined that it is the
centennial General Conference of Ameri-
can Episcopal Methodism. The confer-
ence of 1792 first fixed g time limit in our
itinerancy, limiting the period of service
of a pmidlnn elder to four
the same act created the office and sere-
seribed the duties of a presiding elder,
It is confessed on all sides that the time
limit wasadopted to compel the removal
of Mr. O'Kelley from a district over
which he had long presided.

ears in the same charge, That was the
an until the division of the Church in
1844, after which the Northern Church
extended the time to three years; and in
1866 the Southern Church made four
years the limit. In 1888 the Northern
Church extended the limit to five years,

Since the division both branches of
American Methodism have grown with
great rapidity, keeping pace pretty well
witheach other and with the growth of
the country. Both have their boards of
foreign and domestic missions, their Sun-
day-school boards, educational institu-
tions, ete.,, and both have introduced
laymen into their General Conference,
and in the South laymen are members
of annual conferences.

In the Omaha Conference ministers
and laymen sit separate, and in a num-
ber of instances a separate vote of the
two classes has been called for, This
has seldom or never happened in a South-
ern General Conference. In the latter
conference the Committee on Appeals is
made up by the members of each con-
ference delegation selecting one of their
number for that committee, and laymen
are elegible and served on that commit-
tee in the conference in St, Louis in
1890,  After a full discussion in Omaha
the conference decided that the Commit-
tee on the Judiciary should be nominated
by the Bishop presiding and confirmed
by the conference,

The two great American bodies of
Methodist  Episcopalian  are growing
numerically, financially, educationally,
and in many other ways, but are not
growing toward each other just now,

REPORT ON SPIRITUAL STATE OF
THE CHURCH

Made at Fort Worth District Conference,
Mansfield, May 2629,

At the recent session of the Fort
Worth Distriet Conference, held at
Manstield, the report of the Committee
on Spiritual State of the Church was
unanimously adopted by the confer-
ence and its publication requested in
the TEXAs CHRISTIAN ADVocaTe and
Fort Worth Gazette, The following is
the report:

The spiritual condition of the Church
should be the paramount considera-
tion in all our meetings and in every
effort to extend the Kingdom of Christ
in the world, A Church of Jesus
Christ without spiritual vitality is an
impossibility, for so soon as the life
and power of the Holy Ghost is lost,
it i= no longer a “congregation of faith-
ful men in which the pure word of God
is preached,”  but becomes instead a
mere band of formalists, having the
“form of godliness bat denying the
wower thereof,”  Especially does it be-
Lm\'c- Methodism to insist upon spirit-
ual life in her members,  Her mission
is to spread “Scriptural holiness” over
the carth; for this she was raised up,
and when she ceases to stand as the
exponent of the highest type of relig-
fous experience and godly living, her
work will be at an end, and God will
find 2 more faithful spouse to take the
place of the bride that was unmindful
of her honor,

It affords your committee great pleas-
ure to report that there are many signs
of spiritual life and the genuine saving
powerof the gospel among our people,
As far as we have beenable to judge from
the reports presented, the preachers of
the district are preaching the old-time
gospel of salvation by repentance to-
ward God and faith in our Lord Jesus
Christ, and are insisting upon a defi-
nite work of grace in the heart of those
who profess faith in Christ,  They are
likewise insisting that the ten com-
mandments, as explained and illus-
trated by the sermon on the mount,
shall be the standard of living through-
out all our borders, Some violations of
our General Rules are mentioned, but
in each instance the pastor reports a
course of discipline in progress, and
declares that if loving entreaty and
faithful rebuke fail, then the last re-
sort—the expulsion of the unworthy
member—shall take place, in order
that the Ife of the whole body be not
endangered,

Revival meetings of more or Jess
L-mﬂ-r and gracious results have been

eld in First Church, Missouri Ave-
nue, Mulkey Memorial, Cleburne,
Mansfield, and Cleburne circuit. A«
nearly as we could determine, there
have been received into the Church in
this dustriet during this conference
year by profession of faith 175 and by
certifieate 253—total 125, The number
of conversions was not reported, but
we think it safe to say that not less
than 200 souls have found peace in be-
lieving. The attendance upon the
preached word, the sacrament and the
social meetings of the Church, was re-
worted for the most part as  good.
‘amily prayer is observed in many
homes, one charge reporting that %0
cent of the heads of families main-
tain on the family altar the daily sac-
rifice of prayer and praise,

Your committee feel that there are
several topics which, though not given
to them specially for consideration, are
nevertheless so closely associated with
the spiritual life of the Church and the
navlnr of the world, that this report
would not be complete without some
reference to these matters,

1. Wedesire to call special attention
to the importance of religious litera-
ture in the homes of our people, We
note with pleasure that the Texas
CHRISTIAN ADVOCATE, together with
other members of our Advocate family,
circulates quite freely among our mem-
bers, but we can never rest satisfied
until a religious paper makes its week-
ly visit to every family. Likewise we
insist that our people buy and read our
own religious books, for sale by the
House at Nashville, and by the Depos-
itory at Forth Worth. In order that
our Church may do its heaven-ap-
nted work in this great State, in-
telligence is as necessary as virtue and
piety. Not only should we be informed
on current events and general knowl-
edge, bat especially do we need to
know our own Church history and
polity, and our specific doctrines of
and how these great doctrines
were exemplified in the lives of our
Methodist ancestors. We, therefore,
most earnestly commend our people to
read much of Methodist history, polity,
doctrines and biography.

2. The growing disregard for the
Sabbath and the mmsl:f freq
of its desecral should cause the
gravest alarm awaken the stern-
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eltappodtlon on the part of all
Christians, The Sabbath is the bul-
wark of Christian liberty, and one of
the most t factors in saving the
world. If we lose the Sabbath the o

rtunity of reaching the masses will

almost gone, and hence the victories
of the cross will be but few. The
Church had as well see it once for all;
we can not hope to bring the world to
Christ if we have no Sabbath, The
saving of the world is involved in the
maintenance of the Sabbath, If this
be true, then whatever tends to weaken
the Sabbath in the popular estimate,
or to encourage its violation, is a direct
blow at the cross of Christ, and can not
be allowed by an enlightened Chris-
tion conscience, 'We therefore earnest-
ly beg that our people abstain from the
forms of Sabbath desecration that are
becomming so common, such as riding
on the railroads on that day either for
business or pleasure, attendance upon
Sunday base ball games, patronizing
soda fountains, cigar stands, and such
other things as are clearly forbid-
don by a proper interpretation of the
word of God.

3. The sale of intoxicating liquors is
the greatest evil that curses the world
to~day, and the greatest hindrance to
the triumphs of the cross, The atti-
tude of our Church is one of uncom=
promising hostility to this “sum of all
villainies,”” We reaflirm our adherence
to our General Rule that forbids
“drunkenness or drinking spirituous
liquors except in cases of necessity,”
and we urge our pastors to comply
strictly with the directions of the Dis-
cipline, paragraphs 211, 212, 213, We
pledge ourselves to do all in our power
to put down and stamp out this awful
curse, and declare that party aflilia-
tions shall not so bind us as to cause us
to assist in the political elevation of
any man who is known to be in sym-
pathy with the rum power,

TOBACCO-ITS USE NOT A SIN,

In thecommunication sent to the Ap-
VOCATEsome time ago my position was
that the use of tobaceo wasnot a sin, It
wias not a defense of tobaceo, but a de-
fense of my brethren, living and dead,
who use and did use it, The editor
gave the head-lines  “Tobacco  De-
fended,”  If you put the question on
its |vmln-r basis I have not a word to
say. certainly have no defense to
make for it,  Hereis the case: 1 was
using tobacco when converted, and
the minister who took me into the
Church knew 1 used it. The quar-
terly conference that gave me authori-
ty to preach knew that | used tobacco,
The West Texas Conference admitted
me into the traveling connection while
using tobacco, I was ordained deacon
and elder using tobacco, My char-
acter has been passed for twenty years
using tobacco.  The good Bishops
have sent me to missions, circuits,
stations and districts using tobacco, 1
have had nine presiding elders, seven
of whom used tobaceo, but none of
them ever told me I was committing a
sin by using tobacco, The Bishops
who ordained me and the elders who
assisted in my ordination as elders used
tobacco, and did not ask me to quit,
Those who have  had charge
of me during my Church and minis-
terial life have never pronounced the
use of tobacco a sin, have never re-
quested me to discontinue its use. The
Church to which I belong has never
pronounced the using of tobacco a
“sin.”  There is not one passage of
Seripture, not one clause in the Disci-
line, nor one item of the General

tules that tenches the using of tobaceo

a sin.  The Church has neverso under-
stood ity never so pronounced against
it. The Church has defined herself
upon all the great moral questions, but
has never treated the subject of tobaceo
using as & sin.  Now my wife and
children are members of the Church,
use no tobaceo, no coffee, and pay the
tenth to the Church, and then to betold
that the hushand and father who has
been indorsed by the West Texas Con-
ference for twenty years is a habitual
sinner beeause he uses tobaceo, is what
1 object too,  To say that the faithfal
ministers and laymen who have toiled
in the field (many of whom died tell-
ing us of their hopes and prospects),
others scarred and care-worn, because
of the great battles fought and victo-
ries won, were all sinners, 1 will not
believe it.  “Sin is the transgression
of the law,” and “the soul that sinneth
it shall die.” Now, if using tobacco
is a sin, many who were mighty in the
world and honored by the Church
were mistaken as to their condition,
If that is true, how are the mighty
fallen!

Among my many critics, not one of
them but what has treated the subject
as a sin.  Here is a sample, It comes
from Bro. Barnaby Googe, of River
Side, Texas: “I hold a £10 bill in my
hand, I roll it up, light it, and wate
it burn. Is that wrong, a sin?’ Then
he goes on to say the man who buys
cigars and smokes does the same thing.,
Now, Bro. Barnaby Googe, of River
Side, Texas, hear me! A buys two
boxes of cigars, for which he pays £10,
B, who sold the cigars, buys from C
the farmer’s butter, potatoes, -
bles. C takes the £10 and buys
for the family. Bro. D comes along
raising money to build a church; the
£10 goes in that direction, then into
the missionary cause, then to the poor,
So the amount of circulating medium
is not reduced. But to in your
hand the bill and let it burn would be
to forever destroy that amount of cir-
culating medium. The cases are not
comparable. But then that is one of the
best argument#1 have read making the
use of tobacco a sin.  If tobacco is in-
jurious to some, does it necessari-
ly follow that #s use is a sin?
Some men can’t eat watermelon—does
it follow to eat watermelon is a sin?
Some men can’t drink buttermilk and
be clean about it—does it follow to
drink buttermilk is a sin? Some men
can’t keep church lamps without spill-
ing oil on the floor or it
follow to use coal oil is a sin? Some

can’t take dinner on the ground
at a basket meeting without eating in
the house and soiling the seats—does it
follow to have a basket meeting is a
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sin? Some can’'t even take the wine
cup at the sacrament without immers-
ing their mustache and making the
stomach of others timid—does it fol-
low to take the sacrament is a sin?
Some of the grandest men of our South-
ern Methodism have been tobacco users
—to say they were sinners is saying
too much, It is the spirit of extreme
ultraism, and that spirit once divided
Methodism, Put the subject on proper
grounds, and I am satisfied. Iam a
loyal Methodist—ready to obey the
mandates of my Church; so whenever
my Church pronounces the using of
tol‘)'acco a sin, then I will forever part

There are only two Psalms in the
entire collection which bear Soloman's
name, this and Ps, 127, Some think
that this was written by David for
solomon’s coronation; others that Solo-
mon wrote it to express his desire for
his own glorious reign. “Delitzsch
shows that the Psalm contains many
marks both of Solomon’s style and of
Solomon’s time; the expressions are ar-
ranged in distichs like the Proverbs;
the character of the poetry is reflective;
it is rich in images borrowed from the
world of nature, and in allusions té
Sheba, to Tarshish, and to the extent
of the king's dominion,”

. CHARACTERISTICNS OF MEssiAn's
RrraN.—\Verses 1-11,

1. Give the King—Solomon; thy judg-
ments—let the king in deciding ques-
tions which may come before him de-
cide as God's mouthpiece; thy right-
vousness—let the King have the mind
and be filled with the Spirit of God.,

2. He shall judge—administer jus-
tice, rule as a righteous  king; thy poor
—in a r' zhteous kingdom the poor will

It is to be noted that all these verses
whichare in the future tense are con-
sidered by many scholars as in the
optative mood, expressing a wish
rather than making a direct statement,
as “May his name endure forever,”
ete., at once a prayer and a prophecy.

PRACTICAL,

1. Many characteristics of Messiah's
kingdom may be given, but the cen-
tral, the all-inclusive one, is righteous-
ness, Time after time are the words
“righteous’ and “righteousness’ used
in the lesson,  Many earthly kingdoms
are founded on fraud, or violence, or
ungodly ambition, Evil men obtain
office and rule by force, using their
great opportunities to enrich or make
themselves more powerful, Christ's
is o righteous Kingdom. It is estab-
lished, not by might, but by love, It
is to be defended and advanced, not by
arms, but by spiritual principles, Wher-
ever it goes, violence ceases and good
order reigns, Many missionary lands
furnish striking illustrations, The
Fiji Islands were noted for their wild
and bloodthirsty inhabitants, Canni-
balism was common, Through the
preaching of the Gospel, a complete
transformation has taken place,  Dar-
win said, “A change has been made
as by an enchanter’'s wand.” The
Sandwich Islanders say, “The land is
preserved by righteousness,”

2. Another striking characteristic of
Messiah'’s Kingdom is regard for the
poor. There are eleven references in
the lesson to the poor and neady, cou-
pled in every case with a promise of
protection,  “‘He shall save the chil-
dren of the needy, and shall break in
ieces the oppressor;™ “he shall de-
iver the needy when he crieth; the
poor also, and him that hath no help-
er.”” In theory most civilized govern-
ments consider the poor on an equality
with the rich, but how often does the
theory fail in practice.  The rich can
defend themselves; frequently the poor
are not able even to invoke the Jaw in
their defense, Many a widow is under
the oppressor’s rod, or is a vietim of
deceit and violence, with no one to de-
liver her when she cries.  In Christ's
kingdom there are no artificial distine-
tions, all are on the same level, and
have the same care and protection,
“The poor have the Gospel preached
unto them.”

3. The lesson gives us a beautiful
picture of peace, which Christ’s reign
shall usher in. Standing armies will
be disbanded. Nations will no longer
be in the attitude of leaping at each
other’s throat. The song of the angels
will be realized, *“‘peace on earth,
good will toward men.” With such
peace, abundance will come; prosperity
will abound; the capital locked up in
munitions of war will be invested; the
many hands that carry guns will be
free to handle the implements of peace,
and all the world will smile at its
wonderful development, the top of the
mountains being fruitful as the valleys,
and cities flourishing as the fat mead-
ows by the running streams,

4. Such a kingdom as this will be
immortal. It has in it no elements of
decay. Earthly empires rise and fall
like bubbles on the water. In
IX we had a picture in Nebuchadnez-
zar's dream of the four great world-
kingdoms of antiquity. When the
king ruled in Babylon, the probability
of its extinction never occurred to
him. Cyrus never anticipated the
battleof Arbela, by which Alexander
destroyed the Medo-Persian empire.
Alexander did not conquer the world,
expecting that his dynasty would ex-
pire with himself. Nor did Augustus
Cwsar imagine that imperial Rome
would live only as a reminiscence, Na-
poleon divorced Josephine to establish
a royal lineage, but his name has be-
come a memory. The kingdom of
Christ is eternal. “They shall fear
thee as long as the sun and moon en-
dure, throughout all generations,”

AMUSEMENTS FOR CHILDREN,

Peculiarly is it important that a
child’s amusements <hould not have in
them any element of chance, as tend-
ing to give him the idea that his at-
tainments or progress in life will de-
pend in any measure upon ‘‘luck.”
From his play with building-blocks or
with jack-straws, up to his games of
ball or of chess, every movement that a
child is called on to make in thesphere
of his amusements ought to bhe one in
which his suceess or his failure is de-
pendent on his skill or lack of it, A
child may be harmed for life by the
conviction that his hope of success in
the world rests on that “streak of
luck,” which seemed to be his in the
games of chance he played in boyhood.
And a child may be helped for life by
the character which was developed in
his boyhood’s games of skill. It was
an illustration of this principle when
the Duke of Wellington pointed to the
playground of Eton, and said, “It was
there that the battle of Waterloo was
won,”’

Children’s amusements should be
such as do not of themselves involve
late hours, or tend dircetly to the pre-
mature development of their young
natures, They should not be such as
are likely to become permanent occu-
pations rather than temporary amuse-
ments; such as gain a stronger and
stronger hold with the passing years,
instead of being outgrown with child-
hood;  orsuch as open the way to the
child’s becoming a professional amuse-
ment-maker, They should be such as
will have a centripetal, rather than a
centrifugal, force as reluted to the home
circle,

A child may have such a “baby-
house,” such a collection of dolls and
doll-furniture, such o “play-closet,”
such a store of building-blocks and
mechanical toys, such o cellar or such a
garret, in his or her own home, as can
not be found in any other home. To
be at home with these will be more at-
tractive than to be in another home
without them. There may be such an
interest excited in scrap-book making,
in picture painting, in candy making,
with the advantages for carrying it on,
at the child’'s home, that to go away
from home would be a loss, so far, in-
stead of a gain, Singing and music
may be such a featuare in the home
life that the loss of it will be felt out-
side of that home,  So it may be with
those social games that involve a
measure of intelligence and informa-
tion not to be found in ordinary homes
elsewhere,  All such amusements par-
take of the centripetal rather than the
centrifugal force, as related to the
children’s home; and they have their
advantage accordingly. It is for the
parent to secure these for the children,
or to suffer from their lack. Children
will have amusements, whether their
parents choose their amusements for
them, or leave the children to choose
them for themselves with the proba-
bility of their choosing to their own
harm.—Sunday School Times,

A QUENTION IN CASUISTRY.

Many a man has had to face the
question whethier it be right to keep or
break a particular promise,. His word
had gone out, but when the time of
fulfillment came some unforeseen cir-
cumstance forces upon his conscience
the question whether it would be right
to keep the oath as the matter now
stands, To do the things promised
appears to be a wrong. So that you

Ihis question is suggested by the
case of Herod's oath to the daughter,
of Herodias. He had sworn to give
her whatsoever she would ask of him
unto the half of his kKingdom. When
she wsked the head of John he was
Really, from some cause he
did not wish to behead John, No doubt
his conscience condemned the proposed
ded as a great sine. What was Herod
to do? What did he do? *“For his
oath’s sake” he granted the request,
And every one with a conscience who
reads the account condemns Herod as
a gurdercr, notwithstanding the fact
that the same law condemns both ly-
ing aud murder,

An analysis of Herod's case will
help us to decide our question in casu-
istry. Lot us look into Herod’s motives
alittle.  Why was he so determined
to keep his oath? According to Mark's
statement it wasnot altogether toavoid
forswearing him«elf that he beheaded
John, “For his oath’s sake, and for
their sakes which sat with him.”
Does this mean that those who sat with
him wanted John Killed, or does it
mean simply Herod's pride of honor?
Which ever itmeans it was a matter of
selfishness with Herod, He wanted
both to escape their reproach and re-
tain their good will.  If he had sworn
to his own hurt he no doubt would
have changed, but he had sworn to
John's hurt and to fail to grant the
girl's request he felt would have been
to hi= own hurt. Bat there was a
stronger influence yet—it was that of
Herodias, his brother's wife, whom he
had married. She felt the sting of
John's rebuke more than Herod,  She
was the more diabolical of the two.
She would have killed John herself,
but could not (Mark). At her instiga-
tion he had been put in prison. So
that under the influence of this woman
Herod felt that it would indeed be to
his own hart if he kept not his oath,
for it was Herodias and not her daugh-
ter who reallv demanded John's head,
The good book teaches us to keep our
word, even if it be to our own hurt, but
it does not say we are to keep it when
the hurt will be altogether to another,

But farthermore there was no con-
flict of duties, nor of <ins in the case,
The girl's request did  not
within the limits of the oath at all
John's head was not Herod’s to give,
He had no right to give it.  He had
sworn to give even unto the half
of his kingdom, but that did not cover
the life of his humblest <ubject, for his
God had said, “Thon <halt not kill."
If Herod had the right to give the head
of John, then it would have been no sin
to take it. There was no dilemma with
a sin for each horn in Herod’s case,
The request of the girl annulled his
oath and released him from  all obliga-
tion.

Herod did wrong in swearing the
oath. He had mno right to swear a
blind oath.

You are bound to keep
your word, even though it involves
an injury to self, provided it injures no

one else. And by no means are you
to do a moral wrong—sin in order to

No man has the right to

afterwards will not relieve him of guilt,
He committed sin when he bought.
But if he makes a lawful business
transaction which involves his credit
and unforeseen circumstances render
it impossible for him to lawfully dis-
charge his debt, he is not morally
guilty.  Righteousness requires him
to do every lawful thing in his power
to discharge the debt, but it does not
require him to steal in order to pay.
Every one is released from moral ob-
ligation at the threshold of necessity or
of impossibility, No one can be re-
quired to do an impossibility, and all
=in is impossible to righteousness,

It can never be necessary for any
one to choose between two moral evils,
Whenever necessity comes into the case
morality goes out of it, It can never
be necessary to do wrong in order to
avoid wrong, nor to do wrong in order
to do good,  Moral abligations do not
contliet,

FUNERAL EXPENSENS.

Ministers in some places are trying
to reform the manner of burying the
dead. If there is any fashion in this
country which needs reform it is the
manner of conducting funerals, We
speak especially of the item of ex-
pense,  To have a respectable funeral
in town now costs more than people of
moderate means are able to bear, It
is simply a fashion that requires the
relatives of the deceased to farnish car-
riages enough for all who wish to at-
tend the burial to go to the cemetery.
Our burial services were adopted at a
time when a graveyard was always
an attachment to the grounds of the
Church edifice, It was then very con-
venient to have part of the service in
the church and the remainder at the
grave,  But now since the cemetery
has been removed from churches it in-
volves much inconvenience and ex-
pense to carry the congregation from
the church to some distant cemetery in
order to conclude the services there,
It would be in the direction of needed
reform therefore to arrange our ser-
vices =0 as to have the conclusion at
the church, from whence the people
may return to their homes as they
came and as they do on other oceasions
of Church services, As to whether
the relatives should accompany the
undertaker to the cemetery or simply
to send =ome friend to <see that the in-
terment  was  properly done, would
be a matter for them to decide for
themselves, The funeral procession
would be thus dispensed with, which
is generally the most expensive part of
the funeral. This would also cut off
other concomitant expenses and be a
saving which the bereaved, especially
if a widow, generally stands much in
need of,

THE BOY, NOW BISHOP, DE-

The last means which 1 will mention
was religious literature. The Religious
Progress, Dairyman’s Daughter, Evan-
welical Rambler, Evangelical Spectator,
Lives of Wesley, Fletcher, John Nelson,
and Martyn, Wedey's Sermons, and
like books, entertained and profited me.

We wish to eall special attention to
this item in Bishop Granbery's ex-
perience,  The importance of furnish-
ing children with the literature of the
Church is too much overlooked, We
believe our young people will read the
literature if it be put into their hands,
The best way to keep out the bad is to
put in the good. Let every parent see
to it that his sons and daughters have
the proper literature to read. No Sun-
day-school can be well equipped with-
out a good library. This is the least
expensive way to furnish our children
with good books, For a stock share
of #1 put into a Sunday-school library
you may have fifty or a hundred more
dollar<’ worth of books for your chil-
dren to read.  And now while we are
organizing Epworth Leagues, be sure
not to forget the library. The League
might join with the Sunday-school and
thus be able to procure a better library
for both than either can get alone,

But not the least important matter
onthis line is the Church paper. The
Bishop says when a boy he used to de-
vour the Richmond and New York
Advocates, the Church papers which
visited his father’s house weekly. Our
young people should be familiar with
all Church work and know what is be-
ing done by the Church. They can

cially. It is all right for them to have
an organ, but more important than
this even is the Church paper.

The League is simply an or-
gan of Church work, and should not
be educated into an independence
away from the Church, but should be
made to feel in all respects a part and
parcel of the Church, 'We are now try-
ing to fulfill our promise made before
we fell into the clutches of the rheuma-
tism—to give the League in Texas ade-
partment in the ADVOCATE, so that
they may be able to have both in one,
and we hope that all our pastors will
see to it that our young people will be
well supplied with the TExas Cnris-

A SERIOUS QUESTION.

700 BAD.

There is sometimes something in a
name and sometimes there is nothing.
Some names are very misleading to
the uninformed, This is the case with
a certain New York journal called the
Independent.  That paper is not what
its name indicates except in part, It
has a double or two-fold character, It
poses both as a religious and political
Journal, with a good many other
things added on. In its way itis a
great and influential journal. As a re-
ligious journal it is as its name in-
dicates—independent to the extent of
pushing its freedom on to the borders of
license, It is really a religio-ecclesias
tical intermeddler, Having no re-
legion nor ecclesiasticism of its own, it
poses as the general adviser of all the
Churches,

But as a political journal it is a regu-
lar “brass collar Republican’ of the sec-
tional and force-bill species, A certain
Roman Catholic Journal once said, no
doubt truly, that if the devil were
nominated by the Republican party
the Independent would support him
for the presidency of the United States,
Several years agowhen Mr, Blaine was
nominated for the presidency by the Re-
publican party the Independent had a
little mug-wump fit and tried to shake
off its collar, but after two or three
mug-wump spasms it put on its col
lar again and has been working faith-
fully in the ranks ever since as hefore,
It seems to us that the bosses have de-
tailed to this journal as a special duty
in campaign years to abuse the South
and shake the bloody shirt., Of course
a great deal of this sort of work is
done in the interim by way of drilling
and preparation for the regular battle,

Now the time is drawing nigh, yea,
the campaign has begun.  The General
Conference at Omaha gave the old rag
a patch and a shake with its famous
outrage resolutions, Some good peo-
ple may not know that those resolu-
tions of that non-political Church were
only intended to patch a hole in that
idolized old garment, the bloody-shirt,
to make it flap-worthy for the present
presidential campaign, but that is
about the “size of it.,”” While in
Washington at the Ecumenical Confer-
ence last fall the writer heard a clerical
delegate of the M. E. Church explain-
ing why the M. E. Church could not
vote as well as resolute for the Prohi-
bition party. He said that would be
to turn the government over to the
corrupt party—the Democrats; there-
fore the Northern Methodists must vote
the Republican ticket to beat the Dem-
ocrats. Now the Independent hears
the flap at Omaha and at once arms
for the fray. It gets out its hottle of
war paint—the same material with
which the campaign shirt is colored,
and which has been kept in a bottle for
the purpose all these years—sticks in
its feathers, buckles on the tomahawk,

But now comes Dr. Rainsford,
an Episcopal rector of one of the first
Churches of that denomination in the
city of New York, and proposes to
fight the devil with real fire, He pro-
poses that the Church take charge of
the saloons and run them in the inter-
est of religion. The devil once hefore
in the form of a serpent made a simi-
lar proposition to Eve in the interest
of truth and immortality. The result
was fatal.  'Will the Church now listen
to his voice again because he comes
this time throughan angelof light? The
Knoxville (Tenn.) Tribune, of June 3,
gets off some interesting sarcasm anent

Dr. Rainford’s proposition, especially
80 to Texans, as it involves an official

of Dr. Rainford’s Church in this State.
Mr. Kinsolving is, we understand, as-
sistant  bishop-elect of the diocese of
Eastern Texas, Owing to Bishop
Gregg's age and feebleness of health,
an assistant bishop was demanded for
that diocese, and the Rev. George
Herbert Kinsolving has been elected
to fill that office.

He has done a great deal of
good in New York. When he assumed
control of 8t. George's Church there the
building was practically a wreck, and
was almost as dead and ed on Sun-
day as= through the week. Now itis one
of the most popular and flourishing
Churches in the land, and both on Sun-
day and week dayvs as well, it and its
huge parish buildings are crowded to
the doors. Now | ieve with this
eminent man that Prohibition is not an
advisable system. It is radical, and |
detest anything radical. Although 1
am practically a teetotaller, theoretically
I am only temperate: I never have, and
I never would sign the pledge.

MISSIONARIES THREATENED.

Missionaries at work among the
Chinese at San Francisco are threatened
with serious opposition from the
heathen Chinese, The dispatches say
that the Chinese highbinders have
offered a reward of 500 to any high-
binder who will kill Christian Chinese,
and they have also sent warning letters
to missionaries in the city declaring
that if they continue to rescue female
slaves from Chinese brothels their lives
will pay the penalty. Such a letter
has been received by Miss Margaret
Culbertson, superintendent of the Pres-
byterian Mission Home, and by several
other people active in this work. The
letter also demands that Miss Culbert-
son release forty women and girls now
in the home, Copies of the same
warning letter were sent to Commercial
Editor Worley of the Chronicle and
his sister, who have been engaged in
Chinese mission work for years,

What the high binders are we are
not versed enough in Chinese lore to
know, but suppose that there is a so-
ciety by that name of the character of
the Italian Mafia, The threats are
very serious, but we trust that the
missionaries will have no trouble in
teaching the foreign gentlemen that
when in Rome they must abide by the
law= of Rome; that under the laws of
America people of any nation may pro-
fess and teach any religion they choose,
provided it be not criminal under the
laws of the land; furthermore that any
who may choose to do so may leave a
life of impurity to follow one of virtue
no matter of what race they may be;

and is still occurring every dai' many
brutal outrages against the defenseless
negro: and whereas, we believe the ne-
gro should have the protection of the law,
should be tried, if guilty condemned,
convicted and punished according to the
process of law practiced by all civilized
nations,

Whereas, We believe many a poor
negro to be innocent and killed without
chance to vindicate himself. Be it

Resolved, That we, the citizens of Cor-
sicana assembled, are heartily in sym-
pathy with the sentiment of our north-
ern brethren and friends, and that we
see and feel the necessity of prayer; and
whereas, the Governor of our BState
Texas) has sanctioned in his speeches

time to time the suppression of
mob law, and has recently said that he
intended to see that lynchings are stop-
ped in this state. Be it

Resolved, That weappreciate the Gov-
ernor’s stand in this matter, and bo!:
that his sentiments and actions may
copied by all other Governors of all other
States in the Union, especially Tennes-
see, Louisiana, Arkansas, Georgia and
Florida.

Resolved further, That we unite our
prayers to God that the negro may be
flven Jjustice before the courts of the
and. That every effort be taken by the
general government, by the Churches
and by individuals to secure to the negro
his_rights—the right of trial by jury
and the right of personal safety.

There is nothing unreasonable in the
object to be prayed for. Negroes and
all other citizens should have fair trial
before an impartial jury before being
punished. We recommend the example
of these Christians to those Northern
fire-eaters who recommend the dyna-
mite bomb and John Brown methods
in the South. Prayer is the more rea-
sonable method in this case, as it is
certainly better adapted to secure the
ends desired. We are glad also that
the resolutions are broad enough to
cover the whole country and are not
confined to the South. They are a
little discriminating, however, if they
imply that the blacks only suffer at the
hands of lynchers. They are, we
think, unjustly discriminating and
partial in naming a few States as the

especial objects of prayer. If they

proposed the names ofany States, New
York should have been in the number.
Our colored brethren should not forget
that great empire State in their prayers.
Neither should they forget the Inde-
pendent in its recent sore affliction in
the boomerang matter, They should
also not forget in their petitions their
poor white brethren and sisters—the
white slaves of the North—who are
daily being driven into lives of shame
and into starvation by the infinitesi-
mally small wages paid by the money
lords of that section.

The Greatness of Christ.—Heb, 1:1-
14

‘No argument is necessary to prove
the greatness of God. The fool may
say in his heart that there is no God,
but even the fool will admit that if
there be a God he must be great, and
not only great, but so great that his
greatness can not be measured by hu-
man speech, nor conceived by human
mind. All argument to prove the
greatness of God therefore is worthless
and all attemps at eulogy on his great-
ness are but the vain attempts of
rhetoric and must fall flat, for no
arrangement of words can express
even the weakest mind’s idea of God’s
greatness. If Christ is God, nothing
more can be said of his greatness, That
is the furthermost reach of all human
speech in that direction.

We may speak of his greatness, how-
ever, as a man, for he was man. We
may also use arguments to prove his
divinity, but when that is established
we have proven his greatness beyond
the power of our own gonceptions.

The ohject of the writer of the epistle
to the Hebrews was to prevent the
apostasy of the Jewish Christians from
Christianity to Judaism. The sub-
ject of the epistle is the perfection of
Christ as a Savior and consequently the
superiority of his priesthood over the
priesthood of the Mosaic dispensation.
All through the argumentative part of
the epistle the perfection of Christ as a

AMMONIA IN BAKING POWDER.

Discussion Before the American Chemical
Soclety,
[Chicago Tribune. |

To THE EDITOR OF THE TRIBUNE:
I have just seen the report in your
issue of Sept. 3, of the discussion at the
Washington meeting of the American
Chemical Society, Aug. 18, relative to
the use of carbonate of ammonia in
baking powders,
This report is incomplete and incor-
rect in many particulars, and as the
paper which precipitated the discussion
was read by me and was based upon
my own experiments, [ desire to make
certain corrections in the interest of the
truth and for the benefit of the large
number of your readers to whom the
question is one of great moment,
The paper as read before the society
related that ammonia in baking pow-
der is retained in the bread by reason
of its affinity to the gluten, The con-
census of opinion as expressed during
the discussion was against the use of
carbonate of ammonia in baking pow-
der with the only exception of Dr,
MecMurtrie, who is now an employe of
a baking powder company which uses
carbonate of ammonia in its baking
powder,
Of the other parties mentioned as
having taken part in the discussion
were Professor Dr. Barker, of the Uni-
versity of Pennsylvania, who is the
wresident of the society and one of our
ighest authorities, In answer to a
pleading by Professor McMurtrie that
only small quantities of ammonia were
used inbaking powders, he stated: “No
matter how small the quantity, I must
decline to be dosed medically without
my consent when taking my meals,”

Dr. E. H. Bartley, formerly chemist
of the Brooklya Board of Health and
Professor of Chemistry at the Long
Island College, likewise named, didnot,
I believe, take active part in the dis-
cussion, but is already on record as
strongly opposed to the use of am-
monium carbonate in baking powders,

Dr. Richardson volunteered only the
question whether the flour used in the
experiments was of good quality, of
which I assured him by stating that it
was the best, and the flour used in my
family.

Professor Mallet was not present,

Your article is misleading in so far as
it gives the impression that ammonia
disappears on baking. My actual tests
agree with those made by others, show-
ing that ammonia remains in the bread,
My investigations simply assign a new
cause for its retention,

Osaka is a great commercial city about
twenty miles by rail from Kobe, the
headquarters of our mission in Japan,
and nearly the same distance from
Kioto, the old capital of the Empire, It
has a population of well nigh half a
million souls, strongly marked with all
the characteristics of that industrious,
thriving, self-asserting race. With the
exception of the comparatively few who
have beey rescued through the agency
of Christian missions, the city is wholly
given to idolatry.  Yet it gives promise
of large results to the work of faith and
labor of love,

Two of our brethren have striven, not
without success, under serious disad-
vantages, to give the knowledge of the
truth to this people. Their greatest
hindrance has been the want of a build-
ing. They have been compelled to rely
upon rented native houses of small di-
mensions and unsuited to their uses,
The advantages of a building of sumi-
cient size and furnished with the con-
veniences for their work can hardly be
overestimated.

The damage done by the earthquake,
which desolated all that region in Octo-
ber of last vear, affected our missionaries
in their work and made more imperative
their need of a house entirely under
their own control. They can not ex-
pect any help in this matter from na-
tive sources, Our members are doing
their utmost to meet urgent requires
ments in other directions and have as
much upon them as they can bear. It
is= a small thing that the Church in this
land should furnish the £5000 called for
to enable our brethren there to carry on
the work with greater facility and prom-
ise of larger success,

PASTORAL FIDELITY SOCIAL

PRIVILEGES,

At the annual conference held in
Greenville last December, Bishop Gal-
loway said substantially, in one of his
addresses to the conference, that many
of our people everywhere were requwt-
ing him to send them pastors, indicating
by the emphasis lald on the word pas-
tors, that they had been served satisfac-
torily from the pulpit, but neglected in
the field. Now, the demand of these
people means one of two things, that
either a great many preachers are der-
elict to their pledged obligations, or
these people mistake in their notion
of what pastoral duties consist, It
must be, and is, one of these, Which?
1 cannot believe that any appreciable
number of men belonging to as hely
and consecrated a body as that of the
Methodist preachers, almost all of
them undergoing all the hardships of
an unsettled residence, homeless, pen-
niless, without worldly honor, and often
without worldly thanks, would con-
tinue to preach just for the sake of
neglecting duties and of violating or-
dination vows, Nor do I believe that
our people think this, Then the whole
matter is reduced to thisone question:
who are mistaken in the idea of what
pastoral fidelity is, the people or the
preachers? It is a maxim in the
common law, that every man is to be
credited in what concerns his own pro-
fession, If this be just, then the
preachers are right and the people
wrong in the conception of pastoral
faithfulness, 1 do not mean, however,
to reflect upon either the intelligence or
the sagacity and practical common
sense of the laity, for I wish to submit
what I shall here hrlvﬂf' say to the ar-
bitrament of the impartial judgment of
the people, and will abide their de-
cision,

I am persuaded that an honest ob-
servance of the distinction between
pastoral duties and social privileges
will both vindicate the preacher and
compel the discontented to confess the
real cause of their trouble, When a
preacher goes to the house of a mem-
ber of the Church, and spends thirty
minutes, or an hour, or all day and
night, and talk<about this and that and
the other of purely secular interest,
without a word spoken in seriousness
about the soul, or read from the Bible,
or uttered in prayer, he is only enjoy-
ing the privilegesof society, just as any
one else might do, but he certainly
would not eall that a pastoral visit,
The lawyer, or the physician, or any
neighbor, without theology or ordina-
tion, does that, and, if he is a pious
man, with as good effect, The doctor
never thinks of noting in his mem-
orandum bhook, or of charging his
neighbors a fee for social calls, His
professional visits are distinguished
from his social ealls by what he does,
his professional visits signifying pre-
seriptions, medicines  and  fees,  his
social calls neighborly conduet,

As with the phy-ic-lun. so with the
preacher.  His pastoral visits must be
differentiated from his social calls by
what he does,  If he calls on a family,
rich or poor, sick or well, happy or dis-
tressed, and administers the consola-
tions of religion, whether by devout
conversation,or by reading and praying,
or byany other means, then, indewsd,
he has madea pastoral visit.  But if he
does none of these things, he ought, in
honor of truth, to name it a social call,

Now, a strict application of this just

Vs,

‘distinction between a I»m«'lwr- pas-

toral obligations and his social privi-
leges to the pastorate will demonstrate
the fact that the chief complaint is not
of pastoral, but of social neglect.  And
this wounds, not so much the spirit, but
the vanity; therefore greater the howl,
Why i« it that those who attend re-
ligious services the least and <how the
least sign of <piritual life murmuar the
most?  Surely they do not wish spirit-
ual counsel in  the home who
will not  hear it from the pul-
put, or prayer or the word read
around the fireside who refuse it from
the sanctuary. Why, then, do they
complain that they have no pastor?
Because they want the ministrations
of the pastoral office?  Noj; they are not

so anxious for the counsel, prayer, or
exhortation. They want t social
recognition of the pastor, If he does | ©

not visit them as often as they think
he should, they feel slighted socially,
and that piques them to the quick.
Here lies the complaint, and it ought
in justice to be confessed for the <ake
of the preachers and for the good of
their own souls, | would not defend
ministerial partiality or exclusiveness,
The m‘fh«rmm to be and must be
sociable, and sociable with all, and will
be, ifa true preacher. But I do wish
to defend the pastor who is complained
of because of those social reasons that
do not effect his fidelity.

And, further, it may be easily shown
by a justinterpretation of the pastoral
functions, notonly how that the faithful

tor may be unfairly complained of,

t also how it sometimesturns out that
the more faithful the pastor, as such,
the greaterthe murmur. The preacher
who gives the most of his time to the
higher class of his members, and in a
sociable sort of way, may be very popu-
lar with them, and through their com-
manding influence enjoy a foreed popu-

larity with all. But the idenl pastor is
a shepherd, and a true shepherd gives
his attention first to the sick and crip-

lvl«l of the sheep, then to the lambs, and
ast of all to the hale and robust of the
flock. But as the pastor has not time
for everything at once, he may neglect | *
somewhat for awhile the rich and able of

e

the membership, while ministering to
thesick and crippled and the feeble, and
in his absence those who neither need
nor wish his special care, but miss his
social calls, often feel slighted socially,
not neglected pastorally; and so they
conclude to write the Bishop to send
them a “pastor’” nextyear.— Rev. W,

STUMBLINGS,

For the young Christian it is often a
difficult question what we ought to
think of his stumblings. On this point
he ought especially to be on his guard
against two errors,  Some become dis-
pirited when they stumble; they think
that their surrender was not sincere,
and lose their confidence toward God,
Others, again take it too lightly. They
think that it can not be otherwise;
they concern themselves little wlth
stumblings, and continue to live in
them. Let us take these words of God
to teach us what we ought to think of
our stumblings. There are three les-
s0ns,

Let not stumblings discourage you.
You are called to perfectness, yvet this
comes not at once; time and patience
are needful for it. Therefore James
says: ‘“‘Let patience have its perfect
work that ye may be perfeet and en-
tire,””  Think not that your surrender
wis not sincere, acknowledge only how
weak you still are, Think not also
that you must only continue stumbling:
acknowledge only how strong  your
Savior is,

Let stumbling arouse you to faith in
the mighty Keeper,

It is because you have not relied on
Him with a sufficient faith that you
have stumbled,  Let stumbling drive
you to Him. The first thing that you
must do with a stumbling is, go with
it to Jesus, Tell it out to Him. Con-
fess it, and receive forgiveness, Confess
it, and commit yourself with your
weakness to Him, and reckon on Him
to keep you.  Sing continually the
song: ““To Him that is mighty to keep
you be the glory.,”  And then let
stumbling make you very prudent,

By faith you shall strive and over-
come. In the power of your Keeper
and the joy and security of His help
vou shall have courage to watch,  The
firmer you make your election the
stronger the certitude that He has
chosen you and will not let you go,
the more conscientious shall you be-
come, to live in all things only for
Him, in Him, through Him.

rosity now—now, when he goes
through the streets and highways of
the world hungry and thirsty, sick and
naked and despised.
