(iroHS violations of propriety, hy 
reason of violence done to the ismtext, 
are more eoiuiuon. “ I am the diair," 
said a preaelier, and la-gau tliiis: “ Our 
Lord was a very hiiiiihle laM'son, the 
most liuinhle that ex-i-r lived u|miu tlie 
eartli.
