Sec. 2. The City Council may on
hearing and notice ascertain and fix
the value of the whole or gny part
of the property of any utility, inso-
far as the same is material to the
exercise of the jurisdiction of the
City Council and may make revalua-
tion from time to time and ascertain
the value of all new construction,
extension, and additions to the pro
perty of every utility,

Sec. 3. Each utility shall estab.
lish a system of accounts to be kept
as may be ordered and directed by
the City Council or establish a sys
tem of accounts for each class and
the City Council may prescribe the
manner in which such accounts shall
