Princely liriliea 
wereoll'cred, Imt spurned, and Andre 
was taken tlrst to West Point, then to 
Waslilnglon’a headiiuarters, at Tap- 
pan, on the west side o f the Hudson, 
near Plerinont. An august tribunal, 
including Lafayette and Steuben, 
tried Andre by ciiurt-iimrtial. He 
was adjudged guilty, and condemed 
to the halter as a spy. F!very etTort 
was made by Uie llritish olllcers to 
save him, but in vain. Andre, undis­
turbed by fear o f death, asked only to 
die as a soldier, and not as a spy. 
Hut the stern rules of war again inter­
posed. ‘ ‘ 1 pray yon to liear witness 
Hiat 1 meet m y fate like a brave 
niHu,”  were his last words, as at main 
on Saturday, (Jctiilier i’, 17K0 , the 
liandnge settled over Ids eyes and sliut 
out forever the light of the world.—

Samuel infoniis Saul of the will of 
(hat in r» fen-nci-c to the Anialekites, 
wild had l•renso lentf the unrelenting 
enemy of Israel, Is-Iiik the flrst to en- 
Kajp-isniel In ImiIIIc after they had 
left K^ypti when Mnaes stiasi on the 
mountain with Aaron ami Hiir, hold- 
inff up his hands that Israel iniitht 
pn>vall. Saul was to enKaire this 
l•ncluy with the facts of Israel's for­
mer victory over them liy the dins’t 
iiitervention of Alm ighty thsl. The 
stranife attitude o f their itreat hauler, 
not moving In the nihlst of the con­
tending hosts, lait ijuiidly seatisl on 
the mountain, holding up his hands 
and watting on the I-ord.

If 
the liiemls’rsliip can cull an evaii- 
gclst, they can call a pastor.

Why 
this wholesale deminciation of a

Pcrha|is Ih! w ill lai arniingisl. Hut 
pray tell im*, bnither, wlii'ie did 
3 ’on discover a **whole*alu dciinii- 
ciatiiHi of a w hole e ln rsH en lly  
such (k-iiiiocbition exists only in 
yiHir fertile imagination. In this 
tsinnis'tioii let me iiiM'rt a clipping 
fn>in thu Nashville Ailwa’ato, cop­
ied fiom thu Smtheiii Christi.in 
Adv«N-ale; “ TIhi ('oiniiilun His- 
Irii't Confereiicu rviiuwisl the li- 
ceii.'  ̂of liuv. Thos. 11. la-itch nl 
his proniisu that hu wimid not, in 
carrying on his uvangi'li*tic work, 
go into any |Ki*toral charge with­
out tlie nm-i'iit of the |Ne-(or, un­
less Ih) Mip|sised that thu opisisi- 
tion was of a imrely lairsonnl na­
ture.'" How dia.'s that strike oiiuf 
It ran not liu sakl that iiiy opis>*i- 
tion wiis “ of a purely |N'isoiinl na- 
tiiix’." I had met thu brother but 
once, and tlioiigbt well of liim. 
l<s>. Iiiduol, 1 was given no o|»- 
|siitiinity to favor or op|SMU Id* 
coming. I was not con*ultu<l in 
tbu iii'ittcr at all. No onu can iic- 
ciiso mu of |a:rs(M‘nlioii, or of 
“ toncldiig llie Isinl's anointisl," 
nor di<l the “ rusidiiu" or any other 
theory cut any lignru in tlm ca*u. 
Tlio wholu matter was, this Imitb- 
er knowingly and wittingly vio- 
liiUsI Church law, and not for the 
Hrst time, uitliur; 1 simply sIimhI 
for the law.

Hro. Collanl sucks to locnlo tliu 
cause of the widespread opjsisition 
to niislem cvnn^lists (of a nurtain 
class). Like atkillful physiciiin la 
ba>4 diagnosed the case—at least to 
bis own satisfaction. Hear him; 
“ Don't every one know that it is 
the revival lie bolds, and the suc­
cess he haŝ  that brings the oviin 
gdiat all this iiiedloy of inconsist 
ont opiNisition.'’ There it is in n 
nutshell. It can all Iwsummcslup 
in one word—envy. The |Ni.stors 
have laicomc so inetlicicnt in the 
work of soul-saving, and the ex an 
geliata (he niakea tuis line a s(ie 
cinl stiuly—pastors do not—) is so

eilicient as that tho pastors are con­
sumed with envy, and would rath­
er that souls won 1 1 1 forever perish 
than lie saved through the instru- 
inuntality of on evangelist. Uatber 
a harsh charge this lo bring against 
the pastors, and one which I am 
sure will be diflioult to sustain to 
the satisfaction of any but the few. 
Of one tiling, however, 1 am sure, 
iminely, that Hro. Collard has 
really locateil the seat of trouble. 
Tho opposition does grow out of 
“ tho revival ho holds,”  tlial’s a 
truth, and every pastor knows just 
what it means. F.vangulists as 
they now are I  c m not favor. In­
deed, there is no such oltico as 
evangelist recognized by the 
Cliurch. I f  as Hro. Collard sug­
gests tho evangelist lie given some 
relation to the Annual Conference, 
a given held of laliur under the 
direction of the conference, this 
dimbtloss in a inuasiiro would 
remove many of tho ailings of 
miNlern evangelism. L<>t us ex­
amine it in this light. An evan­
gelist must have calls. He must 
lie invited by pastors to assist in 
meetings. Ko pastor wants in- 
ellicieiit help. An evangelist must 
liave a reputation, xvillioiit which 
ho would find himself minus calls 
ill order to a reputation thuru is 
teiiiptalion to shoddy su]a>rlicial 
work. Temptations come to us 
under cover. If wo saw them 
naked in their true light, wu 
should shrink laick with horror, to 
say nothing of fear; but they are 
masked, they lind us napping, and 
la*foru aware of it wu arc in tlioir 
ineslics and have fallen. I fear 
that the roalizatioii of the iieeil of 
a reputation lias led some, almost 
unawares, to mlopl claptrap melh- 
(sls in order to iminuiliatu, so- 
calloil results. It has led some to 
|Nin with their own Imnds thu 
glowing i-eiiortsor meetings, wliicli 
wu lind in tho daily press of the 
Slate. Y'oii may say that there is 
temptation of a like nature in the 
pastorate, tu which 1 make answer 
there is, but it is not nearly so 
strong as in the exaiigelistic work.

Tlicn tberu is the limuiciiil as- 
|ss-t of tlie case. .Yu evangelist is 
a man; no more, no less, •hist like 
the most eoiiiiinmof ns “ regulars" 
hu must eat. Ia>ve<l ones are de- 
la-ndcnt n|Min him: he must haxoa 
giMsl collection, lien* is another 
source of temptation. The size of 
the collection deiwiids u|s>n sis'in- 
iiig n'siilts of the lias-ting. Now 
don't ncciiso UK- of saying that 
ovangoli*ts )in-acli for money; that 
is entirely foreign to my thought.
1 mean simply tin*, tlial the oxan- 
gulist must xvorri Uhi iiku-Ii alsail 
collections; Ids i-yu must la> more 
xir less t*e-nU-n «l U|s)n it. Hen* and 
there yiHi xx ill thid onu who uyes 
ull things tliroiigli, to see what lla- 
colhwlion will l>o. YY'itb a given 
Ik-ld of lalair large enoiigli to sat­
isfy thu most exacting, tlioy would 
not th«*n liavo to de|<end n|sin a 
reputation for calla. Their litm-ss 
for tho work would load to their 
ap|Hiintiiicnt, iiikI wo imstors would 
abkie tliu decision of tlio ciibiuel 
and would accept tho coufen-nce 
iiKlursemciit. (iivon a n*gnlar 
salary, they xvonld then la) bsisisl 
fnnn rniiineial strain, and two of 
thi- most pnililie sources of tcmpbi- 
lion to sii|s-rliciiil work work 
which they do in baste and whicli 
tho |mstor ha* caiisu to n*|a)iit of 
at leisure—xvonld la> n*iimvisl.

Anotlwr ailing of nioilem evan­
gelism is IIh- constant harping on 
tin* rownnliei- of pastors in preach­
ing ngniiisl sin. Tlie tlHuight is 
that tliu iNistor dare not preach the 
w holu tnilli, laicaiisu his |a.-«>plu 
might tnni tla-ir lan k ii|ain him 
aisl not |Kiy tln-ir i|iiartungi-. .Saiiu 
uxaiigelists taku|frual iMeasoru in 
lmr])ing n|Nin this. It is not tniu, 
Then- may lai uxccptuaial casus, 
but in till- iiiniii the |sistors of tliu 
.Mcllnalist (.'hnrch aru not eowanls. 
Tla-y linve larg«-r faitli intiialthan 
to h-ar for fiaal and niiimmt 
thriHigli pn-iiching the truth. For 
my )>nrt, I will allow no man to 
say III my pulpit whiit 1 am afraid 
to say. Nor do I sIuikI alonu in 
this. With a confun-m-c relation 
wu would la; more bndliurly. The 
cvangi-list would lai Imt a liel|a)r 
of till- |Ni*tor, and not run a iiiui-t- 
ing, IIS Mime do, totally ignoring 
the piXM-iM C of the jiastor, except 
to iiM) him ns an illustration of tliu 
kind of |ireiicliur tiai fearful to 
pn-ach tliu tiiitli. Thun, in thu 
end, to bring him prominently la>- 
foru tliu |S)oplu to raisu tliu groat 
i-olluction.

Hut ran tbi* lie done! There are 
many dillicnilies in thu way of tbu 
creation of the evanglist as a sup- 
iiriituollicerin tbeClinrcIi—ililKcnl- 
lies which it xvonld scum can never 
liuovi-rromc. S|mcoxvill not|a.-rmit 
tlie.ir enumeration. I’orsontilly 1 
am in hearty ucx-oni with tbu so­
lution as ol!i>it.*d in tbu oditoriiil 
contained in the T kx xs A hvim-xti; 
of Octola-r :!l, umler Hie aiption, 
“ The Itineriiiicy as a Kcimsly.” 
I'rom xvhieh let mecpioto: “ If the 
local bn-lhern who are now en- 
giigr-.d in the evangelistic xvork 
would only ii]<ply for rcBiliiiission, 
and idt-iilify themselves anoxv with 
the itinerancy, a ninch-miaitcil 
and vexatious problem would Is)
s^K'oilily anil siitisfwlorily solvoil.

'e liericvo, moreover, that the 
axerage |Nistnral charge is abun­
dantly ca|xnblo of exhausting the 
genius and n-soun-es of any living

man. Tho itinerancy is tho solu­
tion.”

I xxns converted under an evan­
gelist. I am grateful to him. 1 
know there are those evangelists 
doing a groat xvork for God. Hut 
wo cun nut hide the truth that 
much of tho evangelistic work of 
to-day is so siioddy us that it lasts
but a day; it is like “ a va|K)r
tliat apjieareth for a little time, 
and then vanisheth away,”  leaving 
tlio Church weakened by the ex­
haustion of an attempteil meeting.
