Blaine in 18847 Blaine was so out
standing a statesman that having
entered the Senate as a result of
executive appointment, to fill a
vacancy, his subsequent election for
the succeeding six-year term s
unique in American history in that
he was chosen by the unanimous
vote of the State Legislature, Re
publicans and Dmocrats uniting in
the choice.

In the case of Blaine, he lost to
another statesman. Possibly you
might say that it was a case of dog
eat dog, and the professional politi.
cians were flabbergasted. In-sofar
as Albert E. Ritchie is concerned,
no use for him to fish in presiden.
tial waters until he learns at least
three things. Pirst, he must give up
his sidesaddle and learn to ride
astride; secondly, he must be in
occulated with serium of tonguetied
ness; thirdly, he must readjust his
birthplace and be accredited to a
State with a more impressive elec
torial vote.

Then there is ex-Secretary New:
ton D. Baker, of Ohio, who seems
likely to have the support of the
Ohio delegation to the next Dem:
ocratic National Convention. It is
said that exGovernor James M
Cox, who is still a power in Ohio
politics, favors committing the dele.
gation to Mr. Baker, Ohio's large

But even
the News concludes its odita-i..nl
with “The greatest. drawback in
the Baker-for-President movement
is the profusion of favorite sons in
his own State of Ohio, which
boasts at least four outstanding
hopefuls. One must fall back on
the old saw that ‘anything can
happen in a Democratic convention.
The question, 'Why not Baker?' is
still a pertinent one”
