“The Newcomes,” by Thack-
eray, is one of the most powerful
and brilliant novels ever written.
The romance which permeates it
is entrancing in a high degree,
while the ethical teaching which is
such a prominent characteristic, is
superlatively wholesome.  The
love story lies on the surface and
is easily read, but parallel with it
is a deep vein of thought which
can not but have a salutary in-
fluence upon every one who reads
it. As a work of fiction it is won-
drously attractive, forcing us to
take a profound interest in the
hero and heroine and the subordi-
nate characters and the various
scenes and episodes. The story is
pathetic, almost tragic, and the
salient features of it are drawn
with great force and beauty. It
touches the heart, evokes the sigh
and makes the eyes dewy with
sympathetic tears. It is a mastes-
ly delincation of character and
life, and by an idealization of the
actors and the acting towers up
into the realm of pure art. Itis
one of our finest classics and is
destined to immortality.

But it is not our object to deal
primarily with this noble volume
simply as a work of art; we pre-
fer to call attention to its pro-
found moralizing. It is the hest
treatise on worldliness we ever
gaw. Without any dull droning
or preaching the author unveils
the folly, the wickedness and the
hollowness of a distinctively fash-
ionable life. The unwisdom of
worldliness is marked in high re-
lief. The rottenness which ram-
ifies and honeycombs society is
revealed in all its loathsome repul-
siveness. The emptiness and un-
happiness of such conventional
and dazzling living are shown to
be the legitimate and inevitable
results of a persistent and defiant
violation of the inexorable laws
of God. He who reads this ter-
rible arraignment of worldliness
and fashion will turn away from
the volume in disgust at such aim-
lessness, luxury and trifling, and
with a stimulated and strenzth-
ened resolution to lead from hence-
forth a natural and a wholesome
life. Thackeray’s burning satire
strips away the illusions and the
artificialities from the fashionable
world as the lightning peels the
bark from a tree. Its unsatisfac-
tory and evanescent vanities are
Inid bare with unsparing severity,
and no one but an ill-starred fool
could consent to follow after such
painted shows. It is the Ecclesi-
astes of the Nineteenth Century,
a modern rendering ot an old and
mighty theme—a true philosopy
of life.

The old Countess, Lady Kew,
is the very impersonationof world-
liness, who, under the guise of
bettering the condition of her
kindred, victimized them all. A
rich or noble marriage was her
ideal of happiness, even though
broken hearts and irremediable
woe were the consequences.
Thackeray pours the vials of his
gatirical wrath upon the wretched
old mischief-maker.  She spent
her last days at balls, operas and
feasts, She stepped from a bril-
liant drawing-room and the revel-
ry thereof into the grave. Asshe
lies in her coflin—*‘that bedizened
hox of corruption”™-—she is a pitia-
ble but emphatic protest against
a time-serving and a godless life.

The volume not only exposes
worldliness; it is not only a satire
upon the conventionalisms and
fooleries of fashion: it is not only
a dramatic representation of the
wickedness and the curse of an
idle and aristocratic career, bhut
also a mirror of nobleness and
piety. What can be finer than the
character of Col. Thomas New-
come! Whata picture of beauti-
ful soldiery. qualities, of high-
minded gentlemanliness, of typi-

cal generosity and self-sacrifice,
of heroism and child-like inno-
cence, and of deep and unobtru-
sive piety! The dying scenein the
hospital of the Grey-friars, wherein
the old Colonel, imagining himself
a school boy, and who when the
roll is called, answers, ‘‘Adsum,”
is one of the most heart-touching
incidents in the whole realm of
fiction,

His niece, Kthel Newcome, saved
from worldliness by a remarkable
train of providences and schooled
to devotion and charity by the
deep and poignant sufferings
which came upon her, moves
among the closing incidents like
an angelic visitant.

Laura Pendennis, too, with her
sane and solid views of life and her
saintly spirit and ministry, irradi-
ates the tragic gloom of the pic-
ture,

Woe dare say that there is not in
the whole range of fiction another
work which recognizes and depicts
so clearly and powerfully the
great characterizing beauties of
the religion of Christ. In this
respect “The Newcomes™ is peer-
less.  This enviable distinction
belongs to our masterpiece. Over
against the hollowness, the illu-
siveness and demoralization of a
worldling’s carcer, as a foil and
background, our author paints
the radiant and angelic loveliness
of a true Christian life and the in-
estimable preciousness of that re-
ward and peace which the world
can neither give nor take away.
*“*The Newcomes™ is a great book
and ecan be made not only tribu-
tary to the gratification of the
wsthetic faculty, but also to the de-
velopment and refinement of the
spiritual life. If the book should
have its legitimate influence, the
reader would rise from the perusal
not only grateful for ap unexcep-
tionable and first-class entertain
ment, hut a wiser and a better
man. Compared to this noble
story, modern realistic novels,
wherein illicit love is the pivot and
vicions amours are tacitly con-
doned, are likethe slush and ooze
of a fetid swamp compared to the
life-giving waters of a crystal
spring.

A COLLEGIATE EDUCATION.

We print below from the
Chicago Tribune a little facetious
thrust at a college-bred man partly
because of its pleasantry, bhut
principally to secure an oceasion
to say that there is no earthly
blessing comparable to the advan-
tages conferred by graduation in
a first-class institution of learning:

“1 beg your pardon,” said the
passenger in the skull cap, leaning
over and speaking to the young
man on the seat immediately in
front of him, *‘but are you not just
returning from college?™

“Yes, sir,”" replied the young
man. *“1am one of the graduates:
in fact, 1 was the valedictorjan.”

“I was sure of it,”" replied the
other. *I would be greatly obliged
if you would tell me, ina few words,
who wrote ‘Junius,’' who the man in
the iron mask was, what was the
origin of protoplasm, explain the
Schleswig-Holstein question, give
me the reason why republics are
superior to limited monarchies, and
tell me why evil is permitted on the
earth.”

We remark that a man who has
mastered the curriculum of a col-
lege is more likely to answer sat-
isfactorily the questions above
than one who has never had the
benefit of high-grade scholastic
instruction and the golden oppor-
tunities of a university life. A
collegiate career confers not only
the henefit of thorough intellectual
development and classic culture,
but also, generally, those lofty
views ,and wholesome influences
which mould the noble character
and shape the enviable destiny of
men. Let the critic, friendly and
otherwise, have his little fling at
the college boy, but at the same
time let the higher education pro-
ceed. Sometimes the scholar,

fresh from student life, may atti-

tudinize a little and furnish the
occasion for wit and humor, but
still ignorance is neither bliss nor
the mother of devotion. It is bet-
ter that a school boy should un-
dertake the solution of the deepest
problems of literature and life
than that the world should be
steeped in apathetic indifference
and imbecility. The posing of a
sophomore is hetter than the stag-
nation of intellectual decay.

doing =0 much. These figures will
make a good gag to put in the

mouths of religionists of a certain
class who are continually prating about
the ignorance of Methodists. When
one of these fellows comes around it
would be well to ask him how many col-
leges his Church has, and then give him
our statistics, and also those of the M

They have our love, sympathy and pray-
ers, and we hope that they may be
abundantly useful to the Church in the
home land.

On the ninth of this month Dr. C. D
Reid and family left us to open the Co-
rean Mission. Dr. Reid is one of om
oldest and most experienced missiona-
ries. He and his wife wiil be greatly
missed. We wish for them great suc-
cess in their new field of labor,
To-day Rev. M. B. Hill and family
leave China for their home in Arkansas.
One month ago Bro. Hill had a stroke
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of paralysis which has deprived him
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entirely of the use of his left side. He
is not able to go alone, but will be ac-
companied by Rev. R. A. Parker, who
will go with him to 8t. Louis, where he
expects his brother to meet him and
take him home, Bro. Parker has given
him a brother’'s care since he was thus
suddenly made helpless. The stroke
was as unexpected as it was sudden.
This is a serious blow to the mission.
Bro. Hill has been a faithful, untiring,
conscientious, devoted worker here
since 1888, For five years he has been
the efficient presiding elder of Shanghal
District. He has also had charge of
several circuits, He has given a special
teaching and training (o the native
preachers, helping them and directing
them in their studies and holding a
monthly preachers’ instituic, where the
preachers on the distriet have come to-
gether and stood examinations on the
monthly studies. Also preaching be-
fore one another and the hearers crit-
icising the sermon. The native preach-
ers owe much to him, and they will miss
him very much indeed.

Light and Darkness.

Our observations lead us (o concur
with Count Bernstorfl’s views as to the
increase of both light and darkness. It
oppresses us to believe, as we must,
that the sense of Gad in personal expe-
rience is diminishing, that the bellef in
his supernatural influence upon human
hearts and in the radical, almost irre-
sistible, power of grace in conversion
and purification is felt less and less.
The line between irresistible grace and
the real power essential to conversion
is but a hair's breadth in diameter,
Were there a little more power exerted
by the Spirit it would be irresistible,
and men would be irresponsible. But to
reduce it in the least degree below the
Infinitestimal point in which the power
of cholee in the human mind reposes, is
to weaken it and prepare the way for
mechanical, sclentific, or philosophi-
cal views of the nature of conversion,
which, once adopled, eliminate the su-
pernatural element, take away his pow-
er from the gospel minister and trans-
form him into an ethical teacher-—as
powerless to regenerate human natore
as the inculeations of hyglene are t
save a really dying man.

Even from the evangelical Churches
the sense of sin in large measure de-
parts. Modern penitential grief is ol-
ten hardly worthy of a higher descrip-
tion than pensiveness, and the joys of
the new creation are as feeble as the
grief over sinfulness is diluted. The
penalty of #in inflicted by the rightoons
indignation of a personal God gives
place to vague or limited notions of
the natural consequences of sin. With-
mt onee being stirred or hearing any-
thing to make them wretehed on  ac-
count of their sins, to-day It Is possihle
for the worldly minded, and even the
regularly to stiend serviece In
Churchea (hat were founded on
the doctrine of the Hiy Ghost,

The condition of the Church of Eng-
land immediately prior to the rise of
Wesley and the siate of many of the
German Churches show how any form
of error in doctrine or life may coex-
ist with liturgical uniformity and artis-
tic, musical, clocutionary,
tie exeellence.

Every age has its peenliar  battle.
Thet of the next century is to be more
subtle than any which has preceded it
Az the nations are fighting more and
more by diplomacy, and less and less

n blood-stained flelds, so the confliet
between the kingdom of grace and that
of darkneas will be less violent, but
more perplexing and dangerous,

Strides in this direction have heen
made within fifteen years so rapid that
there are already hundreds, and will
scon be thousands, of Churches in
America as absolutely devoid of the
Spirit of God in the New Testament
sense as they would have been if they
had been originally intended as liter-
ary and social clubs. This will be
compatible with an increase in num-
bers, and statistics will be rolled up and
published, as they are now, which no
more indicate moral forces than wonld
the roster of an army that should in-
clude invalids and babes,

The Churches are pursuing a course
which shows how little confidence we
have in the power of God. Our meth-
ods of securing accessions proceed in-
creasingly upon the kindergarten prin-
ciple, which, however useful for in-
fants, promotes rather childishness
than a childlike spirit in adiults. We
are willing to turn over the reforma-
tion of drunkards to quacks with se-
cret remedies. We make few direct of-
forts (o eave hardened sinners. and
send forth few laymen or ministers
competent to grapple unbeliovers and
overcome them, not by argument in the
plane of polemics, but by the irresisti-
ble force of personal testimony to the
power of the Holy Ghost.

The girls in the school were always
considerate in demeanor when they
came in communion with him, Except-
ing Caroline, this was as seldom as he
could render it; for I believe he felt in-
stinetively the prudence of avoiding a
society of the full enjoyment of which
he had been created incompetent to
partake,

The boys, also, were reasonably
thoughtful when in his presence—all
except one. Thomas Dilly, somewhat
above fourteen years, was a boarder,
being of a well-to-do respectable fam-
ily in dne of the lower counties. Not
bad—that is, not very bad—yet he had
a proneness for such things as were for-
bidden, with corresponding aversion
for those enjoined. Rather bright in
understanding, he could have done well
in studies but for the pleasure there
was in avolding compulsory tasks. In
school, whenever it was safe, some-
times when not, he giggled at things
for the fun therc was, in which he
would he would have felt contempt if
occurring outside. More than any other
boy I ever knew he took pleasure in
teasing, and its arts he had lgarned to
perfection.

FIRST SERMONS.

“Mrs, Maisey, how be you feelin’? 1
got nothing; I'm very hungry.” Such
was the remark of one old woman to
another on their way home from hear-
ing young Arthur Penryhn Stanley’s
first sermon in the parish Church of
Bergapton. His bodily presence was
weak, and his delivery shocking; and
the humble saints found the spiritual
nourishment very meager. Stanley
preached beautiful moral essays; and
those of us who have heard the lovable
dean address his great crowds in West-
minster Abbey have sympathized with
the pious rustics who heard his maiden
effort and confessed to a certain unsat-
isfied hunger of heart,

The perfect antipades of Dean Stan-
ley both in doctrine and in delivery was
Charles H. Spurgeon. He was the son
and grandson of Congregationalist
ministers, and his first attempt at
preaching was made when he was only
sixteen. He was asked by a friend to
walk four miles to a cottage service in
the little village of Taversham, near
Cambridge. “I hope God will bless you
in your preaching to-night,” said his
companion. *“Nay,” said young Spur-
geon, “I never have preached, and 1
don’t know that I could do it,” The cot-
tage was filled, and as no minister ap-
peared, the youth was pressed into the
service, despite the protests of some old
ladies against listening to “that boy."
He wore a round jacket and turned-
down shirt-collar, and taking for his
text, “Unto you, therefore, which be-
lieve, He is precious. He expounded it
with a fervor and unction which as-
tonished his auditors. Spurgeon was a
marvel of ministerial precocity; he
never saw the inside of a theological
seminary, and was only nineteen when
he was invited up to London to preach
in the old “Park Street Chapel.” Tis
congregation had dwindled to a hand-
ful, and by diligent “drumming” about
two hundred people were got together
on 2 wintry day. Among those who
were thus drummed in to help fill an
empty house was a Miss Susanuah
Thompson, who three years afterwards
became the wife of the “wonderful
boy,” already become the most popular
preacher in London! Her twin sons are
both ministers of the Gospel, thus per-
petuating a true “apostolic succession”
through four generations,

If Stanley's and Spurpeon’s begin-
nings were rather unique, that of the
celebrated Dr. Thomas Guthrie was far
more so. He was licensed to preach
by the Preshytery of Brechin in 1825,
His first sermon was committed to
memory and delivered in the parish
Church of Dun; but on his way to the
place he sald to himself, “1 have mis-
taken my profession; | shall never suc-
ceed as a  preacher.” But he got
through the ordeal without balk or
blunder, and rode home perfectly hap-
py. One would suppose that pulpits
would easily be found for such a prom-
ising beginner; but in those Erastian
days the appointments to pulpits in the
Presbyterian Kirk of Scotland were
made by “patrons” who had the con-
trol of them.
no opening for his gifts, went off to
Paris and attended a course of lectures
on natural philosophy and anatomy.
On his return he secured a position in
a2 bank, where he spent nearly four
years in posting accounts! Occasional-
Iy he would go out and preach in scme

his own power, and had not learned how
to use the gift that was in him. There
is both suggestion and comfort in this
experience of Guthrie for some young
ministers who are slow in being found
out, and in finding out themselves.

The famous and heaven-blessed Dr.
Payson of Fortland made also a very
unpromising debut in his ministry. The
account of his first attempt at preach-
ing is thus given in his diary: *I en-
deavored to cast myself wholly on the
Lord for support. 1 felt thankful it was
rainy; there were very few people at
meeting, and I just got throug.. without
stopping. Spoke too fast and too low.
Was a good deal depressed after meet-
ing. In the afterncon did a little bet-
fer, but still bad enough. Was very
much fatigued, and almost in a fever;
but enjoyed some comfort after meet-
ing.” If anyone could have told that
despondent young licentiate that his
Portland pulpit would yet blaze out as
an Eddystone light over all New Eng-
land and would teach che great secret
of soul-winning, he might have laid
his head on his pillow, happy as an
archangel,

During my student days Edward N.
Kirk was unsurpassed in graceful and
persuasive pulpit eloquence; Dr. James
W. Alexander tald me that he regarded
him as fully equal to Summerfield,
Kirk, while still a theological student
at Princeton, delivered his first sermon
to a little company of negroes in the
outskirts of the village, He made care-
ful preparation, and a few poor, weary-
losking coloved women dropped in, one
by one. Satan, he says, whispered in
his ear, “This is beautiful, isn't it? A
college graduate, a student in theology,
carcfully preparing an address to such
an andience.” For a moment his heart
vielded, and then the better spivit came
and said to him, “Who are you bhut a
sinner saved by grace? What if God
has sent you here to-night to lead one
of these souls to the Lamb of God, and
ot length to ghine among the stars in
the firmament of heaven? Are you
worthy of that honor?” He asked God
to forgive him, and he said that after
that evening he never felt either troub-
led or elated by the number of persons
in his andience.

We might narrate many other cases
of the experimental efforts of men who
became masters in Israel. Dr. Chal-
mors was licensed to preach at the age
of nineteen because he was regarded as
“a lad o' pregnant pairts.” Of his first
sermon wo know nothing; but his ear-
licet ministry at Kilmany was a spirit-
uzl failure; he conly aimed to reform
men by the cold precepts of morality,
He declared that he never reformed
anyone by that style of preaching, ana
“it was not until the free offer of for-
giveness through the atoning blood of
Christ was urged upon men that I ever
heard of any reformations.” Chalmers,
like John Wesley, found his power at
the foot of the cross.

Charles G. Finney, the king of mod-
ern evangelists, studied theology, not in
A seminary, but with Rev. Mr. Gale, an
“Old School™ pastor in Central New
York. Young Finney was working out
a “New School” system of doctrine for

! himself, and after he delivered his first

sermon Mr. Gale saild to him, “I shali
be very much ashamed to have it known
wherever you go, that you studied the-
ology with me.” The teacher-—who was
rather a “Hard Shell”—came over al-
terwards to the views of his powerful
pupil, and confessed that if Mr. Finney
had been molded by him he would have
been ruined as a minister,

It would be exceedingly profitable
for young men to study what may be
called the genesis of the mot successful
ministers. They will find that many of

vacant pulpit; but as he afterwards
said, “1 waited by the pool for five long,
weary years, before | received a presen-
Lation to the parish of Arbilot.” This
seems o be a most astounding com-
mencement of the career of that mag-
nificent pulpit orator whom the London
Times afterward styled “the most elo-

Fourth Quarter—Lesson 1, Oct. 4,
SOLOMON ANOINTED KING.
1 Kinas 1:28-39,

Golden text: Keep the charge of
the Lord thy God, to walk in his ways.
~1 Kings 2:3.

This lesson begins a series, running
nearly through the quarter, and em-
braces the public life of Solomon. The
death of Absalom left Adonijah, the
son of Ilnugm\ by David, the heir ap-
parent to the throne: but, notwith-
standing his personal beauty, he had
no fithess for the throne. He had
been Indulged in idlencss until  par-
ental authority and respect had been
utterly abandoned by this profligate
boy.

David seems to have erred greatly
in the training of his family. His
wives were not qualified to give prop-
er direction to their minds and mor-
als, most of them being of heathen ex-
tract, and held largely to the demoral-
jzing tendencies of heathen worship.
Children left to their own minds and
encouraged by indugences in idle-
ness and the means to gratify the ani-
mal will always run into excess, and
soon manifest a disregard for parental
oversight.

Ell and Samuel made the same mis-
take that David did in the manage-
ment of his children. Preachers often

neglect their children in the mistaken
idea that God will supplement the neg-
lect of parental care, and bring the
children around at the proper time in
answer to prayer. There is much
ronsense in the common interpreta-
tion of prayer. Some people seem to
think that they can neglect the obli-
gations of life and correct all breaches
by a few hours of fasting and prayer.
This may be the only hope left, and
God may do for us what all the world
cannot do, but the habits formed by
our children will be hindrances even
in a Christian life, nor will they ever
become free from the weaknesses en-
gendered by bad habits, God does for
us what we cannot do for ourselves,
and often we are called to suffer the
penalties of neglect and to weep in old
age over the follies of youth,

The troubles of David grew out of
the indiscretions of his youth, and he
prays sincerely that the sins of his
youth may be forgiven, Adonijah at-
tempted to do what Absolom had fail-
ed to do, and brought disgrace and
ruin on himself and added another
trial to the full measure of David's
grief, He invited to a feast at the
rock of Zoheleth, near Enrogel, a
fountain not far from Jerusalem, all
the King's sons and adherents, except
Solomon, and, in the midst of the
mirth, the cry of “Long live King
Adonijah!” was raised, and he might
have given more trouble than he did
had not Nathan, the faithful prophet
of the Lord, heard of it and set about
to counteract the tide of influence thus
gset in motion. He sent Bathsheba to
David to inform him of the conduct of
his son, and, lest he should not give
credit to her statement, he came in at
once and confirmed her words,

8o foolish do parents bhecome about
their children, that they often become
angry at persons who would inform
them of the dangerous conduct of
their children, There is a Kind of
selfishness connected with people that
will not tolerate an insiouation
against the family even bronght by a
friend and in perfect kKindness,

Nuthan knew this weakness on the
part of pearenis, and thus wisely sent
David's favorite wife to him and fol-
lowed with a confirmation of what she
had said,

The imposing ceremonies that were
enacted by David's command were
sufficient to quiet the disturbed ele-
ments and bring peace and order out
of the seeming chaos caused by the
inconsiderate and ungrateful conduct
of Adonijah,

Solomon was made to ride on the
King's mule, and as it was death for
any man to ride this anima! without
the consent of the King, all people
would know from this fact that Solo-
mon was being crowned by the King's
command.

The prayer expreased here by Bena-
fah, the chief Captain of Solomon’s
army, was that Solomon might be-
come greater than David, thus paying
a tribute to the fatherly love of this
great King, for he knew the desires of
David and expressed In words what
would please David,

Solomon began with all the advant-
ages heart could wish His father
turned over to him the grandest king-
dom on earth, and God endowed him
with more wisdom than any other
man ever had; and yet he made a fail-
ure in the end, and doubitiess lost his
soul. The follies of youth are danger-
ous even beyond our comprehension

Had David raised his sons in virtue
he wounid have been spared much
trouble and Solomon’s end wonld have
been quite different,

David's besetting sin was inherited
by his children, and out of this fanit
came a brood of sins that ruined his
own happiness and well-nigh wrecked
his family.

Solomon’'s reign was prosperons so
far as his kingdom was concerned;
but he himself fell a prey to his own
lusts and, forgetting the haad that
fed him, turned his back on God.

Solomon had as much as any man
ever had to canse him o be obedient,
and his faith in God's providences had
a sure foundation so far as personal
expericnce is concerned. His trouble
was in his wicked and adulterous
heart, and his lusts commanded his
attention in preference 16 the laws of
God.

Men take pleasure in whatever they
and there is happiness in any
direction if love goes that way.

Faith in God commands our affec-
tions toward God, and our enjoyments
are only in his service; but the man
who seeks pleasure in sin is a stran-
ger to God, and his Kind of pleasures
are of his own choosing.

Conflicting  inter-
ests and aWections will cause him to
Leeome an ardent supporter or a moy
w leas acitve enemy.

NEW BIRTH.

The fact of a second, a spiritual
birth, is a truth taught and empha-
sized as a specialty by Jesus, the
amen, the faithful and true witness,
the prince of teachers, with whom
was God and who e works were at-
tested by his miracles. This is an

essential, fundamental doctrine of
the Christian system of religion, ap-
licable to every man for whom
guu- has tasted death, tg every son
and daughter of Adam, the totality
of the human race engendered of
the offspring of Adam and born of
the flesh, without any difference as
to infants or those of full age. This
wonderful truth, which has God for
its author, which was devised by
the sacred and eternalthree in one,
that his banished might not be ex-
pelled from him, differentiates the
religion which is from above, the
Christian religion, from those which
are of the earth and false. All of
every nation, made of one blood to
dwell on all the face of the earth,
by virtue of the atonement of Christ,
are brought into the covenant of
grace, the covenant of redemption
and salvation, which covenant has
for its spring and source the free
and eternal love and favor of God.
Yetall who are born of the flesh are
the children of wrath, the objects
of divine pity and compassion, it is
true, but no{ in harmony with the
righteousness and holiness of God,
not justified nor regenerated, nor
can they ever be the subjects of his
love of approval and complacency,
as well as of his love of pity, until
the spiritual birth, the second birth,
has been accomplished. The ac-
complishment of the second birth is
by supernatural power, unaided by
Ci:urch ordinances or sacraments.
It is mysterious as the wind of
which we hear the sound, but canst
tell where 1t cometh and whither it
goeth, The Christian religion,
with power given by Christ to be-
come the sons of God, changes a
child of wrath to a pleasant child
of God. It changes those who are
the children of the devil (a murderer
trom the beginning and a liar)
into the heirs of God and joint heirs
with Christ. The doctrine of the
second birth is as powerful as mys-
terious. It sweeps away instantly
and without a second effort old
things, and behold all things be-
come new. Its accepted time, its
day of salvation, is always now:
no future as to conditions. It
effects instantaneous freedom from
the law of sin and death; the Spirit
of truth witnessing with our spirit
ives consciousness of the truth of
reedom, so that without fear we
can serve God in righteousness and
holiness all the days of our life.
The power of this new birth, this
new creation, makes free from sin;
makes servants of God, having their
fruit unto holiness and the end
everlasting life. It crucifies with
Christ (and that with one act ol
crucifixion) the old man that the
body of sin might be destroyed;
that is, the carnal mind, which is
nut subject to the laws of God,
neither indeed can be, that hence-
forth we should no longer sin,

There are some teachers in Israel
(the Church) for whom I entertain
not only feelings of brotherly kind-
ness, hut brotherly love, who differ
with me as to infant regeneration as
widely as the North and South
Poles. 1 would not give occasion of
offense to these loved brethren, but
would rather act the part of an
Aquila and Priscilla toward them|
ly an effort to teach them the way
of the Lord more perfectly.

All the posterity of Adam, from
Cain and Abel to date, that have
been developed into personal ex-
istence by being born of the flesh
from the moment of natural being
have needed the spiritual birth as
a condition of entering into the
kingdom of God. This belief has its
foundation in the Scriptures of the
Old Testament and the New-—John
3:3; Gen. 5:3; Rom. 3:10; Ps. 51:5;
Job 11:12; 1sa. 53:6;: Ps. 58:3, 4, 5,

I am associated in this belief with
inspired writers and uninspired—
such as Richard Watson, the most
original and profoundest of theo-
logical writers. He says infants
are neither born, regenerated nor
justified; and Dr. Adam Clark, per-

aps the most learned and critical
of commentators, says they are a
fallen posterity of fallen parents.
The hymn writer, Mr. Watts, says
"K;{ are born unholy and unclean,
and while God demands a perfect
heart, they are defiled in every
part. Those who deny the neces-
sity of the spiritual birth of infants
and have parted company with such
great lights ‘as Watson, Watts and
Clark say that by the active and
rassive obedienceof Christ, whereby

e perfectly fulfilled the law and
satisfied justice, all children are
born not the children of wrath,
which is a state of a want of har-
mony with God's righteousness and
holiness: they are not born the chil-
dren of the devil, as the Jews were,
who sought Christ's life, nor with
evil propensities, which naturdily
incline them to do the lusts of their
father, a murderer from the be‘sin-
ning and a liar and the father of it,
but they came into the world with
the nature of God, which is love,
his image, which is righteous,
and his likeness, which istrue holi-
ness, and if they die before reach-
ing the age of accountability they

o to heaven without a spiritual
sirth. If after they reach the age
of knowing good from evil they then
voluntarily and personally sin, re-
generation becomes a necessity to
the entering into the kingdom of
God; but if they should maintain
the righteousness and purity in
which they were born till they die
of old age, then they would enter
the kingdom of heaven without the
necessity of being born again. The
mere mention of so stra a doc-
trine is enough to make one exclaim,
in the language of Solomon, that
God hath made man upright, but
they have sought out many inven-
tions.

This invention strikes a blow
(feeble, it is true,) at the foundation
of the Christian system of religion.
If the foundations be destroved,
what can the righteous do. It de-
nies those who die in infancy the
highest grant of eternal justice and

the richest gift of heaven merited

for them by the blood of Christ,
namely, the grant, the giftof power
by the word, made flesh, to become
the sons of God by being born, not
of blood nor of the will of man, nor
of the will of the flesh, but of God,
thereby becoming partakers of| the
divine nature, receiving the Spirit
of adoption whereby they cry, Abba
Father—the Spirit itself bearing
with their spirits that they are the
children of God, and,if children,
then heirs of God, and joint heirs
with Christ—a closer, a
sweeter gracious relation to God
the Father than angels themselves
sustain to him by their creation,
The denial of this grant of justice,
this frift of heaven purchased by
the blood of Christ to little children
whose bands ot life have been un-
loosed by death, looks like a mon-
ster of cruelty to innocents, and to
find a parallel we should call to
mind veteran soldiers, by the au-
thority of King Herod, butchering
little children under two years of
age, and causing a voice to be
heard of lamentation and weeping
and great mourning. Rachel, moth-
ers, weeping for their children and
would not comforted, because
they are not.
his strange, inconsistent doc-

trine, while it admits that all dying
in infancy are in the kingdom
God, stands as an accuser, a false
accuser, of the millions of infant
souls that compose the family above.
It says they entered not in at the
door of being born again, butclimbed
up some other way. It brands them
with anineffaceable stigmaof being
thieves and robbers, and places a
mark upon them of reproach and
dishonor, calling to mind the mark

laced on Cain for the murder of his

rother. There is an old uayins
which has been so often repeate
that many people believe it to be
true—that it matters not what a
man believes so he does right. This
is coin from the basest of metal and
finds currency only among the un-
thinking am{ wilfully ignorant.
The knowledge of, faitzi in, and life
and practice of sound doctrine are
the elements of character which is
the light of the world, a city on a
hill, the salt of the earth. What-
ever may be the Church's needs,
and however pressing they may be,
onething isspecially and pressingly
needed—a great revival of doctrine
in the pulpit, old doctrine, repent-
ance, faith, the new birth, and the
witness of the Spirit, preached by
men who have had an experimental
knowledge of these old doctrines,
and who are still taking heed to
themselves and the doctrine. Many
of our people are to-day craving,
hungering, for the food of doctrine:
they are standing in the ways and
intent and asking for the old paths,
where is the good way, that they
may walk therein. The preacher’s
lips are to keep knowledge as the
messenger of the Lord of hosts, and
itisthe duty and right of the people
to seek the law, sound doctrine, at
his mouth. There must be no mix-
ture of wood, hay, or stubble, mar-
ring the beauty and weakening the
walls of Zion.' There must be
no substitute for the bread of life,
of human notions and theories, di-
vers and strange doctrines, which
have ncither comfort nor nourish-
ment, which do not satisfy, but for
which some who have zcal not ac-
cording to knowledge are laboring
and spending money.

The apostic Paul, in his personal
and ministerial character, was a
model worthy the emulation of mod-
ern preachers. He was a preacher,
not of enticing words of men's wis-
dom, nor of dull, common-place ut-
terances, nor of slang and sensa-
tionalism, but of doctrine. The se-
cret of which was, by Christ, he
was crucified unto the world, and
the world unto him. His mannerof
life was faith, which is the victory
that overcometh the world—long-
suffering, charity, patience.

But is it *“Wesleyan?'' That de-
pends on what you mean.

Is Luther honored when
the right of private judgment
which he championed is narrowed
down to the slavish exposition of
the doctrines which he held? And
is not John Wesley reproached
rather than honored, when men
determine to believe, and what is
more, determine that all other men
shall also believe only what Mr.
Wesley believed? Is not this utterly
to forget his brave onset for the
truth's sake and his unswerving
confidence in the God of truth?

There is nothing more Wesleyan
than honest dissent. There is
nothing more Wesleyan than the
conscientious exercise of the right
of private judgment. Unless, in-
deed, we are to conclude Mr. Wes-
ley tohave been infallible—certainly
the most un-Wesleyan of all un-
Wesleyan conclusions.

And yet make Mr. Wesley con-
sistent with himself and Dr. Hayes'
book is not only Wesleyan in spirit
but Wesleyan in letter.

What bas the book taught me?
Many things. Among other things,
this:—and my heart glows as 1
write the words—that sanctifica-
tion is far less an ‘“attainment”
than an “attitude,’” and an attitude
not for one moment, but for a life-
time, yea, for eternity. The atti-
tude of letting God have his way
with me in body and mind.

God send the day when all the
children of men shall be found in
that attitude. Then shall right-
eousness cover the earth ‘‘as the
waters cover the sea.” *“And the
work of righteousness shall be
peace; and the effect of righteous-
ness shall be peace: and the effect
of righteousness, quictness and as-
surance forever.” Amen.'" ®

IS THE GHURGH GONSERVANT?

Quite frequently one hears such
questions and answers as the foliow-
ing: “Is that man a Christian?"
“Oh, he belongs to the Church.” “ls
Mr. C. religious?” “Well, he takes it
by spells, and—but he has not had one
for a long time.”

Evidently there is too little appre-
clation of the fact that “the Church is
of God, and will be preserved to the
end of time.” The Church was not
established for man's convenience, as
many imagine, but it was established
to perpetuate in the world and to dif-
fuse among men a pure gospel.

This gospel was not intended to be
supported by the influence of the rich
and great. It has never depended
upon the patronage of Kings and
Princes. It Is not a commodity.

It was not expected to be the aux-
!!M of any particular class, order or
organization, but it has a mission of
its own-“a mission it can fulfill with-
out asking to be favored by high or
low, for the power of the Powerful is
in it. "It is the power of God unto
salvation to every one that believeth ™
and the power would remain unim-
paired if no one in all the world be-
lieved.

Since the Church is the vehicle of this
pure gospel, it ought, itself, to be pure.
It is not pure. It would be more
nearly pure if those whose lives have
ceased to fill the requirements of
Church membership were ousted,
There are many of these.

“Bear with them,” it is urged, “and
let the Church save them.” This is
good theory. If it would work well,
it would be better theory. A sinner
who was once a Christian is no less a
sinner for that fact. The gospel can
avail for him; but if he is in the
Church, and he ig, for his own part he
would Dbetter withdraw and take a
stand with his own kind. The Church,
for its safety, would better deny him
further privileges in its pale.

Air is not pure air when it contains
harmless or even beneficial gases in ad-
dition to the necessary elements of air.
Men of influence, wealth, good moral
character, aggressiveness, ete., who
faithfully perform the obvious oblige-
tions of Church membership, are an
injury to the Church if they have not
been regenerated and have not the
witness of the Spirit.

These men make the Church 2
means of promoting their own popu-
larity, of increasing their business ad-
vantages, or of surrounding their
families with religious influence.
Such is not the object of the Church.

Perhaps no work a pastor does fig
more productive of good than the in-
struction in doctrine and polity of
those who contemplate asking ad-
mission into the Church. Not having
the old rite of confirmation, with its

acceptable Church membership, and
being without the probation rule that
once did much to maintain the purity
of the Church, we .are bringing in
people, old and young, who do not in
any sense “konw #nd love the Method-
ist dootrine and diseipline.,” A con-
viction of wrong living, a determina-
tion to reform, a recognition of the
fact that the Church is a protection, a
pastor that wants to make big reports
—and in they come! Without justi-
fication, without regeneration, with-
out the witness of the Spirit. The ob-
ject of the gospel of Christ is to con-
vert, not to reform. “Ye must be
born again’” does not mean gimply
“quit your meanness,” nor ‘“remodel
your purposes.”

The Church not only gives such per-
sons place in its pale, but it often in-
vests them with ministerial rights—
blind priests to lead the blind pecple.
The idea holds with many that a re-
formed gambler will make a first-class
evangelist; hence he is at once put
forward to teach, when he himself has
never learned. And if he be truly con-
verted, what does he know of the doc-
trine and history of the Church? But
how often does he base his arguments
upon a week or a month of religious
experimenting and dispute with doc-
tors of divinity of life-long experience
and research?

Let the Church be purified, both
by purging it of the evil already in-
side and by guarding it against the
evil that attempts to come in, Power
and purity are cognate.

The Epworth League Gonferences.

To say that the growth of the Ep-
worth League has been phenomenal
would be but an axiomatic statement.
A few years back it was a child lean-
ing on the strong arm of its parent;
to-day it is a giant, with strong heart
and brain power.

1 believe that the League is destined
to accomplish a great work in straight-
ening the glant wrong. We are “an
army with banners,” marching under
the commund of Prince Immanuel, to
conquer the kingdoms of sin. Already
we are sounding the battle cry, “All
for Christ,” and with the consecrated
young men and women who are bai-
tling, we shall conquer the foe.

As | see it, there are but two condi-
tions to be met in filling our high des-
tiny—in fact, one will cover it all: To
have Holy Ghost power. This is the
highest privilege. Some one has sald
that every Leaguer should take the
B. A. degree (born again), and so we
should—the new life, the Christ life.

Where there is 80 much force—such
wonderful possibilities—there must be
wise generaling, thoughtful leadership,
frequent consultation.

The League Conferences are our
“councils of war"—our plans are made,
the field of battle thoroughly surveyel,
our forces thrown into line and active
and aggressive warfare made on all
that is wrong.

1 would not detract from the impor-
tance of these “councils of war,” but
an army may spend so much time in
the council-room that the opposing
forces will have entrenched themselves
behind such strong defenses that they
can scarcely be routed. We are hav-
ing too many conferences. As Dr.
Carlisle says, “we are hauling our
young people about too much.” We
£0 into a State gathering and hear fine
addresses and papers, rousing tem-
perance addresses, powerful singing,
Holy Ghost praying. Then we go
home to carry on our work in the same
old way.

Everything in the Church must have
its conference—the Church proper has
its five conferences, the Sunday-school
conference, the Missionary confer-
ences and a large number of League
Conferences. These conferences are
supported in a large measure by the
same people, 50 they are kept going’a
large part of the time. The expense
of these meetings amounts to thou-
sands and even hundreds of thousands
of dollars. This is in itself an argument
against it A moderate expense is
legitimate; but there is a bound be-
yond which we dare not go.

But I would not complain if 1
thought we were making a wise in-
vestment. Whether right or wrong,
we have gotten to measure the value of
a thing by its practical results; and
if we apply this standard to the San
Antonio Conference, there will be a
halance due on the side of the confer-
eénce. The crowd was too large, the
order was bad—many could not hear
anything—and everywhere you can
hear them say, “Yes, we had a good
conference, but somehow I am not
helped much in the practical working
of the League. 1 am not a chronic
grumbler. I am in hearty accord with
the League work; have attended the
last four State Lemgues; hope to attend
many more. 1 submit the following
as my plan of League work:

1. A State League to meet every
four years in a three-week session.
Let it be a kind of normal training
school. Let the Leaguers be taught
by competent scholars how to use their
Bibles. The writers of the books, their
history, their personality, the objects
for which they wrote, the doctrines of
the Bible, the history of the Bible,
studies in the discipline, present the
doctrines of Methodiem, the proofs
from Scripture, the General Rules, im-
portance of Church loyalty—all the
whys and wherefores of Methodism.

‘Again, let them study Church his-
tory—the history of Methodism in par-
ticular and Church history in general,

methods. The Literary Department of
the League should receive marked at-
teation, The leaders being men who
understood the work, would give to the
pupils a thorough knowledge of how to
manage that department. Lecturers
could be brought to address the gath-
ering on various topics of interest in
both Church and State. Of course, in
a school of this kind a small sum
would be charged to meet all the ex-
penses. Season tickets might be sold
+0 meet all the expense, or some other
way devised for accomplishing the
end. .

2, The conference embraced in the
Annual Conference territory should
meet every two years and carry out the
same kind of programme that it now
has. This would be often enough to
keep the State and Conference Leagues
in touch with each other.

3. A District Conference in each
presiding elder's district. To this con-
ference let all the members of the lo-
cal Leagues be urged to attend, To
these smaller conferences we must
look for the most practical results. We
can hope for the following results:

1. Reduce expenses. It will never
cost much to attend a District Confer-
ence. The money that would be spent
on going to the State League may be
placed in the treasury of the Church
or given out to the poor.

2. It will, give a more thorough
knowledge of the real work of the
League. We are more free to ask
questions and fully grasp every problem
of League work.

3. It will diffuse this knowledge
more widely among the members. At
the State League some are benefited
greatly, but success will follow only
when all are enthused in the work.
Enthusiasm s born of knowledge.

4. It will give greater room to devel-
op the talent of the members. They
learn self- mastery in public address;
they are not intimidated by any distin-
guished strangers—so they will them-
selves take part in the discussions.

5. It will throw them more upon
their own resources. The district pro-
gramme should only be filled by those
in the district. This would make them
feel the responsibility of the League
more than otherwise. They feel that
the League is their own, and they will
love the District lLeague and do all
they can to make it a success,

We have just held our first District
Conference for the Austin  District,
and it was a decided ‘success. We had
some very lively discussions and ev-
erybody delighted. We took fourteen
Leaguers from our place; they are ail
delighted and our League is already
strengthened.

1 love the League and have studied
its interests as closely as possible and
have written my conclusions in this
article. 1 submit the plan to my fel-
low-Leaguers and ask them to con-
sider it carefully. Many are opposing
the District League because of the
multiplicity of conferences. 1 think
to organize the district more thorough-
Iy would be a better plan,

In our League, let's have leu dis-
Jointed, haphazard disgorgement of
ideas, original and second-hand, and
more sweet converse—gentle and ge-
nial converse. Let's be real, let's be
earnest, and, most of all, let's be
natural.

We as human beings must appreciate
the dignity of existence, and recognize
the responsibilities and possibilities of
life. Let us be living, breathing, act-
ing, thinking, hoping, loving, aspiring
souls, cognizant of the Fatherhdod of
God and the brotherhood of man.
