Kveii hard-headed men of the 
world i-aii lie imnh* to sic the iiii|M)rtanee of 
it, and fnipiently tliey can U* {nTsuaded to 
lend fiiiam ial as.'islaiicc. We mii:-t eiitreiieli 
onr.ielves lirmly and for all time.

.Vothiiig that has nxcntly hajijieinil in 
Texas MethiNli.siii lias given us more s.ilis- 
faetion than the movement whieli is now 
under way in our First ('h.ureli at Hallas.

Hr. .lohn M. Moore, and his oHieial 
Uiard, ill eo-<i|H'ration with the |iri*siding 
elder. Bro. Clark, have deteriniiusl to juir- 
ehiis,* what we r,*gard as the mo-t eligible 
lot in the city and leiy for it. This lot alone 
viill cost not far from j?'.’' i.i*imi. In tlie 
iiinrs,* of a yiar or two. tin* envtion of a 
iiew lioiis,* will U* ill order.

for another. Tlie logieal eoiieliision of the 
whole matter is that fin* Metbo'list F.piseopal 
Cliureb. .South, hai .io far !M**-ome apo>tate 
as to have forfeili*<l iti ibarter. ami sur- 
n*iuh*red its right to Ik* reiogniz<*«l as a true 
Cliureb of Cliri.it. More than this, by the 
saiin* course of reasoning it ean Ik* ]irove<l 
that the world would he lK*tfi*r olT if the 
whole organization were dismlviil ami dis- 
hainhsl.

For the most port, they are the .same 
yt n lcmcn who are aKitatIn.E the tiues- 
tiea of local option, and who arc hold­
ing secret mceiInRs on that subject In 
differi*nf parts of the State. The Daily 
Fxpresit reported that they were in 
San .\ntonh> at that time din ussing 
the proiHwnl plan to get the next l>em- 
os ratic State Convention to place l*self 
on rei-onl aicala-st oiir pn-sent local ojv 
tion laws. Well. It so hap.:ene<l that 
l.ieiitenant flovernor Neal, of Xava- 
Moia. was with them on that occasion, 
and following the trail of the Express 
we hunch'sl the whole lot and tired at 
tlii-m Indiscriminately. Now. we are 
In receipt of a letter from Oovernor 
Neal In which he says that when he 
was Invileil to that dinner he made 
siiecial inquiry a.a to whether the ques­
tion of prohibition or anti-proiiibltion 
was to be considered, either directly or 
indirec'ly, and that he was told It 
would not; that the dinner was to be 
purely social. Had it lioen otherwise 
he wiMild have not l>e«n present. -\nd 
he further says that he never heard 
the siilijoef mentioned at the dinner. 
Then he ailds very pertinently: “ I
would. Indee<l. regret to se»* Uie day 
when this question Is Injeetel Into the 
Itemoeratic party, for I lielleve the 
question of prohildriun shimld lie 
fought out on the lines of liK-al trptl.m.’' 
We cheerfully set Governor Neal right 
on this question. We have the honor 
of bis personal acquaintance, and we 
are glad to see that bis goo<l sense and 
■>arty loyalty leil him to see the evil 
that a few pditicians are trying to 
thrust, nolens voleiis. upon the Di m- 
ocraflc party of Texas. Tiie Keiuib- 
liraji party wa.M so sii remelr fooli.-h 
two years ago as to adopt an nml- 
iocal t>ptl«*n plank in their pla form 
and theretiy broti»lil tli«m>i*lves Into 
tlie ciwrempt of tlie Is-fter ele?n*-nt of 
tlieir 0*11 party, to say noiliing of 
the giMsI iKssple at Uarae. iiemocracy 
will hanlly l»e fotilish cao igh to fol- 
lovr tbe Ic.ul of the ICepiib'Icans at the 
dictation of a few agitators who are 
trying In this way to roiike their party 
resjionslble for the llqiMir traffic.
