TWoO OPINIONS OF THE BISHOP
POTTER INCIDENT.

The Bishop Potter saloon incident has
called forth many expressions of regret from
the religious press, and the secular press
has generally eriticised and ridiculed the
Bishop very unmercifully. From the gen-
eral public he has met with sparse favor,
and his action has put him in an unenviable
light before the world. The nearest to len-
ient  treatment accorded to the Bishop
which has come under our observation was
in the columns of the Nashville Advocate
recently under the head of “Current Top-
ies.”  After a fashion, the saloon incident
was criticised, but rather mildly. Among
other things the Advocate said: “We know
Just enough of the complicated social situa-
tion in New York to be convinced that no-
body outside ought to jump to conclusions
concerning either the motives or the plans
of those who are trying to better the situa-
tion in our great metropolis.” This is a
concession to the DBizhop’s cffort to build
up a first-class saloon in New York that
we are scarcely prepared to expect in the
columns of the Nashville Advocate, which
is supposed to represent the sentiment of
Southern Methodism on the subject. But
the Nashville goes even further than this
concession when it says on the same ques-
tion: “Certainly we ought to have some-
thing with which to fizht the saloon. That
a modified saloon will prove a good weapon
we much misdoubt. Yet we are willing that
the experiment be tried, since, for the pres-
ent, some sort of a saloon the men of our

large cities will have.” This is a strange
position to take by our central organ. 1t
is willing for Bishop Potter to try his “ex-
periment” since men in the great cities are
determined to have saloons. That is, since
the saloon iz a necessity the Nashville Ad-
vocate is willing for a Protestant Episcopal
Bizhop to give his countenance and approval
to the establishment of a saloon in the name
of the Church and religion! It is the im-
pression of nearly all thinking religious peo-
ple that the Church and its ministers can
not complicate religion with any form of
the saloon business without great injury to
the cause they represent. Christ and the
American saloon have nothing in common,
and any effort to unite them in the better-

ment of the race is blasphemy and sacrilege.
However, it is far more l‘d'frvﬂling to read
what the Right Rev. lsaac Lea Nicholson,
Bishop of the Protestant Episcopal Church
in Milwaukee, has to say on this unfortu-
nate subject. Hear him: “In my opinion,
Bishop Potter’s whole connection with the
affair has been disgraceful, and I am per-
sonally deeply humiliated over his work. I
am more radical in my views on moral ques-
tions than most men, and think we ought
to take the highest possible ground on moral
issues. Bishop Potter is not a great man
in the Episcopal Church. He is regarded
by some outside the Church as being influen-
tial, but this opinion is not shared by those

inside. e has no standing with the other
Bishops and has no influence on legislation.
No action will be taken by the Church, not
even to the extent of resolutions of protest.

Deep breathing and a proper use of the
muscles of the chest and the abdomen are
essential to perfect tones. A little judicious
]‘l‘;ltltl" will give you the desired effect.
What you want to discover and put into
use is perfect naturalness in your voice.
The moment you become unnatural, then
the voice takes an unpleazant tone. No man
ought to scream when he is addressing an
audience.  Screaming is no evidence of ear-
nestness, It is proof of a loss of self-control.
The most intense carnestness is often ob-
served when the speaker compresses his voice
into low tones. Very rapid speaking hurts
the voice. Drinking cold water when the
vocal organs are at white heat is injurious.
To hold the voice all the way through a dis-
course on one key is tiresome to the speaker
and the hearer. To mumble until you can
not be_heard is a positive nuisance. Arti-
ficial elecution is disgusting. A clear, dis-
tinct and natural voice is the greatest help
vou can bring to a well-digested and
thoughtful sermon. Try it, brother preach-
er, and vou will be surprised at the result.

I'he sears lengthen into decades, and
they in turn pass away. They who
waited and watehed have one by one
departed. Memory fades and mother
is forgetten—she lives no more. O
melancholy grave, what sad stories of
this world’s lot do you tell! A moth-
er's life of love and sympathy; her
tender eare: her inspiration; her
words of cheer her life in memory:
but forgotten. O sad story! O eruel
fate!

Fiftyfour years? Yes, fifty-four
vears. How long have yon lain there!
Your grave is as the virgin soil. But
for the white marble at your extrem-
ities none would know of your sleep-
ing there. How weary one feels when
he thinks how long in that narrow com-
pass you have lain. Every day in all
those long fifty-four years there, mo-
tionless, breathless, sleeping, have yon
remained. And now, forgotten, still
you sleep on.

Saered dust. Cruel the fate that
binds you to the doom of death, but
erueler still to be forgotten! That the
tenement in which your soul lived,
that heaven-born gift, should die, how
unweleome the thought! That the
cheerful ministers of your innermost
soul shonld suceumb to so ruthless a
power and cease their ministrations
of love' How the heart weeps to
think of uarelenting death delivering
as food to foul worms these tender,
expressive hands. Hands that in gzen-
tlenes stroked, with mother yearning,
the suekling baby's hair, while baek
from infantile heart eame the cooing
answer to mo her's sweet-toned voice.
A voice that opened to embryo eon-
seionsness the very flood-tide of love;
a voice so full of happiness that it
sparkled from the very eves illuminat-
ing the bine windows of that expand
ing heart until you saw, one the other
face to face as vou drank, cach the
other, from the infinite depth of your
sonls. And vet these ministers of love
are the prey of relentless, remorse-
less death with all it sickening pro-
ecesses. No wonder One  wept  over
the vietims of death—one who knew
the exalted mission of the human
body. an instrument the expression of
ommniseence as the fittest agency for
the declaration of the fullnes of God;
an instrument touched by the influ-
ence of heaven and surcharged with
love. It pours forth in eleetrifying
enrrents from the very tips of the fin-
gers: it goes forth in overpowering
volume in the very tone of the veoice;
in facination it captivates as it leaps
in quickening flashes from the eye;
the very footfalls sing the song of a
minis ering love: the movement of the
body. the air of the personality, all
declare. 1 love you. That this body
should die no wonder He wept. And
shall we not weep?

Sacred dust! How sad that you
must die. vet sadded still that yon
muset bhe forgotten! Do those deeds of
love: those words of sympa hy, like
balm, spoken to the troubled heart:
those looks that told a mother's com-
pa.«iun. deserve mno  better at  your
hands. O eruel fate, than to be for
gotten? Shall a mother's solicitnde,
ner anxions thought and loving min-
istrations be forgotten? O cruel the
fate that would dishonor by death this
unwearying ministrant of love, but
more ernel still that even from the
tablet of memory sheuid be effaced the
record of her loving deeds. Sad, sad
the thounght that there is no memory
in which you now live as the gentle
dispenser of cheerful service; that

your deeds of love and words of sym-
pathy are now lost in oblivion. There
is none now to give even the simple
tributec of a mmistrant to your grave.
The mound that once was there is
razed to the ecommon level: no epergne
adds its graceful beauty to adorn the
spot; no flowers add cheer to its des-
olation; no inelesure denies intrusion.
The wild grass of the prairie is its
only adorning, while roaming herds
are its only wards. And yet somebody's
mother lies beneath this sod; some-
body's mother lives no more. O sad,
sad story of this world’s telling.

Fifty-four years? Yes, hallelujah!
fifty-four vears in heaven! For | read
“Departed this life in full hope of
heaven.” Glory! giory! glory! Let
men and angels say, glory! Fifty-four
vears in heaven! O inelfable thought!
Ye ransomed men shout aloud the
praises of your Redeemer. Lift up
your voices and tell of His wonderful
love. Sing it out to earth’s remotest
bounds, “fitiy-four years in heaven!”
Forgotten on earth, but fifty-four years
in heaven! Upknown and unwept
on earth. but fifty-four years with
the  hierarchy of heaven! Negleet-
od and forsaken on earth, but fifty-four
vears in the bosom of the Father!
Fifty four years' Yes, but fifty-four
vears of inexpressible happiness; of
undiminishing sunshine! Not for a
day in all these long years a sorrow,
por a sigh, nor a tear; but joy and
shouting and langhter! Robed in the
habiliments of death on earth. but for
fif y-four years adorned with the gar-
moents of everlasting life! Forgotten
on carth, “bmt thanks be to God, which
giveth  as  the vietory through our
Lord Jesas Christ,” not forgotten in
heaven! Here is your reward. The
tender mimstries of your hands, the
inspiration of your words, the mes-
sagzes of love from your eyes have
their reward—fifty-four years in heav-
en. And yet heaven is but just be-
zun. Thought leaps into the future
and amazed at the immensily of your
reward despairs of its coneception. It
unlertakes the compass of your envi-
ronment and i= lost in wonderment. It
would determine the character of your
joys, but is dismayed in their contem-
plation. O heaven, sweet heaven, your
everlasting reward!

Not be-
side sarah’s lonely grave, but upon
imagination's eminence we stand
Time has leaped forward fifty-four
years. ‘The eye sweeps the compass
and lizhts upen the wooded hills and
valleys of the East, the rolling prairies
of the North, the swecping plains of
the West and South. In the deep for-
ests of a negleeted spot, on an aban-
doned hillside; in an unfrequented val-
ley: in the negleeted cemetery of a
wayside village: here, there, yonder,
everywhore, where moaning pines
stand sentry; where oaken boughs cast
their dense shadows; where shrieking
winds revel in the expanse of unbroken
prairies, and where storming sands
charge back and forth on limitless
plains. there 15 a lonely grave.

Come, ye living men, and stand with
me today apon this eminence, while
in retrospeet you l'ook back yonder
fifty-four years when Sarah Hamilton
entered upon her reward: then sweep-
ing forward contemplate the realities
of fifty-fonr years hence.

THE TEXAS STATE LEAGUE CON-
FERENCE.

The recent session of the Texas
State Epworth League Conference
held in Houston, Aug. 911, was, in
some respects, at least, the most im
portant of any yet held in our State.
It marked an epoch, cerfainly: and un-
less 1 am mistaken it opened an era
of great usefulness and prosperity.
From the genesis of State League
Conferences in  Texas the meetings
have been characterized rather by the
convention than the conference form:
and even the convention was very
loosely and carelessly constituted,
since every Leaguer from anywhere
was allowed full liberty on the floor

and at the polls. To truth, the
- speak )
ings of the State Conference were lit

tle better than mobs—good-humored
mobs—without question. But with
the mass of the Leaguers who attend-
ed on those great and unwieldly pow-
wows it was much like Joab's messen
ger to David: “They saw a great
tumult, but knew not what it was."
Those mob conferences possessed two
valuable characteristics—numbers and
enthusiasm. But both of these items
will always disappear, unless con
served by wise and prudent organiza.
tion. This has at last, as | believe,
been achieved. By the adoption of a
new constitution the League has been
lined up with the most recent Church
legislation concerning it; and now
the most skeptical and suspicious
need have no fear of our young peo
ple running away with the wagon. For
the benefit of any doubting Thomas
among our preachers | will say that a
preacher was chairman of the Com
mittee on Resolutions, which recom
mended a Commitice on Constitut i
and By Laws: and that the same
preacher was chairman of that com-
mittee also: and that he wrote every
word of the constitution except the
provision for Junior Superintendent,
which was added by the econference
when the report of the commitiee was
submitted. | suppose that the newly
clected  President, Bro. Gus. W.
Thomasson, will have the econstitution
published in the Texas Christian A
vocate, and then the wisdom or un
wisdom of that instrument ecan  be
noied by all, One thing, however, is
cortain: whatever the present eonsti
tution may lack, it is loyal to the laws,
institutions and traditions of the
Church. The new constitution pro
vides for the establishment of a per
manent home for the State Leagne
upon the Chautanqua or Assembly
plan. This provision was thought
necessary, not only for the better ae
commodation of the Annual Leagn
Conferences, but  also for a more
thorough equipment of our young pe
ple along all lines of doctrine, poliiy
and serviee. At such a home, the
work of our Leaguers thronghout the
State may not only be anunually ro
viewed, but exemplified and improve |
upon as well. Here specialists in th
several departments of  religious
thought and denominational Church
work may instruet our young people n
these and in many other necessary
things. Much indeed might be said in
favor of the proposed plan, but as few
if any are likely to object to it, more
space will not be taken up at this time
in diseussing its merits. It is devout-
Iy to be hoped that all our preachers
and people everywhere will give oue
Leaguers thelr cordial and hearty sup
port: and that the great multitude of
our Nethodist young people in the
State of Texas may be enlisted in this
labor of love and become “instreted.”
as Apollos was, through the kind offi
ces of Aquila and Priscilla—*“in the
way of the Lord more perfeetly.”

TO BE IN FAVOR A MAN MUST
WIN.

To be in high favor with the Am-
erian people a man must bhe a win-
ner.  No matter how great he is,
il mot successful in his ambitions,
the populace has little use for him.
And no matter how small he is,
it he has the “get there™ habit, he
i= sure to become an idol.  This
i= true in a measure in Church as
well as State. A Churchman must
win what he wantz or els¢ be set
aside for other who desire to try.
The methods he pursues in com-
lu'“ill;_' sHeeess will be excused li
Exen egotism of the
worst form and political schemes
of the most pronounced variety will
be winked at if they land the can-
didate in his coveted pl.ll'-'. Mod-
ern society seeims 1o have no use
for a diflident. shrinking, hesi-
tating  man, that neither al-
lows his wishes (o become  known
nor boldly strikes out for the goal
of his hope. Strong. dashing, push-
ing plans that ignore evervthing
bhut success command almost uni-
versal admiration.  These thoughs
are  suggested by some  lessons
which the  Weslevan  Methodist
reads from the carcer of Wm. J.
Bryan. It says:

“Eight vears ago Mr. Bryan was
known to a few hundred |n-nlllu as
a bright man with ne great repu-
tation for depth.  He made a bril-
lant speech before the Democratic
National Convention, carried the
delegates bevond their own depth
avd secured the nomination for the
Presidency.  Four vears ago he was
still in power. This year he has
triedd to stem the tide which was
evidently against  him, but was
buried recently at St. Louis, where
his name was hissed by a great
throng of members of his own par-
tv. That he obtained such a fol-
lowing four and cight vears ago as

he s l‘t"‘l!“.

to be able to dictate the policy of
his party does not argue that he was
right, and that he i= now out of
favor with his party does not indi-
cate with absolute certainty that
he is now wrong, but it does show
that the man who does not win is
not wanted by the masses of politi-
cians, right or wrong. No one be-
lieves that the leaders of the Repub-
Liean party would have nominated
Mr. Roosevelt for  Vice-President
four vears ago if he had not been a
“voter-getter,” and no one helieves
that Bryvan would now be set aside
if he could get the votes,
i= almost an object of worship in
this country, especially  financial
and political  success. The man
who can accumulate money and the
man who can get elected to an of-
fice are the men tor the people. If
Mr. Bryvan had trimmed his sails
for the popular  breeze he could
have remained in power. 16 Mr.
Roosevelt were a more radical re-
former he would not be able to win
and =0 he would not be wanted by
his party. OF the two Mr. Bryan is
by a great way the more radieal
man. If he were advocating a cause
with which we were in sympathy we
would glory in his radical adherence
to the principles aceepted as being
right. Senator Hanna coined a
phrase which means just what
President Roosevelt is doing, and
what Mr. Bryvan has not done. We
refer to the phrase ‘standing pat.”
President Roosevelt’s way of saving
it is included in his theory of prac-
tical reform. He is for reform
which does not leave one outside of
power and oflice.  We do not argue
a word for the views of Mr. Brvan,
but he is a radical man. Radieal
men  should never hope to have
much influence in polities.”

The idea that the reform spirit
must be limited to the realm of
political suceess is a fact worth pon-
dering. You may be a reformer if
vou like, but you must not reform
so strenuously as to oust yourself

from office and power. Is this the
Martin Luther type of reform?—

WITHOUT HOPE.

Not to be a Christian costs the
sacrifice of hope. A Christian has
Lope, as we read in Titus, 1:2, “In
hope of eternal life, which God,
that can not lie, promised.” Oh,
magnificent that hope is, hope of
cternal life! How sure it is, resting
on the word of God, who can not lie!
The world has no hope like that.
The world holds out no hope that
has any foundation. Hope for the
future is more important than pres-
ent possession. “Oh,” someone says,
“I do not believe that; give me the
present, and 1 will let the future
take care of itself.”  Yes, you do
believe it. There is not a man or
woman here to-night that does not
believe that hope for the future is
more important than present pos-
session. A\ man says: “1 do not
believe i.”  Yes, yvou do; 1 will
prove it to you in five minutes. Sup-
pose you had your choice to-night
between  being  a  millionaire and
having all that money can buy for
to-night, with no hope for to-mor-
row, but with the rising of to-mor-
row’s sun and the opening of to-
morrow’s banks to be proved to be
an embezzler and all your money
swept away and you cast into prison
to spend the rest of your life there,
or to be absolutely penniless to-
night, but with the absolute cer-
tainty that with the rising of to-
morrow’s sun and the opening of
to-morrow’s banks you were to be a
millionaire all the rest of your life,
which would you choose? “Oh,”
vou say, “that’s very easv; I would
choose to be penniless to-night,
with the certainty that to-morrow
and all the rest of my life I was to
be a millionaire.” So would I, but
that only shows that you believe
that hope for the future is more
important than present possession:
and I would rather be the poorest
child of God in the world to-night,
with the absolute certainty that
with the dawning of eternity T was
to be for all eternity an heir of God
and joint heir with Jesus Christ,
with no outlook for all eternity but
to be cast into God’s eternal prison-
house of hell. A man out of Christ
has no hope. even from the life
that now is, that is at all sure. You
say: “That is too strong; a man out
of Christ may have no hope for the

future, but if he is rich he has for
the present life.” You are mis-
taken. Come up with me to New
York City. We walk up Fifth ave-
nue; we stop hefore one of the most
ciegant mansions there; we go up
the steps and are ushered through
the hall down to the library at the
end of the hall. You and I stand
there on the threshold and look
into the library. In it there are two
men deep in earnest conversation.
This is not an imaginary case, but
an actual one.  One of these men is
worth one hundred and ninety-six
millions of dollars, by an actual in-
ventory of his property taken a
few days after the time of which 1
am speaking. The other man is
one of America’s greatest  finan-
ciers.  You and I stand there and
look in and sayv: “Well. I would like
to be in that man’s shoes. One hun-
dred and ninety-six million dollar<!
I do not know anything about his
religious convictions, 1 do not know
anvthing about his ecternal pros-
peets, but he is well fixed for many
years to come =o far as this life i<
concerned.”  You are mistaken.
While you and 1 are looking in, that
man falls out of his chair on his
face on the floor, and when Quincey
Garrett picks William 1. Vander-
bilt from the floor he is a corpse.
For all his one hundred and ninety-
six millions he had no hope for five
minutes,

Friends, we all of us here to-
night are like men standing on the
seashore. looking out over the
boundless ocean of eternity, and as
we look out there come tfoward
some of us—thosze of us who have a
living faith in Jesus Christ—gal-
lant vessels laden with gold and «il-
ver and precious stones, with every
sail set, wafted swiftly toward us by
the breezes of the divine favor. But
toward the rest of us—those out of
Christ as we look out over the
boundless ocean of eternity, there
come no  vessels, but  dismantled
wrecks, with no eargoes hut the
livid corpses of lost opportunities,
over which are hovering the vui-
tures of eternal despair, driven
madly toward us by the fast-rising
blasts of the indignation of a hoiy
and an outraged God. That is what
it costz not to be a Christian.—R.

The New York Board of Health is
closely examining samples of milk sus-
pected of containing a new preserva-
tive, which has caused mueh illness
and mavry deaths throughout the coun-
try, particularly in Philadelphia. The
drug is beta-naphthol, a coal tar prod-
uct, and while harmless in itself. soon
ereates a poison when pug into milk.

August Anderson, a farmer of Starke
Couniy, Indiana, died in a Chicago hos-
pital Angust 19 from the bite of a
mosquito. Anderson suffered a slight
injury, which caused an abrasion of
the skin on his hand. A mosquito bit
him in the abrasion and a few days
later Anderson began to suffer intense-
ly. He went to Chicago for treatment

but blood poison resulted.

It is officially announced that Presi-
dent Roosevelt will not make a single
speceh during the campaign, and that
his fortheoming letter of acceptance
will be his last publie utterance of a
political nature before election day.

Joseph Borunschien, who died recent-
Iy, left $10.000 apicce to seven engi
necrs who had fired under him on the
Hlinois Central Railroad while he was
an enginecr. Bornschien was wealthy
before he took to railroading. When
his father died he left the cab to take

charge of his estate.
The City Council of Denver, Colora
do, has passed an ordinance making

the use of trading stamps punishable
by fines of §100 1o $300 for each of-
fense. or a jail sentence of from thir-
ty to ninety days. The constitutional-
ity of the act will be contested in the

eourts by merchants who use the
stamps.

A floating doek which was on its
way trom St. Petersburg to Libau for
the use of the Baltie fleet, is a total
loss, having broken in two.

succeeded in eannonading Kaofengshik
from Paoshankan, where their advance
firsg began Aug. 23, and also from
their position at Liang Chikshan on
the east, in such a way as to force the
Russian center and right flank, com
pelling the evacuation of Anshan-
shan today. The Japanese south
front therefore is several miles nearer
Liao Yang. At 3:30 o'clock yesterday
Japanese shells from concealed bat-
teries in the vicinity of Pao Shankan
began falling on the road west of Kao-
fengshik leading to Liao Yang. thus
threating to sever communications
with the west. The Russians still
held the road to the north. The Japan-
ese fire ceased in the evening, but
commenced again this morning on
Kaofengshik, but as the Russians did
not reply the Japanese apparently sus-
pended their operations to reconnoiter
while the Russians fell back to a more
favorable position. The gradual with-
drawal of the Russians before the Ja
panese advance the Japanese consider
as indicating the security of their po-
sition. as it Is freely acknowledged
that the Japanese are able to beat
them in detail in the mountains. The
Russans generally praise the ability
and valor of the Japanese. There Is
still heavy fighting in the direction of
Anshanshan.

St. Petersburg, August 27.—The gen-
eral staff has received a dispateh from
General Sakaroif giving a lengthy de-
talled account of the fighting of Au-
gust 26. He says that on that day the
Japanese took the offensive along the
whole front of the Manchurian Army.
At an early hour the Japanese occw-
pled the rallway at Henchuantsa, To-
lmgehal and Hanchuanpn, repulsing
the Russian advance posts. Toward
noon the attack in that quarter ceased.
Before dawn the Japanese were con-
centrated against the Russian advance
detachments off Anshanshan. The Ja-
panese forces consisted of a division
and a balf, with artillery. The Rus-
sian advance guard retired on the main
position. The Japanese attack there
was not obstinate. The Russian losses
on the southern frong were 150 men.
A cannonade began southeastward at
5:30 a. m. and an hour later a fusillade
was maintained along the whele south-
castern front by the Japanese infantry
against the right flank of the Russiap
positions,

St. Petersburg. August 27.—The first
battle of whar may be regarded as a
general advance of the Japanese on
Liao Yang was fought on August 26,
with the result that the Russians at
the close of the fighting still held the
positions and had Inflicted great loss
on the Japanese, completely disman-
tling several batteries which attempted
to bombard the main position at Lian-
diansian, The Russian losses altogeth-
er were 1450 killed or wounded.

Hslatoun, Eleven Miles East of Liao
Yang, Aug. 29—The Russian Army
from Anping this afternoon marched
on the Liao Yang plain, after fighting
& rear guard action for mnearly ten
miles from Anping, bringing its
wounded and burying its dead on the
way. Six guns are reported to have
been lost, but a number of Japanese
who were captured showed signs of
great fatigue and hardship. The enor-
mous army, the last of which passed
out on the Lan Valley at 5 o'clock this

The Pastors’ Assoication condemned
this action zs an encroachment upon
this holy day. The Rev. Mr. Cotton, a
rector of one of the Episcopa! Church-
es here, defended the women from his
pulpit. In his discourse he took
ground that the Sabbath was merely a
rest day. If | canught the trend of his
dizcourse as published, he claimed the
day was not holy to the Lord. but a
day for pleasure and rest. We  have
almost every Sabbath the base ball
match game, to which the railroads;
give cheap excursion rates, and manjy
people take advantage of these rates;
even Church members will go on a
visit to a sister town and spend the
day. These things are among the
many forms of desecration, and they
are alarming. Anent all this, 1 wish
to emphasize the fact that the Sabbath
isa holy day. In Gen. 2:2, 2 it is
stated that God did three things. He
rested from his works, he blessed the
seventh day, and sanetified it. Note,
it is said “he sanetified the day.” The
word sanetify is from the Hebrew root
quadash, which ¢mbraces two partien
lars: 1. To be pure, clean, to be holy,
sacred, sanctus, This is an act making
holy. 2. The other particular is found
in the Niph'al, to be regarded and
treated as holy, to be hallowed, to be
consecrated. God having made the day
holy, he set it apart for his serviee.
The advocates of the Continental Sun
day tell us that “the Sabbath was
made for man. and not man for the
Sabbath.”--Mar, 2:27).

From this they plead all manner of
license to use the day as they eleet.
They are unmindfuni of the fact that
all things were made for man, and that
authority to “go forth and subdue™ was
invested in him, but that all thing:
are under law, and man himself is un-
der limitation, and can use the world
with all that God has given him under
the restrictions of law, and the limita-
tions which God has expressed. The
fruit of the earth is for man, but he is
limited to the product of his own do
minions, and must not transgress upon
the rights of his neighbor. Woman
was made for man, but man is restrict
ed by law 1o one wife, and her right<
must be regarded, o that man has not
the absolute right to treat her as he
might choose, So the Sabbath was
made for man, not for his abuse and
profanation, but that he may rest
from secuniar labor and worship God.
The immediate canse of this text was
spoken by the Savior 1o vindicate his
disciples. who were hungry and pluek
ed some corn as they passod through
the field on the Sabbath to meet an ae
tual demand of nature. The lesson to
be drawn is that a simple aect of neces
sity, such as cating, is not <inful on
the Sabbath. DBut this is quite differ
ent from converiing this day into o
day of pleasure. | sabmit that God
made holy oneseventh part of time,
and set it apart ferom all secular and
profane purposes for his glory and the
good of men. To this end in  giving
the commandments he sayvs: “Remem
ber the Sabhath day to keep it holy.”
This idea runs throughout the Serip
ture.

crations of men. After all these state-
ments of truth, and the divine procla-
mation of the sanetity of this day from
the burning top of Sinai, and the exe-
cuted vengeance of God upon those
who dared to profane this day, yet the
Jews did disregard its sanctity. In
Jer. 17th and also in Lam, 4th chapter
we have in detail the fearful calamity
awaiting the Jews consequent upon
their deseration of the Sabbath. But
despite all these warnings they did
profane this day, and met the awful
fate in the destruction of Jerusalem,
which had been foretold. Today we
have the Jews in our midst in fulfill-
ment of prophecy, and as proof of the
divine authenticity of the Bible, and as
precautionary to us against offending
God by disregarding this day. But we
are told that all this has been fulfilled,
and now we have no specific law regu-
lating the Sabbath. Let us see. It is
a well-known principle of governmeni
that when a law is enacted and record-
ed that it is binding until repealed by
the authority which enacted it and a
record made of the repeal. If the Sab-
bhath law has been repealed, when did
God repeal it? Where is the repeal
recorded?  Until such can be shown I
«hall contend, that this being a moral
law, and that the principles of moral
gzovernment change never, while out-
ward forms may and have changed,
and the ceremonial law was fulfilled in
Christ, that the Sabbath law has not
and cannot be repealed. Have the con-
ditions of men so changed that an ab-
rogation of the Sabbath is necessary?
Has his physical constitution and his
moral nature son changed as to render
the Sabbath unnecessary? This is
a delusion of the devil. The Sabbath
has been preserved and its  sanctity
has come down intact to us, and we
must perpetuate this day as holy to
the Lord. The Sabbath received the
indorsement of the Savior and
apostles in the New Testament.

When the antis get
the worst of jt, they howl, pay law-
yers, rush into the court and try to
overturn local seif-government by in-
junetion. They did not wait for the
whole connt to be ecompleted in Paris
last Saturday night until they an-
nounced their purpose of trying to
accomplish through the ecourts the
same resnlt that they ingloriously
failed to accomplish at the ballot box.
Well, the result of the election will
stand, if the courts do take it up. The
people are now in the saddle, and
when they have law and votes on
their side they will be very apt to
handle matters accordingly. Forty-
seven barkeepers in the city of Paris
will hardly be able to override the
votes of the free citizenship of Lamar
County. Hurrah for old Lamar! She
had a hot fight, but won splendidly.
Let the antis do the weeping and
wailing and gnashing of teeth, while
the pros rejoice. This puts the bar
room out of all the counties north of
Fort Worth and Dallas to the Terri
tory line except Cooke County. That
voted dry less than two years ago
but two members of our ecourt of
Criminal Appeals strained their fine
judicial minds and discovered that the
pros in ordering that election “erea-
ted territory” instead of “combining
precinets,” and therefore knocked
out the eleetion for the pros. That is
one power ascribed by the eourt ‘o
loeal option people of which they
were ignorant. They knew that they
had votes with which to knoek out
the antis, but they did not know until
that decision was rendered that they
had undertaken to rival the super-
natural in the actual “ereation of ter-
But that is what the court
said in the Cooke County election
ecase.  Anvway, the election was void
under the decision, and now that is
the only county north of Dallas and
Fort Worth under liquor license. Well,
the pros will attend to that again
shortly.

THE MISSIONARY SITUATION IN
TEXAS.

The “open letter” of the Rev. A. L.
Scarborough in the Advocate of Au-
gust 18 is entitled to a more careful
response than | can make in these
last busy days in the office before

starting on a “round” of Annual Con-
ferences. A man who works as faith-
fully for missions as Bro. Scarbor-
ough does is entitled to a thoughtful
hearing when he speaks. Besides
the matters of which he writes chal-
lenge attention on their own account.

If it be a fact that the Waco Con-
ference has not yielded the immedi-
ate and practical results for which
some had hoped, it is a matter to be
regretted. However, that conclusion
should not be hastily accepted. The
most valuable harvests are not usual-
ly of the quickest growth. It is a
fact that some of the Texas Confer-
ences have not paid as much for for-
eign missions as they paid to same
date last year. Be it said to Bro.
Scarborough's comfort and credit that
his conference is in advance. It is
just possible some of the brethren
have thought that the Waco Confer-
ence would in some way relieve them
of the necessity for persistent, per-
sona! work. Nothing can do that.
The caunse of missions, or any other
cause that our Church may espouse,
can only be laid on the hearts of our
people by the pastors of Southern
Methodism. The presiding elders are
the regularly constituted leaders and
helpers of our pastors In this work.
I know perfectly well that this means
work, careful, earnest, unceasing
work, but that is the price we must
pay for success. There can be no
substitute. That the preachers who
heard the addresses and and felt the

g

]

inspiration of the Waco meeting can
be negligent of their duty to the mis-
sionary work of our Church, passes
my belief. I have an abiding faith
that a fruitful harvest will follow that
time of seed-sowing.

The “Composite Board” suggested
by Bro. Scarborough would necessa-
rily be the creature of the several An-
ual Conferences in Texas, rather than
of the Conference Boards of Missions,
inasmuch as the interests to be ad-
vanced are of a general character.
By all means let Texas Methodists
work together in solving the prob-
lems and overcoming the difficulties
that providence places before us.

The problem of the foreigner in
our midet is not a new one, nor is it
one that will pass away in a day.
When Southern Methodism was or-
ganized in 1845 our fathers were
working among the foreigners in the
South. This work will be necessary
as long as men from across the sea
seek the hospitality of our shores.
The organization and maintenance of
the German Mission Conference has
been deemed the wisest method to be
used in reaching and serving our
brethren of German blood and speech.
Until the Church can find a better
plan we will stand by the work as it
is now organized. The General Con-
ference of 1894 provided for the Joint
Commission. A special contribution
was asked from each of the Texas
Annual Conferences and a Commis-
sion, composed of a representative of
each of the Conference Boards of Mis-
sions, was empowered to administer
the funds thus raised. In that way
the Conference Boards have been in
touch with this work at all times, the
boards having a perfect right to ask
a report from their representative on
the Commission. This Commission
has been in existence for ten years
and has done most valuable work.
One of the conferences has declined
to continue the assessment for the
German work. [ will not undertake
to forecast the action of the other
conferences. In the meantime the he-
roic men who are working among our
foreign population in Texas have not
been forgotten. The collections for
the current year are for the support
of the work for the year to come.
Next year Methodism will not be
less loyal or less liberal than she is
at the present time.

And now may I not exhort the
brethren of all the conferences to do
their utmost for large contributions
this year? The pressure on our
treasury was never greater than it is
today. From every field come ap-
peals for enlargement and advance-
ment. Our ability to respond de-
pends on the fidelity of our preachers
and the liberality of our people.

PRESIDING ELDERS AND PASTORS
AT THE FAIR—A SUGGESTION.

As I am neithera P. E. or P. C. and
have special favors with the railroads.
1 don't think any one can attribute but
one motive to me in this suggestion.
Bishop Hendrix said: “I believe for a
preacher to spend ten days at the Fair
would be worth a trip around the
world.” Now a few of our brethren
can afford to take the trip; but many
of them can’t. And there is not a dis-
trict or charge but what would let
their P. E. or pastor go; and would
be greatly helped by his going. They
are now all hard-worked men, just hav-
ing gone through the District Confer-
ences and revivals, and need a rest.
For 1 always consider rest a great
means of grace. And they have some
hard work ahead of them before con-
ference. Now, as to my sugges-
tion: Let the pastors in each dis-
trict send their P. E. to the Fair; not
by paying the bill themselves, but if
our pastors will provide a plan to
raise the amount necessary and write
to each pastor in the district to raise
an amount in his charge and each see
a few brethren, the money will be in
hand in a few days. Then as to how
the pastors’ can be raised: Where there
is an Epworth League, let the League
appoint a committee to raise the
amount necessary and let them go out
and get it. For I know they can do
it. And I believe all that is needed is
this suggestion or some one else to
do it. And where there is no League
(and that is the preacher who needs
it most), let one or two young people
in each community (or circuit) take
the matter in hand and raise the
amount. As to the amount, of course
that will depend on where you are. You
can ascertain from your railroad agent
what the ticket will cost. Now this
ought to be done next week, and if
the proper person will go at it it will
be done. One lady and one young
man raised enough in our town to send
our pastor. [ make this request, not
only for the love and for my brethren,
but 1 believe it will be a good invest-
ment, both for the districts and pas-
toral charges. This opportunity will
not come again soon.

RELATION OF THE JUNIOR TO
THE SENIOR LEAGUE.

“Train wp a child in the way he
should go and when he is old he will
not depart from it.” “Straighten the
twig, the oak grows straight.”

Let there be religion in the home if
you would train your child aright. Let
a religions atmosphere be his earliest
and constant environment. The child
hood prayer at mother's knee will be
an anchor to the soul that will hold
him steady in after years. John Ran
dolph said. “That the memory of the
tiny prayer at mother's knee kept him
from infidelity.” And we remember
that Father Ryan says:

“Our God is sweet,
My mother told me so
When | knelt at her feet
Long, so long ago.”

It is at father's feet the lessons of
polities are learned. the business edu
cation obtained, the affairs of a great
world and the ways of men known:
but it is at mother's knee, the sacred
shrine, the lessons of religion are
tanght. She is the first teacher in
this the first school—home,

It has been truthfully said: “We
Jearn from her lips a theology which
the seminaries and higher eritics may
criticise a'l they will, but which they
can never wholly efface.” It was at
mather's knee that Wesley, the foun-
der of Methodism, learned lessons
which stirred his soul and fanned into
a living fire, as it were, a great
Church. Here some of our noblest,
truest and most heroie missionaries
first learned lessons of love, self de-
nial: vea. perfeet consecration, here
at this shrine where God and mother
met,

The child’s love for Christian par
ents, especially for mother, who neces
carily comes closer to the little one,
j= almost adoration. How ecareful
then they should he of their walk
word and work. Their highest ideal
should be to know  hrist, to know his
Word and to give implicit oahedience
unto his law: for the power of ex
ample is great. The chi'd is most
likely to he what the parents are,
hence the necessity of close contact
with the Spiritual Guide daily
operating with him in the child-train.
ing of a great soul. remembering he Is
not alone, hbut Cod’'s also. They are
only his stewards entrusted with their
jewels to bhe polished, ready ere he
calls for them. The question, “Am 1
a just steward or am 1 abusing or mis
nsing the trust?” shou!d he often ask
od one's own heart where the child
dwells. The responsibility is great,
the opportunity golden and hy and hy
they will he met face to face at the
great white throne and the reckoning
will he sure when the question, “What
did yon with the lambs entrusted to
your keeping?” he asked. No trivia!
answers will be given, none will be
accepted.

The chi'd must he studied if he he
trained aright. There is a secret in
his nature, find it out and the work
thereafter will he easier. We must
know the nature of what we wonld
develop. We must understand what
it is hefore we bhegin to shape and
fashion it for its future. The chief
end of life is to grow aright. therefore
is it essential to begin with life itself
to train.

The physical nature is studied first
in childhood. and well it shonld he, for
a fit temple must he huilded for the
King to enter. Games and amuse
ments of all kinds are given him to
heln develop well this side of his life

Then follows eclosely the mental
training. The work of the kinder
garten is begun almost from infancy
next the primary, intermediate and
on until he is urged to high positions
in eclase and by eclose application
reaches highest heights in college and
university, bringing joy and gladness
to the hearts of fond parents, These
are two heautiful sides of life and
must he built and well huilt, yvot the
most important side of hig life is the
spiritual side. This must not he neg
leeted. but be trained side hy side
with the others, or he will not he an
all-round child. but a twosided dwarf.

Not long since we passed a once
beantiful flower garden. 1t had all
that nature conld hestow in location,
soil. rain and sunshine: but the weods
and briars had so grown that the
flowers were all hidden wuntil one
would he s'ow to eall it a flower gar
den. Tt made ns think of a nerlected
child life. Why had the weeds and
briars grown so rank? Negleet' Yo
care for the heantiful. The heart hy
nature Is like the soil, and it is on'y
hy ceaseless effort the evil weeds are
kent ont.

We think it was Ruskin who said:
“That the human soun! in childhood is
rot a2 machine of which von ean nol
i«h the cogs with any heln or hrick
dust near at hand, and. having got it
intoe working order and good, emnty
and oiled serviceableness, start vomr

Childhood is the springtime of life.
The time when the sunlight is bright-
est and fewer clouds to dim the sky.
It is the seedsowing time; and how
carefully tender their little heart-
gardens should be, for that which is
now implanted in their lives will live
the longest. “the words, the ideas,
or impressions made upon their ten-
der minds and hearts, may not take
form at once, but lie dormant for a
time, perhaps, long afterwards, spring
to action, becoming a real part of
their lives.

The child therefore, coming from
the heart of the Father, is close to all
that is pure and good, and their lives
are not only needed in the home and
everywhere to brighten other lives,
but they are a necessity. And as he

As the home to the child so is the
Church to the child. She, like a moth-
er. reaches out her arms of love to
protect, to hold and to educate the
little ones of her fold. She knows
the child can wield an influence not
only among its own elass, but all
c’'asses as powerfully if not greater
than their parents.

She  believes they
can serve the Christ as capably and
as acceptably as the older ones, and
she begins at an early age to train
them in the way they should go.

Sam-
uel in the temple again shows how a
boy can serve God. The little captive
maid in Naaman’s house shows how a
little girl can help one to the true
faith. Timothy at his mother’'s knee
shows how well a child can study and
understand the seriptures. While Je-
sns himself shows how a child can
“inerease in wisdom and stature and
in favor with God and man.” Christ
not only showed the exalted nature
of childhood by his magic touch. but
we see the zreat value he places upon
them when he said, “Suffer the little
children to come unto me and forbid
them not, for of such is the kingdom
of heaven.”

That a better and higher class of
cervice be given him the Epworth
League was organized about fifteen
vears agzo. The Junior League, the
children’s own field of lahor, meets
a'l their needs. The work is easiest.
't is the kindergarten, primary and
intermediate work of the Church.
Children erave activity. They want
to do and to be something. They are
never idle. and here they learn the
right and do it. They are not only
ready but anxions to bhe led out into
rew fields of thought and service.
Their minds and hearts are tender
and they onickly respond to instrue-
tion and spiritual gnidance. Some one
has =aid: “God has made the hearts
of the little ones plastic that we can
mold them as we please.” And here
in this fie'd of gervice they are mold-
ed into intelligent, earnest, Christian
workers. They become real helpers
or servants of Christ, serving their
fellowman with self entire. blending
comg. praver and voice whenever and
wherever needed. They learn to love
the Church and are ever loyal to her
and her government. Spurgeon said
rear the close of his great ministerial
earcor, that he had never had to dis
«in’ire a sing'e member of his Church
who had been taken in under twelve
vears of age. And every Christian
worker knows it is easier to bring a
tender child into the saving knowl-
edee of Christ Jesus than it is to
bhring an older person. It is bheyond
a. controversy hest for peonle to come
to Jesns while young. It is ecasier to
come and easier to stav.” The hovs
and eirls of this age are as ardent
for the altar fires of Methodism as
the older ones, and when thev
fail to do their duty it is not so much
their fanlt as it is the fan't of the
o'dor memhers of Church and League

The Senior League, as an older
member of the Church, is responsible
to a large extent for the Juniors. She
must save them unto herself by help-
ing to train them in the way thev
should go. Al growth is slow. It is
only step by step the longest race Is

run. Brick upon brick the tallest man-
sion is built. So week by week, year
by year, the child grows in knowledge
and saving power, learning through
the League the simplest portions of
the Bible, Church doctrine, history,
etc, laying a good foundation upon
which to build a noble Christian char-
acter,

They are under this special prepar-
atory training from four to six years,
grasping the seripture and other stud-
ies made simple and plain to them
with all their childish faith and love.

We do not mean to say that only
trained workers are competent l:)

giving little or no thought to the high-
er purposes of life. Why is this? Is
it not because their youthful minds
and hearts were not turned into the
right channel? They were not train-
ed up in the way they should have
gone. They were neglected. Neglect
is one of the greatest sins we, as a
people and individuals, will have to
give an account of. Neglect of God's
lambs! Did Jesus not say, “Lovest
thou me?” “Feed my lambs” The
Church, as a body, has long since
recognized and obeyed this command,
seeing the necessity of it; but as in-
dividual members of this great body
we fear the responsibility is not ac-
knowledged as it should be or more
of our little ones would be in training
for future service, or rather, would
now be serving.

Then if we conquer the world
through the gates of childhood, let us
see that they swing in the right di-
rection—open and close with a divine
touch.

Rev. J. J. Methvin, President Methvin
Institute, Anadarko, OKkla.:

Sir—It has been communicated to
me that some of the members of the
society that has given support to your
mission school for eduecating the Ki-
owas is considering the advisability of
discontinning the work in this field,
contending that the United States
Government is supplying ample .acil-

ities in the way of well equipped
boarding schools for the eduecation of
the Indian children now enrolled as
pupils of your institution, making it
consistent for the religious association
to discontinue the expense necessary

to further ecarry on the educational
efforts under yvour charge.
It is further intimated as reason for

favorable consideration of this matter
that it is elaimed that the advantages
of publie day schools have been open-
ed to the Indian children in the vi-
cinity of your mission station.

If my information in this ma:ter is
correct, it apparently becomes my duty
to offer evidenece to the Missionary So-
ciety and its patrons of your school

to dispute the impression that the sup-
port of your mission is no longer re
quired in the best interests of mis-
sionary work among the Indians of
this ageney

ents wiil not 1 to have their
young children sent to them. In so far
as the county publiec day schools are
concerned, Indian children are unsuit-
ed to such 2ecommaodations. In nearly
every instanee of Indian children be-
coming of school age they know lit-
tle. if any, of the English language,
having been taught to speak their
mother tongue only, and ecan only

speak English through an enterpreter.
Such children are not liable to be
welcomed by teachers in rural dis-
triet schools, and the faet exists that
the parents of white children in such
schools do not favor their associations
with the Indians. The prejudice in
the matter being akin—and in some
cases equally as strong—to the repug-
nance of whites to having their chil-
dren associated with negroes.

I anticipate that many years will
go by before the Government will af-
ford ample accommodation of these In-
dian children in the boarding schools,
and that, as a rule, Indian children
will be debarred from school associa-
tions with the children of white par-
ents.

My observation during many years
in the Indian service leads me to eon-
clude that the Christian mission
schools have been of great service in
developing mind and character in In-
dian children. There are four mis-
sion schools within the territory cov-
ered by the supervision of this agency
and all of them are filled from the
overflow of the Government boarding
schools, and I would dislike very much
to see either of them abandoned be-
cause that great good to the Indians
of this agency have resulted from the
efforts of these missions is evidenced
on every hand. The children that at-
tend the Methvin Institute receive no
instruetion in the teaching of Chris-
tianity except that imparted at that
mission, and as it is the purpose of the

Church to enlighten the benighted in

the saving knowledge of Jesus Christ,
this mission can not be abandoned
now with eredit to the assoeiation sup-
porting it. under the pretext named
herein, nor as long as poor Indian
children continue to seek knowledge
from it and are taxing its accommoda-
tions to its fullest capaecity.

In conclusion, 1 desire to call at-
tention to the evidence that appears
thronghonut the accommodations of the
Institute of the meager support given
the management in the way of pro-
viding sunitable equipment for the
plant, which at present time is entire-
Iy out of keeping with the respecta-
bility maintained by the Metanodist
Church people in the conduct of their
edreational charities. If the represent-
ations of the superin‘endent are not
convineing in this matter a capable in-
spector should be sent to make re-
port of these conditions, which should
be remedied if the maintenance of the
Institute is to be continued.

“WE MUST GO OR SEND.”

(A paper read at an open meeting of
auxiliary W. F. M. Soclety, McKin-
ney, and published by request of the
members. )

For
thousands, yea, millions, of doors that
were once barred with the superstition
of centuries, to-day not only stand
ajar, but are thrown wide open that
we may enter and break unto famish-
ing souls the bread of life. Our fathers
and mothers prayed for these faroff
heathen nations, and God has more
than answered their prayers, for He
has not only thrown down the parti-
tion wails of superstition of China,
Japan, Korea, Africa, Brazil and the
Isles of the Sea, but it seems He

life and be blessed with that pure love
and atoning sacrifice of Jesus Christ,
our Savior. but why should we expect
to get to heaven without having done
something worthy of such a boon?

God so loved us that, thoungh He was
rich, yet for our sakes, He became
poor, that through His poverty we
might be rich. Does such a love dwell
in us? Are we becoming poor that
others may become rich unto salva-
tion? And God's purpose is to con-
quer the whole world with his love,
and he bids us take or send the mes-
sage of his love to the desolate re-
glors beyond, but we begin to make
excnses. Some will say, “I have not
suficient education to do missionary
work.” Oh, my friend, God will not
hear such an answer, for we read from
his word: “If any man lack wisdom,
let him ask of God and it shall be
given him.” And again He teaches us,
that whatsoever we shall ask in His
name. believing we shall receive. God
help us, then to tarry before his
throne until we are endowed with
knowledge and power from on high,
for thiz is the fundamental and most
important preparation for the work
God has for us. If we have this, all
mountainous difficulties will be re-
moved.

Then, again, others will say, “I do
not believe in foreign missions: God
will save the heathen when he pleases,
without your aid or mine.” When we
hear such remarks, we are led to be-
lleve that such persons have never
personally experienced the saving
power of God, and do not know
God's word. Oh, be not deceived, my
friends; what God has promised he will
perform. He will give the heathen to
his Son and he will do it through the
agency of man, as he has ordained,
whether you or |1 have any part in the
work or not.

Then there are some avaricious. self-
ish souls who never have any money to
spare when solicited for misslonary
money. God pity such a soul. No won-
der they have no money to spare; see
them a few days after refusing to give
a dollar missionary money, and it is
hard to distinguish our sister from a
ballroom butterfly, or our brother from
a cigar or cigarette advertiser, or a
bartender. Mark you, my fricids, the
demands of society are unprovided for
in the word of God, and it is of far
more importance that we teach the
gospel to every ereature than to wear
fine apparel and fare sumptuously
every day; for if any man love the
world, the love of the Father is not in
him.

My friends, how may we expect to
get to heaven when we think of the
good things God has placed In our
hands and of the days and years we
let pass by without seeming to realize
or appreciate the opportunities of using
the means God has given us to make
the world better and happler? Oh,
many God help us to do our whole duty
in carrying his word to the nations that
sit in darkness; for how large a bless.
ing it would mean to our hearts, and
how true a right to take a part in the
blessed assurance: “Lo! I am with you
alway."”

Friends, we have listened to God's
commands, and thought of our respon
sibility; now let us look to our oppor-
tunities. There is a mighty opening
for us to bring souls to Christ; but
what are we doing? Let us see. Add
together all that is given annually in
the United States. by all denomina-
tions, for the conversion of the heath-

en, then compare that amount with
what we spend annually for liquor and
tobacco, and can we say that we are
doing what we can for the cause of
Christ and humanity? We hear the
ery on every hand, “We are in finan-
cial distress.” when there are numbers
of souls dying every hour who never
heard the gospel. Think of it! Ours
a temporal distress of this world;
theirs an eternal distress of the soul.
God help us, then, to throw ourselves,
with new energy and determination
and enthusiasm, into this great move-
ment to carry the gospel to every erea-
ture, and hasten the day when the
sense of our responsibility will affect
our pocketbooks, and we may realize
that every doliar we earn Is mortgaged
for the advancement of the kingdom
of God, and soon. then, will come the
glad day when all the kingdoms of
this world shall become the kingdom
of our God, and at the name of Jesus
every knee shall bow and every tongue
shall confess that he is Christ, to the
glory of God the Father.

Oh, for a missionary Pentecost, that
the Church may be stirred as it was
in the days of the aposties. Then the
Macedonian ery will no longer be in
vain, and then money will be laid on
the altar, and men and women who are
ready to give up their homes and
spend their lives in leading poor, dark-
ened heathen souls into the light and
knowledge of Jesus Christ will no
longer linger on our shores. Oh, for a
live coal from off the altar of God to
touch the lips of the $0.000 ministers
in the United States. Then from

LIFE SKETCH OF REV.J L. BROCK-
MAN, M. D.

James Littleton Brockman, son of
John and Naney Brockman (nee
Cryer), Virginlans, was born Aung. 20,
IS19, in Greene County, Ga. His father
died in 1523, his mother in IS8, There
were six children, three girls and
three boys., He was reared mainly on
a farm near Augusta. On  Fishing
Creek, Greene County, he attended his
first school when about 13 years of
age. Split logs were used for bench-
es. After his father's death, which
occurred when he was 4 years old, he
was under the care of his mother and
grandmothers. His first vote for
President was cast for Willilam Henry
Harrison in 1840, He was one year a
schoolmate of Ben H. HIlL, then a
youth of fine talents and of an execel
lent moral character, afterward a dis
tinguished statesman, who became to
him a stepping stone to a better life,
Then for four years, from 1840 to 18544,
he engaged in farming. In 1845, at
Oak Bowery, Chambers County, A
bama, he attended school. At Wiek
ersville, some miles distant, he taught
for two years, and at other points till
IS61. During the time of teaching he
had been reading medicine and finally
began the regular practice in Randolph
County about 1855, in the Heaton's
Store community. Thence across the
Tallapoosa River at a point which

afterward the community gave the
name of Broekville, which still bears
the name. He returned to Polk Coun-
ty, Ga., where he remained till the
close of the war. In 1566 he went to
Cave Spring in Floyd County, and
after three years' residence he came
to Texas in 1569, and finally located at
Farmersville, Collin  County, about
March, 1870, remaining  there about
three years; thence to Bear Creek
Community, about ten miles, in 1873,
where he purchased a small farm.
Having sold his farm he moved to
Nevada, three miles east, in 1888, He
then ceased to practice medicine. In
1541 he married Miss Harriet Goodwin,
of Autanga County, Alabama, who
lived only about eight months, In July,
INGT, he was again married to Miss
Mary Ann Norris, in Chambers Coun-
ty. who died April 7, 1591, in triumph-
ant hope of eternal life. There were
born to them ten children—seven boys
and three girls, Four have died, two
sons and twe daughters. During =«
meeting held by Rev. Tignor his re
ligious life began the 1ith day of
August, 1540, about midnight, at As-
bury Chapel, Troup County, Georgla,
afier ten days' struggle in the pangs of
repentance. He joined the Methodist
Church. His carliest religious impres
slons came from the Primitive Bap
tists., He was about 21 years of age
when he heard his first sermon by a
Methodist, but he finally became an
carnest believer in the correctness of
Methodist theology. Excepling two
short periods of his life, he said o
the writer, “1 have maintained an ag-
gressive warfare against sin within
and without, and kept steadfast in
faith, and now abide in hope and
charity. | am ready to be offered up.
I feel that | am an waworthy servang,
but | magnify the grace of God to me
and rejoice in hope. After having re
ceived license to exhort for seven or
cight years he was licensed to preach
in 15857 at Arbacochee Quarterly Con
ference, Randolph County, Alabama,
by Willis . Matthews; ordained dea
con in 1566 at Macon, Ga., by Bishop
Pierce, and by him as an elder in 1550
in Dallas, Texas. He said: “l never
felt that 1 was indubitably and es
pecially called to  preach, but  have
had an abiding conviction that | ought
in every possible way privately and
publicly to persuade men to quit sin
and turn to the Lord for pardon, sal
vation and heaven.” He was earnest
and consecrated in all his work. As a
Christian he was of the finest type.
Again he made his home in Farmers
ville. For some years before his death
he was totally blind. His vision had
been seriously affected for many years.
He was under the constant care of his
daughter, Mrs. Maggie Humphries,
since her marriage, Dee. 28, 1892, till
his death, Dee. 14, 1903, During his
blinduess, whenover possible, he was
at the regular services of his Church,
entering heartily into all the phases of
worship. Every preacher who was so
fortunate as to be his pastor recog-
nized the value of his help and pres-
ence. We shall not see his like again.
His last iliness continued through two
months, though he was expected 0
drop off at any time. When told by
his daughter that his time was draw
ing near, he with a smile said, “1 hail
the end with delight.,” He passed out
without a ~truggle, bound for Canaan's
pracetnl shore. Cheorfulness and pa
tienee marked all his declining years
and last day=. After a sermon by his
pastor, Rev. A, R. Nash, and tributes
to his memory were offered by Revs.
Henry Keller and J. H. White with
Masoniec honors, his remains  were
buried in the Bear Creek Cemetery to
await the resurreetion at the last day
His influence for good was far reach-
ing.

If a young man expects to live in
Texas and to do business in Texas, he
should be educated in Texas, so that
he may marry in Texas. and thus have
the benefit of college associations and
friendships in professional life. The
graduate of an Eastern college returns
to Texas a stranger in his native land.
Prof. Peaccck estimates that while ten
years ago four thousand boys and girls
left the State for schools in the North,
to-day at least three-fourths of that
number stay at home for the many
well equipped preparatory schools of
Texas, and thus save on an average
one hundred dollars each. Moreover,
thanks to Roosevelt and the circum-
stance of war, there are now nearly
a dozen military schools in the State,
while ten years ago there was only
one, the Agricultural College at Bry-
an. The acting commandant at Bryan
at the beginning of the Spanish War
has recently been detailed to the Pea-
cock Military School of San Antonio,
both schools having been given Gov-
ernment recognition recently.
