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Fake Poultry Remedies

At this season of the year the
counties over the state are having
numerous Pouwltry Remedies ped.
dled by agents who make all kinds
of claims about the things that
their medicines will do for hens
such as; gets rid of insects that
infest chickens: rids the flock of
worms; and to cap it all, guaran.
tees to make the hens produce more
eggs. Farmers and farmer's wives
should be on the lookout for such
peddlers, as they take frvers, hens,
eggs and other farm products that
are of value,

The extension service iz getting
collections of the various makes of
medicines and after they have been
carefully tried out according to the
directions they have found that in
most cases all to be fakes, These
agents or peddlers will even guar-
antee the hens to produce more
eggs, and get by with it because at
this time of year when the hens get
plenty of green stuff they will nat.
urally lay more eggs. As for the
various remedies, that guarantee
all kinds of things, your local deal
er handles the best known brands
for the insects that infest your
hens. Do not be fooled into buy.
ing any kind of the various reme:
dies, or rat poisons. Your County
and Home Demonstration Agents
can give you information on these
lines that are safe and have been
tried out and proven successful.

These pests are more than likely
to cause trouble this vear again
where there was trouble with them
last year, Most every farmer who
has had experience with them
should be on the lookout for them
as well as others who have not had
to fight them.

The best methods of control are
as follows:

25 pounds coarse wheat bran, 1
pound of white arsenic or Paris
Green. One ounce amy! acetate, 2
quarts of cane molasses, and water
sufficient to make a moist mash.

Thoroughly mix the bran and
poison together while dry. Dilute
the amyl acetate and molasses
with two gallons of water, pour
this mixture over the bran and
poison, mix well until every bit of
it is wet. Then add more water
as vou need it.

This mixture as suggested will
cover five acres of land and should
be broadcast. A good plan is to
mix up the poison the evening
before it is to be used, the mnext
day. Be sure and do not wuse
lead arsenate.
