PECAN CAOP EQUAL
THAT OF LT YEAR

Present conditions indicate that
this year's pecan crop will equal
that of last yvear when 32,000,000
pounds were produced in Texas, ac-
cording to J. H. Burkett, chief of
the pecan division of the Depart-
ment of Agriculture, who has just
returned from an inspection trip
over the West Texas pecan produc-
ing section.

“Prospects are bright for a large
crop next season,” he =aid. “Climat-
ic conditions have been good and
in those sections that did not pro-
duce any pecans last year, the chief
enemy of pecans—the case nut bor
er—has been eliminated to a large
extent,

“The late freeze last season about
ruined the crop from Brownwood
northwest, which had the effect of
thinning out the case nut borer.
This season there should be but a
few of these pests in that section to
damage tiie crop. The surplus un.
derground moisture this season,
along with other idea] weather con-
ditions, has been very favorable to
a large production.”

While predicting a large crop,
Burkett also pointed out that pro-
duction may be materially curtail-
ed in localities by storms and ac-
companying hails and winds, which
destroy the nutlets,

Church and Palace One

When Werld Was Young
Worshlp In early times, Prof, Da-
vid Moore Robinsom of Johns Hop-
kins university says, took place in
the palaces whare the king was also
priest, and In the palace of King
Minos as early as 1000 B. C. there
were aniconle images, such as the
Greek cross which Is used now In
theGreek church, “After the destrue
tion of the Minoan elvilization,” he
continned, “Greece was plonged 1n-
to & dark age from 1100 to 700 B, O,
and had to develop all over agaln
from humble origins. The church
wns separated from the state and
the temples came to be separate
bulldings from the palaces.”

Professor Robinson said that In
the early times In Crete and else-
where in Greece caves were used
as shrines and votive offerings were
deposited In the caves. “Such use
of caves wans continued through the
classical and medleval “ages,” he
added, “and still exists In Lourdes
and other places”

The earllest Greek temples which
were separated from the palaces, he
declared, were of stone foundations
with walls of mud brick and ecol
umns of wood, such as that of Hera
at Olympla., Others like that at
Corinth hand monolithle columns of
limestone covered with stueco, But
the grent temple of the Fifth cen-
tury B. C, were bullt of marble,

“Shorthand”

The origin of brief writing ia
clonded in mysters. No authentle
record exists establishing its prac
tieal use much before the First cen-
tury, B. O, From that peried watil
about 800 A. D, the art flourished
throughout the Roman empire, The
secretary and librarlan of Cleero,
Marcus Tulllus Tiro, was the plo-
neer of Roman shorthand, The chled
use of shorthand in Roman times
was made by the leaders In the
church and by governmemt oficlals.
Church dignitaries who made con-
spicuous use of shorthand were Bt.
Augustine, Origen, St. Jorome., All-
the Roman emperors employed short-
hand secretaries. Several emperors
attempted to learn it. For centuries
the art of shorthand fell into dis
pse. Modern shorthand dates from
1588, when Dr, Timothy Bright pre-
duced a system to which ha gave the
title Characterie,

Vasts Tracts Set Apart
as Gorilla Sanctuaries

'Me gorilla, alone among animals,
hns a country,

A T00-squaremile area In the
heirt of Africa eonstituies Gorilla
Innd—essentinlly a gorilla nation
under a Delgian protectorate. With-
in this eountry, fromn which outsid-
ers are excluded rigidly unliess they
are on aclentific expeditions which
meet the approval of the Belgian
governmment, the great apes, who
genernlly are recognized as man's
closest relutives on earth, are free
1o munage thelr own affairs and are
¢lven probably greater protection
than (Is nccorded to any aboriginal
tribe, They are immune from hunt-
era and colleetors.

This |s one of the two places on
errth  where the gorilla still s
founl., The other aren Is n moun-
talnous streteh of the British Cam-
eroon reglon of West Africn. Here,
although there I8 no specinl admin-
lstentive provision for gorilins, the
anftunls are protected by the most
siringent laws and it s doubiful
whether the British government
would nllow the killing or eapture
of une of them under any circum-
Blances,

Tliere are only two or three thouo-
snndd gorillos at the most, In the
world, Gorilla lund has a popula-
tlon of only about 1,000, In the
pust the jreat apes, who breed very
slowly, have been slaughtered ruth-
lessly. Few have been brought Into
enptivity, It would be impossible
tn enpture an adult, and the capture
of an infant usually has been possi-
ble only by the slaughter of the
whole family. Father, mother and
children stick together when danger
threatens,

Great “Roman Holiday”
Staged on Alban Lake

In the year 51 A, D, the great
tunnel which was to draln the Al-
ban Ilake was completed, and the
Ewperor Claudius celebrated it
with a characteristic Roman spec-
tncle. He gave A mlinlc naval bot.
tie on the lake, repeating upon a
much larger scale a similar spec-
tacle Augustus had given. Clandius
manned two opposing fleets with
19000 men. Sowe of Lthe gulleys
had three and four banks of oara
Around the shores of the lake (roops
were siatloned to see that none of
the naval giadiators escaped.

An Immense maultitude of people
from Rome and the nelghboring
towns gathered to see the battle.
The banks, the slopes and the hill
tops were crowded with spectntors,
so that the scene resembled n vast
theater. The emperor, dressed In
a splendld millitary clonk, and his
wite, Agrippina, also wearing a'mill-
tary cloak, presided. The men who
did the fighting were criminals and
slaves.
