THE ART OF LETTING GO,

In a few weeks all our Texas preachers
will be either hack in their former charges
or installed in new charges.  While it is well
known to them, in theory at least, that in
severing their connccetion with their previous
congregations lh--_\ cease to have anv further
oflicial relation to them, vet it sometimes
happens that in reality some of them are so
related personally to former members that
they still hold on to them and continue to
exert an influence over them.  And this often
proves an embarrassment to the men who
stiee el them in said charges.

Whenever the conferences send a man
away from a charge he has no further con-
nection with it. and he owes it to the Church
and toehis successor to let go of it perma-
nently.  Henceforth it is out of place for
him to interpose, either in person or by let-
fer. his adviee or suggestion to personal
friends left behind him.  He has bhat Vit
business, if anv. except in very rare in-
dance<, to leave engagements to return to
marry people or to attend the funerals of
people. or to baptize the children of people.
To do this is 1o interfere with the work of
the man whom the conference has sent there
as their pastor

We have often known the plans of a pastor
to bhe materially  interfered with by the

preacher who preceded him.

vause he was popular while serving them,
and he unwittingly or otherwise obstructs
the efliciency of his successor by meddling
with his plans and methods.  Occasionally
you find him visiting his old charge during
the vear and spending nights with these spe-
cial friends: vou hear of him writing letters
to them. or he iz back marrving their voung
people. or haptizing their children, or bury-
ing their dead. There may be times when
this is all right, if he acts in concert with
the pastor: but as a rule he has no husiness
obtruding himself into the families of such
friends and thus putting himself between
the pastor and these people.  He has a charge
of his own, and his duties are there among
his own people. When he was sent to his
own charge it was understood that he was to
Jet 2o his former one. If he did not do it.
then it is time for him to understand that
he ought to do it. Let every pastor furn
loose his previous congregation and take hold
of his present one ; and happy is the preacher
who has learned this needful art. Many mis-
understandings will be avoided by the ob-
servance of this rule of conduct.

Ihis bringing of the race back into

spiritual lite by virtue of Christ’'s re-
demption, it seems proper to denomi-
nate the

First Spiritual Birth,

and it reinstates every human soul
that comes into the world into as pure
a state, spiritually, as was enjoyed
by Adam and Eve prior to the fall. It

replaces man back upon the plane of
probation, not at all chargeable, spir-
itnally, with the Adamic transgression

this is, “Salvation by grace alone"—
for the grace of God that bringeth sal-
vation hath appeared to all men (Ti
tus 2:11). This period and state con-
tinues until the child arrives at the
age or state of moral accountability,
and probably corresponds with the
condition Adam and Eve were in
prior to their being placed under the
erucial test of faith. Should the child
die before having arrived at this age
or state of accountability, of course
(being in a redeemed state, and not
having consciously sinned), will be at
once borne away to the celestial eity
to swell the number of the ransomed
host.

With the views expressed in this
theory before us, we can readily see
the relevancy of Christ's language.
when he said, “Suffer the little chil-
dren to come unto me, and forbid them
not, for of such is the kingdom of
God” (Mark 10:14; Luke 18:16; Matt.
19:14).

We would certainly be irreverent
were we to entertain a doetrine rela
tive to this subject that would drive
us to conclude that the kingdom of
God was composed of unregenerate
and unredeemed souls.

If we deny that children are in a
regenerate state, how can we reconcile
the idea that the kingdom of God is
composed “of such? —especially with
this passage before our eyes, “Execpi
ve he converted and become as little
children, ve shall not enter into the
kingdom of heaven™ (Matt. 17:3).

In this connection, we find the fol
lowing Seripture: “Whe is the Savior
of all men?” (this is in the general
sense of by grace alone) “specially of
those that believe” (I Tim. 4:10). This
is in the special sense of “by grace,
through faith™ (Eph. 2:5)—and, in its

application, relates omnly to moral
agents. As faith in God was the only
Crucial Test

exacted of our first parents (obedience
being only a consequence of faith), so,
also, when arriving at the age or state
of moral accountability, faith in God,
through Jesus Christ, is the only test
applied to the morai agent as he enters
upou the threshold of probation, and
is a test continued throughout the pro-
bationary period which ends only
when life ceases.

Should the moral agent reject Christ
and refuse or fail to exereise faith on
this first test, or subsequently, then he
re-enacts the deed that Adam was guil
ty of, and like him, at onces dies spirit-
ually.

In Adam's case, however, until a
Savior was promised, there was no
hope of resuscitation. In the sinner’s
case, sinee the atonement, the means
of resusecitation and revivification are
within his reach. The Spirit of God
quickens and conviets—the Savior in-
tercedes—the circuit of faith can, at
any time, be established by the repent-
ant prodigal turning his back upon sin
and exercising faith in God through
our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ
These are saved “by grace through
faith.”

As long as we remain in this state
of faith it ean be said of us that “be-
ing justified by faith, we have peace
with God through our Lord Jesus
Christ” (Rom. 5:1). As evidenced also
in Gal_ 2:7. 8, 9. Rom. 4:13,

When the child has arrived at the
age of moral responsibility and fails
to exercise faith in God, preferring to
listen to the seductive allurements of
the enemy of souls through the vari
ous avenues of temptation, and apos-
tatizes, it realizes in its own conscious
nature its nakedness before God as
soon as the Spirit of God brings its
influence to bear thereon (John 3:18).

It then generally strives, by self
righteousness, skepticism, a life of
wickedness, or some means to ecover
up its nakedness and shake off the
conviction, The result is, that if it re-
jeets Christ and disbelieves God it is
in a spiritual sense,

Driven From Eden,

and it. too, loses its “first state™ (Ps.
8:22.

This universal redemption being the
first spiritual birth, we can understand
Christ’s language to Nicodemus (an
adult—probably an apostate—and
hence unregenerated), when he said,
“marvel not that I said uwnto thee, ye
must be born again™ (John 3:7). The
word “again” always presupposes the
prior occurrence of something of the
same character. Spiritually born
again presupposes having been spir-
itually born before. Unfortunately we
have been somewhat like Nicodemus,
and have let our minds run back from
the word “again” to the physical birth.
This is fllogical, unphilosophical, and
I think, unseriptural.

This article has grown already so
lengthy I will forbear touching upon
the remainder of this theory, as much
of it has been formerly advanced, and
has been sufficiently ventilated. Truth

tutes (Part 11, ch. 18, p. 391), where
he says, “We come now to the case
of a person dying in Infaney. The
great consideration which leads to a
solution of this case is found in Ro-
mans 5:18: “Therefore by the offense
of one judgment came upon all men
to condemnation, even so by the right-
cousness of one the free gift eame
upon all men unto justification of
life.”” Watson continues: “In these
words the sin of Adam and the merits
of Christ are pronounced to be co-ex-
tensive—the words applied to both
are preciseiy the same—judgment
came upon all men—the free gift came
upon all men.”

Dr. Watson continues: “If the
whole human race be meant in the

selections

former clause, the whole human race
is meant in the latter also, and it fol-
lows that as all men are injured by
the offense of Adam, so all are bene-
fited by the obedience of Christ.
Whatsoever, therefore, that benefit
may be, all ehildren dying in infancy
must partake of it, or there would be
a large portion of the human race
upon whom the ‘free gift’ the effects
of ‘the righteousness of one,” did not
‘come.’ which is  contrary to the
apostle’s words.”

Then in my article | said: “This is
not Pelagius thus talking—it is Dr
Watson. in his Institutes, page 391.
My theory of the atonement only dif-
fers from Dr. Watson in this: He only
claims this virtue for such children as
die In infancy,” while my theory just
goer one step further, and claims that
the ‘free gift” applies actually in its
redeeming  effeet, to every child,
whether it dies or not. This comports
more with Seripture, and with Wat-
son's own argument above, than his
lmited application as anyone will
readily see. Watson's argument proves
too much for his limitation, but proves
exactly what is neoded to sustain my
position.

ment Having apostatized, he now
comes as an adult to the Savior, and
Christ informs him that he must be
‘horn again.’

“This theory of the atonement does
away with all the mystery and makes
Christ’s answer to the Jewish ruler
perfectly intelligible,

“If this solution is not correct, pray
tell me how you account reasonably

and philosophically for that word
‘again’ being there?
“In the case of Christ’s remarks

about ‘the little children. this theory
casily aceounts for how the Kingdom
of heaven is composed ‘of such,’ and
also we can readily understand why
Christ said, ‘Except ye be comverted
and become as little children,” ete.
My theory makes this very plain and
ecasily harmonizes Scripture, while
those who deny its correctness have
to apologize and distort and explain
away a great many passages by very
strained constructions. And I calmly
and honestly submit that this theory
does not do any violence to any of our
cardinal doctrines, but on the contrary
strengthens  every one of our doc-
trines, and [ respectfully ask for it a
thorough, fair and prayerful examina-

than its weakest link,” with equal em
phasis it may be said that “no nation
i1s higher than its most subtle char
acteristic.”  Naticaalities weave the
fabric of character in the loom of ae
tion from the threads of volition. This
robe of character can be put on or tak
en off at will—as with the individual
If this mantle of character be black
and we as a State or Nation persist in
weaving it our destiny as a people,
like the lsraelites, will be—oblivien
If, alter secing the pollution of our na
tional integrity we wash its murky
folds in the eryvstal fount of reforma
tion, we may have a more abundant
naticnal iife and enjoy the glory of
our own triumphs amid the shout ot
naticns and the hosannas of the
heavenly multitude!

This is proven beyond a question
of doubt in the obliteration of Judea
ou the one hand, and gluruu.\‘ awaken
ing of China on the other. She who
lav for centuries in the slimy folds ol
pagan idolatry, aroused by the touch
of Western Christian eivilization, now
struggles for her eivie and 1
freedom.  Not only is this str
political distinetion, but rather for so
cial and moral reformation. She 1s
studying the sources of her national
weakness in the light of the Christian
Oceident.  The result of her investi
gations has led her to see that opinm
smoking has been and is one of the
great factors in her weakness., Hence
an anti-opium movement was begun by
the Government in 1906, and the Em-
press Dowager issued a decree abolish
ing the use of opium in China.

Dr. A P. Porter, thirty-four years a
missionary in China, says in the O«
tober issue of the Methodist Quarter]
Review: “An order to all officials and
the people in the whole country, that
within ten vears, opium-smoking must
cease in China, * * # All the opinm
dens should be closed at once, * * *
and that all officials under sixty-five
vears of aze that smoked opinm should
break off the habit within six months,
on pain of dismissal from office, and
that the eultivation of the poppy plant

should be reduced one-tenth
cach vear. so that within ten years
from the date of the decree, no more
opium should be manufactured in
China.

But, brethren, while
thrown a dark shadow upon the polit
ical, social and moral fabric of China,
h: not the cigarette-smoking habit
coiled itself about the yvouth of Amer
ica within the past ten years so as
to throw a deadly blight upon our own
fair land? Hand in hand with liquor
it goes rushing through the land, alike
in hut and palatial home, cursing,
lamning. wilting and blighting our fu
ture manhood and giving us a shatter-

DEATH OF W. C. PADGITT.

Dallas Methodism is again stricken
in the death of Mr. W, C. Padgitt, For
a great many vears he has been a
prominent member of First Methodist
Chureh, and a good part of that time
Chairman of the Board of Stewards.
He was held in high esteem bhecause
of his personal character and for his
high business integrity. He was one
of the leading business men of the
city and a large part of the Padgitt
Brothers harness and saddlery firm,
which is known not enly all over the
State, but throughout the South. He
was a man of means, and it was the
result of his hard work and good bhusi
ness taet He was recognized as onv
of the most successful of cur Dallas
citizens. He was sixty vears of age,
pass<ing away on his birthday, Novem-
her 25, 1909, He was a man of modes-
ty and rather wnobtrusive: but he
was firm to do what he conceived to
be right. In Church matters he was
prominent and one of its liberal sup-
porters. He was constant in his at-
tendance upon the ordinances of re
ligious service and found comfort and
strength in his religious experience.
His death is a distinet loss to the
community and to First Methodist
Chureh.  He leaves a widow and six
sons, together with a large number
of relatives and friends. His funeral
was largely attended and every mark
of respect was shown to his memory.
Personally he was our friend and his
death is a personal sorrow to us. But
the Judge of all the earth will do
right. and we pray his comforting
grace upon those who are thus bereft.

CONFERENCE NOTES.

The North Texas Conference never
had a more harmonious session thaa
the one just closed at Paris. The
brethren were all in a good spiritual
mood and the business features and
the social aspects passed along in con-
cord and peace. The religious exer

cises were fine and the people greatly
enjoyed them. The sessions of the
body were largely attended, many peo-
ple coming from the country and ad-
joining towns to partake of them.

The people of Paris, under the lead
of Revs. J. M. Sweeton, Rev. G. E.
Cameron, Rev. R. C. Hicks and Rev.
J. F. Sherwood, and a few of the lay-
men, particularly the popular Mayor,
made every provision necessary to the
comfort of the members and the dele-
gates. Everybody was given a de
lightful home, and if there was the
slightest dissatisfaction we never
heard expression of it. In fact, we
have never seen a conference better
cared for.

The other Churches and local min-
isters showed the conference every
courtesy, turning over their houses of
worship to us, and personally attend
ing the sessions. They are a brother
Iy set of men and their people were
also very cordial. The local papers
treated the conference proceedings
well, particularly the Paris News
They devoted much space to the busi
ness and the personnel of the body.

Rev. James Crutehfield, Rev. E. H.
Casey. Dr. Collins Denny, and the
writer and wife were delightfully cared
for by Mr. and Mrs. J. H. Hancock
Their hospitable home was turned
over to us, and nothing was left un-
done to make our stay exceedingly
pleasant. They are leading members
of our Centenary Church, and the re-
ligious atmosphere of the home was
delightful. May the blessings of the
great Head of the Church rest upon
that household!

Bishop Key held up well and kept
the work going steadily on from start
to finish. He maintained his usual
equipoise, never got in a hurry, stayed
perfectly serene and showed
courtesy to everybody. His addresses
and his preaching were of a high spir-
itual order, and his communion with
the brethren was sweet and father!y,
So far as we heard his appointments
were generally satisfactory

every

The Thanksgiving service on Thurs
day was largely attended and great-
Iy enjoyed. It was a Holy Ghost zea-
son, and the religious fervor ran
high. It reminded us of the old days
when Christ came down our souls to
greet and glory crowned the merey
seat. There were rejoicings and
sweet communion.

The election of delegates to the
General Conference excited a  good
deal of interest. On the first hallot
for the clerical delegates, G. C. Ran-
kin received 129 votes, J. M. Peterson
112, W. D. Bradfield 107 and C. M.
Harless %1, Eighty-nine votes were
necessary to a choice. On the second
ballot Rev., E. W. Alderson came in
with 94 votes, and the race for the
next one was between Rev. Ben
Bounds, the old war-horse, and Rev.
. H. Aston, the young presiding ¢l
der of the Gainesville Distriet. The
old war-horse led the young man hy
a good vote on the next ballot, lack-
ing only a few votes of the required
majority. The conference adjonrned.
The next morning the race was taken
up, and the young man sped by the
old man and went through. But “Un-
cle Ben” let him know that he had
been in the running. It was a good
natured contest,

The laymen scattered their delega-
tion all over the conferemce. C. A
Sanford got nearly all the votes, then
came Sid Bass, followed by B. M.
Burgher, with R. E. Cofer not far be
hind. Finally P. C. Thurmond got the
sixth place. They are all strong and use-
ful man and they will be felt among
the laymen in the General Conference.
Burgher was appointed to work with
a like appointment from the other con-
ference lay delegates to look after
route and transportation to Asheville
next May.

The reports of the preachers were
all good in the main, some better than

others, but we have not the space to
mention them personally. The follow-
ing statistics will tell the tale: Num-
ber of members this year, 55.207;
Sunday-school scholars, 14.935; Ep
worth League members, 5,882 mem-
bers of the Home and Foreign Mis
sionary Societies, 5081: value of
church houses, $1.461.905; valne of
parsonages, $235,616, and other prop
erty, $95.920, making a total of $1,793.
" Raised for all purposes during
the year $521.218.29, an increase over
last year of $126,51981. We take
these figures from the reports found
in the Daily News,

During the love-feast there was a
departure from the usual custom on
such oceasion. One bhrother gave an
interesting account of his childhood
and his early religious experience,
and remarked that he had never real
jzed that he was a sinner: that he
was conseerated from his birth to the
ministry, and that his life had been
given to Christ from the beginning.
Another brother said that “this was
good  theology.” Brother Binkley
did not question the experience of the
brother, but the old war-horse could
not refrain from a lecture on infant
depravity and their need of regenern-
tion as soon as they reached the years
of accomntability.

One transfer was  received  with
open arms-—all of them kindly When
the election of delegates to the Gen
eral Conference came up, the Bishop
asked how many we were entitled to.
The Secretary sald that we were en
titled to five with a fraction over of
thirty-on« This fraction only lacked
one more member to give us six two
thirds of forty-eight. Then it was that
the Bishop fished out of his portfolio
one more transfer and saved the day!
So we have six clerical and six lay
delegates instead of five each. That
transfer came in at an opportune mo
ment.

We had a number of visitors, among
them the following connectional
brethren: Rev. Dr. Denny, Rev. J. R
Stewart, Rev. Dr. DuBose, Rev. Dr.
MeMurry, Rev. Dr. Nelson and Dr
Hammond, also Dr. Sexton. Rev. A
F. Scales, of the Oklahoma Confer
ence, looked among his old brethren
for a few days. Rev. W. W. Graham
and others were there from the Texas
Conference. Dr. J. W. Moore, of
Beaumont, spent a day and preached
for us. These brethren were cordial
ly welcomed Sunday Rev. Simeon
Shaw spent the day. Also Rev. Horace
Bishop, D D, and Sam R. Hay mixed
with the brethren. Dr. J. B. Sears,
Rev. Jerome Duncan, Rev. M. K. Li'-
tle and Dr H. A Boaz were welcome
visitors, There were possibly others,
but we do not just now recall them.

The Advocate was treated hand
somely by the Committee on Books
and Periodicals. They said nicer
things about the paper and the editor
than we could say for ourselves. The
Advocate never had a stronger hold
upon the North Texas Conference
than at the present time. The fact
that the brethren put the editor at the
bead of the list of delegates to the
General Conference by a handsome ma
Jority was an expression of apprecia
tion we greatly esteem. The Advo
cate is quite popular throughout the
entire conference.

The illness which prevented the
presence of Rev, Dr. MclLean at the
conference was a general regret upon
the part of all the brethren. It is the
first session that the Doctor has failed
to answer to the roll ecall in many
years. But he had an attack of sick-
ness just before the Northwest Texas
Conference met and an additional at-
tack a few days before the North
Texas opened its session made it im-
possible for him to make the trip. It
is the prayer of all his brethrem that
he may soon be himself again, He
has been in the service of the Church
for more than a half century, and such
a man is entitled to the prayer amd

sympathy of the Church; and our
hearts all go out toward him in his
affliction,

Quite a zood many changes were
made, but only those that were neces-
sary. When one is made others have
to follow. Several changes are not-
ed in Dallas. Rev. J. L. Morris, who
did a splendid year’s work at South
Ervay Street, goes to Travis Street,
Sherman. He is one of the most elo-
quent preachers in the conference,
and always in demand for station
work. His reports showed marvelous
progress the past year. Rev. J. T.
McClure, a most excellent preacher
and pastor, comes to South Ervay
Rev. C. L. Spragins, one of the most
studious and logical preachers in the
city, goes to Denison, and Rev. E. L.
Egger. one of the most useful and
promising of the younger men, comes
te Oak CHE. Rev. ). I Griffin, who
did two most aceeptable sears’ work
at Oak Lawn, goes to Lamar Street,
Paris, and Rev. D. K. Porter, a good
preacher and pastor, comes to Oak
Lawn,

Rev. Lawrence Cohen, who did such
splendid work at Fairland, goes to
Wheatland Station. and  Revy n.
Schrimpf, a most useful local preacher,
takes his place.  Rev. A E. Prince,
who did exeellent work at Forest Ay
e, goes to Key Memorial, Sherman,
and Rev, 8 L. Crowson, an evangeli
cal preacher and  persistent  pastor,
comes to Forest Avenue. Rev, F. A,
Rosser goes  from  Denton Street,
Cainesville, to Decatur.  He is one of
the most solid preachers in the con
ference, and Rev. 8. . Riddle,
painstaking preacher and pastor, goes
to Whitewright. Rev. R. C. Hicks,
who did a year of faithful work at
Lamar Street, Paris, goes to Bowie,
and Rev. J. R. Wages, one of the
biggest-hearted men in the  confer
ence, goes 10 Chico. Rev. M. R T.
Davis, a most active and wide-awake
man, goes to Montague, after good
Wheatland.  James L
Pieree, perhaps the best preacher n
the conference, goes to  Commerce
Station, after three years of work in
Sherman. Rev. W. T. Whitesides
goes from Whitewright to Denton.
He is a most successful preacher and
a good worker Rev. R. F. Bryant,
after a year of successful evangelism
on the Sherman District, goes to Pilot
Point, and Rev. I. W. Clark, one of
the ablest preachers in the Church,
roes to Grand Prairie. But we have
not the space or the time to note
other changes.
