I W ILLFUL UERVERSlOX OF THE 
TRUTH.

The jia.-.sage of a law to remove saloons 
from within ten miles of State institutions 
of barniiig came In-fore the lajgislature last 
week, and one of the op|voiieiits of the iin“as- 
ure quoted from articles which apiiearcd 
a while back in the .VdviK'ate written by 
l»r. .lames t'amplx*!! and Kev. .1. M. I’eler- 
son in which they sought to answer the ar­
guments of their e pponents on the removal 
of Southwestern T'niversity to Dallas. In 
thosi* articles they sc-t up the contention that 
Dallas, cve-n as a &1I0011 city, had no nior- 
temptations aevording to |Mijiulation than 
(K-orgetown which is a smali town; and that 
in any event it would only lie a question of 
lime when the people of the State would rid 
Dallas and other cities curs'd by saloons of 
this evil. In no sense of the word did they 
intimate that saloona wen; of any advantage

to Dallas or any c-tber city. So far as tin 
III- ril of their argument concerning ibe re- 
niova. of Southwestern University to this 
is invo!v»\l, we have nothing to say. Thos" 
brethren are cajiable of taking care of their 
own side of that controversy. Besides this, 
the .Vdvocati is taking no part for or against 
the removal jiroposition. That is a question 
for the Church throughout Texas and 
through its constituted authoriti's to settle. 
The .Vdvoeate, as the organ of the Church, 
i~ only the inediuin, in this instance, through 
which iioth sides te the eoutention arc jier- 
mitte.1 to give their arguments.

Hut when grave statesmen and papers, 
like the .\uslin d;d ics, quote Dr. Cam)ibell 
and l.'cv. .1. ,M. Peterson as in th slightest 
■ legici giving any sort of ajijiroval to the 
jireseiiee of .saloons in Dallas or any other eiv- 
ilizeil community in Texas, we assume ed- 
itiirially the r sjHinsibility to resent it. it 
is a slander upon these two brethren and 
an outrage uj>ou the truth. They are botii 
ixiiia tide prohibitionists, and their ]>robibi- 
linii jiriiicijiks a]i;»!y to the local community, 
to the (oimty. to the State and to the Xa- 
tion. They are unalterably opjiosetl to the 
saloon in Dahas ami everywhere else. They 
hold that the saloon is an evil under all 
circumstances and merits the condemnation 
of all good people. The apjilicaiioii made 
of their arguments by Kepresentatives in 
the Lgislalure and hy the liquor jiress of 
the State is a willful perversion of the facts 
in the case, and the elfort to reach an cud 
hy any such means strains every principle 
of logii- and maliciously jiuts a m-aniuo 
into their words never dreamed of hy them. 
It shows how hard jnit to are men and pa- 
j>ers for argumetits to sustain their fals- 
]iosilioiis on the saloon question.

Dallas is a great city, and it olfers large 
inducements to all sorts of enti rpH.-̂ es and 
to iiillueiitial institutions to locate here; 
hut the sahvius are not held up, even hy 
husin. ss men. a- any part of llu-ir induee- 
nieiits. liallas is what she is despite the 
pres nee of these moral eaucers. Kvery ii^ng 
is being don. within the range of jKissibiiilv 
to restri. t and to eireumseribe the.<e saloons 
so as to reduce their evils to a minimum. 
They have lieen driven from ad the resid tie" 
districts, they are being made to close up 
at twelve o'clock at night and to ri'inain 
clo.sed till live the ilcxt morning. .Vll thes 
restrictive measures ar adojited fur the 
protection of the eommuuiiv against them, 
until the majority sentiment of the city and 
the State can Ik - made to wip- them from 
oiir presence.

'I'hcrefore, we a.ssume to resent the iiidig- 
iiily thus sought to lx* hea|N-d U ]miii Drs. 
Campbell and Peterson hy those vvlio take 
advantage of every pretext to boost the sa­
loon. The effort is a jiiece of gratuity, sat- 
tiraUxl with insincerity and hypoe-risy, to 
fals 'ly apply their arginents in this manner. 
The fact is there is not a il.-thodist preacher 
in Texas who is willing to give any sort 
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or tile .saloon advocate. The phureh its(.'lf 
is committed through .and tfcrough agaiIl ,̂
(he saloon, and it is an unjust and a con- 
lomiiiihlo spirit that would thus try to put 
two of our leadinr riinistota in the attitude 
of w inking at the pr. s,.nce of spoons in Dal­
las, and of holding out the idea that llie 
existence of these saloons is not an injury 
to the morals and the character of Dallas. 
Thev did nothing of the sort, and whoe-ver  ̂
tries to make it appt-ar to the contrary have 
iii ilher resjject nor adiairatioB for the truth.

The Central Methodist Advocate, of Louis­
ville, Ky., c-oininenting on an aimoniiccment 
in a local paper of a vaudeville stunt by an 
organized .Sunday-6eho<J class for the bene­
fit of a iH-v'dy church, says: “ Whenever the 
Church or the Sunday-school goes into the 
minstrel business it is time to call a halt. 
One of the greatest < arses of tlie day is the 
modern Uieatre, with its variations of 
vaudevilh-, minstrel, glove contests,”  etc. To 
all of vvliich we say amen. It seems to lie 
a kind of craze, this jumping intio the iime- 
lighi. It has come to pass that we all 
lie president.-;, vi.-e-presi4enta, secretaries, or 
“ delegates" to so'iietiimg. In the meantime 
ihe oid-fashion idea of “ in honor prefer- 
ing one another," is in danger of passing 
into what Mr. fieveiand called “ innocuous 
de.-;,-utude.” Let’s not get too fast, friends, 
'lliere are some things that can not be im­
proved upon even in ibis progressive and in­
ventive age, and cne of them is Christian 
charily. Yes, ilieie are others than those- 
in tlie public eye, and as a matter of fact 
most of the real good work is done by them, 
for be it never forgotten that “ they alsij 
-erve. who only stand and wait!”

ll  the theatre, the ball-room and the sa­
loon. with its attendant institutions, were 
robbed of the patronage and support of the 
.hildreii of so-tailed Christian homes, the 
w liolo outfit would have to go into the hands 
of the rtveiver.

Uur State University 
is yet In Its swaddling cluilie* as a 
university, and expend* anuuaiiy 
IJ40.000 upon It* few depurtmenls 
The greater universities have (ram 
ten IO over twenty mlltlons of en­
dowment and annual incuim-s ot irom 
one to two millions. Our litile pit 
tanci- of loT.iMio per annum would ad 
vertis* us as a pigmy among real uni 
versitles.

Uur experience in raising funds for 
edncaliooal purposes will not justify 
tbe hope of maintaining the school* 
we now have and of raising funds (or 
th<- buildings, equipment and endow­
ment necessary to a Brst-class uulver 
stty. Tbe schools we now have are 
suffering greatly (or nei-d of tlnaacial 
aid; and are our thought and rare to 
be diverted from these and given 
mainly to an entirely new enterpris.- 
whlcb la to receive the bulk ui oui 
educational collections as w.-ll a* x 
monopoly of attention?

In my opinion we should sir.-ngth.-u 
Ibe schools ve  now have—uur b-ad 
Ing Inslitutlun and tbe si-eundar- 
schools—iuslead of providing (or pro 
fi-*sional education. Nor do I be­
lieve our people are willing lo b. 
taxed to educate lawyers, doclors, civ 
il engineers, dentists, pbainiaeists. 
etc., nor do 1 belb-ve t^ re  Is any de­
mand (or such sacriBce and service 
at our hands, when by tbe Stati-s and 
millionaires ample provision la already 
made In the well-estnblishe-d and heav­
ily endowed universities (or profes 
sional cducatlou. The existing chairs 
of the Southwestern should be well 
endowed and tuition mad.- pioi-lbally 
free, and such necessary addliluns aud 
Improvements made as to afford a 
lib. ral collegiate course, umb-r the 
most religious and rcBnlng iniiin-iu-es. 
at the b-ast possible coat; and wh.-u a 
young man has graduated II is lu lx- 
presumed that he will be sutlleb-nliy 
advanced In years and eslab;i-liej 11- 
iiHirals Ihat be can safely enter any 
of th.' leading universities to a.quir- 
a professloDal rducatiow.

Our sui-cvss la university bitlldlng. 
as a Uburck. Is not very encouraging 
Vanderbilt was Inaugurated ibiriy Bv.- 
years ago under that masu-rtui mind. 
Bishop MyTyeire. upon a much broad 
er basis than that propos. d al lla.ias 
—a larger city, larger campus, tab-, 
or threw times as much iiuiuey lo, 
bnildings. equipment and endow m-i.'. 
with a millionaire and the eni;r.- 
Church as its coostilm-ncy. At in- 
end of these years Vaaderblli. baeke,.

G. neral Conference. If unJ.-r lb< se 
most favorable condUmns we have 
succeeded so poorly with the Vandwr 
Ult. why should we. with oneseveutb 
of the constituency and oue-third o( 
tbe mooe-y minus Ihe mlllbinalres to 
back ns (for the coDtrIbntioas have 
been mainly trom the Vao.lerbills), 
why should we. under such disparag 
lag conditions, hope (or emln.-al auc- 
cess? I must Insist that uur eduea 
tiunal money eaa be pul to, a much 
belter purpose than la promuling pro 
fesslolMl education (or lawyers, doe 
(ora. eagllu-wrA dentists, ele*. If we 
mu-t engage In lb«- development of a 
gnat university, let us n-lnforce Van 
derbllt or unite with all American 
Melbodism In developing the Ameri- 
ran University pnijert.-d some year* 
slnci- by Bishop llearst and located In 
a iM-anliful suburb of Washington 
City, with several magnlBcenl marble 
buildings already en-cted and unlver 
slly work begun.

’This present* the moet promising 
ouilook for a truly gn-at Metbodisl 
university, with our senior Bishop a* 
one of the prominent odclnls.

b It Is elalmed that a great city la 
nncessary to a grentwr ffouthwwatem 
t’ alvorsity. Princeton University lo 
the contiVT notwlihsUndlng.
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this auumpUoD, in reporting twenty- 
Are in«Ututions averaging twenty- 
four huniired pupils, and located in 
towns averaging 5500 inhabitants. 
Why nut achieve results like these at 
iieurgetown bjr rallying around the in­
stitution with our niouey, prayers and 
energies and cease to checkmate its 
growth by agitating a change of loca­
tion? Let us by decisive vote give a 
quietus to such hurtful agitation, and 
renew our allegiance to the iioutb 
western and Cieorgetowu.

C. Uur Church has already experi­
mented in the school business in Ual 
las, only to end in disastrous failure. 
Almost simultaneous with the enter­
prise at Georgetown was the inaugu­
ration of a Methodist Female College 
at Dallas, which did well for a time, 
acquired most valuable property, 
erected an imposing building, had ex 
lelli ut teachers; in fact, at one time 
disparaged any school plant of our 
Church within the State, but for some 
rva.-uu not a vestige remains, only a 
sad ui. uiory. Not so with the plant 
at G'-orgeiown. it has grown with the 
suc-ce< ding years into magniUcent pro­
portions. in bui„.uigs, faculty, student 
UMly, library, laboratury, character 
building, alumni and alumnae, until it 
cbail< uges, or ought to challenge, the 
admiration of all Texas Methodism, ws 
well as attract the covetous e 'e  of 
Dallas. With her great commercial 
prosperity. D a l la s  neglected her 
school interest. May she not do so 
again? Georgetown has made good. 
Dallas has nut. Which shall we favor, 
the successful or the unsuccessful; 
the true and tried, or the doubtful? 
May the laird guide us to a wise con­
clusion. jNU.

SOUTHWESTERN UNIVERSITY- 
AUTHORITY OF BOARD 

OF TRUSTEES.
Many of those who favor the re­

moval of the Southwestern Universi­
ty are trying to break the force of 
the action of its Uoard of Trustees by 
now denying to them any authority in 
the matter, in this connection it is 
interesting to note the difference of 
opinions expressed on this point by 
the same parties before and since the 
action of the board.

Prior to the me-eUng of these trus- 
ti-es. on June lu. the advocates for 
removal, as quu’ ed in the Dallas 
News, were very sure that the Uoard 
of Tnistet-s would promptly accept 
‘Jieir proposition, and the university 
be removed without delay. l-'̂ iU pow­
er to determine this question was con­
ceded to be in the trustees, and rati- 
Ucatiou of their action by the confer 
ence, it was said, would follow as a 
matter of c-ourse. The Dallas sub­
scription cards all read "for the pur­
pose of inducing the tru.-<tees of South­
western University to remove," etc.

On June lu. llflU, the trustees held 
their annual me-e-ting, and, in addition 
to their regular routine of business, 
a committee from the Ifallas Cham­
ber of Commerce appi-ared before this 
board and presented their proposition. 
After several hours’ consideration the 
Uoard of Trustees rejected this propo­
sition by a vote of : i  to VS. Subse­
quently absent uiemlK-rs sent in writ­
ten requests that their positions be 
recorde d, aud Congressman H. L. Hen­
ry. of Waco; William Weiss, of Beau­
mont; U. T, Hotchkiss, of Pittsburg; 
J. S. Smyth, of Uvalde, and W. N. 
Hagy. of San Antonio, all went on 
record against any re-moval, while 
Horace Bishop, of Corsicana, did the 
same in favor of removal, and making 
a total ol against and it  for re­
moval.

Now, after the action of this Uoard 
of Trustees bi-came known, the pro­
moters of removal seem to deny that 
these trustis's bad any authority to 
vote to move the institution, and claim 
that the conferences are the sole and 
only authority, etc. Uf course, none 
of these opinions, either "before or 
alter taking," have any legal value, 
but are referred to as iliustrating bow 
circumstances sometimes alter cases.

Uut now. since the Board of Trus­
tees have simply discharged their 
duty, as the charter of the institution 
and laws of the State require them 
to do. and trustees to 14 have gone 
on record against any removal, why 
should anybody play politics and at­
tempt to confuse by minimizing the
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anthority of this board? If they, by 
a three-fourths vote, had endorsed the 
Dallas proposition, the question would 
then have gone legitimately to the 
Annual Conferences, ami bad these 
conferences in turn gone on record in 
favor of removal, then the legal ques­
tions arising on the contract locating 
the university at Georgetown, in con­
sideration of $03,0uU paid in land and 
money, would have come up for con­
sideration. with its attendant evils. 
But, since the Dallas proposiiion was 
properly presented to the trustees as 
being the only body authorized to act 
and having been rejected by practi­
cally a two-thirds vote, it seems to 
Us that this question of removal 
should be accepted as finally settled, 
and the school should be permitted to 
go forward on its high plane of edu­
cational work in the future as it has 
dune in the past.

Recurring to the authority of this 
Board of Trustees, we suggest that 
the Dallas partius carefully note: The 
charter of this university, Ueetiuu 1. 
enacts that the institution shall be 
established at Georgetown, Williaiii- 
sun County, Texas; and Uecliun 10 
provides that the same shall continue 
in force for a term of fifty years; 
Ueetiun i  names the trustees and 
curators and makes them a body cor­
porate; Section 3 provides that the 
trustees shall have succession sub­
ject to such regulations as the sev­
eral Annual Conferences of the M. 
U. Church. South, patronizing the 
Southwestern University shall deter­
mine; that these trustees shall be 
capable in law to sue and to be sued, 
plead and to be impleaded, to enact 
by-laws, rules and regulations; to 
have aud to bold and to enjoy in trust 
fur the .M. B. Church. South, all prop 
erty of whatsoever kind that may be 
granted by donations. b«-quest.s or oth­
erwise. for the benefit of the institu­
tion; to convert said property into 
money and disburse the same; to pro­
mote the prosperity and interest uf 
said institution, aud generally to do 
and perform all acts needful and prop­
er to secure the permanency and pros­
perity of sold institution; provided 
only that no funds or property shall 
be diverted from the object for which 
donated. Section 5 of the charter 
authorizes the Board of Trustees to 
establish a branch school of law, medi­
cine or theology at such other places 
in the State as they may thereafter 
determine. In this connection with 
this Section a. suppose we apply the 
principle of exclu.sion which is uni 
furmly applied to all other instru­
ments, i. e., the express grant of 
power to do one thing excludes the 
power to do all other things not men­
tioned. The charter, without qualifi 
ration, establishes the university at 
Georgetown fur fifty years, hut au­
thorizes these three branch schools 
to be located elsewhere, as the trus­
tees may determine. Where is tb<- 
power in law to establish Southwest­
ern University except as named in 
this charter? Ur, for that matter, 
where is the power to establish any 
l-raneb school elsewhere ezce|)t those 
specifically named in the charter? 
Kliminate Section 5 of this charter 
and the main university, with its 
medical, law, theological and all other 
departments must be locate<l at 
Georgetown; if not. why Insert in 
the charter this express authority to 
locale the three branches named at 
some other point in the State? IV>es 
not this Section 5 indicate that it was 
intended by the parties, at the time, 
tc limit the power of locating else­
where any part of the school to tb-.- 
three branches spc-cially named, and 
to no others?

Again, the statute laws of the State 
clearly and unequivocally provide that 
an educational institution whose name 
and location are fixed in the charter 
cannot change either the name or the 
location without at least a three- 
fourths vote of the trustees. Title 31, 
Chapter lU, Article 712, Revised Stat­
utes, on educational corporations, 
slates that any such corporation (not 
a Joint stock company) may by a 
three-fourths vote of the trustees 
change the location and name of the 
institution and transfer the effects 
where removed.

Of course, the a<-veral Annual Con- 
f<-rence* in the exercl.-*e of their vis- 
llorial rights have a p<‘rft'ct power 
to apiKiint trustees and prescrlb*- 
rules for the admini.-itratiun of the 
trust, and to ins|M-ct all prooet'dings 
of the lru.-«tee8 and correct any abuses 
which may lx- found to exist. I would 
not in the least minimize or detract 
fnmi the rights of the Church in any 
respect; these rights are all fully con 
cs-dixt. Rut in law the legal title of 
property must always rest in some 
one or in somebody, and the charter 
of the institution in terms vests the 
title of its property and full manage­
ment and control of all its affairs in 
ita Board of Trualees. The title to 
any property acquired by the univer- 
alty becomes at once vested in the 
tmatoaa. aad any ooaTeyanca of tha

university property must be made by 
the deed of these trustees; they are 
the only body of men recognized in 
law. The conferences and the Church 
at large ail understand these neces­
sary conditions, and good and wise 
men, experienced in business affairs, 
are selected for these very purposes; 
and so far as I have known or ever 
ueard. there has never been one par­
ticle of friction between the confer­
ences and the Board of Trustees. All 
has gone siiioothly, and to the entire 
satisfaction of everybody, aud the 
school has continued to grow and 
prosper until every loyal .Methodist 
in Texas is justly proud uf its record; 
yea. until the larger cities of the 
State, in their greed for gain, would 
now lay upon it the heavy hand o( 
commercialism and make this Chris 
tian school the subject of bargain and 
sale. Down with such practice, and 
down with such pretended expedl 
cuts! Let the Methodists of today 
stand by their guns. Just as Mood, 
Mcla-uu and otiters did in the school's 
early struggles, aud Southwestern will 
enter upon a new era of prosperity far 
in advance of anything ever dune in 
the past.

Further, the representatives of Dal- 
la.-i, after getting up their suhscrip 
tlous, stated in terms that “many 
subscriptions are based upon the 
agreement that the removal shall 
come through the regular channel, 
and without any legal opposition from 
Georgetown." Tlie regular channel 
is the affirmative favorable action of 
the Uoard of Trustees, ratified by ihe 
Annual Conferences, and since the 
proposition has been rejected by the 
trustees it has certainly been dem­
onstrated that this removal cannot be 
aecomplisiied through the regular 
channel, aud it Is clear that these 
conditional subscriptions are no long­
er binding upon the people making 
them. There is now no definite or 
binding tangible pruiMisition to go be­
fore the conferences. On the finality 
of the trustees’ action let the follow 
ing resolution, adopted by the hoard, 
speak:

"That the Southwestern University 
has been and should permanently con 
tinue to be located at Georgetown, 
Williamson County, Texas. That it 
is the deliberate Judgment of the 
Board of Trustees that the contract 
pomianently locating said university 
at Georgetown, made by the Annual 
Conferences patronizing the same, is 
a valid, subsi.sting and binding con­
tract that cannot and should not be 
breached, either in law or morals.”

If the minority, therefore, desire to 
further continue this agitation for the 
removal of the university, they should 
g«‘t up anotht-r proi#ositiun and other 
suh.scriptiuns without conditions, ami 
ha.sed on Ihe conditions existing now. 
since the action of the Uoard of Trus­
tees, aud based (also, if they so de- 
sin-) on the proposition they recent­
ly formulated at Waco, whieb differs 
materially from the one outlined and 
submitted by the Dallas c-unimittee to 
Ihe Uoard of Trustees at tli-ir June 
meeting at Georgetown

The main question at first was, will 
Southwestern University be moved? 
Uut. since the discussion has revealed 
the fac-t that the removal cannot Ite 
done legally, nor without breaking 
faith with its contributors, the larger 
question now in the minds of the 
■Texas public is: Will the .Methodist 
Church lu j'exas he true to its moia; 
aud legal obligations? The trustees 
have spoken, and their action rings 
true to the law and to the facts. It Is 
now up to the preachers of the Stat<- 
to endorse them, or not.

A MATTER OF
Soon after I I-ecame connected with 

Southwestern University a very seri­
ous minded young man. from the rural 
disirlofs. came to me In evident dis­
tress, and confided to me in a stage 
whisper: “ I am suffering with Im­
paired memory. What must I take 
for It?" It Is needless to say that I 
gave him a strong prescription.

.\s the years go by I find that, oc­
casionally, not only I but some of my 
friends need the drastic dose I sug­
gested to the young man of the long 
ago.

I thought of the young man when T 
read my good friend Dr. Campbell’s 
statement in the Advocate of July 21, 
relative to the location of Southwest­
ern University, as follows:

commission or committee had 
l>ecn appointed to locate. Two were 
for Waxahachie, and two were for 
Ge<irgciown. The fifth man was un- 
de< l<icd, but with a strong leaning to­
ward Waxahaehle. Dr. Mood sat up 
with the fifth man all night and final-'* 
ly prevailed on him to vote for 
(ieorgelown. That Is why I said that 
Dr. Mood made the location.”

I>et ns look . into the facte. The 
commission, as'originally constituted, 
consisted of two laymen and two 
praachan from aach of Um  fl'vo Tazaa

Conferences, or twenty in all. The 
places that competed for the location 
were Waxahachie. Corsicana, Kosse. 
Owensviile. Fairfield, Calvert, Fort 
Worth. Waco, Salado. Helton, Austin 
and Georgetown. Though the matter 
was enlerprised in 18C!* It was not 
settled until August. l.sT;’,. after the 
Commission had held ‘‘Conventions'* 
at Galveston, Waxahachie and Corsi­
cana, and finally had Ireeti merged in­
to a rto.'ird of Trustees, t-onsisting of 
twelve laymen, and a Hoard of Cura 
tors of five preachers. Dr. .Mood l.elng 
added as an ex-offieio member of eaeh 
Hoard, the lo(-.ation of the Unitersit'' 
being finally left to the lUu'.rd of Trus 
lees, composed of I.iymen. From th.- 
miniites of the Hoard of 1 ru.-iee>- un­
der date May if. 1873, we read:

‘•Re.solved, That the I’re.sident, W. 
H. -Xorris, with M. C. M< I.-more aiiil 
.Iiio. R. Henry, are hereliy < luisiiime.l 
.an Kxe'Utive Committe<- to exaiiiiite 
the bids, etc., and they are hereby 
emitowered to take such oilier action 
as they may deem advisable to se­
cure the immediate settlement of the 
question of looation.”

To quote Dr. .Mood’s p:iinph'et on 
the Founding of .Southwestern Univer­
sity:

“The competing places, impatient at 
delay, and despairing of reacliing the 
amount of subsidy demand­
ed liy the Commissioners, one after 
another withdrew voltintarily from 
Ihe contest, so that on .Viig-ist L’ l. 
1873, when tlie ioeatinn w:is deelared 
Georgetown ren ained tlie only aetiial 
candidate for tlie honor Ily this 
happy eomliination of eiteumstani-es, 
.all eonipiaints in r- ferem <- to tlie de­
cision of the Commissiotnrs were es­
top i>ed."

To quote Dr. Mood again in this 
connection: "Tlie Trusto-s avre<-il
quite unanimously that Georgetown. 
Wilihimson Co’inty Texa.s, iiO-se.-se,| 
liy f.ar Ihe greatest advam.-iges pro 
sented liy any of the competing iieint-. 
while the sulisidy offered in Imildings. 
l.'ii’ds and mom-ys was a1-o ad-.anie,! 
<-f all others.”

It is very Hear from Itie records 
that Waxahachie and Georgetown 
were never pitted the one amiinst Ihe 
other: that the location of Ihe Uni­
versity was never referred to tiny 
committee of five: that in the vote 
for location the Trustees were not di­
vided. hut were “quite unanimous” in 
the decision.

.Mlow me to quote tm extrai t or two 
from the address sent ntit iiy tlie 
Commission soon after it was bis 
pointed:

“ Investigating into the previous at­
tempts-of the Church to provide lib 
oral education for its sons, satisfii d 
all that wherever failure had follo-.v 
ed it wa.s directly traceable to a pre- 
eipitaney in locating and an iiisufll- 
eienoy of means in eontmeneing oiiera- 
tions. » • « The Comiiiissinn cof!- 
posed as it is of represent.-itive men 
of the Church from every part of the 
State, eaeh Imluied with prefen-nees 
lioth as fo plans and places. Isuaiiie 
a unit in eoneliisiors. nioved i.v a 
holy amhifion to erect an Institution 
that shall lie a monument to the liis-r 
aiity of Texans ami a glorv to tin- 
Church. Venerable men of God of 
this Commission have done niiich ami 
lived to see great things aeromplisln d. 
hut they long to unite the Church in 
one great effort to place the capstone 
upon Ihe arch formed liy the five 
Textis Conferemes that su-ieodin-u 
generations may never cease to cry, 
’Grace, grace nnto it ’ ’’

The subsidy offered hy Georgetown 
and aeeepfed hy the Trustees, accord­
ing to agreed tii>on values, amounted 
to Jir.f.nao. This sui'sidy was largely 
in land, very nearly all of which has 
long since been sold, but all o*' which 
is valuable tivday. ,\t that time 
Georgetown was a village of .abouf bOb 
inhabitants. The subsidy as accepted 
amounted to an average of $308 per 
capita for every man, woman and 
child In the place. A city of 100 ono 
Iieople to do as well must pay $30.- 
nnii.noq. it must lie rememliered that 
there were only 30.000 Methodists in 
Texas then against aiioiit IIOo.u' u to 
day. That Metliodist collevi-s in 
Texas up to this time had enjoved 
hut a short life tenure, and were all 
praetic.ally de.ud. That there was not 
an asset in the way of permanent 
operations to bo transferred from any 
quarter, while at the pre.sent time oti- 
Methodist schools are flourishing and 
Sniithnestern University has grown fi. 
lie a marvelous siieeess. A bonus to­
day. to lie compared with that given 
hy U.eorgetown, should lie more t'lan 
tenfold as great. Why then speak 
of a business offei* of $400,0o0 from 
a city of 100.000 poo;-iie as a generous 
proposition?

In 1882 Dr. Mood wrote: “ I..et It he 
hnrned Into the memory of everv 
^ipthodist in Texas that although 
they have a university founded among 
them and possessing an unincumber­
ed property of greater value than ever 
previously owned hy Ihe Chureh in 
this State, and having a larger attend- 
anee of students of collegiate grade 
than haa aver been gathered any-

As the only male dcleeate from the 
State of Texas who attended through­
out the World Ml.-<sionary Tonfercnce 
just closed at Rdingburgh, Scotland. I 
hare thought that a short account of 
It might be of Interest to the readers 
of the Advocate. I find in myself a 
stiong desire to follow the example 
of come others who have recently 
cros.sed over to this part of the globe 
and to write up my journeyings to 
date, but feel that possibly for the 
present an.v more of such might be to 
the surfeit of your patient reader;*. I 
would not even dare to tell tnem of 
the conference were It not that I have 
received orders from one of our new 
Bishops to furnish some notes on It 
to the Methodist constituency of old 
Texas. Then, too, I will be doubly as­
sured of pardon, I feel, when I say 
that the conference was one in every 
way so remarkable and gn at that I 
cannot resist an Imtduse to spread 
some of its blessings .a little further 
on.

Taking time, then, only to say that 
the voyage of the Mimras’ party, of 
which I am a member, from Dallas 
to Liverpool was a delightful one to 
all but a few of ns. and that the city 
of Edinburgh, where the conference 
was held, is one of remaikshl“  b.'au:y 
and historic Interest, 1 will proceed at 
once to tell why I Inserted in the 
caption to this letter the word "great” 
as defining the conference a' o 'l which 
I am writing. It was so in the broad­
est and most genuine sense of that 
word. Great from any and every 
.standpoint; great by every verdict 
that 1 have heard pronounced on it. 
In his opening speech on the first 
night the Archbishop of Canterbury 
(Dr. Davidson) said: "The work of 
this fortnight and of the months which 
have led up to It Is capthle of Indi­
rectly doing more for the right man­
ner of telling out among the h> athen 
that the I.ord Is king than any fort­
night of Christian history sin* e the 
days of the apostles," anil t'efore many 
days had passed we were maile to 
realize that his prophecy was not an 
overdrawn one. One of the leading 
religious weeklies of Great Britain, in 
the earl.v days of the ronfen ni i-. ron- 
tained an article on It nnd r e.ip- 
tlon. "The Event of 1910.”  I feel sure 
the contributor of that article would 
now add even more strength to his

■• • on. In Its very midst a scholar- 
r ngnli exclaimed. "It is magnlfl-

tnre of the Church ever presented and 
along with a brief report of the 
speeches of the conference are to be 
published in nine volumes and put on 
sale at the remarkably low price of 
about five dollars. Nothing more edu­
cative and Inspiring on the subject of 
missions could be added to a pastor's 
library. These volumes are certain to 
b<‘ the standards for years to come. 
The conference was more than a tri­
umph of organization, however: it was 
beyond that; a triumph of prayer. It 
w.as eonrelved In prayer and lived and 
moved and had Its very being In pray­
er. Months before its convening hun- 
drt'ds were praying for Its snecess and 
after It rame together Its midday half 
hour of Intercession was the center 
around which Its whole life revolved. 
Thousands thus dally mingled their 
prayers and one can never forget the 
'-•ense of the Dlvtne that dally seemed 
to fill the place. It was also a triumph 
of selection. Nowhere was the great 
care given to Its preparation more 
In evidence than In the selection of 
those who were to constitute It. With 
the exception of a very small per cent 
the conference was really

Great In Its Personnel.

Dr. man Mcl,eo<l. leader of 
f'hureh"^, Scotland, declared. "It

i- V. ry fine.” and by Seth T.ow. of 
' 'V'nrk. it was put far atrnv • the 
H agu e meeting of a few years ago. To 
give any adequate impr ='.si m f its 
greatness is tmposslbl*'. One mtist 
have mingled with its crowd and 
breathed Its atmosphere and eaught 
its spirit before any idea of its real 
magnlt ide and power ronld be had. A 
few reflections, however, may set 
forth faintly to the reader just bow it 
appeared to me.

To say that It was
Great In Its Cause

It was made up of expert aiv 
thnritles and leaders from all pan*, 
of the world. One hundred and sixty 
mission hoards were represented by 
1200 offirlal delegates. These were 
seated in the main part of the great­
est auditorium In Edenburgh. while at 
least soo more admitted by ticket only 
occupied the galleries. Then, too, 
there must have been something like 
1000 synodical delegates In the city a i 
tending meetings of a more popular 
kind In Its next Inrgesf auditorium. 
Still another auditorium devoted to 
the use of the conferenre was the old 
Toolhooth Parish Church of Edinburgh 
an<I this, too, was thronged daily with 
large crowds who paid to get In. .As 
already stated, these delegates eame 
from all parts of the world and all 
fields were represented In the dis- 
eusslon save those of I.atin .America. 
T h e  .lapancse, the Korean, the 
Chineso. the Hindu, the Turk, and 
.Afrlean were there from the East, and 
s.at down In counetl with their white 
brethren of the West. There were 
laym»-n there like .Ino. R. Mott, elect- 
<d the eonferenee chairman: Seth 
Isaw. W. .1. Bryan and S. B, Capers, of 
America, and I.ord Rear, Sir Andrew 
Frazier and !>>rd Balfour, of Great 
BrPaln. On the eonferenee roster 
appeared the names of nineteen En­
glish Bishops and fifteen .Amerlean. As 
If. was aptly expressed, “Bishops 
abounded to right and to l»'ft as little 
aeeoiinted of as sliver at Solomon’s 
roiirt.” The strenuous Roosevelt him. 
self was a delegate, but being unable 
to attend sent a letter of greeting 
whieh along with another from Eng­
land’s King was received by the con- 
fe-ence with great applause.

The extraordinary personnel of the 
eonferenee gave promise from the first 
that It would he one

seems hardly necess.ary. for what 
cause could be greater than the cause 
of making Chrl'-t known to the world, 
with the emphasis put upon world and 
with the pdjeetlvp whole added"* B 
was a eonferenee to de.d with the 
mightiest fart of human Ilf-— that of 
personal and national redemption and 
to consider that fact from the stand­
point of a worldwide aprllratlon. 
’’The Central Pbire of MIs-lons In the 
I.lfe of the Church” was the theme of 
Its opening address and not a day 
passed but that we were made to feel 
that the missionary enterprise Is 
verily the final jii'tlfleaflon for the 
Church’s establishment. This ^ense 
of the supreme Importance of Its ob­
ject marked its every se-slon: It In­
deed seems to have possessed those 
who had In charge Its preliminaries, 
for It was

Great In Spirit and In Speeches.

Great In Its Preparation.
Some one called It a triumph of or­

ganization. and so It was. Its begln- 
nln'j dates tiack at least eighteen 
months ago when eight commissions, 
composed of IfiO missionary experts 
in all, were set to the task ef gather­
ing *he data for Its consider.!*ion. The 
following great subjeets of mis.sionary 
Interest were divided out to these 
commissions and reported on at great 
length: 1. ’Tarrying the Gosiwl to
All the Non-Chrlstlan World”  2. ’'Ed­
ucation in Relation to th<‘ Christian­
ization of National Life.” "Th*'
Church In the Mission Fi< Id ’’ I. ’ The 
Missionary Message In Relation to 
Non-Chri'llan Religions." r. “ Mi.s- 
sions and Governments.” t:. r(vfip<Ta- 
flon and Promotion of fn ity." T. "The 
Preparation of .Missionaries.” S. “The 
Home Base.” The findings of these 
commissions were printed and put into 
the hands of every memls r of the 
conference and guided It largely in 
Its dellberationa. They constitute the 
est addition to the missioDary liter*-

And In this we were not disappointed 
The meetings each day were marked 
bv a dead-earnest seriousness such as 
might he evnected from a body of 
great men sitting In council on a great 
enterprise. There was enthusiasm, of 
course: a rising tide of It- hut not 
the kind tbat effervesces and Is soon 
disslf,.nted. hut the kind that roots Itself 
in deep convictions and deep resotves- 
the klml that broadens the mind and 
covers In glorious charity all feelings 
of narrow nationalism and sectarian­
ism : a kind that In this Instance mtif 
eed all party shibboleths nnd merged 
the ritualist and non-rltullst. the An- 
gBcan and the Dissenter, the Immer- 
sionlsf and the sprinkler Into one 
great tiodv of Christian brethn-n earn­
estly seeking the best war to promote 
the glory of their common I,ord And 
the speeehest—well. In the regular 
••■ssions. they were limited to seven 
minutes, with the exception of tha* 
momher of the commission introduc- 
Ing the report, hut they were r*-eat. 
.̂ Surplusage was etit out. Introdiiellons 
and apologies were In most tnstanees 
forgotten, nnd the stib)ert under dls- 
eussion t'lken immediately In hand. B 
was surprising to see how much could 
be crowded Into so short a space of 
time. So much did the spirit e f rom- 
pai tness and t.revify take ho'd of the 
eonf< ronce that on ono day the rhalr- 
m.au suggested that they make even 
th - appi inse eonelse. Nearly 200 
mi’intiers of the conference spoke dur­
ing its regular sessions. .Among fh<’sg 
were our own Bishop l.amhuth. Dr. 
Park<r. of China- T. H Yun. of 
Korea; f). E. Brown, of A'anderbilt; F 
S. Bro«-kman, of China, an*! Miss Belle 
B<nnetf. It Is needless to say that 
they represented our Metho<lism In a 
most creditable manner.

These speeches during the days, 
with the more formal but equally an 
great meanages of tb« cycnlnga. made

A vision of the world’s need for 
Christ was bronght to na. A vision 
likewise of the world opportunity now 
N fore the Church. A vision of the 
stupendnnsness of the task to which 
the Church has set herself with all Its 
manifold problems and dllllcultlea was 
given ns and we must have come away 
disheartened and disappointed had 
there not been held before ns. also. 
—esi>eclally In the last days—• glori­
ous vision of God’s sufficiency. I re­
member how greatly Impressed I was 
on the first day of the conference by 
the messages bronght from all parts 
of the world when It had nniler consid­
eration the commlaalon report dealing 
with carrying the gospel to all the 
non-Christian world. The Macedonian 
cry sounded thronghout the whole 
day’s session. Missionary after mis­
sionary and native after native would 
end his brief speech by an apfs’Sl for 
re-enforrementa for his piirtlrular 
field. Startling and terrible facts 
like these were thrown out to u< for 
honrs. There are IfiO.ooo.ooo souls In 
India, said one. beyond the reach of 
the missloiiarv, and Rojioo.noo of these 
are crying out to be taught Eight 
thousand more missionaries sre need­
ed In India, said another, and Sher­
wood Eddy declared that the doors 
were swinging wider In that great 
empire every day. It was pointed out 
by another that In central Asia and 
Africa there are at least lA.ooo.noo 
souls living In sections as yet not In 
eluded In the mlaslonary plans of any 
board, nnd another declared that 
Ifi.ftoo more mlsslonarlea were ne«*d 
ed In China alone. There are already 
|4n.itnn,noo Mohammedans In Africa, 
we were told, and that faith Is gaining 
on Christianity every day. line of 
Christian Infiiience should he thrown 
across the center of that continent at 
once to retard Mohnmme<llanlsm’s 
progress toward the South and to 
modify Its power In the North. There 
are Cfi.o* .hOfi In Russia not mnn< cted 
even with the orthodox Church that 
hunger for the gospel, said another. 
In summarizing the situation through­
out the whole world. It w.aa pointed 
o>if that at Ic.ast 1 .2««.oni).(>00 heathen 
remain to he evangelized and that at 
prea<-nt the foreign force working 
among this Inconceivable number Is 
only 19.2A9 missionaries. Including 
men. married women and all. These 
stirring farts fell on eager and Inter­
ested ears and struck fire In a mnltl- 
tilde of strong hearts. The Church has 
he»-n too long laggard and faithless to 
her highest mission, was the nniversal 
feeling. Today Is the day of gre.at 
things, and she must b«* up and gird­
ing herself for an adequate response 
to this world-wide call of need nnd op­
portunity. Her gospel Is the only true 
gospel, unique and absolute, filling full 
where other religions fall short, and 
eonquering where other religions fall 
and die. and she must rive It a uni 
versnl proclamation. Oh. It was thrill­
ing to hear the calls that sounded out 
and nio-e thrilling still to witness the 
qul.-t determination and large faith 
with which they were received and 
discussed. There was no minimizing 
of the diflienitles. no toning down of 
•he hardships to be enconntered by 
the Church, no attenuation of the real 
bigness of the task, but a quiet facing 
of It and a confident earnest planning 
to measure up to It In the fullness, 
not of man’s littleness, but of God’s 
greatnes.

But what aliout the outcome of the 
conference? I say at once It cannot 
b«- otherwise than

self beyond the power of man or God 
to stir and the heathen world largely 
hopoless In Its need for troth and life, 
"The nest ten years will In all proba­
bility constttnte a turning point In hu­
man history and may be of more crit­
ical Importance la determining the 
spiritual evolution of the rare than 
many centuries of ordinary experience. 
The Providence of God has led ns Inin 
a new worl({ of opportunity, of danger 
and of doty.” Thus spoke the ennfer- 
enre In a message which It framed 
and has sent ont to the Churrh: and 
I. for one, believe that the same God 
who has thus led the Church Into 
these great and awful da.ts, will find 
an answes to the challenge of this 
message In the Influence of the eon- 
ference th.at framed It.

In Mid Ocean, 
Steamer Hannover. July 15. 

My dear girls:
Yon will doubtless be surprised at 

the headtng of this letter My reso­
lution to take a aea voyage waa and- 
denly derided npna. hot the opportu­
nity of being out at aen seventeen 
days was too alluring to resist. I find 
the "unrhnnglng”  ever changing ocean 
most fascinating and very reatfnl. 
From the depth of my steamer chair 
without the slightest mental effort, 
hour after hour. I watch the water. 
At times the sapphire waves lift them­
selves mnnntain high, and the white 
spray la dashed In our fares The ship 
rises to dizzy heights and then with 
a shudder falls bark Into the ho'tnw 
of the waves. I think of Byron's oft 
quoted, beautiful lines; *Thon glor- 
oils mirror when the Almighties form 

glasses Itself In tempests.”  The wafer 
was calm the first six days of our 
ynyare, like the charming song: 
"Oyer the Summer Sea. with light 
hearts happy and free Gnily we flont- 
rd." Several days later It berame 
somewhat rough. The sailors began 
to take In sail and make preparation 
for stormy weather, white the Captain 
from the bridge scanned nneeasingly 
the horizon. OeeaslonallT a henry 
wave flooded the deck and the ship 
ploughed her nay lahorlonsir through 
the henry sea with a swarltig. swing­
ing motion that would hare made even 
old Sister Eddy repudiate her theory. 
In a few hours'the wind subsided, and 
again the little white caps danced on 
the wares. Those white cans, like 
swift birds, warn na of old Neptune’s 
slightest distnrhanre.

The Northern German Line of 
Steamers Is manned hy Germans, fine 
specimen of vigorous manhood; their 
manner toward the passengers Is that 
of rnurtenna hosts.

We hare a RahhI. a Priest and a 
Southern minister on board, hnt had no 
religious service on the Sabbath, but 
In the evening we assembled Informal­
ly In the S.ulnn and bad a brief song 
service: singing Sunday-school hymns 
In which Americans. Germans. Rns- 
slnns snd French took part. A polish 
.lew has the finest voice on the ship. 
There Is nothing more clearly shown 
on a trip like this than the fact that 
a gentleman la a gentleman, no mat­
ter what his natkinallty may he. A 
few exenings since the young Texans 
on toard gave a smoker to the ofll- 
cers- many tnasia were giTen. one to 
Kaiser one to Taft, hot the lirepres 
si’ ile ubkinllons Roosevelt received 
the most enthusiastic toast given dnr 
Ing the evening.

I 
plunged again into Institute work, but 
unfortunately was taken sick and had 
to mins the Canton Trinity and Pitts­
burg Circuit and Cedar Ba on apiioint- 
menis. which was a great -rief to me 
as I hate to disappoint n brethren 
Rev. W. F. Davis, of Wills i*olnt. came 
to my rescue at Canton and they re­
ported an excellent Institute One of 
the delightful tbincs almut this work 
is tbe hunger of Sunday StbiMil work­
ers generally to be shown up-to-date 
.iiethods and I assure tl»e brethren 
that I seldom have a dull time in these 
Institutes, and at least one should be 
held in every Sunday School of the 
conference—quite an undertaking, ax 
there are over fSO Sunday School-t 
in our conference. Recently I have 
held Institutes at Trinity Church, 
Houston. I-exIngton. Atlanta, lota. 
Kosse. Vacogdoches, Madisonvilte and 
have attended two District Confer­
ences. the Beaumont, at Port Arthur, 
and tbe Huntsville at Conroe. I found 
Ihe presiding elders .md pastors in 
excellert spirits and Ihe reports of 
their works, both spiritually and 
financially, were aliove the average. I 
had the privilege of hearing Bishop 
Murrah preac h at Port Arthur. It was 
a strong spiritual deliverance. He gave 
roe to understand that he was par­
ticularly Interested in this Sunday 
School work in which I am engaged, 
and when yon come to think abont It 
what thoughtful man in the Church 
today can fall to see In tbe Sunday 
School tbe Church’s vast opportunity?

Gradually, but surely, we are com­
ing to see that the main work of the 
Church is not rescue work, but pre­
servative work—bringing young life 
to an c-arly acknowlculgnient of 
Christ as King of their lives. To this 
end the Sunday School Is admirably 
adapted, and is tbe most hopeful In­
stitution we (lossess. Given a school 
ofllcered and taught by spiritual mind­
ed men and women, with the alcove 
definite aim. and the output of that 
school will be Christian life and char­
acter.

The International Sunday schoid As. 

sociatlon has arranged for quite a tour 
of Mexico bv a party of Sunday-school 
workers In September. A special train 
will leave Chicago on September fi via 
St. I-otiis. Arkansas and Texas for the 
City of Mexico. The train will make 
a short stop In San Antonio Septem­
ber S. and continue the jorney to Its 
destination, which will l>e reached 
September Id. None but Sunday- 
school workers will be admitted on 
this train, as the object of the visit 
Is to strengthen Sunday school work in 
Mexico. The centenary of Mexico's 
independence Is to be celebrated by 
the nation during the month of Sep­
tember. and a great Sunday-school 
convention is to be held in the City 
of Mexico September ld-17. The tour 
party will eat and sleep on Ihe siM>ciaI 
train during the convention in Mexico, 
and after the convention Is over will 
visit a number of towns In that coun­
try. The rates made by the railroads 
are exceedingly low, and those who 
have time and means enough to make 
tills trip will do well to do so.

after many hard fought battles this 
organisation, aided by the Churches, 
succeeded In having temperance les­
sons taught in the secular schools. 
An appeal was made to the Interna­
tional Sunday-School Committee to 
have a lesson on temperance placed 
In the studies for each quarter, and 
this has been done, and so for some 
years the pupils in all the scIkhiIs of 
the land have had some degree of 
instruction in this way. But tlierc 
are multitudes who neither go to the 
secular schools, nor to the Sunday- 
.schools. but when mature they will go 
to the ballot box and vote against al 
most anything which the Church 
stands for in any struggle with tlie 
[lowers of evil. It behooves the 
Church, therefore, to gather in the 
waifs rnd the neglected, place tlieui 
under good teachers and bend the 
twig now towards good citizenship 
and hlgn ideals. It is impvirtaiit that 
due care be taken to make ilie teni- 
iwrance lesson a success. If ilie Sun- 
day-.school neglects it, can any one 
justly complain if the secular school 
does likewise? .And in future years, 
it the Church goes down In d'-fi'at be­
cause of this neglect, it will only reap 
tonioi-row what we have sown today.

When .a pastor or superintendent s(>- 
iiea’ s to a capable business mm. or 
ail energetic and desiralde woniaii. fur 
service in this department tlie re|iiv 
freii'ii-trtv comes back; "I a;ii to i 
tiusy to undertake it; get stimc <uic 
who has more time." To tins w<“ can 
only reply, people who are idle are 
pot Ilie sort to teach the youth, as 
ili<*y need the example of an aelive 
and tiscftil life as well as the precepts 
they receive on the Sahhath. And not 
only so. but jiople who are caiialile of 
doing good Sunday-school work will 
not live a life of idleness. Some years 
ago an unknown writer made an ap- 
|iral for workers as follows; "Want­
ed. a worker, not an idler. We are 
not authorized hy the I.ord to invite 
the l.ame. the halt, the blind, nor the 
indoli nt Into leadership in his work.

God never goes to the lazy or the 
idle when he needs men for his serv­
ice WTi"n God wants a worker he 
calls a worker. When he has work to 
b«‘ dtine he goes to those who are al­
ready at work. When God wants a 
great servant he calls a busy man.

One Sunday morning, a hundred 
years ago. a working man, carefully 
dressed in his best siiil. ianit> out of 
his house nn the main st.eet of Ihe 
old English town Gloucester, and 
strolled leisurely down the hill.

The “ New Inn" was fronted then, as 
it is today, by a square garden over­
hung by Ihe carved galleries of the 
tavern. There was a mosso'lad well 
in the center, and about it were beds 
of swcct-smelling pinks and rolitm- 
bines.

But the calm of that S';ii lay morn­
ing was destroyed by a crowd of 
street boys who fought over the

-lames Elliott, a pioneer citizen of 
Burnet Cotinly. who died in Bertram, 
.lime 211, 1910. in his will left South­
western I'niversity $1000.

Mr. Elliott was born in Ohio in 1824 
and came to the section of Texas 
where he died in 1855. He served 
under General Scott in the Mexican 
War and was a I-ieiitenant Colonel in 
Ihe Confederate service. He was a 
life-long Methodist and always a lead­
ing citizen.

I bad the privilege and the pleasure 

of attending the Efpworth encampment 
last Saturday and Sunday. From all 
sources it is said to be the most sat- 
Lsfactnr}' encampment In the history 
of the movement.

The grounds have taken on shape 
since I was there last, and the attrac­
tions have been increased. It is lo- 
rated two or three miles above Corpu< 
Christ! on a beautiful bay front. It 
comprises several acres. .\ splendid 
hotel has been erected and it has large 
and modem accommodations. Its 
spacious gnilerles look out over the 
sea and the breeze Is most refresh­
ing. The rooms are comfortable, the 
dining hail large and commodioas. and 
the fare fine. Those who want accom­
modations at reasonable prices can 
h.ave them at this hotel. Then, there 
is a large restaurant where a good 
table is served at moderate eharges. 
There are also lunch counters. Quit-? 
a number of people have built near 
co tages and furnished them. Then 
the whole earth fs ot-rupled by tents, 
alone streets. These can be rented at 
moderate rates, and by the use of cots, 
the accommodations are good. Many 
p<'ople occupy these cottages and tents 
and do light housekeeping.

while. The entire grounds nre In- 
eiom d and the most perfect onier Is 
maintained. It is like a great big com- 
muti’ty with one purpose and one aim. 
From a distance it looks like a large 
:iT-pu encampment with its tents and 
cottages and waving flags. The pa- 
t i ’ -nii occupies the center and it Is a 
most convenient p'aee for the congre­
gations to assemble for preaching, for 
lectures and for clas.s work. It Is com- 
fnri«t,;e and attractive. The railway 
runs right by the place and the trains 
nialce .heir regular stops.

The attendance this year Is larger 
•han ever before. There were more 
than 'WO thousand on the grounils, and 
this mimb<'r does not Include the visi­
tors from the city. The company is 
niniie IIP of the best type of our pt^e 
pie.

Th e south 
doors had to  be nailed up becauM  o f 
the w ind. WV did not ea t much or 
sleep much, but w e p ra y .d  and sane 
and com m itted ou rselves to  God.

In  the BlithI Mr F  W a te rs  came 
cn llln r  to  ua: ;^ o r  Ood a “ Y*;
the people?- "W h*-re are they . * t̂
the hackberry t r e e s -  W e  ln*lat«-d that 
B roth er John should stay  In the house, 
and w e  a ll w en t out to  save the p .^ - 
p|e Tho wat**r w as up t «  our arm pits 
ami the w ind e lp h ty  mll^^s an hour, 
but Dr. Amr«*l. Mr. K e lly . Rev. J. T. 
W illiam son . O. H. Ph a ir  snd Brother 
N icholson, w ho w ss  in the lead. went, 
and he made m ore than one tr ip  hut 
the people w ore saved —  Mr. W illia m  
and Vander W aters, tw o  ch ildren Mrs 
W a ters  and Mrs. Graham.

Brother Nicholson was alwayt look- 
inc ahead. He had his boat tied to 
two live oaks, and had oome proviolons 
and water on board, so that If tha 
ho«M ahowod any sipn of trenlilar 
up xro would all ffo to the boot nad 
hHlQ In tho tlmbor of Oyster Omsk 
But by Friday mlffht the waUr —

to ^  down and b y  Saturday m om lnp  
w e could pet out. B rother Nicholson 
pot up some o f  his horses and l»epan 
to  look  a fte r  his neiphbors. Houses 
w ere  washed a w a y  and trunks w ere 
stranded on the prairies. These w ere 
broken open and the c lo th inp  spread 
out to  dry. and the people n<»tifled that 
th e ir trunks w ere  found: and I do 
not b e lieve  that ther** w.is anything? 
so|*n In that w hole country. Brother 
N icholson w*as b>ft w ititou t crop and 
farm  washed aw ay  and corn dain-aped. 
but he patheri'd  up some o f  his rouph 
ca ttle  and shipp* d them into G alveston 
and real<z«'d a ir*»<>d price fo r  them. 
Th is wa.s one o f  the peru lla rities  «»f 
B rother N icholson. H e would do thintts 
th.it no one else w ould think of. i 
bfldieve that It w as inspiration.

In 1HST B rother N icholson partia lly  
r**cover«*d from  the storm  aiul he sup­
plied the Gedar B:iyou w ork, and h« 
had >roo<l m eetings there. Some o f ih* 
aetive  members o f  St Taul's. Houston, 
w ere converted  du rinc that year.

A Aew >lln*iionqry \%ork.
In 1*79 B rother N icholson m oved to 

a p lace tw o  m iles north o f  the mouth 
o f  C lear C reek tS eabrook ). Th ere wa.« 
not a Church nor a Church member, 
but there w ere w h isky, cards, ca ttle  ap­
propriations. Children th irteen  years 
old le ve r  h»'aid a pr.ayer or ev e r  san^ 
a hymn or listened to a sermon. B roth­
er Nli-hol.'son says: "W h a t kind o f  a 
man coiihl you send there? W hat 
w ouM  you r up-to-d.ate V anderilt inuii 
do there?  W hat kind o f a man could 
they send? A cow b oy  filled the bill. 
I fe  could cam p w ith  them, sinp and 
pray w ith  them. 1 carried  my B ible 
hymn bo<̂ *k and Idscip lln e. and they 
w ere the w«*apons o f my defense. There 
w as not a b rid ge  in the country, nor a 
Jiostofhce. W hen the |>eop1e j?ot tt» 
know  me they treated  me k indly. A ll 
they needed to  m ake them  poo<l j»eople 
w as re lig ion . The ch ildren could not 
simr. and I bouerht I hem hymn books 
and *r:iv«* th»*m to the ehiblr*-n who 
would t ry  to sine, and they l»*arne«l 
rapidly.

Ills \ ra t Camp-Meetiate.
*'! w anted to  have a j; ( « h1 camp- 

n»eetln»r. hut the people w ere a fra id  
to tak e  th e ir  fa m ilies  out to .a camp- 
m «etin »r fo r  fe a r  that the rout^hs would 
Insult them ; but a fte r  a trood deal 
o f  pflTsuasion they acrro**d to camp. 
W h ile  preparin*r the croiind n*ar tn^ 
ra ilroad  (and w»* had jrotteti stop-ofT 
prlvf!<*f?«’S> I irave the jMM*ple a ta lk  
on the s ta te  law  fo r  re ilu io iis  se rv ­
ices. and jcave them  to understand that 
the S tate protected us in our worship. 
W e e lected  fou r i>o1iceno'n and pul 
badffes on them. W e had a prand 
cam p-m oetinp. and It w as as quiet and 
w ell behaved as any caniii-me**tinp 
that I  ev er  held.**

Hr«»Cher \iehols(»a na a ktatloa 
Preacher.

I b**lieve that it w as In lSh2 that 
B rother N icholson had th is new exi»e- 
rlence He says I found that the younp 
p. .*p|e ion  the Church and the Sp iritu ­
a lists  r.ui the younp fK*ople and th* <l« v il 
ran the choir and the orpan w as fu ll 
o f  lit t le  d ev ils : but I caupht onto this 
racket. The !ir.«t th inp I did w as to 
find out how m any dancers belonped 
to the choir and how many members 
p n y e d  in public, and there tw o. but 
one had quit. -Ml the ehoir were 
Sp iritualists but tw o, arid th «y  w ere 
dancers, I «ainrliH l«d t<» j*ul the urpan 
behind the doi.r until th^ dev ils  should 
vacate. I found out what was the m at­
ter w ith  the Church. W here the choir 
are dancers and attend sp iritu a lis t 
m eellnps ther»- Is no relip lon . I then 
st.art»‘d a protracted n»e*'linp. I said: 
"N*»w, I w il l  r« ad you a eominon m eter 
hymn o f Charles W esley , ami I w ill 
set the music i f  you help me to slnp 
It.* W e  sanp in tru** old Methodist 
sty le, and then kn* It down to pray, 
t continued the m eetinp ten days. 
Th ree younp men w ere  converted. A 
younp lady cam e Into the ehoir. and 
m y son Arch ie, so w e had a pood 
start fo r  a choir. I found that the 
dev ils  had vacat^nl the orpan. and w e 
broupht it out apaln and w e had a 
praclous rev iva l. I  preach«*d apainst 
Sp iritualism , w h isk y  d rink lnp  and 
card playinp. theaters and. w orst o f 
a ll. posslp<T8. Some w ere anpry, and 
declared  that th ey ‘w ould not come 
b.ick to  hear that old foo l preach 
Spain.* but th ey w ere  there the next 
nipht w ith  th e ir banp*-d hair and ro ll- 
tnp th e ir  eyes, but th ey had not 
c h a n p ^  one bit.
Brtpber NIeboUoa on Bolivar Point.

"T h is  p lace w as settled  w ith  a m ixed 
company. T h ey  w ere  from  everyw h ere  
and d iffe ren t nations. I  w as sent to 
an appointm ent there, but w as s low  to 
p e l there, but as I w as on m y w'ay 
to  m y ap|K>lntment a man stopped m** 
and said: ‘You stay here— nobody has 
pone on ye t— and have your m eetinp .' 
and I did. A t  n ipht there gathered 
about 150 souls, and I asked them If 
th ey w anted  preach ing. T h ey  said 
yes. I stayed  there ten days, and w e 
carried  the m eeting  from  house to 
house. T h ey  had la rg e  yards and pood 
shade, and I w anted the wom en and 
the ch ildren  to pet the benefit o f  the 
services. Th e p lace w as sw ept fo r  
tw e lv e  miles. I orpanlxed a Church 
m'tth tw en ty  m em bers and baptised, 
a ltoge th er, fo rty -fou r . The people had 
been in the habit o f  shooting. Ashing 
and horse rac in g  on Sunday, but that 
ceased. B rother Kren8baw*s w hole 
fa m ily  united w ith  the Church, and 
they ha\*e been a stron g  help to  the 
Church on B o liva r  Po in t."

B rother N icholson w as active  until 
1S90. w hen his good w ife  died. Th is 
w as a g rea t loss to him. S is ter N ich ­
olson w as a good m anager and kept 
th ings g o in g  w h ile  B rother N icholson 
w as aw ay. She w as at home in a cam p­
m eeting. and m an agt^  the com m issary 
perfec tly . I  do hot th ink that B roth- 
*»r N icholson ev e r  recovered from  his 
loss. In  the storm  o f  1900 his house 
at Seabrook w as carried  a w a y  about 
one hundred and f ifty  yards and lodged 
In the edge o f  C lea r L a k e  in e igh t feet 
o f  w ater. I t  w ould take too long  to 
t< II o f  his su ffering  in that storm, but 
he recovered a fte r  a long  spell o f 
sickness. H is  eyes igh t w as fa ilin g , 
and that hindered his tra ve lin g  some, 
but he w as alw*ays plann ing meetings. 
H la heart w as in the m-ork. A  few* 
w eeks be fo re  he passed a w a y  be re­
ce ived  notice that the Church a t Sea- 
b rook  — "N icholson ’s Church"— w as
finished, and th ey  w anted him  to ded i­
cate I t  T h a t w as a g rea t pleasure 
to him. H e  w ro te  to  B rother H. A. 
Arnold, bis son -in -law . in Houston, 
that he w anted  a  new  suit o f  clothes 
to w oar to  dedicate that Church, and 
tkey w ere  purchA*«d a t once, and he

Catholics joined x*'alously in the 
stniggle for htdependetu-*-. since inde­
pendence offered hope of largi-r iree- 
dom for their propagumla than they 
bad as yet known among lh<* English 
rolonists.

F*-arlng the resnlts of trying to 
mend tbe breach at I»ndon, an ap-

gan steps lo further prol*-«t ihi-lr 
property, and to maintain dis<-ipline. 
Tbe first meeting for this pur|M>M>, in 
1783. resulted in an apiN-al for fiome 
to apimint the “ex-Jesuit”  Vicar G*-n- 
eral as a ” sup*-rior,”  with (towers of 
confirmation, and other non-*'piscoiial 
powers. Father Carroll s«-nt a sec-ond 
apiieal "in milder tone." stating that 
be would have th*- |iroj*-<-t aid* d by 
“a recommendation from our own 
country and the Minlst«-r of France."

Franklin, at Paris, fell into the 
blundering trap aet to make American 
Catboll<» dependent upon tbe Church 
of France. The Papal Nuncio recom­
mended the aitpolntment of a FVench 
Superior, but when the matter was re­
ferred back to the Continental Con-
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gr*'ss for approval, that body prompt­
ly n-fu«< d to have anything to do with 
the liiisln*'ss.

In 17S4 Carroll himself was appoint- 
*-d l*r< ft-et .Apostolic of .America, the 
in<<-ntion b«‘ lng at the time amiounc- 
<-d of shortly appointing a Bishop 
with powiTs of Virar .Apostolic of 
.America. This was urged on by trou- 
hl*s among clergy and laitv re-pect- 
ing prop*'rfy. and the appointment of 
(lastors, an-i also by the growing Na- 
ticmal spirit. An appeal to the Pope 
for a Illsliop finally k'd to the selec­
tion nf Father Carroll for this posi­
tion. he haring been chosen as the 
candidate by a majority vote of the 
priests.

The P.nll granting the Items prayed 
for was Issued November fi. 17R9. and 
Baltimore having hc»en chosen as the 
location for the Episcopal See. Car- 
roll was c'onsecrated first Bishop of 
Baltimore, in August. 1790.

The simple fart of the estahllsh- 
ment of the Protestant Episcopal. 
Church In America, out of the wreck 
of the English State Church, stamps 
as false and futile all Halms nf civil 
contpol or rights of the State over 
the Churches. The English clergy 
generally, supported the crown dur­
ing the Revolution, though a few were 
eonapirnous patriots. .At the end of 
the war they found themselves In 
ruins at home, and cut off from eccle­
siastical support In England Confin- 
*d largely to the Central and South­
ern States, as to nnmhers. yet a note­
worthy body of them were In New 
England.

In these straits the Episcopal ctergv 
determined to once more ask for a 
Bishop for .Amerira. to he consecrated 
by the mother Church, and set oyer 
the scattered and disheartened floek. 
But the American temper was ayerse 
to any offlctal connection with Eng­
land. so every effort made to get a 
Bishop consecrated looked to the 
sending of an American to England 
for orders, rather than accepting gm 
Englishman sent to this country.

ConneHIcut got the movement on 
Tf^t first, and In 17<!3 the candidate 
of the Conmvriicnt Hergv. Samuel 
Seahurv. apnlled to the English clergy 
for ordination. But though ‘“ wnilng 
to consecrate." the BIshopa refused to 
do so. since the Archbishop could not 
dispense with the oath of allegiance 
*o as to consecrate a foreigner, and 
there was no sH of Parliament grant­
ing such procedure. Seahurv there, 
fore applied to the “pon-juring" Bish­
ops of Scotlspd. apd was conseersfed 
at Aberdeep. November 14. 17«4. In 
the meanwhile, the clergy of New 
A’ork.

C Each pastor In the district shall 
be expected to take up a free-will 
offering in his charge annuaily and 
forward same to said Kxi-cutive Com 
mitti-e for purchasing literature for 
f r e e  distribution tthis literature 
should be mostly tracts, leaflets, etc.) 
and carrying on the work of said 
committee.

If only to read 
a piece from a pap«>r or Imok.

4. Kach group shall hold nut less 
than four rallies annually, within its 
own territory.

5. Tbere  ̂ shall be an Kxecutive 
Committee,'' with headquarters at 
Beaumont, composed of the presiding 
elder and the pastors of First Church. 
Cartwright and the City Mission of 
Beaumont, with one laytean from each 
of tb<-se charges, nominated by the 
pr«>si<ling elder and apiiroved by said 
pastors.

1. This committee shall arrange 
for a workers' rally annually of all 
the groups of the district at such 
time and place as they may deter 
mine.

2. It shall select and purchase such 
literature as it shall deem best suited 
to the neeiU of the district. Thl.s 
literature shall be distributed to the 
various pastors, according to their 
needs and the best Judgment of the 
committee.

C Each pastor In the district shall 
be expected to lake up a free-wili 
offering in bis charge annuaily anii 
forward same to said Ex)-cutive Com 
mittee for piircha-sing literature for 
f r e e  distribution (this lit<-rature 
should be mostly tracts, leaflets, etc.) 
and carrying on the work of said 
committee.

7. Tour committee has made the 
following grouping, etc., fur your con 
aideration:

No. 1—Beaumont, First Church, 
Cartwright. City Mission, Italian Mis­
sion, Orange. Orange Mi.-.sion. Port 
Arthur Ned<-rlanJ. Babine Pass and 
Port Bolivar; J. W. Misire. President; 
B<aum<mt as headquart>-rs.

No. 2—Liberty, Dayton, Sour iJtke 
and China. Wallisville; T. U. Whitten. 
President; Uberty as heailquarters.

No. 3—Kountze. Saratoga and Bat 
son. Fuqua Mission, Wuodvilie, War­
ren and Silsbee; A. C. Biggs, Presi 
dent; Kountze as headquarters.

No. 4 — KIrbyville. Jasper, Jasper 
Mission. Brookland. Burkeville and 
Call; C. L. Thompson. Prv>sident; Kir- 
byville as headquarters.

In consid­
eration of the fact that so many of 
our preachers dislike to make special 
upiM-als, the Board of Trusteea are 
willing for the conferences to make a 
small assessment in lieu of the plan 
which will be explained below. But 
in ta.-e a conference has no aasesa- 
ment for this fund the only alterna­
tive Is for each pastor to present the 
cause and take a collection.
