Nine Amendments
to be Voted Upon

On November8th

Nine constitutional amendments
will come before the voters of Tex
as for attention at the general elec
tion, November S.

The amendmentsbriefly pfovide
for the following:

(1) To aUow the legislature to
releasedelinquent taxeswhich have
been due for ten years

(2) To exempt from state taxa-
tion $3,000 of the assessedtaxable
value of all resident homesteads.

(3) To authorize the legislature
to make an appropriation for the
proposed Texas Centennial celebra-
tion in 1936.

(4) To lessen thevote required
to vote bonds for seawalls, break
waters and sanitation in counties
bordering on the Gulf of Mexico.

Now two thirds of all the property
owners must vote for such improve
ments. If the constitution is chang-
ed as proposed only two thirds of
those who participate in the election
must vote for bonds.

(5) To require that those voting
in elections to fix an indebtedness
on a political subdivision must have
renderedproperty for taxation.

(6) To combine the offices of tax
assessorand tax collector.

(7) To save court costs in sale of
property for delinquent taxes and
to provide more liberal opportuni-
ty for redemption. Now double the
sale price must be paid to redeem
the property. If the proposed con
stitutional change is made recovery
can be made inside a year for 25
per cent and a dollar recording fee
or the second year for SO per cent
and a dollar recording fee.

(8) To return the constitutional
provisions as they formerly were re-

garding the use of the permanent
fund of the University of Texas. A
recent amendment permitted the
regents to pledge the income to
raise a building fund.

(0) To extend voting and office
holding privileges to men in military
service as reserves.
