In Thrilling Battle

MONEY RECOVERED

One Bandit Is Wounded and
Other Forced To Stop
By Determined "Cop"

SEV.MOUR. July IS. Two young
desperadoeswho robbed the First
National bank at Albany of more
than $3,000 at noon Wednesday were
captured in a running gun battle
near Seymour three hours later
when they met their master in hard-shootin- g

Arch Holmes, Baylor coun-
ty sheriff. One of the bandits was
shot in the leg during the battle,
during which more than GO shots
wqre fired from both sides. All
the loot was recovered.

The two gunmen, both with leng-
thy prison records, were taken to
Wichita Falls late Wednesdayafter-noo- n

by Sheriff Holmes and Sher-
iff C. R. Elliott of Knox county for
fingerprinting and "mugging."

The bandits are James Lucas of
Breckenndgeand Jack Hardin, 31,
of Kaw City. Okla Lucas, about
21 years old, escaped from Harlem
prison farm near Houston, last June
1 with three othe'r convicts.

Bandits Talk Freely
Both Lucas and Hardin talked

freely of their raid on the bank at
Albany and of the gun battle in
which they engaged with Sheriff
Holmes. They expressedchagrin at
not having a rifle during the fight
with Holmes. Both were quite con-
fident that if they had been equip-
ped with a hard-shootin- g rifle "we
would have still been going" and
that Holmes would have been dead.

Holmes, who has earnedfor him-
self a quite enviable record for
keeping his county "in order" and
also catching desperate criminals
outside his own realm, was notified

When
he did this, Hardin who was sitting
in the rear seat of the bandit car
while his companion drove, knocked
the rear glass out of the fleeing
automobile and opened fire with a
shotgun loaded with buckshot.

Holmes answered with his rifle.
Their loot from the bank was

$5,103 in cash and $6,500 in express
travelers checks. It required less
than five minutes for them to ac-

complish the hold-up- .

A few minutes after they sped
out of town in their Ford V-- 8 a
hastily formed posse was in pursuit,
but soon lost their trail.

IN STATE DECREASE

cial failures in Texas continue low

There were, however, two more fail
ures in June this year than in May,
when the' number was only fifteen.

Liabilities of the bankrupt firms
totaled $194,000 in June, a decrease
of 59 per cent from June last year;

OLD TIME LOTTERIES

It may not be generally known, but an American
national lottery was instituted by the Congressof 1776,

and betweenthat date and 1S20 at least seventy acts
were passedby Congressauthorizing lotteries for public
purposes,such as schools and other improvements.

Most Europeangovernments have at some time or
another employed national lotteries as o means of rais-

ing funds for the public treasuries,and municipal lot-

teries have been common. Cuba has conducted a nation-

al lotterv since the formation of the republic.
France financed the war of the Spanish Succession

bv a lotterv which was not suppresseduntil 1836. Eng-

land authorized lotteries for harbor improvements and

for the financing of the Virginia Company, which found-

ed the early settlementsin America, and raised govern-

ment funds by that meansuntil 1S24.
Religious and charitable organizations were in

some countries permitted to operate lotteries long after
the governments had abolished them as national institu-

tions. On a small scale such exist in America today in

the form of "raffles." which do not differ in principle
from the more pretentiouslotteriesof the past.

During the last hundred years, however, the trend
fof sentimentthroughout the world has been against lot-

teries, particularly in the United States, where drastic
legislation for their suppression has been enacted.

CASHING IN ON CRIME

Regardless of the particular activities in which we
engage, it is natural that we should endeavor to look
ahead,with a view to estimating the returns which may
be expected.

Unfortunately,many do not look aheadat all, or if
they do they fail to heed the warnings plentifully sup-

plied by the experience of others. This is especially
true of those who decide to embarkupon a life of crime.

Laying aside all moral considerations, and estimat-
ing the rewardsof a criminal solely in terms of money,
health and comfort, it seemsstrangethat any should try
to beatsuch a desperategame. Yet thousandstry it and
fail. They fail whether they are ever adequatelypun-

ished or not. The daily fear of detection and punish-
ment is often worse than punishment itself.

Still the gambling instinct is perhapsas strong as
ever and finds opportunitiesfor expression in many
ways, ranging from the outright method of the gaming
table to lawful speculation in markets and stocks, re-

garding tlj.e morals of which there is much differenceof
opinion, even among the betterelements ofsociety.
