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REDEEMING PLATFORM PLEDGES

The platform adopted by the Democratic National

convention of 1932 contained the following plank:

“We advocate an immediate and drastic reduction of
governmental expenditures by abolishing uselvss con
missions and offices, const ting departments and bu-

reaus, and eliminating extravagance, to accomplish a
saving of not less than twenty-five per cent in the cost of
Federal government.”

When Franklin D. Roosevelt accepted the Demo-
cratic nomination for President of the United States, he
said that he accepted the platform 100 per cent, and
when, during the campaign, he pledged himself to re-
duce Federal expenditures twenty-five per cent, as set
out in the platform, the skepties smiled. It sounded
just like another politician's promise to be forgotten af-
ter election day. And when Mr. Roosevelt, as President-
elect, repeated his statement about balancing the budget
without a sales tax, experts painted out how “it couldn't
be done.” There was the $725.000.000 interest on the
public debt and about $700,000,000 for the army and
navy that could not be touched. Also a billion going an-
nually for veterans’ relief seemed equally fixed. Most of
the remainder of the $4,000,000,000 budget was allocat-

ed to “essential services.” To cut 25 per cent was de-
clared impossible.

And yet a saving of more than $1,000,000,000, or
more than 25 per cent, of the budget has already been
effected, and here is how it was done, in economies ef-
fected, or those decided on:

Veterans' benefits, $400,000.000: adiusted service
certificates reserves omitted this year, $50,000,000; vet-
erans’ administration, $20,000,000; army, $80,000,000:
navy, $45,000,000; Postoffice, $75,000,000; Federal sal-
ary cuts, $100,000,000; and departmental reorganization
$250,000,000, making a total of $1,020,000.000.

Here is ten years’ expansion slashed from the oper-
ating costs of government in a few weeks.

BUYING ON THE INCREASE

A significant move in the merchandising field is re-
ported from New York where several manufacturers re-
cently have withdrawn prices for future delivery.

The action followed a sharp rise in the wholesale
market, with a large increase in the number of out-of-
town buvers canvassing goods and prices.

Withdrawal of prices on future deliverics can only
mean that the manufacturers sensze a rapidly increasing
demand for goods on the part of retailers, with conse-
juent rising prices. This outlook is one that has been in
prospect for geveral weeks but which was made more
“vident by the inflation program contemplated in Wash-
ngton.

Prospective buyvers who fail to supply their needs
soon may {ind that they made a serious mistake by wait-
ing, in the belief that the long-forcast upturn had not be-
gun. Better times are ahead.

THE REFORESTATION CAMPS

The new reforestation camps being established by
the federal government at various army posts are remin-
iscent of war days. In a sense there is a great similarity
in that men of youthful age are facing new experience
and adventure which appeals to them. A closer investi-
gation, however, reveals that martial ideas are supplant-
ed by expectant hopes for the future by a feeling of frat-
titude that the dreary and hopeless search for a job is at
least temporarily over.

It will be no picnic. It means hard work. All these
thousands of men between 18 and 25 years of age are re-
ceiving training and conditioning preparatory to forestry
work. They are quartered six to a tent with eots and
four army blankets. There is ample clothing and shoes,
and food of good quality is served in the regular army
way. Their pay is $30 a month, of which $25 is sent to
the worker’s family or dependents.

This discourse is intended to make plain God's great
redemptive work, and how it was brought about. We
surely do not have space and time just here to go into
all the phases of this great, all-inclusive subject; we are
just giving a few outstanding points for consideration.

There are three facts, each of them fully developed
in the experience of the human family, a consideration of
wiiichlwill prepare the mind for the study of the Plan of
Salvation.

1. MAN IS A RELIGIOUS BEING. HE WILL
WORSHIP. There is in the nature of man, or in the cir-
cumstances in which he is conditioned SOMETHISG
which leads him to recognize and worship a Superior Be-
ing. What that SOMETHING is, is not important in our
present inquiry :—whether it be a constitutional instinct
inwrought by the Maker—whether it be a deduction
from universal reasoning, infering a First Cause from the
things that are made—whether it be the effect of tradi-
tion, descending from the first worshippers, through all
the tribes of the human family—whether any or all of
these be the cause, the fact is the same. Universally man
worships God in some form or other.

II. The second fact, connected as it is, by the na-
ture of things, with the preceding, assumes the highest
degree of importance. It may be stated in the following
terms: MAN BY WORSHIPING BECOMES ASSIMILAT-
ED TO THE CHARACTER OF THE OBJECT WHICH
HE WORSHIPS. This is an invariable principle, operat-
ing with the certainty of cause and effect. The worship-
er looks upon the character of the object which he wor-
ships as the standard of perfection. He therefore con-
demns everything in himself which is unlike, and ap-
proves of everything in him which is like that character.
His aspirations, therefore, every time he worships, do,
from the nature of the case, assimilate his character more
and more to the model of the object that receives his
homage.

To this fact the whole history of the idolatrous
world bears testimony. Without exception, the charac-
ter of every nation and tribe of the human family has
been formed and modified, in a great degree, by the

character attributed to their gods. This leads us to the '

third fact.

What Must 1 Do To Be Saved?
You are cordially invited, Come

of government, from the dawn of secular history to the
era of Christ, idolatry constantly became more evil in
its character, and more extended in its influence. It is
well ascertained that the first objects of idolatrous wor-
ship were few and simple, and the worship of the ear-
liest ages comparatively pure. Man fell into his moral
debasement but one step at a time.

From a study of the spiritual idolatry and moral de-
gradation of humanity prior to the christian era, and
considering the fact that man was jncapable in himself
of raising his moral and spiritual standards, it is evident
that if man ever were to be lifted to a higher plane of
living, that it would have to be done by a power higher
than himself, or by supernatural power. In other words,
God would have to intervene. Hence we are brought to
the fact of the Incarnation. God would have to accomo-
date Himself to humanity’s level, and identfy himself
with man's sin. This mediator between God and man
must of necessity be both divine and human. He must
be divine so as to lift man, and He must be human so as
to identfy himself with man in his condition.

All roads of reasoning lead plainly to the Christ of
God becoming the Jesus of Nazareth. Here we have
God and man met in one personality, Immanuel-God with
us. Now since we have God with us, in what manner
must he approach the matter of man's awful plight of
sin, and from what angle must he attack the terrible
monster of sin, which for centuriez has been driving man
further down the scale of human existence?

This line of reasoning leads to the consideration of
some other facts.

1. Since God required the death of the sinner, or a
substitute, and since the sinner was aot qualified to die
and thereby appease the wrath of God, it followed that
God required the blood of a sinless one and thereby
comes the story of Calvary. Christ the paschal lun.b
prefigured through all the old J scriptures as God's
means of atopement. Christ id ng Himself with
the sin of humanity. Paul tells us that He became sin,
who knew no sin, that He might with one sacrifice take

away sin.

II. Now if Christ had atoned for sin, and if man
were reconciled to God, how could man know that he
were free from sin? In one, and only one way: by faith.

What do we mean by faith?

Faith in general is the faculty of believing the testi-

mony of another. Spiritually speaking, faith is the act of
believing, with the heart, that Jesus of Nazareth is the
Son of God. Rom. 10:9-10; John 14:1,

A. First it must be in Jesus, not Mohammet, Buda,
Joseph Smith, or in anyone else. Many people today are
inclined to say that as long as people are sincere in their
religion they will be saved. But no greater error could
be fostered than that. The Bible scriptures focus all the
rays of divine revelation upon Jesus, not only as the only
holy object of worship, but the world’s only hope of sal-
vation. Listen to Peter's words to his day: “Neither is
there salvation in any other: for there is none other name
under heaven given among men, whereby we must be
saved."”

1II. This faith must be from and with the heart.
Man can conceive of God only with his heart: the seat
of his affection. The intellect is the seat of opinion,
judgment. The heart is the seat of the affection where-
by we cry Abba Father. Man loves, hates, sins with his
heart. Notice Jesus' own words in Matt. 15. For out
of the heart proceed evil thoughts, murders, adulteries,
fornications, thefts, false witness, blasphemies.”

IV. It must not only be in Christ as the Son of God.
for everybody but heathen believe that, but it must be in
resurrected, miracle-working Christ who has power to
save us from our sins, and not in them.

V. When man believes with his heart in Jesus as
the son of God, God immediately accounts the man
rizhteous, and gives him a nature like His own, and then
man is a new creature, born from heaven with a heaven-
ly nature and aspirations toward God. He is now a new
creature. *“Old things have passed away and behold all
things have become new."”

When man has been born again, and has this na-
ture of God in him, he is so different that his whole as-
pect has been changed. His old acquaintances drop off,
he quits his old haunts of sin, leaves off his bad habits,
and the world is better off because of his faith in the
new-found savior. :
