Bolt was shot in the left side. e
was carried to the Knox City hos
pital in an ambulance from Mun.

Bolt is survived by his father, T
A. Bolt of Munday and several sis-
ters. He was unmarried. He had
been a resident of Munday for more
than 20 years. Funeral rites were
held at Munday Friday afternoon.

FORTYSEVENTH YRAR

Change in Policy of Highway Commission
Will Allow Completion of County Road
System Without Use of Bond Money

In a recent letter to County Judge!
Joe A. Jones, regarding the road)
building program in Haskell ecoun.!
tv, W. R. Elv. chairman of thel
State Highway Commission, re:|
quested the Commissioners’ Court
to cancel all unsold Haskell county
road bonds, and use all the money
now in escrow for road work, as
soon as the monies can be released
in retiring bonds that had been sold
as the Highway Commission intend-
ed to finish the program in this
county without further assistance
from the county, with the excep
tion of rightof-way.

Judge Jones stated the Commis
sioners’ Court have signified their
intention of complying with this re-
quest as soon as the necessary de.
tails can be worked out.

The offer to Haskell county is in
line with a new policy adopted by
the Highway Department set out
in the [following article from Aus
tin:

The state highway commijssion an-
nounced Tuesday it had abandoned
the practice of requiring counties to
furnish financial aid in the construc-
tion of state highways and had
adopted a policy whereby construc-
tion costs would be borne by the
state,

Rapidly increasing sentiment in
favor of refunding to counties and
road district the moneys expended
by them in improvement of the
state's road system was given as
one of the reasons for the change in
policy.

“It would be idle for counties or
road districts to be required to
come in at one door and put up
their funds with the highway com-
mission . . . and then a little later
g0 to another door and collect it
through some possible legislation.’
the commission stated.

Gov. R. 8. Sterling has been peti-
tioned by numerous county officials
to call a special session of the leg.
islature to enact a law diverting
one-fourth of the state gasoline tax
to a sinking fund to be used in pay-
ing the interest and reliring the
principal on county and district

bonds issued for state highway cone
struction

Governor Sterling, in his  cams
paign platform this vear, ic advo.
cating reimburtement of counties

and road districts for cash spent on
state highwavs. He had been non.
committal concerning a special ses-
sion to enact the proposal into law.

Several weeks ago W. R. Ely,
commission chairman, expressed the
opinion the next legislature would
divert one cent of the gasoline tax
to pay off county and district debts
incurred in state highway construc.
tion.

“Considering everything." the
commission stated, “the highway
commission desires to announcs
that it will undertake to operate
under a policy which does not re-
quire county or local aid. This
may slow down our program to
some extent but we feel under all
existing circumstances the policy
anr}ounced is the best and wisest to
be followed at this time.”

While the commission abandoned
the policy of requiring county or
district aid, the statement of the
commission pointed out that since
bonds have been voted and issued
in some counties and have become
a charge against the county, for the
retirement of which taxes must be
levied, that these and other coun-
ties, in which the highway tax rate
would not be a burden, may be able
to aid in financing state highways,

Highway aid allotments totaling
$735430 were made by the com-
mission. Most of the total will be
expended through the maintenance
division of the highway department.
A large portion of the work author.
ized will require considerable man-
ual labor.

Firm Employed to Collect Delinquent
Taxes Explains Their Side of Question

Sylvan Sanders, a member of the
firm of the Texas Plat Book & Map
Company, who have been employed
by the Commissioner's Court for
the purpose of mapping, platting
and abstracting of jand upon which
delinquent taxes are due, issued
the following statement today re
garding the purposes of the work
to be done in Haskell county. Mr.
Sanders states that in justice to the
Commissioner’'s Court. as well as
the company he represents, he be-
lieves the following will be of in-
terest to the taxpavers of Haskell
county:

“It has been asserted that the
Texas Plat Book & Map Co, has a
contract to collect all delinquent
taxes now due in Haskell county.

“This contract provides that the
Commissioners Court of Haskell
county, shall and will furnish a list
to the Texas Plat Book & Map
Co., as is in their opinion a neces
sity exists for the mapping, plat
ting and abstracting of the land up-
on which taxes are delinquent. The
Uist furnished by the Commissioners
Court ONLY included the non.resi.
dents of Haskell county.

“It is further stated that the
Texas Plat Book & Map Co., under
its contract was authorized to file
suit for the purposes of collecting
delinquent taxes, whereas, the Cou.
iract enly provides that the Texas
Plat Book & Map Co. shall assist
the duly authorized officers of the
cou,.ty to collec: the da'inquent
taxes as scon s practical. ln as

wisting the duly authorizel county
officers in the irstitution and pro-
secut’on of suits tor the collection
of delinquent taxes, the Texas Plat
Book & Map (o. is to prepare all

the list furnished and approved by
the Commissioners Court of Has
kell county.

“Upon the list furnished by the

homorable Commissioners Court of
Haskell county it was necessary to
map, plat and abstract all surveys
included in order to correct deeds,
and field notes, where conflicts,
double renditions and shortages ex-
isted, also to establish present rec
ord owners and lien holders, where.
by a suit could be instituted by the
proper authorities. For the above
services the Texas Plat Book &
Map Co. were to receive and be
paid an amount equal to 153 per
cent of all taxes collected upon the
tracts, lots or parcels of land map
ped and platted and abstracted (ex-
cept state delinquent taxes.)

“Out of every $100.00 of delin.
quent taxes collected, Haskell coun.
ty will receive $85.00.

“The stationery upon which these
plats, maps and abstracts are com-
piled, aetually cost the Texas Plat
Pook & Map Co, about 75¢c per
page exclusive of the time required
to compile said records. To date
there are about 200 plats compiled.
These plats, maps and abstracts
gheets are a permanent county re
cord for the Assessor’'s office of
Haske!l! county, compiled upon the
best grade of paper available,
mounted on muslin.

A total expense to the Texas
Plat Book & Map Co, incurred in
preparing the necessary information
for the institution of suits for col
lecting delinquent taxes upon list
furnished by the honorable Com-
missioners Court to date is over
$2.500 00.

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BOTH MAJOR PARTIES FAVOR REPEAL

Owing to the nation-wide controversy over the 18th
Amendment the question of prohibition repeal predomi-
nated the deliberations of both the Republican and Dem-
ocratic national conventions.

The Republican party, anxious to please the wets
as much as possible, and to offend the drys as little as
possible, tried to straddle the question. Some say the
plank is wet, while others claim it is dry. What are the
facts? They declared that the Republicans in the House
and in the Senate should vote for a resolution submitting
a twentieth amendment to the states and pledged them-
selves to specify that the ratification of this new amend-
ment shall be considered not by state legislatures but by
specially elected state conventions.

The twentieth amendment which the Republicans
propose to these state conventions would supersede, and
therefore, would in fact, repeal the 18th amendment.
The essence of the 18th amendmet is that it prohibits,
and does not merely give Congress the power to prohibit
the manufacture and sale of liquor. The new twentieth
amendment would take prohibition completely out of the
Constitution. The twentieth amendment would not only
repeal constitutional prohibition, but it would deny Con-
gress the power to impose legislative prohibition. If this
is not repeal, what would vou call it?

The plank adopted by the Democrats is straightfor-
ward and unequivocal. It says: “We favor the repeal of
the Eighteenth Amendment. To effect such repeal, we
demand that Congress immediately propose a Constitu-

tional amendment to purely representative conventions -

in the states to act solely on the proposal. We demand
that the Federal government effectively exercise its pow-
er to enable states to effectually protect themselves

against importation of intoxicating liquors in violation of

their laws. Pending repeal, we favor immediate modi-
fication of the Volstead act to legalize the manufacture
and sale of beer and other beverages of such alcoholic
content as is permissible under the Constitution, and to
provide therefrom a proper &nd needed revenue.”

The Free Press has consistently supported the 18th
amendment, and would have preferred better enforce-
ment to repeal, but that seems hopeless. Recognizing that
theve i= a growing sentiment against the system, due to
the evils of bhootlegging, it is bie enough and broad
enough to recognize the right of the people to make a
change if they so desire. To be unwilling to extend to
the people the opportunity to vote on the question would
be undemocratic.

WHY NOT EXTEND A GOOD THING?

Why should Uncle Sam sell a commodity or service
such as printing in competition with local, privately-
owned, tax-paying printing plants?

Why should 15,000 post offices be used as order
takers for a service that is not a essential function of
the Post Office Department or a necessary service in
handling the mails?

The reason for raising these questions is that Uncle
Sam offers to print return cards on stamped envelopes.
With a "local dealer,” or sales agency in the U. S. Post
Office located in every center of population in the land
Uncle Sam does a volume of printing business that en-
ables him to offer customers a ridiculously low price.
The orders for printed stamped envelopes total a billion
and a half a year—over 4,000,000 for each of the 365
days in the year!

The purchasers of this service offered by Uncle Sam
are not the “‘common people,” some of whom «ddress let-
ters imporperly and thereby contribute to the cost of
maintaining the Dead Letter Office. Banks, 1etail mer-
chants, professional men, manufacturers, the public
schools, colleges, fraternal organizations—all dependent
upon prosperous towns, home trade, local pay rolls, tax-
payers able to pay their taxes—these constitute the cus-
tomers who take advantage of Uncle Sam’s bargain price
on printed envelopes.

If it's O. K, for Uncle Sam to sell printing why not
extend a good thing and insist that he add to his line and
thus serve a much larger number of post office patrons?
Why not add a grocer’s apron to the printer's apron Un-
cle Sam now wears? Why not sell breakfast food, evap-
orated milk, butter, shoes, drugs, dry goods, clothing, et
cetera, over the Post Office counter?

Unless Uncle Sam quits the printing business, print-
ers should obtain signatures from post office patrons to
& petition demanding that the Post Office Department
sell not only printing—that accommodates only a limited
number of customers—but other products. Think of the
saving in price that would be possible thru enormous

coal, Inbor at 35 cents per hour, and
Interest at @ per cent on the In-
vestment In equipment, feed and
chicks.

The pullets were also charged
with depreciation on the houses at
five per cent and the depreciation
on the equipment at 10 per cent
Undoubtedly the results in brooding
and the mortality rate were very
eatisfactory to preduce good pul-
lets at the laying age at a cost of
£1.20 per bird,
