Milestone Is Passed

Ambulance Service Is
Under Hospital Now

A milestone in emergency
medical care ended last
week, when Mac and Doug
Weathersbee turned the
keys to their ambulance over
to Tommy Harbin of the
Fisher County Hospital.

The transfer marked the
end of ambulance service by
Weathersbee Funeral Home
that has been available to
county residents since 1929.

On Thursday, September
9, 1976 Weathersbee Funer-
al Home gave the Fisher
County Hospital a 1968
Cadillac Ambulance and all
the emergency equipment to
operate the service.

Harbin is a qualified
emergency medical technic-
ian and instructor with over S
years training in the EMT
field. He recently joined the
Fisher County  Hospital
where he will be in charge of
maintaining a 24 hours7 days
a week ambulance service as
well as work 40 hours a week
in nursing care at the
hospital.

The new telephone num-
ber for ambulance service is
735-2256. This number
should be posted in a
conspicuous place both in
businesses and homes in
case of emergencies.

The new Fisher County
emergency medical vehicle
should be in operation for
Fisher County around the
middle of Decémber. This
will be a van type vehicle
with a wide ‘variety of life
support emergency medical
equipment at fingertip dis-
posal.

Harbin and Hospital Ad-
ministrator, Jim McCallay,
were most complimentary of
the service that Weathersbee
Funeral Home had afforded

over the past 47 years.

The ever present possibili-
ty of a Texas . state law

The only other
bid was from Kykendall
Office Equipment in Abilene
for Adler machines at a cost
of $653.40 each.

The court discussed insur-
ance coverage on the new
Fisher County Court House
and after discussion voted to

Deaton Insurance Agency at
Roby. The policy, for three
years, increased in cost from
$6,048.00 to $7,888.00 with
an increase in coverage from
$350,000 to $385,000.

The next item of business
was an appearance by the
Fisher County  Hospital
Board to ask the Fisher
County commissioners court
for financial assistance with
operation of the county
ambulance service.

The board anticipates a
total expenditure for the
current year of $386,000 with
income projected to reach
$356,000 which does not
include the operation of the
newly acquired ambulance
service. The Fisher County
Hospital board asked the
Fisher County Commission-
ers Court for $10,000.00 to
help in the operation of the
ambulance service. No action
on approving the matter was
made by the Commissioners
Court. The court did ask
Fisher County Attorney Ru-
dy Hamric to check into the
legality of making the
$10,000 expenditure to assit
the Fisher County Hospital
District.
~In other action the com-
missioners authorized Nor-
man Arnett, attorney, on
behalf of Fisher County to
expend a maximum of $7,000
in filing suit against the
Texas Company to break an
old lease concerning some
county property.

To get to the center, Black
said you go north of Knox
City on Highway 6 about 2
miles, then turn left on FM
1292 for 22 miles. There are
signs at both the turn-off and
the center, he said.

Black also said Knox City
has a 3,200-foot allweather

- runway near the plant center
for those wanting to fly to the
field day in private or
chartered planes. Transpor-
tation from the airport to the
center will be furnished by
the Knox City chamber of
commerce.

Grass seed dealers, seed

growers, conservation dis-
- trict  directors, research
workers, wildlife enthusi-

asts, livestock producers,
and others interested in the
search for better plants are
invited to attend. The center
serves both Texas and
Oklahoma.

Grasses which are attract-
ing wide interest at the
center include a superior
switchgrass for use in Texas
and Oklahoma; a desert
strain of sideoats grama; a
southern strain of sand
lovegrass; a western wheat-
grass selected for bottom-
lands and waterway plant-
ings in west central Texas;
and a blue grama selection
adapted tot he redbed soils
of western Oklahoma and
Texas. '

Forbs (broad-leafed, herb-
aceous plants), native legu-
mes, and woody plants
relished by wildlife and
livestock are also being
evaluated at Knox City. Such
plants may have great value,
especially for deer, turkey,
quail, dove, songbirds, and
other wildlife when used in
mixtures with range and
pasture plantings.

Forbs which appear most
promising include selections
of englemanndaisy, maximil-
ian sunflower, bushsunflow-

|

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er and showy menodora. |
Legumes under evaluation
include trailing wildbean,
least snoutbean, prairieclo-
ver, and western indigo. |
Woody plans being grown at |
the center include littleleaf |
leadtree, Texas kidneywood, |
and wild plum. ;

Seed or rootstock are |
collected from promisingg
plants, then are grown and |
evaluated at Knox City, |
Black explained. Those that |
show the most promise for
solving certain problems are |
then grown under field
conditions on farms and
ranches of soil and water
conservation  district co-
operators. Selections that
prove they can solfe a
specific problem while being
superior to other stains
available then are released
by conservation districts to
commercial seed growers.
These producers then grow
seed and sell it to the public.

Grass strains proven and
put into use by SCS include
Selection 75 kleingrass; El
Reno, Uvalde, and Vaughn
sideoats grama; King Ranch
bluestem; green sprangletop
and Grenvile switchgrass.

Black said SCS plant|
materials work developed
ways to harvest and plant
most of the range grasses
being planted in Texas and|
Oklahoma today.

Some of the groups who
cooperate with SCS in its
plant materials work in
Texas include Agricultural
Research Service, Texas
Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion, Texas A&M University,
Prairie View A&M Universi-
ty, Abilene Christian Univer-
sity, U.S. Air Force, U.S.
Corps of Engineers, Texas
Parks and Wildlife Depart-
ment, and soil and water

Dairymen Check
Off Program Is
Under Study

Due to a continued decline
in participation by Texas
dairymen in a check-off
program designed to provide
funds for promotion and
research, the Dairy Council
of Texas is now soliciting
comments about the pro-
gram from dairymen across
the state.

In addition, the Texas
Market Research and De-
velopment Center at Texas
A&M University is studying
the council’s promotional
programs. The check-off
program began in 1973, with
a deduction of 5 cents per
hundred pounds of milk from
each producer’s monthly
price. However, refunds can
be obtained. Participation by
dairymen has declined from
90 percent in 1973 to 59
percent during the first
quarter of 1976.

Saving Plan For New
Baby Must Start Early

Money gifts to a new baby
can form the basis for his
savings program, Mrs. Linda
McCormack, a family resour-
ce management specialist,
says.

A planned savings account
will keep parents from
putting the cash gifts into
piggy banks, or their own
bank account with a mental
note to ‘‘pay baby back’’,--
which is often forgotten, she
said.

Mrs. McCormack is with .
the Texas Agricultural Ex- |

tension Service, the Texas
A&M University System.

‘‘Estimates show that it
will cost approximately $52,-
000 to rear a child from birth
through four years of a state
college,”” she added.

Each different way of
saving money has its own
special characteristics. Stan-
dards to consider when

. choosing a plan are what

parents want to achieve with
baby’s savings and when
they plan for baby to use the
money, she said.

Basic savings programs
that look to a child’s future
are  government savings
bonds, insurance plans,
savings accounts and certifi-

cates of deposit (savings
certificates).
Government savings

bonds can be purchased for
varying amounts, $18.75 to
$7,500, and have fixed
redemption values before
and at maturity (five years).

The two types of savings
bonds are Series E and
Series H. These differ in
cost, rate of return and the
length of time held to
maturity.  Purchasing E
bonds regularly in the child’s
name (designate parents as
beneficiary, not co-owner)
makes the interest taxable to
the child. Since- the child
probably will not earn
enough to incur income tax
for several years, the interest
escapes taxation if you report
it as it accrues.

““To-do this, at the end of
the first year, file a federal
income tax return in the
ehild’s name and on the
return; state-that+«the child
elects to report the interest
annually. then, list the
increase in the value of the
bonds as his or her income.
This establishes the child’s
‘intent’ and you need file no
further returns as long as the
interest on the bonds plus
the child’s other investment
income is less than $750 a
year. Thus, when the child
cashes- in the bonds, all
accrued interest on the
bonds will be free from
federal income tax.’’

When the child turns two
years old, if parents start
buying a $25 bond each
month, they will have $5,906
worth when he reaches
18--assuming the six percent
rate remains in effect, she
said.

Insurance programs or
juvenile insurance can ac-
complish some important
long-term objectives by in-
suring the child early during
his live. This can give a child
a base on which to build his
own insurance program later
or help him start his adult
career with low-cost protec-
tion.

But if you want to build up
an education fund, you may
be wiser to save on your own,
since you should be able to
invest the same amount of
money at a higher interest
rate than offered by life
insurance companies.

If you decide to buy
insurance, consider the wide
varieties of policies avail-
able, and be sure you
understand all the require-
ments, provisions and bene-
fits. Shop around.

Savings accounts can be
opened with a small deposit,
and future deposits can be

made in any amount.

Withdrawals can be made
any time, except with certain
accounts which may require
from 30 to 90 days notice.
Again, shop around--to find
the most favorable plan for
computing interest when you
make either deposits or
withdrawals during the in-
terest-earning period.

Generally, look for a high
percentage rate of interest,
no penalties for withdrawals, -
interest caluclated on the day
of deposit to day of
withdrawal plan, quarterly
compounding and quarterly
crediting. At 7'2 per cent
interest, money doubles in
slightly less than 10 years.
At 5Y2 percent, it doubles in
13 years.

Certificates of deposit
normally can be opened only
with larger (3500 to $1,000)
amounts of money. These
accounts must remain intact
for an agreed period of time
to be eligible for their higher
interest payment. If a $1,000
CD is purchased now, with
all interest being re-invested
at ' a scurrent '8 “percent
interest, in 20 years it will be
worth $4,661.

Many older people live

‘‘Of course, most people
who call on the telephone or
come to the front door are
honest, legitimate callers.
But the risk taken if they are
not is too great to ever take
the chance of opening the

door without checking first.
defense is a

The best
constant, suspicious attitude
of prevention--and a peep-
hole in the front door.”’

Mrs. Blair is with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, The Texas A&M
University System.

When someone knocks on
the door, never automatically
open the door, even if a
visitor is expected. Don’t
even rely on a chainlock and
opening the door a few
inches.

People intent on doing
harm will rely on their
victim’s natural good man-
ners and his efforts not to be
rude--they’ll expect the door
to be opened easily. Family
members and friendly visi-
tors will understand and not
be upset with the senior
citizen for not opening the
door until he knows who is
there.

Some suggestlons to help
insure safety at the front
door follow.

--Install a one-way peep-
hole. They are not expensive
and are easily installed.

--If there is a stranger at
your door, have him slip his
credentials under the door or
make a verifying telephone
call before admitting him.

--When a stranger wants :

to make a phone call, take
the information and make
the call for him, but don’t
admit him to your house.
--Close blinds, shades or
draperies atnight_ so that no
one can watch you from the

outstde Call the police
-immediately if you suspect a
prowler.

-- Avoid lonely deserted
spots such as an apartment
house. Arrange to go there
when there are other people
there or have someone go
with you.

--Don’t get on an elevator
with a strange, lone person.
Wait. until someone you
know or several people are
on the elevator.

--Don’t play the telephone
games. If your caller won't
identify himself, hang up
immediately.  Never give
any personal information
about yourself--even your
name--until you know who is
calling you and recognize it
to be a safe legitimate call. If
asked, ‘‘Who is this?’’ reply
““Whom are you calling.’’ If

the caller gets ugly or
obscene hand up immediate-
ly. If you are bothered
frequently with strange tele-
phone calls, call the police
and ask for advice or
assistance. ’
