HOME ECONOMICS

This week we will 
continue our discussion of 
saving energy in ; the 
kitchen. However, Ithis 
week we will discuss 
energy saving in cooling. 
Of course this deals with 
the refrigerator and freez­
er. \ !

1. Put a note up on the 
refrigerator reminding the 
family members to think 
about what they wantTrom 
inside before opening the 
door, and to take out what
they want in as few trips as 
possible. Loitering in front 
of an open refrigerator 
door and frequent door 
openings waste energy by 
allowing cold air to escape.

2. Make sure the 
refrigerator door gasket 
has a good seal. You can 
check this by placing a 
piece of paper between the 
door gasket and the 
cabinet. If the paper can 
be pulled out easily 
without any resistance, the 
seal needs replacing. If

your gasket does not seal 
properly it will let cold air 
out-the refrigerator will 
have to work harder to 
maintain the proper tem­
perature.

3. Keep your freezer 
and freezer section of the 
refrigerator well stocked. 
Less electricity is used to 
maintain tem perature 
when the freezer is full.

4. Don’t put steaming

rator. And try to allow 
time to defrost meats 
before cooking.

5. If you have a manual 
defrost refrigerator, be 
sure to defrost before the 
frost builds up to one- 
quarter of an inch; too 
rquch frost will interfere 
with the cooling operation 
and place a strain on the 
motor.

Fisher County home- 

owners can use fallen 
leaves for compost pile 
this fall. The resulting 
compost will provide a 
good source of organic 
matter for potted plants, 
for topdressing the lawn, 
and for building up the soil 
in flower beds, shrub 
borders and vegetable 
gardens.

A simple method of 
composting leaves and 
other vegetable matter 4s 
to alternate four-to-six- 
inch layers of vegetable 
matter such as leaves or 
grass with two-to-four

inches of good garden soil. 
If available, add manure to 
the soil layer. Make the 
compost pile four-to-six 
feed wide and any desired 
length depending on ma­
terial and space available.

Sprinkle a commercial 
fertilizer on each layer of 
vegetable matter to hasten 
decomposition. Use about 
one-half pound, or one 
cupful, of any good 
commercial fertilizer with 
a 1-1-1 radio per 10 square 
feet.

The top layer of the 
compost pile should be soil 
and the surface of the pile 
should be dish-shaped, 
forming a basin to hold 
water..Water each layer of 
organic matter thoroughly 
before adding the soil 
layer. This is especially 
true when composting 
leaves as they can be

extremely slow to decom­
pose if too dry. Water the 
pile thoroughly when com­
pleted and add additional 
water as needed to keep 
the material moist but not 
soggy-

Tum or mix the compost 
with a garden fork or 
shovel every three or four 
months. This aerates the 
material and speeds up the 
composting process. Most 
compost should be ready 
to use in six month¥*fo a 
year. The use of commer­
cially available compost 
activators will reduce the 
time required for decom­
position only if used 
according to directions.

Well prepared compost 
can be used anywhere 
peatmoss is used and is an 
excellent way to dispose of 
garden debris, leaves and 
other organic material.

fense system;—that the
