She was transported 
to Hendrick Memorial 
Hospital for treatm ent and 
was still confiined there 
last Monday morning.

In a telephone interview 
last Monday, Mrs. Evona 
^ e e n  said, “It was 
nothing but an accident’’. 
She said she had becJ. 
taking therapy treatments 
and expected to be 
released early this week. 
Skeen, contacted at his 
wife’s bedside, said the 
accident took place inside 
the house.

The investigation of the 
incident is being conduct­

ed by Texas Ranger Sid 
Merchant of Abilene. 
According to Merchant, 
Skeen was released on 
$5,000 bond Thursday, 
February 1, and from all 
indications two shots were 
fired.

The first shot, fired 
outside, aUegedly lodged 
in the ground in the 
vicinity of Skeen’s fi*ont 
yard, the second shot hit 
Mrs. Skeen’s leg and was 
fired inside the Skeen 
home.

Ranger Merchant s£iid 
that he expected the case 
to go before the Fisher 
County Grand Jury, possi­
bly on Febraary 12.

Sheriff Mickey Counts 
said that Skeen resigned 
voluntarily as a Fisher 
County Deputy Sheriff on 
Thursday, February 1. The 
aggravated assault charge 
was filed by Counts after 
consultation with County 
Attorney Rudy Hamric and 
District Attorney Frank 
Ginzell.

Counts said that it will 
be the job of the Fisher 
County Grand Jury to 
determine if there is 
enough evidence to prose­

cute. According to Counts, 
all felony charges must go 
before the grand jury.

Sheriff Counts said that 
the two children, Shawn 
age 6, and Iona age 10, 
were with their parents. 
Counts said that in his 
opinion, the youngest 
daughter, Shawn, received 
a cut just above her ankle 
when the bullet exited 
Mrs. Skeen’s leg.

With the cold winter 
weather we aie having and 
fuel costs going higher and 
higher, many people are 
going to fireplaces as a 
source of less expensive 
heat. However, if these 
fireplaces aren’t used 
correctly, they aren’t real­
ly efficient, especially if 
you are using it in 
combination with some 
other type of heat.

There are three basic 
steps to more efficient fire 
places. The first is the 
source of air. Start by 
providing a source of air 
for the fireplace that will 
not draw heated air out of 
the house. In many 
fireplaces, much of the 
heat goes directly up the 
chimney. An underfloor 
air inlet with a grill and 
damper control on the 
hearth can draw air from 
outside the house—rather

than through the room. 
Also, a slightly open 
window by the fireplace 
can provide air. A damper 
regulates the fireplace 
draft. Close the damper 
when a fire is not burning 
to prevent heated-air loss. 
Adjust the damper on the 
fireplace according to the 

’ type of fire. For example, 
a roaring fire may need a 
full-throat opening, but a 
slow burning log fire may 
need only a one or two inch 
opening. Set the damper 
so that no smoke enters 
the room. A glass screen 
or glass enclosure-with an 
adjustable damper can 
save energy by increasing 
fireplace efficiency. It 
permits heat to radiate 
into the room when the fire

is burning.
Leave the damper in the 

fireplace itself open to 
provide air for draft and 
combustion. Also, the 
glass screen can prevent a 
down draft fi*om kitchen or

Fisher 4-H To Host

Mf^or pruning on shade 
trees as well as other trees 
i^ u ld  be done during the 
yyinter months while the 
trees are dormant. How­
ever, before you start 
whacking away at your 
^vorite tree or shrub, 
inakie sure you have a 
Justifiable reason for prun-
i l j g .

There are a number of 
leasons for pruning. First 
and foremost, is to 
ty^ftintain framework for 
the future development of 
the free. Other reasons are 
to reduce the size or to 
keep the tree withiii 
i|)ecific bounds and to 
remove dead, dieseased or 
weak growth as well as 
broken limbs and rubbing 
branches. Another reason 
for pruning is to improve 
|he size and quality of 
flowers and fruit. A final 
reason is to balance the 
top growth with the root 
a:^tem at transplanting 
time.

Unless pruning can be 
justified for one of these 
i*easons, it is better to 
place the shears and saw 
jn the shed and obtain the 
desired exercise by spad­
ing the flowerbed. Some of 
the general principles that 
will apply when pruning 
shade trees include the 
removal of aU dead or 
diseased wood, broken 
limbs and weak growth.

Also, long, unsightly bran­
ches should be shortened 
or removed as they dfrer 
too much resistance to the 
wind and are frequently 
subject tb storm damage.

Never stud back limbs 
or branches. Rather, cut 
back to a main branch or 
trunk so that there will be 
no stubs remaining. The 
so-called stubbing back or 
topping large branches 
will result in a prolifera­
tion of sucker growth and 
will leave a wound that is 
impossible to heal.

Recent research indica­
tes that the use of tree 
wound paint on wounds is 
not essential. Woody 
plants have the ability to 
wall over of the wounded 
area and will heal over just 
as effectively without the 
dressing. However, there 
is not harm in using a 
wound paint.

I suggest using a saw or 
chilsel to smooth broken 
stubs and tom  bark to 
promote healing.

While the homeowner 
can handle most pruning 
operations, it may be best 
to hire a professional 
arborist or tree surgeon if 
trees are large or need 
excessive work. If the tree 
or shrub being pruned is 
diseased, it is important to 
dip pruning equipment in 
a disinfectant after each 
cut to kill disease organ-
