hoppers are stUl causing 
severe damage to seedling 
cotton. Stands are being 
reduced to nothing aroimd 
edges o f fields bordered 
by pastures or heavUy 
grown-up tumrows. This 
hot, dry wind and weather 
has begun to dry and kUl 
their abundance of wUd 
host plants and thus the 
grasshoppers are looking 
for some cool, green thing 
to eat and that has been 
cotton. There havev.been 
only isolated cases o f these 
large insects attacking 
grain sorghum. But guys 
and gals, these bugs re not 
hard to control if certain 
precautions are taken. 
First, you need to try and 
stop migration from range 
pasture to cotton. The 
easiest way to do this is by 
baiting the borders o f yoiu* 
fields with the following 
bait mixture. This bait is a 
little different from the 
one I sent out last week 
and is probably a little 
more effective. Here it is.

Health Insurance 
Could Overlap

Persons eligible for 
medicare health insurance 
benefits who seek to 
supplement their coverage 
by purchasing additional 
private insurance should 
be sure that they are not 
buying coverage already 
provided by medicare, 
warns Glyn Hammons, 
Manager of the AbUene 
Social Security Office.

Hammons says that 
DaUas Regional Officials 
of HEW’s Health Care 
Financing Administration 
(H CFA), the Federal 
Agency that administers 
the medicare and medicaid 
programs, are concerned 
that many elderly medi­
care beneficiaries are 
being sold duplicative or 
overpriced supplementary 
insurance policies.

According to Jerry 
Sconce, HCFA’s Regional 
Administrator, some me­
dicare beneficiaries are 
being taken advanteige of 
by a few imscrupulous 
insurance agents, often 

I* posing as representatives

of medicare or the Social 
Security Administration. 
Sconce has recently con­
tacted State Insurance 
Com m issioners asking 
their cooperation in identi­
fying and controlling such 
s£iles practices.

Sconce urges senior 
citizens considering buy­
ing a supplemental plan to 
be sure that they are not 
duplicating existing medi­
care' coverage and to seek 
out policies that pay a high 
return in benefits.

He further warned that 
any insurance salesman 
representing himself as 
connected with medicare 
of Social Security should 
be viewed with suspicion 
since no federal employee 
is authorized to engage in 
this activity. Sconce urged 
the public to report any 
such misrepresentation to 
the local Social Security 
Office and to the State 
Insurance Commissioner.

It's best to apply this 
bait in shaded areas so it 
won’t dry out as fast, but 
also because during the

heat o f the day the 
hoppers will conglomerate 
in these areas to stay cool.

But, if these have 
already moved into cotton 
in your fields, spraying 
with Toxaphene or Sevin 
or Malathion plus applying 
bait to prevent further 
migration will be helpful.

BoU weevil numbers 
remain very low at the 
present time. Most fields 
had their peak weevil 
catch of 2 weevils/four 
traps the week o f June 4, 
however, some fields, 
especially those next to

prime overwintering habi­
tat had their catch the 
week of jim e 14. Trap 
catches to the present time 
are as follows. These are 
averages on four traps per 
field: North of Roby, Nune 
11--9, June 18--6; Roby 
Area, June 11--4, June 
18—1; Sylvester, June 
11-11; Lawlis Flats, June 
11—26; Lawlis Flats, June 
11—19; Neianda, Jime 
11—2; South o f Anson, 
June 11—29.

How do you feel about 
mistakes?

Have you ever stopped 
to ask yourself if it's  “ ok" 
to make mistakes? How do 
you feel when you goof? Is 
it “ ok " to “ miss your 
m aik" and try again? Or 
do you feel guilty if you 
goof?.

Unfortunately, there are 
many who have been 
taught that it's  very bad to 
fall short o f perfection. 
|Hiis belief can lead to 
much stress and frustra­
tion. It also stifles creativi­
ty-

When we accept mis­
takes, we free ourselves of 
the “ have-to-be-perfect" 
burden. W e aUow for 
imperfection in others-in 
children, adults and older 
adults. W e no longer have 
to use energy and time 
worrying about being a 
super person, because if 
we believe humans are 
mistake-makers, we are 
included.

Stamping out myths 
about mistakes makes it 
easier to accept them. One 
myth says if it's  “ ok " to 
make mistakes, then peo­
ple won't carefully consid­
er their choices. Not true. 
P iose who accept humans 
as mistake-makers still 
weigh the pros and cons of 
different choices when 
they make decisions.

Another myth says that 
if we believe mistakes will 
happen, we won't strive 
toward goals. That isn't 
true either. Instead, those

who know mistakes will 
happen are freer to work 
toward goals. Rather than 
spinning our wheels wor­
rying about making every­
thing perfect the first 
time, we can relax and get 
to creating.

W e suggest five tips to 
help accept ourselves and 
others as mistake-makers:

Feeling badly 
about what ‘should' have 
happened is a ‘go-no- 
where' approach.

Walk in others' shoes 
awhile—Taking time to 
understand another per­
son often can bring us 
feelings o f acceptance and 
comfort.

A  total o f 34 papers our 
size, from throughout the 
state, entered the 1979 
Texas Press “ Column 
W riting”  contest. “ Kim 's 
K om er'', a weekly column 
written by publisher Kim 
Pease was judged the best 
in the state o f the 34 
submitting entries.

It does 
not stand alone, but read 
in conjunction with the 
front-page coverage of the 
wreck, it makes a moving 
account.”

Of the 53 papers 
submitting entries in Divi­
sion 6, twelve were 
recipients o f certificates or 
plaques for first, second or 
third place entries. The 
Grapevine Sun was first 
with 375 points; Rotan 
Advance-Roby Star Record 
was second with 275 points 
and the Kingswood Ob­
server was third with 175 
points.

Death Knell Sounded

Energy dominated all 
issues this week at the 
State Capitol: how to
ration it, how to conserve 
it, and how to find new 
sources.

Faced with short gasoline 
supplies and long lines at 
services stations in the 
Houston and Dallas areas. 
Governor Bill Clements 
mandated last Tuesday 
that stations must restrict 
sales through pur­

chase limits and a Calif- 
omia-style odd-even licen­
se plate number plan. The 
plan (for Harris, Dallas 
and Tarrant Counties only) 
restricts gasoline sales to a 
minimum of $6 and a 
maximum of 20 gallons, 
and allows fill-ups for 
odd-numbered plates on 
odd-numbered calendar 
days, and even for even, 
etc.

Hours after his announ­
cement, Clements’ legal 
advisors remained uncer­
tain on how much authori­
ty the governor’s office 
h as-if any-to enforce the 
mandate.

More fuel-related trou­
bles appeared on another 
horizon when Agriculture 
Com m issioner Reagan 
Brown told Clements 
Thursday that a truckers’ 
boycott and sporadic vio­
lence around the country 
threatened Texeis’ $40 
million water melon and 
vegetable crop. Brown t(3 d ^ ' 
Clements his office was 
swamped with telephone 
calls fi-om Tex£is producers 
in need of trucks to haul 
their produce to markets. 
The A ck e rs  boycott, a 
protest o f rapidly escalat­
ing deisel prices, aims “ to 
empty’ ’ food shelves in 
supermarkets aroimd the 
country’ ’ and is slowly 
bringing Texas agriculture 
to a “ grinding halt’ ’ , a 
Brown aide said.

Harry Hubbard, presi­
dent o f the Texas AFL-CIO 
said he thought refinery 
workers and truckers who 
transport gasoline should 
not have to wait in line for 
fuel. “ Making Texans 
stand in line for gas is like 
making Kansans stand in 
line for wheat’ ’ , he said.

(Elements came imder 
fire in Austin from conser­
vative State Rep. Dan 
Kubiak who called him 
“ irresponsible’ ’ for veto­
ing budgeted funds for 
several alternative energy 
projects. Kubiak, who 
successfully sponsored a' 
bill allowing gasohol pro­
duction in Texas, criticized 
Clements for ham-string­
ing gasohol and other 
energies only three days 
before mandating his gas 
rationing plan. The Rock­
dale legislator called on 
Clements to include “ the 
rapid development of al­
ternative Energy’ ’ in the 
Governor’s promised spe­
cial session.

Primary ‘ ‘Death Knell’ ’ 
Sounded

A “ Killer Bee”  senator 
. sounded the ‘ ‘death knell’ ’ 
for a regional presidential 
primary, saying he had 
checked with state officials 
firom New M exico, Okla­
homa, Arkansas, Louisi­
ana, Alabama and Missis­
sippi with negative re­
sults. Those neighboring 
states. Sen. Ron Clower, 
D-Garland, said, “ do not 
want a simultaneous prir 
mary with Texas.”

Clements earlier had 
indicated he might call a

special session to consider 
a regional primary if 
enough interest was arous­
ed.

Other projects with 
neighbors may be more 
successful.

Clements was to attend 
a Friday meeting o f the 
Southwest Border Region­
al Com m ission-com posed 
of Govs. Bruce Babbitt o f 
Arizona, Bruce King of 
New M exico, Jerry Brown 
of California and Clem- 
ents-to sell his positions 
on illegal aliens, narcotics 
rafficking and energy. 
Clements will seek a. 
method to document il­
legal aliens, stepped up 
law enforcement to control 
drug traffic on both sides 
o f the border, and the 
importation o f oil and gas 
from M exico’s vast reser­
ves at prices acceptable to 
Mexico.

If the four governors 
and U.S. Ambassador to 
M exico Patrick Lucey 
agree on a plan, they will 
depart Brownville with a 
date for a summit with the 
governors o f M exico’s six 
border states. If the border 
state governors agree with 
the plans, the recommen­
dations win be turned over 
to the State Department as 
a guide to an international 
agreement between the 
two countries.
Clements Calls On LULAC 

IhTiis ^address Thursday 
to the national League of

Latin American Citizens\f
convention, Clements told 
delegates “ You are our 
greatest resource”  in 
solving the problems 
shared by the border 
governors and building 
closer ties with M exico. 
Saying it is better to rely 
on a friend like M exico for 
foreign oil supplies, Clem­
ents also brought the 2,0(X) 
delegates to their feet 
when he said oil com­
panies should be required 
to either reinvest windfall 
profits into energy produ­
ction or be taxed “ 1(X) 
percent—I repeat, 1(X) 
percent on those above 
normal revenue.”

If LULAC was pleased 
with Clements’ statements 
it also is pleased with his 
1978 gubernatorial oppon­
ent, former Texas Attor­
ney General John Hill. 
Five days after the 
convention, LULAC na­
tional director Ruben Bo­
nilla endorsed HiU as the 
group’s choice to replace 
U.S. Attorney General 
Griffin Bell, who intends 
to resign prior to the 1980 
prim aries. B onilla said 
their Hispanic choice, 
Reynaldo Garza, was re­
cently appointed as 5th 
U.S. Circuit Court o f 
Appeals judge, but “ HUl 
would be an extraordinary 
choice”  because o f his 
record on civil rights.
Roloff Homes Supported 

Despite a State District

Judge’s orders to close the 
u n l i c e n s e d  c h i l d r e n s ’ 
homes o f evangelist Lester 
Rolojfi, the facilities re­
mained open last week. 
Officials from the Depart­
ment o f Human Resources 
refiised to break through a' 
human barrier o f about 
300 hymn-singing persons 
clu tch ing B ibles and 
American flags who stood 
in front o f the entrance to 
Rolofr’ s Peoples Church. 
The teen-aged residents o f 
Roloff’s Rebekah Home 
for Girls had been moved 
from the home to the 
church next door, and 
their parents and some 150 
pastors from 25 states kept 
a fix)nt-door vigil.

Roloff voluntarily closed 
down his Zapata boys’ 
home facilities on June 19 
in obeyance o f the court 
order, but maintained a 
stubborn resistance at the 
girls’ home near CJorpus 
Christi.

State officials, unsure of 
how to handle the large 
crowd, said they did not 
know when or if they 
would enter the home. 
Roloff, meanwhile, says he
will “ never give up” .

It is unfair to expect state 
or local goverpments to 
carry out something which 
the federal government 
can neither explain, un­
derstand nor administer’ ’ , 
Farabee stated to the 
Lions Club in W ichita Falls 
this week.

Although there are no 
simple answers to the 
energy problem acording 
to Farabee, he outlined 
four points which he stated 
we must address: (1) a 
clear-cut National Energy 
Policy; (2) greater individ­
ual conservation; (3) de­
velopment o f energy alter­
natives such as gasohol, 
solar energy, coal and 
lignite power; and (4) 
priorities for agricultural 
production , em ergency 
health care and commerc­
ial transportation.

Farabee filed a protest 
with DOE in Washington 
last week opposing their 
latest so-called “ conserva­

tion plan’ ’ because the 
proposed regulations re­
flect ignorance of the 
problems in the 30th 
Senatorial District.

Farabee stated his office 
has received a number of 
requests for assistance in 
connection with energy 
needs related to the wheat 
harvest, disaster needs 
and health care. ‘ ‘W e have 
received excellent cooper­
ation from the (jovem or’s 
Office o f Energy Resour­
ces, and I am pleased that 
although they are limited 
in their authority, they 
have been able to provide 
assistance in most instan- 
ces.
