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July state sales tax rebate for Knox City 
totals $18,730.31, up 9.25% from 1998

Quarterly filers are included in this report, Knox City's new, very successful 
Duckwalls Hometown Variety Store adds to the 9.25% raise in KC sales tax rebate

State Comptroller Carole 
Keeton Rylander delivered 
$272.3 million in monthly sales 
tax rebates to 1,098 Texas cities 
and 117 counties, including a 
check of $18,730.31 to Knox 
City. The rebate to Knox City 
reflects an increase of 9.25% 
from a rebate check of $ 17,144.26 
forthesameperiodin 1998. Knox 
City collects a 2.000% rate of 
sales tax, with a full 1.000% of 
the tax directed towards Economic 
Development (EDC) funding. 
The Knox City Economic Devel­
opment Corporation uses this 
money for projects to spur the 
local economy of our commu­
nity, such as the recently com­
pleted Duckwalls Hometown 
Variety Store. These sales tax fig­
ures are for the month of June and 
reported to the state in July. This 
month's rebate also reflects those 
businesses who file quarterly in­
stead of monthly. The sales tax 
rebate figures for this period in­
clude the new Duckwall's Home­
town Variety Store in Knox City, 
open for 3 weeks in May and the 
entire month of June for this fil­
ing period. The 9.25 % increase 
is welcome news to both Knox 
City EDC and city officials, as it 
reflects an increase of money 
spent in our local community in­
stead of out of town.

Texas cities received $251.9 
million. Thus far in 1999, rebates 
to cities are 7.0 percent higher 
than for the same period in 1998. 
Counties received a total of 20.3 
million in rebates, up 0.4 for the 
same period in 1998. Another 8.9 
million went to 42 special pur­
pose districts around the state.

The checks delivered this

month are for sales taxes collected 
in June and reported by businesses 
filing monthly and quarterly tax 
returns in the month of July, 1999.

For other Knox County cities, 
Benjamin received $745.93, a

In Haskell County, Haskell re­

Haskell collects a 2.000% 
rate of sales tax. O'Brien received 
$200.47 this period, down 29.36% 
from a payment of $283.80 a year 
ago. Rochester received $977.29, 
down 50.80% form a payment of 
$1,986.56 during the same period 
last year.

In Jones County, Stamford re­
ceived a payment of $55,387.02, 
up 2.26% from a payment of 
$54,161.65 in 1998. Anson re­
ceived $19,927.01, up 6.74% from 
a payment of $18,667.16 last 
year. Hamlin received a check of 
$22,030.97, down 1.89% from 
$22,456.02 in 1998. Stamford, 
Anson and Hamlin all collect a 
2% rate of sales tax.

In Baylor County, the city of 
Seymour received a payment of 
$19,429.56, up 2.84% from a pay­
ment of $18,892.81 in 1998. 
Seymour collects a 1.000 rate of 
sales tax.

In Foard County, Crowell re­
ceived a payment of $6,408.27, 
down 9.03% from a payment of 
$7,044.51 in 1998. Crowell col­
lects a 1.500% rate of sales tax.

In Dickens County, Dickens 
received $2,926.99, up 0.45% 
from a payment of $2,913.85 in 
1998. Spur received a payment 
of $4,965.96, down 0.51% from 
a 1998 payment of $4,991.47. 
Dickens collects a 1.5% rate of 
sales tax, while Spur collects a 
1% rate.

In Cottle County, Paducah re­
ceived a payment of $10,909.22, 
up a whopping 41.73% from a 
payment of $7,697.09 in 1998. 
Paducah collects 1.5% sales tax.

Control of downtown parking and county wide law enforcement will not be considered
Residents and business owners show up at August 12 council meeting to express their concerns

Meeting in a regular scheduled 
meeting last Thursday night at 
City Hall, members of the City 
Council of Knox City had an op­
portunity to hear the opinions of 
several Knox City residents and 
business owners who attended the 
meeting in order to voice their 
concerns over agenda items that 
included the possibility of con­
trolling downtown parking and 
the idea of combining law en­
forcement agencies in the county 
to one county wide department.

Council members present for 
the meeting were Mayor Tommy 
(Bud) Reynolds, Charles 
Lankford, David Chapman, 
Domingo Garcia, Tommy 
Mangis, and Jeff Stanfield. Rep­
resenting the city were City Man­
ager Danny Parker, City Secre­
tary Brenda Correll, and Police 
Chief Harry Steen. Concerned 
citizens who attended were Johnny

& Bonnie Pey sen, Roland Marion, 
Ed and Patty Del Valle, Elda 
Garcia, Billye Bess Angle, Dave 
& Stacy Thompson, Rocky and 
Rickie Meyers, Gladys Walton, 
and her Mother, Barbara 
Swearingin.

The first item on the agenda 
following the call to order was 
time for public comments. Roland 
Marion was the first to speak, 
voicing his concern over the pos­
sibility of Knox City even re­
motely considering going to a 
county wide law enforcement* 
agency. Roland's opposition was 
based on response time of officers 
to calls, and what the move might 
mean to businesses who might 
want to move to Knox City in the 
future. Concluding his remarks, 
Marion urged each member of the 
council to be looking to the future 
in everything they do as every 
local business needs to be kept

alive and new business attracted 
to the community.

Dave Thompson was next to 
speak, voicing concern and op­
position to both the agenda items 
of county wide law enforcement 
and controlling downtown park­
ing. His comments centered 
mainly on what the future eco­
nomic damage to the community 
would be if either idea were to be 
seriously considered.

Ed Del Valle was next to ad­
dress the council with his con­
cern over downtown parking, spe­
cifically employees of downtown 
businesses using parking spaces 
that he felt should be for cus­
tomer use only. Stacy Thompson 
addressed the same issue next, 
explaining that she was aware of 
the complaints concerning where 
the hair and nail technicians who 
work in Appearances are park­
ing. She explained that since the

ladies are independent contrac­
tors and not store employees, the 
store could not tell them where to 
park.

Elda Garcia addressed the coun­
cil next, explaining her difficult 
time in trying to find handicapped 
parking in downtown Knox City. 
She was not aware that the current 
handicapped parking space on the 
west side of Central in the down­
town area had been moved to the 
north side of the former White 
Auto Building, but she did point 
out that no handicapped parking 
was available on the east side of 
Central in the down parking area.

Johnny Peysen voiced his con­
cern against the idea of county 
wide law enforcement and urged 
the council to pay close consider­
ation to both the law enforcement 
and parking issues before making 
any decisions that could possible 
hurt the community and local busi­

nesses. Billye Bess Angle ad­
dressed the council next and in­
formed the council that as a down­
town business owner for over 25 
years, she was not in favor of 
trying to control the parking in 
any way and urged the council to 
keep our local police force just as 
it is.

Rickie Meyers was the last to 
address the council with another 
issue, that of where contractors 
are allowed to dispose of shingles 
following the recent hail storm 
and all the re-roofing going on in 
town. She voiced concern that as 
a local taxpayer and resident, she 
had to pay for 2 dumpsters to 
dispose of her roofing materials. 
City Manager Danny Parker re­
sponded that there had been a 
misunderstanding over the matter 
and that the city was working with 
the trash company to resolve the 
issue.

After the public comment por­
tion of the meeting was over, 
Mayor Reynolds thanked those 
who expressed their opinions and 
moved the council on to the next 
agenda item of approving previ­
ous minutes from both the City 
Council and EDC meetings. After 
approval of the July City Council 
minutes, the EDC minutes were 
discussed at length with reference 
to a flooring problem in the 
Duckwall's Hometown Variety 
Store. Ownership of the building 
rests with the City of Knox City 
and EDC, with the lease to 
Duckwall's stipulating that EDC 
be responsible for major mainte­
nance items. The problem of mois­
ture seeping into the ground under 
the pier and beam building was 
discussed, and the effect that mois­
ture is having on the wood floor.

City Council will not consider county wide police
Continued from City Council story on page one

Both Councilmen Charles 
Lankford and Tommy Mangis feel 
strongly that Contractor Sid 
Richardson should be held respon­
sible for the damages. Council­
man Lankford stated that the mois­
ture problem should have been 
addressed during the building re­
modeling, and Councilman 
Mangis felt that the use of particle 
board instead of plywood for the 
sub flooring was contributing 
greatly to the problem. Both items 
had been addressed in the last 
EDC meeting and ideas are being 
looked into now by EDC to cor­
rect the problems. Both Lankford 
and Mangis were against the city 
or EDC having to spend any more 
money to fix the problems, that 
the contractor who did the remod­
eling should be held responsible 
Prior to approving the EDC min­
utes, Councilman Mangis asked 
that an amendment be added to 
the approval, stating that the coun­
cil would look to the contractor 
for repairs.

In their next agenda item, the 
council approved entering into an 
agreement with Stovall Oil and 
Gas to conduct a seismic study 
within the city limits to determine 
if there are oil fields beneath the 
city. Following a lengthy discus­
sion, the vote carried with only 
Councilman Lankford voting 
against the agreement.

Downtown parking was the 
next issue on the agenda, placed 
there for discussion by Council­
man Jeff Stanfield. Mayor 
Reynolds started the discussion 
by stating that he was not for 
controlled parking, feeling that 
the city should study the issue 
more. Stanfield replied that he 
had placed the agenda item be­
cause he feels the downtown park­
ing should be for customers only. 
After a discussion that included 
several opinions and ideas voiced. 
Councilman Charles Lankford 
made a motion that the city not 
attempt to regulate parking any 
different from ordinances that 
might already be in effect. The

motion carried with only Coun­
cilman Stanfield voting against.

The hiring of an auditor for the 
annual audit of city finances was 
discussed next and the council 
was unanimous in their approval 
of securing an auditor from 
Crowell.

The possibility of county-wide 
policing was then discussed at 
length by the council. Council­
man Mangis explained that the 
only reason he had placed the 
item on the agenda was because it 
was one of the items noted at a 
recent county-wide forum spon­
sored by the Extension Service to 
look into the future of Knox 
County. Mangis further explained 
that as far as he knows, no action 
is even being considered at this 
time, the item was just on the 
agenda for discussion. During the 
ensuing discussion. Councilman 
Lankford stated, "If I had to vote 
for this right now, I would not 
vote for it." That sentiment was 
echoed by Councilman Stanfield 
when he said. "As long as I am on 
the City Council, I would never, 
ever, vote for this." Councilman 
Mangis then made a motion to 
form a committee to study the 
idea, that motion was seconded 
by Councilman Lankford, but 
voted down by no votes from Jeff 
Stanfield, David Chapman, and 
Domingo Garcia.

Councilman Domingo Garcia 
brought the next agenda item to 
the table and a discussion fol­
lowed on the city workers provid­
ing services to haul brush from 
the city alleyways. While the city 
currently provides that service, 
the crews are seriously backlogged 
and the brush is not being picked 
up. With no easy solution to the 
problem, the council discussed 
starting a campaign to make the 
citizens aware that they should 
haul their own brush and tree 
limbs, if they are able to do so.

Councilman Lankford dis­
cussed the next agenda item with 
council members, that of the Keep 
Knox City Beautiful Campaign.

He advised the other members of 
the council that the time was right 
to be forming committees within 
the community to start addressing 
the city wide clean up project and 
asked each council member to be 
thinking of citizens and/or busi­
ness owners that they would like 
to see on committees.

The topic of Police Department 
Personnel and Policy Procedures 
was discussed next, with Coun­
cilman Lankford explaining that 
he had placed the item on the 
agenda to assure that there was an 
"understanding that, with the ex­
ception of emergencies, we have 
a police officer in town at all 
times." That was discussed with 
Police Chief Harry Steen and no 
formal action was taken.

The proposed budget for next 
year’s city operating expenses was 
discussed next and the council 
decided to set a special meeting 
for Wednesday, August 18, at7:00 
p.m. just for reviewing the pro­
posed budget. City Manager 
Danny Parker advised the council 
that the city had received notifica- 
tion of the approval of a 
$250,000.00to the community for 
water system repairs.

Following reports by the Po­
lice Department, Water Depart­
ment and Fire Department, the 
council next addressed the last 
agenda item yet to be discussed, 
that of purchasing real property 
from Leon Ward. Following a 
brief discussion on the two half 
acre lots, the council voted to al­
low Councilman Charles 
Lankford to negotiate the prop­
erty with Leon Ward as long as 
the property had a clear title.

With no further business, the 
council adjourned.

At least one of these orga­
nizations deliberately styles itself 
after the American Cancer Soci­
ety in an attempt to confuse con­
tributors. This organization may 
look like the ACS, but a closer 
look would show that it spends 
much less on educational and pa­
tient services and much more on 
fund raising and overhead. While 
there are many legitimate and re­
spected organizations raising 
funds to fight cancer, many are 
not legitimate. If you have re­
ceived a direct mail solicitation 
from any cancer organization, you 
can contact the Better Business 
Bureau at (703) 276-0100 or the 
Texas Attorney General's office 
at (800) 621-0508 to find out if it 
meets the BBB's standards. I am 
proud to say that the American 
Cancer Society does meet all of 
them.

The Knox Co. Unit of the ACS 
provides services to cancer pa­
tients, educational material, and 
raises funds to support our nation­
ally renowned cancer research 
programs. Eighty-three cents of 
every dollar donated to the ACS 
goes to directly fund these pro­
grams. Only seventeen cents is 
used for administration and fund 
raising costs. These are well within 
the acceptable limits set by the 
BBB and other watch dog organi­
zations.

Please do not be confused by ap­
peals from organizations who may 
appear to be the* ACS. Look for 
the copyrighted red Sword of 
Hope symbol.
