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Know stroke warning signs 
to save a iife, says AHA

Knowing the warning signs and 
signals of a stroke could save a 
life - your own or that of a loved 
one.

The American heart Associa­
tion points out that about 600,000 
people suffer a new or recurrent 
stroke each year. About 500,000 
of these are first-time strokes.

"Those are scary statistics," 
says Danny Bartel, MD, PA, vol­
unteer for the American Heart 
Association's North Texas Re­
gion. "However, an estimated 4.4 
million stroke survivors are alive 
today, some of them because they 
got help quickly enough to save 
their lives."

Dr. Bartel warns that stroke 
affects different people in differ­
ent ways. "When a stroke occurs, 
severe injury to mental and bodily 
functions - even death - can result. 
Knowing the warning signs of 
stroke and seeking immediate 
medical treatment are critical," he 
says.

The AHA says these are the 
warning signs of a stroke;

• sudden weakness or numb­
ness of the face, arm or leg on one 
side of the body;

• sudden confusion, trouble 
speaking or understanding;

• sudden trouble seeing in one 
or both eyes;

• sudden trouble walking, diz­
ziness, loss of balance or coordi­
nation;

• sudden severe headache with 
no known cause.

Not all of these signs occur in 
every attack. Sometimes they go 
away and return. If some occur, 
get help fast.

"If you notice one or more of 
these signs in another person, don't 
wait," Dr. Bartel says. "Call 911 
and get the person to a hospital 
right away."

"If not stopped, it will become 
a major risk factor later in life for 
coronary heart disease, which 
leads to heart attacks," Peggy 
Guinn, president of the American 
Heart Association's Knox County 
Division, said. "It also can be­
come a significant risk factor for 
stroke."

Among young adults of both 
sexes who are otherwise at low 
risk of developing coronary heart 
disease or stroke, as many as 75 
percent of the cases of coronary 
heart disease may be due to ciga­
rette smoking. The longer a per­
son smokes, the greater the risk of 
coronary heart disease. Approxi­
mately 100,000 people die each 
year from coronary heart diseases 
that result from smoking.

"Most adults who smoke started

"Smoking hab­
its in youth appear to determine 
lifetime cigarette consumption.

Evidence shows that those who 
begin smoking before age 20 have 
the highest incidence and earliest 
onset of coronary heart diseaase 
and high blood pressure."

Mrs. Guinn urges area residents 
to join in the effort to convince 
young people in their circles of 
influence that smoking is neither 
"cool" or "grown up."

Guilty plea 
issued in King 
County case

Delbert Ellis, 46, of King 
County plead guilty in the Cottle 
County District Court in Paducah 
last Tuesday to assaulting Roy 
Keith, a Paducah school teacher, 
on April 29, 1999, according to 
District Attorney Bill Neal.

While the assault occurred in 
King County, south of Guthrie, 
the criminal case was moved to 
the Cottle County District Court 
on the defendant's change of venue 
motion.

Ellis had plead "not guilty" to 
the charge until Tuesday just prior 
to going on trial before a Cottle 
County jury. When Ellis changed 
his plea to "guilty". District Judge 
David Hajek dismissed the jury 
panel and accepted his plea.

Under a plea bargain agree­
ment with the State, which was 
approved by the victim of the as­
sault, Ellis was assessed a one- 
year jail sentence but the sentence 
was suspended and Ellis placed 
on probation for two years. One 
condition of the probation was 
that, in addition to paying all court 
costs, plus $40.00 per month pro­
bation service fee, he make full 
restitution to the victims in the 
amount of $5,418.35, which in­
cluded medical expenses, loss of 
wages, travel and other miscella­
neous expenses. In addition. Judge 
Hajek ordered Ellis to perform 
200 hours of community service.

The State's evidence indicated 
that Ellis became angry at Keith 
over a family matter and con­
fronted Keith, who was then work­
ing on a construction project south 
of Guthrie, and attacked him with­
out warning, and then kicked Keith 
in the face after he was knocked to 
the ground. Keith suffered a frac­
tured nose and orbital bones.

Upon Ellis' plea, the original 
assault charge was reduced from 
a third degree felony to a Class A 
misdemeanor assault.

Eight watershed studies siated for Texas
Wichita-Bra:^s SWCD involved in project

COLLEGE STATION - In its 
last session, the Texas Legisla­
ture provided appropriations 
through the Texas State Soil and 
Water Conservation Board for 
feasibility studies on the effects 
of brush management on water 
yields. The studies focus on 
changes in water yields associ­
ated with brush management and 
the related economic aspects.

All or part of the Canadian 
River, Wichita River, Upper Colo­
rado River, Middle Concho River, 
Edwards Aquifer, Pedernales 
river, Frio River and Nueces River 
watersheds will be involved in the 
feasibility study.

This is a cooperative, ecosys­
tem level project that involves the 
Red River authority, Foard 
County, Cottle, Upper Pease, 
King, Duck Creek, Wilbarger, 
M iller-Brazos, and Wichita-' 
Brazos Soil & Water Conserva­
tion Districts, Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station (TAES), 
Texas Agricultural Extension Ser­
vice (TAEX), U.S. Department of 
Agriculture Natural Resource 
Conservation Service (NRCS), 
Texas State Soil and Water Con­
servation Board (TSSWCB), and 
the Texas Parks and Wildlife De­
partment.

The goal of the project is to 
increase the stream flow and wa­
ter availability of the Wichita 
River into Lake Kemp for use as a 
supply of industrial, municipal and 
other water.

The first stage of the project, 
now in progress, is a planning

assessment and feasibility study.
■ The objectives of this study are 

to:
• Estimate the potential change 

in stream flow and accounting for 
the effect of brush management 
on other ecosystem services.

This is not a research project 
per se, but an application of exist­
ing technology to a current prob­
lem.

In addition to the technical as­
pects of this project, there will be 
an educational component that 
informs landowners and the gen­
eral public about his study.

The project deals with the en­
tire watershed and will consider 
the effect of brush management 
on a number of ecosystem ser­
vices (uses such as wildlife habi­
tat or livestock production).

In the planning phase, a simu­
lation model known as the Soil 
and Water Assessment Tool 
(SWAT) will be used to estimate 
the effect of brush control on sur­
face runoff, percolation, and 
groundwater flow to total stream 
flow in the Wichita River.

The objective of modeling, 
conducted by a team from the 
TAES, TAEX, TSSWCB and the 
NRCS, is to predict the effect of 
management decisions on water, 
sediment and nutrient yields on 
larger river basins.

Existing and new data will be 
used to set the parameters of each 
model. Soil type and digital el­
evation are currently available for 
each area, and satellite photogra­
phy will be used to determine land

use and cover classifications, 
NRCS personnel from Baylor, 
Cottle, Dickens, King and Knox 
Counties, with cooperation from 
other agencies, will check the ac­
curacy of the satellite photographs 
against the actual land use and 
ground cover.

A "prescription" will be devel­
oped for the areas identified as 
having a high potential to increase 
water yield following brush con­
trol. This will allow cost / benefit 
estimates to be made in terms of 
dollars per acre-foot of additional 
water yields.

A final ranking of sites for brush 
control will incorporate other vari­
ables that affect the net impact of 
brush control on the total ecosys­
tem, such as livestock produc­
tion, wildlife, aesthetics and land 
values.

Since this project involves pri­
vate lands, public meetings will 
be conducted throughout this plan­
ning phase. Future meetings will 
inform landowners of the process 
that will be followed and to ad­
dress any questions or concerns 
they may have.

After the final plan is devel­
oped the results will be presented 
at public meetings in the fall of 
2000.

Because of the objective of the 
project is to increase the stream 
flow from the Wichita River, all 
stakeholders (private landowners, 
state agencies, environmental 
groups and city government) will 
be involved to improve the health 
of the Wichita River Watershed.
