Knowing the warning signs and
signals of a stroke could save a
life - your own or that of a loved
one.

"Those are scary statistics,"
says Danny Bartel, MD, PA, vol-
unteer for the American Heart
Association's North Texas Re-
gion. "However, an estimated 4.4
million stroke survivors are alive
today, some of them because they
got help quickly enough to save
their lives."

Dr. Bartel warns that stroke
affects different people in differ-

ent ways. "When a stroke occurs, .

severe injury to mental and bodily
functions - even death - can result.

Knowing the warning signs of

stroke and seeking immediate
medical treatment are critical," he
says.

The AHA says these are the
warning signs of a stroke:

* sudden weakness or numb-
ness of the face, arm or leg on one
side of the body;

* sudden confusion, trouble
speaking or undeistanding;

* sudden trouble seeing in one
or both eyes;

» sudden trouble walking, diz-
ziness, loss of balance or coordi-
nation;

Not all of these signs occur in
every attack. Sometimes they go
away and return. If some occur,
get help fast.

"If you notice one or more of
these signs in another person, don't
wait," Dr. Bartel says. "Call 911
and get the person to a hospital
right away."

Population: It is estimated there are 25 million
veterans in the United States, including D.C and Puerto
Rico.

Beneficiaries: Some 2.7 million veteransreceive disability compen-
sation and 628,000 survivors receive disability and indemnity compen-
sation from the Veterans Administration. Another 400,000 veterans
and 3000,000 survivors of limited incomes are paid pensions. An
estimated 70 million persons, or one third of the nation's population, are
veterans, dependents and survivors of deceased veterans and are poten-
tially eligible for VA benefits and services.

Veterans' Health: In 1999, VA has or will treat nearly 3.6 million
individuals in its health care facilities. This will include treating some
750,000 veterans in VA Hospitals, 106,000 in nursing homes and
25,000 in domiciliaries. VA outpatient clinics will register some 35.8
million visits.

Aging Veterans: More than 80 percent of living U.S. Veterans are
over the age of 50. As of July 1, 1998, average ages for different era
veterans were:

Gulf War (2.02 million veterans) average age 32

Vietnam War (8.2 million veterans) average age 51

Korean War (4.2 million veterans) average age 67

World War II (6.3 million veterans) average age 76

World War I (less than 5,000 veterans) average age over 95

All peacetime era vets (5.9 million veterans) average age 50

Post Vietnam era peacetime vets (3 million veterans) average age 38

Peacetime era vets between the Korean War and the Vietnam War

(2.7 million vets) average age 60

Women veterans: Some 1.23 million of the 25 million living veterans
are women.

Educated veterans: Since the first GI Bill became law in 1944, more

_than 20.7 million beneficiaries have participated in GI Bill education

and training programs.
