The expected 2000 names have 
grown to near 2500. Only 18 char­
acters are allowed for each name. 
Consequently only the name listed 
under the war or OMO 'other mili­
tary operations' will designate 
each veteran's unique military 
odyssey of dedication to his coun­
try.

Many young women are among 
the 2500. In fact, there were 
350,000 women in uniform and 
an estimated 6.5 million at work 
in war-related jobs on the home 
front.

One young Knox County 
woman, a graduate of Rhineland 
High School, Nurse Teresia M. 
Birkenfeld, as result of her Red

Cross training in 1943, was as­
signed to the 279th Station Hospi­
tal which served England, 
Abergavanny, Wales, and even­
tually Ver Dunn, France, where 
she operated a Central Staging 
Area for hospitals returning to the 
USA and the Pacific Region.

From there, she served with the 
279th as they took over the S.S. 
Hospital in Berlin, Germany, un­
til her army discharge, June 27, 
1946.

Teresia has been married over 
50- years to Thomas Koetter, has 
two married children, three grand­
children and now resides in 
Rowlett, Texas.

Another young Knox County 
girl, Anna Mulroy of Benjamin, 
daughter of one of the first Texas 
Rangers, volunteered for service 
in 1944, and served as a nurse in 
the European Theater. She later 
resided in Libertyville, Illinois, 
until her death August 27, 1989, 
at the age of 85.

A young Ruth Pennartz Red­
der served in hospital administra­
tive work at Hamilton Air Force 
Base in California. She was dis­
charged in November 1962 as 
Airman Second Class.

Ruth is married to Herman Red­
der and they have five children 
and 11 grandchildren.

Rep. Counts reports teacher health 
insurance a top priority in next session

AUSTIN - State Representa­
tive David Counts (D-Knox City) 
reports that a top priority for the 
next session of the legislature will 
be finding a workable way to pro­
vide teachers with quality, afford­
able health insurance.

Currently, teachers across the 
state face a situation where they 
have inadequate health insurance 
or no insurance at all. Many of the 
school districts that do provide 
insurance only offer plans with 
deductibles of thousands of dol­
lars, leaving teachers with little 
more than catastrophic care.

Rep. Counts said that this is 
cause for great concern, and that 
teachers should not have to worry 
about visiting the doctor or get­
ting their prescriptions filled.

Rep. Counts said that any health 
insurance plan must be a coordi­
nated effort between the state and 
local school districts. In order for 
the plan to be affordable, teachers 
will have to pay a portion of the 
premium as well.

However, Rep. Counts said that 
the plan must not diminish the 
benefits a teacher currently re­
ceives.

Rep. Counts said, "This would 
be a strong step forward for teach­
ers, the state would be creating a 
state and local partnership to pro­
vide teachers with much-deserved 
health insurance."

Last session, the legislature 
provided every public. school 
teacher, counselor, and librarian 
with at $3,000 across the board

pay raise. This has helped im­
prove teacher compensation dra­
matically, however. Rep. Counts 
says that this was just a good first 
step and that there is much left to 
do to recruit and retain quality 
teachers.

"I am pleased with the $3000 
raise for our teachers, but I think 
we still have a lot of work to 
compensate our educations in our 
communities, they are educating 
the future of this state and have a 
demanding job in the classroom."

Rep. Counts went on to say that 
teachers have one of the most 
challenging and important jobs in 
Texas, and that they must be re­
warded for their hard work and 
dedication to the state's school 
children.

Greyhounds drop season opener 38-7 to Rotan
Despite an improved perfor­

mance on both offense and de­
fense from last year's team, the 
hard fighting Knox City Grey­
hounds lost their season opener 
with the Rotan Yellowhammers 
before a large home crowd at 
Greyhound Stadium last Friday 
night.

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Twelve year old 'wrote the book' on 
surviving cancer to help other children

Johnston great-granddaughter an example to cancer patients
(Editor's Note: Kristin Lewis, 

great-granddaughter o f Audie 
Johnston ofO 'Brien, was recently 
featured in the Lubbock Ava- 
lanche-Joumal in an article, en­
titled Kristin's Miracle, by Charles 
L  Ehrenfeld. The article preceded 
the American Cancer Society's 
Relay for Life held Saturday, Au­
gust 5.)

She is not quite 12 years old, 
but Kristin Lewis wrote the book 
on surviving cancer.

She was eight days shy of her 
eighth birthday when she was di­
agnosed with non-Hodgkin's lym­
phoma on October 14, 1997, her 
father Brad's birthday. However, 
Kristin has been cancer-free for 
almost three years and will be 
among the 300 cancer survivors 
making the first lap around the 
track at Monterey High School 
when the American Cancer 
Society's annual fundraising Re­
lay for Life gets underway.

The event, which celebrates 
cancer survivors and increases 
awareness of cancer while raising 
money for the ACS, continues 
throughout the night and con­
cludes at 11:30 a.m. Saturday. 
Teams will keep moving around 
the track through the evening and 
early morning, with each team 
required to have at least one rep­
resentative on the track at all times.

A feature of the event will be 
the luminaria ceremony, which 
will begin at 10 p.m. Luminarias 
will be lighted around the track in 
honor of those living with cancer 
and in memory of those who lost 
their battle to the disease.

It is the third year for Kristin 
and other members of the Lewis 
family to participate in Relay for 
Life. Kristimwas the mascot for 
Team University Medical Center 
the first year but has been a mem­
ber of Kristin's Kruisers - an all­
female team composed of her 
aunts, cousins, grandmother and 
friends - last year and this year. A 
year ago, Kristin's Kruisers raised 
$5,500 in donations, more than 
any corporate or non-corporate 
team.

"Lots of people get tired of 
fundraising," said Kari Lewis, 
Kristin's mother. "When you see 
all the cancer survivors, you real­
ize all the hard work is absolutely 
worth it. God put a lot of special 
angels on this Earth to help raise

money and help others get better. 
I think that is why we went through 
what we did, so we could help 
people now."

When she was diagnosed with 
cancer, Kristin had a tumor that 
filled up her chest cavity and con­
tinued up the left side of her neck. 
Eight days after being diagnosed, 
she began aggressive chemo­
therapy treatment at Southwest 
Cancer Center at UMC.

"I was terrified," Kari Lewis 
recalled. "The first thing that 
comes to your mind when you 
hear the word 'cancer' is death. 
But since Kristin was diagnosed, 
we found out there are more people 
living with cancer than dying from 
it.

"I am hoping that when my 
youngest daughter (6-year-old 
Kelcee) has children, they will 
not even know what it is."

Just three weeks after begin­
ning chemotherapy, Kristin's doc­
tors declared her cancer-free on 
November 18, 1997, her sister's 
birthday.

"We were absolutely in shock," 
Kari Lewis said. "Three weeks 
later we had hoped the tumor 
would be smaller. We burst out in 
tears when they told us it was 
gone in three weeks. My husband 
could not believe it. They had to 
show him the pathology report.

Kristin continued receiving 
aggressive chemotherapy treat­
ments, including a few adult doses, 
for two years. She also was given 
20 blood transfusions and 15 plate­
let transfusions during the two- 
year span. She lost all of her hair 
and had to have a feeding tube 
inserted after her weight dipped 
to 42 pounds, though she now 
weighs 72 pounds and has a full 
head of brown curly hair that she 
is' quick to point out is real.

"At times it was scary," Kristin 
said of her battle with the dreaded

disease. "But most of the time 1 
just thought I would get through 
it. The thing is, I do not remember 
a whole lot about it now.

She missed all of her third- and 
fourth-grade school years at West­
ward Elementary School in Slaton 
because her blood count was so 
low it made her immune system 
susceptible to germs. But third- 
grade teacher Lynn Melton vol­
unteered to serve as Kristin's 
homebound teacher. Melton, who 
now teaches home economics at 
Slaton High School, had a nephew 
who died from cancer at age 15.

"I asked Mrs. Melton if she 
could find any books on cancer 
that I could understand," Kristin 
said. "She found one, but it did not 
say what happened to you. She 
said, 'You could write a better 
book than this.' I always like to 
write. I just sat down at my com­
puter one night and started writ­
ing."

The fruit of her efforts was 
"Roses are Red, Violets are Blue, 
I Beat Cancer. . .  So Can You!" It 
is a 24-page book first printed in 
1998 by Cypress Home Publish­
ing and now distributed by Phi 
Mu Foundation of Tucker, Ga. 
More than 15,000 copies have 
been printed. The book contains 
illustrations by Staci Lewis, 
Kristin's cousin, who drew the 
illustrations when she was 15. She 
now is a senior at Slaton High 
School.

Kristin, a sixth-grader at 
Southland Junior High School, 
was selected as the 1998 Miracle 
Child for Children's Miracle Net­
work at UMC, and she also re­
ceived the 1999 Texas State Cour­
age Award from the American 
Cancer Society.

She has been involved with 
speakihg engagements for the 
ACS, Children's Miracle Net­
work, the Make-A-Wish Founda-

"Because they helped me so 
much, I want to try to help other 
people," Kristin said. "I tell them 
to think about what they can do 
next, not what they are going 
through. I also tell them to pray a 
lot. If they do not have someone to 
talk to, they can talk to God.

"You have to believe that you 
can get through it. You have to 
believe in God and believe that 
miracles can happen."

Disabled veteran takes on challenging 
motorcycle ride to Sturgis, South Dakota
(Editor's Note: The following story 
was submitted to The Knox County 
News by John Harrell.)

I came into this country almost 
two years ago with my two wag­
ons pulled by four good mules 
and two saddle horses on the off 
traffic side - on my way to the Rio 
Grande for the winter.

This C.O.P.D. (Chronic Ob­
structive Pulmonary Disease) had 
been coming down on me for sev­
eral years and as I made camp in 
Truscott, it caught up and I pur­
chased a house and sold my mules, 
I was too weak to hitch 'em up. 
After 15 months and 15 trips to 
different hospitals, (once a heli­
copter was called up for a 200 
mile ride to Lubbock). A dozen 
times, they carried me out of my 
house in the middle of the night 
on a gurney to a ambulance! This 
disease of the lungs is so debilitat­
ing for most of this time I could 
barely walk, but finally three 
months ago, I began to mend.

I needed a challenge, mental 
and physically, something I'd 
never done before, thus came 
Sturgis, a motorcycle rally i South 
Dakota and a 2000 mile ride and 
all my medical and camping 
equipment.

On my Yamaha 400 1980 mo­
torcycle, which I had purchased 
three years earlier for $150.00,1 
managed to get all my gear, about 
100 pounds on the motorcycle, 
which cut the gas mileage by 30% 
and made it sluggish and harder to 
control.

I said good-bye to my good 
friend Cruchi Amoyo of Truscott 
and Nolan of Phillips 66 in Crowell 
and I'm on my way.

I move along at 65 mph for 
about an hour and a half and saw 
a big sign on 83 North. Free water 
for Sturgis riders, I stopped and 
there was a large 40 ft. shade tent 
with big tubs of iced down cold 
bottled water. I drink two pints 
and took a nap. On the road again 
about 3:00 p.m. I ride til almost 
dark, up into Oklahoma and get 
permission to camp behind a ser-

vice station. After a breathing 
treatment, I tried for 30 minutes to 
put up my tent and could not, so I 
crawled under it and tried to sleep, 
the bugs ate me and big trucks 
with their refrigerated units kept 
me awake all night. I was a bad 
place to camp. I got hardly no 
sleep. Next day feeling half dead, 
I pushed on reaching Oakley, Kan­
sas, where I took a motel and 
unpacked my hear, fell across the 
bed and slept 13 hours.

Next day, a hot shower and 
good breakfast and I'm back on 
track, I stop 4-5 times a day and 
plug into 110-V with my nebu­
lizer breathing machine for a treat­
ment.

My oxygen supplier is Luiscare 
and the only one enroute was in 
Scottsbluff, Nebraska, so I headed 
for Scottsbluff. After picking up 
my oxygen supplies, I stop in Hot 
Springs and buy some groceries. 
Now we are getting into the rally. 
There's motorcycles everywhere. 
They see I'm from Texas with rhy 
oxygen tanks and they come over 
and take my picture and shake my 
hand.

I push on - pass Rushmore and 
made camp. All was well until 
about 2:00 a.m. and woke up and

debilitated. I crawl to the next tent 
and the lady was a retired pulmo­
nary nurse from Canada and she 
first took over, put me in her car 
and drove to 110-V electricity with 
my equipment. Talk about luck.

Now my 1980- Yamaha 400 
starts acting up, I push it down to 
Rapid City, Idaho, and then she 
just died. Had to tow it to a motor­
cycle shop and wait two days for 
parts and repair. I had to call my 
bank in Crowell for needed funds.

After Surgis, I head for home 
and stop at a VA hospital in Hot 
Springs, SD, for oxygen.

They learn about my trip and 
invited me to spend the night and 
a hot dinner.

I wasn't sick - just tired. It was 
three hard hot days pushing south 
- all the corn in Kansas was two 
feet high and dead, but I kept 
coming an and we made it home 
to Truscott.

After the trip I rested for a day 
or two and discovered I was much 
stronger then I have been in three 
years.

So you people with the 
C.O.P.D. - get out and do some­
thing - something new and excit­
ing and demanding. You'll be glad 
you did - 1 promise you.
