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Co. Commissioners meet to review financial 
results for fiscal year ending September 30

Benjamin news By Gladene Green, Benjamin Correspondent

Monday, October 20, Knox 
County Commissioners met to 
review financial results for the 
fiscal year ending on September 
30, 2003.

Expenditures for the county 
totaled $1,583,155 in 2003, down 
from $1,655,632 in 2002 and 
$1,771,885 in 2001. Re venues for 
2003 totaled $1,585,617 com­
pared to $1,540,496 in 2002 and 
$1,485,513 in 2001.

Spending in the road and bridge 
funds which includes all four 
county precincts totaled $394,661 
in 2003, down from $471,233 in 
2002 and $484,379 in 2001. The 
$76,572 decrease in spending 
from last year reflects changes 
made toward consolidation of road 
and bridge activities that began 
last January. Road and bridge 
spending represented 25% of the

total county budget in 2003.
Expenditures to support cer­

tain other services that require 
direct outlays of local taxes in­
clude: Knox County Extension 
Service: $48,614; Knox County 
9-1-1 Service: $113,379; Knox 
County Aging Services: $27,869.

The projected total budget defi­
cit for fiscal year 2003 was 
$106,665. The actual year-end 
results reflected a budget surplus 
of $2,462.

Commissioners also discussed 
the possibility of consolidating 
other services provided by the 
county in an effort to further re­
duce costs.

To build on the success of road 
and bridge consolidation, it may 
be possible to consolidate services 
provided in the courthouse by in­
stalling a telephone switchboard

system, sharing staff between 
elected officials and the exten­
sion service and reconfiguring of­
fice space.

Combining and moving 9-1-1 
services to the Sheriffs offices 
was also discussed, as was the 
possibility of establishing a re­
gional 9-1-1 service with Haskell, 
Baylor and Throckmorton coun­
ties.

The regional concept has been 
the subject of several meetings 
this year with representatives of 
those counties. The cost savings 
from these various consolidations 
could exceed $80,000 per year.

At a meeting on September 5 
of this year. Commissioners ap­
proved a property tax rate of 71.55 
cents per $100 valuation, a de­
crease from the previous year of 
2.90%.
