TxDOT sets summer 
seal coat program

The Texas Department of 
Transportation (TxDOT) began an 
annual in-house seal coat project 
on Monday, June 5, 2017.  This 
$1.7 million maintenance project 
is part of a program to improve 
and preserve our roadways.

Approximately 90 miles of 
roads in the Childress District will 
receive a seat coat and will include 
State Hwy. 70 and State Hwy. 203 
in Donley County and the follow-
ing roads throughout the district: 
FM 2639 – Hall County; FM 
146, FM 3300 – Briscoe County; 
FM 3104, FM 2299 – Wheeler 
County; FM 1642 – Colling-
sworth County; FM 2875 – Chil-
dress County; FM 2640, FM 2568 
– Hardeman County; FM 262, FM 
2877 – Foard County; FM 267 – 
Knox County; FM 1038 – Cottle 
County; FM 3416, FM 2569 – 
King County; and FM 836 – Dick-
ens County. 

Work is scheduled through 
July and motorists can expect lane 
closures and a pilot car to guide 
traffi c through the work zone.

“Maintenance and system 
preservation is our largest expen-
diture, and seal coating provides a 
variety of benefi ts to the roadway, 
including a waterproof surface 
that prevents moisture from enter-
ing and weakening the roadbed.  
Seal coating also reduces deterio-
ration and cracking of the asphalt 
surface, which will prolong the 
life of the pavement,” said Darwin 
Lankford, P.E., Childress District 
Director of Maintenance.

Motorists are asked to drive 
with caution, be on the lookout for 
workers and avoid distractions.

New line 
focus of 
SWEPCO 
meeting

Southwestern Electric Power 
Company (SWEPCO) will host a 
local open house this week to discuss 
the company’s plans to upgrade its 
transmission line in Donley County.

The a come-and-go informa-
tional meeting will be held this 
Thursday, June 8, between 5:00 and 
7:00 p.m. at Bairfi eld Activity Center 
at Clarendon College. 

Doors will open at 5:00 p.m. 
and visitors can arrive at any time 
to learn more about the planned 
improvements, review maps, and 
talk with project representatives. 

SWEPCO plans to rebuild 
about 60 miles of existing transmis-
sion line in between Clarendon and 
Childress. The Clarendon-Childress 
Transmission Line Rebuild Project 
will ensure continued electric reli-
ability to area customers and pro-
vide vital support for local economic 
development.  

The project involves replacing 
approximately 60 miles of existing 
69-kilovolt (kV) transmission wood 
poles with single-pole steel struc-
tures. Th e company will also replace 
the existing electrical wire with 
new conductor. These upgrades will 
reduce the likelihood of extended 
outages to customers in the area. 

Construction is expected to 
begin in Fall 2017. The company 
expects to complete construction in 
late 2019.

Plans set for 140th annual celebration

Gov. Greg Abbott on Tuesday 
called a special session of the Texas 
Legislature starting July 18 and 
promised to make it a sweeping one 
if lawmakers cooperate. 

Abbott gave legislators an 
ambitious 19-item agenda to work 
on — including a so-called “bath-
room bill” — after they approve 
must-pass legislation that they failed 
to advance during the regular ses-
sion. An overtime round, Abbott 
said, was “entirely avoidable.” 

“Because of their inability or 
refusal to pass a simple law that 
would prevent the medical pro-
fession from shutting down, I’m 
announcing a special session to 
complete that unfi nished business,” 
Abbott told reporters. “But if I’m 
going to ask taxpayers to foot the 
bill for a special session, I intend to 

make it count.” 
Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick had been 

pushing Abbott to call a special ses-
sion on the bathroom issue, as well 
as property taxes. Abbott also added 
the latter item to the call, reiterating 
his support for legislation that would 
create automatic rollback elections 
when a city or county wants to 
raise property taxes above a certain 
amount. 

In an effort to force the special 
session, Patrick had held hostage 
legislation, known as a “sunset bill,” 
that would keep some state agencies 
from closing. That “will be the only 
legislation on the special session 
[agenda] until they pass out of the 
Senate in full,” Abbott said. 

In a statement, Patrick congrat-
ulated Abbott on his “big and bold 
special session agenda which solidly

No one safe 
when special 
session starts

The Texas Legislature will be going back to work 
next month after Gov. Greg Abbott this week called 
for a special session so that lawmakers can tackle a 
host of issues that would really best be left alone.

Your editor agrees with the governor on one 
point. He said that a special session was entirely 
avoidable, and it was. But like happens too often, 
some self-important politicians 
got caught up in pursuit of an 
agenda. The result is that real 
issues get pushed aside and a 
circus takes over.

The driving, burning 
issues of the day that are so 
important to our state’s politi-
cal leaders are these: local 
property taxes and bathrooms.  
Some of them are also still 
focused on abortion.

Local property taxes is an issue that Austin loves 
to meddle in. Despite touting themselves as champions 
of “local control” for decades, Republicans are more 
and more showing themselves to only be in favor of 
local control as long as it doesn’t interfere with their 
world view.

For one state senator, Paul Bettencourt, that 
world view is limited to the county and area in which 
he lives. Folks down there have a problem with rising 
property values and rising tax rates. Bettencourt and 
his buddy Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick are really hot and both-
ered to fi x a few people’s problems by hamstringing 
local governments across the state and their ability to 
raise revenue.

Texas already has provisions to control rising 
property tax values, and the ultimate solution is the 
ballot box. If you truly believe that tax rates are out 
of control, and enough of your fellow taxpayers agree 
with you, elect someone else to run your county or 
city. Bettencourt, however, prefers the ham-fi sted 
approach and cares nothing about how his proposals 
will impact economically disadvantaged counties like 
Donley County. 

A full treatise on the foolishness and potentially 
damaging impact of “property tax reform” is a subject 
that would require its own column. Suffi ce it to say 
that this issue is not one critically important to our part 
of the state; but if it passes, it will potentially put local 
boards in quite a bind.

Another burning issue of the day are bathrooms. 
Apparently, there is a crisis about who’s peeing where. 
This was not something that was even imagined until a 
year or two ago, and now it has some people’s drawers 
in a real bind.

In short, Gov. Abbott is really intent on making 
sure that the folks using the women’s room are geneti-
cally female as listed on their birth certifi cate, and 
likewise legal “men” should use the men’s room.

The question becomes, who’s going to enforce 
this? Are we all supposed to carry our birth certifi cates 
with us just in case we need to take a leak in a public 
rest room? Will we have to show our papers to some 
toilet cop or potty supervisor?

The entire issue is beyond ridiculous and it is an 
embarrassment that our state legislators are going to 
have to debate this topic and likely put a law on the 
books about it. 

Abbott says the issue is one of safety for the chil-
dren of Texas. He apparently thinks that transgender 
people are all pedophiles. But as a father, I don’t worry 
about cross-dressers. I worry about real predators – 
who I think dress pretty normal. In fact, who lets their 
small children use a public rest room without proper 
supervision or being nearby? 

If Abbott wants to do something to protect chil-
dren, he should focus on making the laws tougher on 
people who actually hurt children instead of bringing 
up a debate that makes the state look like a laughing 
stock. 

Forget about checking birth certifi cates for going 
to the bathroom. Let’s check intelligence before serv-
ing for public offi ce. Let’s check on caring about 
what’s best for Texas instead of rabidly pursuing 
agendas.

The children of Texas – and the grown-ups, too – 
are generally at far greater risk when the Legislature is 
in session than from any man in drag using the wom-
en’s room. If we really want to keep our society safe, 
we need to do our damnedest to keep our lawmakers 
limited to their usual sessions once every two years 
and keep them out of having special sessions. It’s just 
too risky to let them run loose like this.

The language of Texas wildfl owers
During March and April of this 

year I was able to travel the entire state 
for speeches, interviews and meetings.  
Everywhere I went the wildfl owers were 
spectacular.  It all started in early March 
when I was in Brenham, one of the best 
places in Texas to see wildfl owers in the 
spring.  Bluebonnets were just beginning 
to burst with color.  Later in East Texas 
the dogwoods and redbuds brightened the 
woods with color.  

I’ve never seen such a display of 
Indian paintbrush and primrose like I 
saw between Sweetwater and Fort Worth.  
There were blankets of them along the 
Interstate where you usually don’t fi nd 
many wildfl owers.

On the way to and from San Anto-
nio in late April the bluebonnets, Indian 
paintbrush, winecups and gaillardias 
decorated the fi elds and pastures.  I saw 
more types of yellow fl owers than I can 
name.  Vines, shrubs and trees were also 
displaying their spring colors.

When we went to California to visit 
our son and his family in mid April, our 
daughter in law gave us a book titled The 
Language of Flowers by Vanessa Diffen-

baugh that is all 
about what dif-
ferent fl owers 
convey (ranun-
culus: you are 
radiant with 
charm).  Now 
I know what 
the advertising 
slogan “Say it 
with fl owers”  
means.

I began thinking about what mean-
ings some of our Texas wildfl owers might 
have.  I went to the internet and various 
fl oral dictionaries to discover that prim-
rose conveys childhood, bluebell conveys 
constancy.  Here are others: cactus-
ardent love, daffodil-new beginnings, 
daisy-innocence, dandelion-rural deity, 
lady’s slipper-capricious, moss-maternal 
love, nettle-cruelty, Indian paintbrush-
friendship, bluebonnet-imagination, but-
tercup-ingratitude, foxglove-insincerity, 
scarlet geranium-stupidity, gladiolus-you 
pierce my heart, grapevine-abundance, 
hawthorne-hope, honeysuckle-devo-
tion, broom-humility, coreopsis-always 
careful, goldenrod-encouragement, 

marigold-grief, sunfl ower-false riches, 
yellow rose-infi delity, sage-good health 
and long life, verbena-pray for me, for-
sythia-anticipation, wisteria-welcome, 
oleander-beware, bird of paradise-mag-
nifi cence, heliotrope-devoted affection, 
lavender-mistrust, mimosa-sensitivity, 
pansy-thinking of you, phlox-our souls 
are united, queen Anne’s lace-fantasy, 
trumpet vine-fame, zinnia-I mourn your 
absence, rosebud-betrayal, dogwood-
love.

Knowing all this, I’ll be careful the 
next time I choose a bouquet.  I probably 
won’t have any scarlet geraniums, yellow 
roses, buttercups, foxglove, lavender, 
rosebud or nettles.  I prefer dogwood, 
bird of paradise, grapevine, hawthorne, 
phlox, heliotrope, and honeysuckle, with 
maybe some verbena and forsythia mixed 
in.  

Anyway, it was a great time to enjoy 
the beauty of spring.  Texas writer Jack 
Maguire once said bluebonnets are to 
Texas what tulips are to Holland, what 
the shamrock is to Ireland.  That beauti-
ful lupine has been our state fl ower since 
1901.  Not all are blue.  Some are pink, 
purple, red and maroon.

AMARILLO – Two insects 
threatening Texas Panhandle crops 
may require treatment, but defi -
nitely need to be monitored in young 
cotton, corn and sorghum crops, said 
a Texas A&M AgriLife Extension 
Service specialist. 

Dr. Ed Bynum, AgriLife Exten-
sion entomologist in Amarillo, said 
early stages of grasshoppers are 
emerging in the northwestern area of 
the Panhandle, and thrips are show-
ing up on young cotton. Grasshopper 
eggs typically begin hatching from 
late April through May and peak in 
mid-June, but can extend into July, 
Bynum said. Nymphs go through 
fi ve or six developmental stages and 
become adults in 40 to 60 days, with 
adults living another 40 to 50 days.

“With the fi rst nymphs emerg-
ing in early May, we can begin to 
have adult grasshoppers by July and 
continue to have adult grasshoppers 
well into the fall,” he said.

“Unfortunately, as we have seen 
the last few years, controlling grass-
hoppers in and around fi elds is very 
diffi cult because of the extensive 
numbers of grasshoppers and their 
widespread movement,” Bynum 
said. “However, as they become 
active, early and persistent control 
measures against the nymphs will 
help reduce adult populations later 

in the season.”
Numerous organophosphate, 

pyrethroid and other classes of insec-
ticides are labeled for grasshopper 
control in fi eld crops, such as alfalfa, 
corn, cotton, sorghum and soybeans. 
Each product is labeled for specifi c 
crops or non-cropland usage and 
should be consulted before use, he 
said. Bynum said the organophos-
phate and pyrethroid products are 
neurotoxins and will provide fast 
knockdown and kill, but they also are 
more harmful to benefi cial insects 
and will cause outbreaks of spider 
mites.

As for thrips, Bynum said now 
that cotton has been planted for at 
least a couple of weeks, insecticide 
seed treatments may start losing their 
effectiveness.

“These insecticide seed treat-
ments probably provide protection 
for 18 to 21 days from when the 
seeds were planted,” he said. “A 
sign that control is declining and 
no longer effective is when imma-
ture thrips are found surviving on 
the cotton leaves. When 30 percent 
of the thrips are immatures, then a 
foliar application is needed if num-
bers reach the action threshold.

“Generally, when there are 
good warm growing conditions, the 
insecticide residual activity is usu-

ally suffi cient to protect cotton from 
germination to the fi fth true-leaf 
growth stage.”

Bynum said producers should 
use the action threshold for making 
foliar application decisions when 
daily maximum temperatures are 
above 83 degrees.

However, he said, when there 
are cold fronts with daily maximum 
temperatures below 83 degrees for 
four to fi ve days, a foliar insecticide 
may be required based on a modifi ed 
action threshold by dividing each 
true leaf threshold in half.

Therefore, the action threshold 
for emergence to one true-leaf stage 
would be 0.5 thrips per plant and so 
forth.

Foliar applications of Orthene/
Acephate and Bidrin provides about 
fi ve days of protection and Dimetho-
ate about four days of control, he 
said. This could require multiple 
foliar applications to prevent severe 
adult western fl ower thrips and 
larvae damage.

“It is important to control thrips 
before there is signifi cant damage,” 
Bynum said. “Research has shown 
that if you use foliar insecticides 
and wait until you see damage or 
until you make a herbicide spray, the 
damage from thrips has already been 
done.”

“Pure Health and Genesis 
Today Refunds” by Bridget Small, 
FTC

The FTC will mail more than 
$1.9 million in refund checks to 
people who bought Pure Health and 
Genesis Today green coffee bean 
extract supplements from stores 
including Walmart. More than 
38,500 people will get back 100 
percent of the money they paid for 
the products. The checks are going 
to people who fi led a claim with the 
FTC in 2016. The claims process is 
closed.

In 2015, the FTC charged 
Pure Health LLC, Genesis Today, 
Inc., and their principal, Lindsey 
Duncan, with deceptively claiming 
the supplements would cause people 
to lose 17 pounds and 16 percent of 
their body fat in just 12 weeks with-
out diet or exercise. The settlement 
banned the defendants from making 
deceptive weight-loss claims about 
any food or dietary supplement, and 
required them to pay for the refund 
program. In 2016, the FTC sent full 
refunds to nearly 200,000 people 
who bought the products online.

If you get a check, you have 60 
days to cash it. If you have questions, 
contact the FTC’s refund administra-
tor, Analytics Consulting LLC, at 
1-844-449-3586. The FTC will never 
ask you for personal information 
or payment when it sends a refund 
check. Find out how to evaluate 
weight loss claims before you buy 
any product that says it’s a fast and 
easy way to slim down.

“Amazon Offers Refunds for 
Unauthorized In-app Charges” by 
Alvaro Puig, FTC.

Amazon will make up to 
$70 million in refunds available 
to customers who were charged 
for unauthorized in-app purchases 
made by a child. You may be eli-
gible for a refund from Amazon if 
you were billed for unauthorized 
charges made by a child, and the 
charges were for in-app purchases 
made between November 2011 and 
May 2016. If you’re eligible for a 
refund, you should have received 
an email from Amazon on May 26, 
2017 with instructions on how to 
request your refund. You also can: 
go to https://www.amazon.com/gp/
mas/refund-orders/in-apprefund/ 
or go to Amazon.com, choose Your 

Account then 
go to Mes-
sage center. 
If you’re eli-
gible for a 
refund, you’ll 
fi nd more 
information 
under Impor-

sages. The deadline to request your 
refund is May 26, 2018. Amazon is 
managing the refund process so if 
you do request a refund, you’ll have 
to check with Amazon to fi nd out the 
status.

“Bogus Trampoline Review 
Sites Left Buyers Up In the Air” by 
Ari Lazarus, FTC.

When shopping for a big-
ticket item, you probably do some 
research. Whether talking to friends, 
perusing a store, or checking online 
reviews, you want to get the most for 
your money. You might even look for 
reviews or certifi cations from inde-
pendent review organizations to help 
make your decision.

What if you found out that 
some of those “independent” review 
organizations were actually owned 
by the company whose products 
they were promoting? That’s just 
the case with a recent FTC settle-
ment announced today involving the 
owners of several trampoline com-
panies. The problem? The owners 
also ran several trampoline review 
websites that claimed to be inde-
pendent organizations and featured 
product reviews supposedly written 
by impartial experts. The truth is, the 
owners were running these websites, 
writing the reviews, and using them 
to promote their own products.

The owners created realistic 
websites and logos for the made-
up review organizations, with 
names like “Trampoline Safety of 
America,” the “Bureau of Trampo-
line Review,” and “Top Trampoline 
Review.” They even posted “seals of 
approvals” from the fake websites, 
featured alongside the trampolines 
on their sales websites. It can be hard 
sometimes to tell if an organization 
is truly independent and unbiased. 
When searching for reviews online, 
look for a wide variety of websites. 
Be skeptical. And if you fi nd your-
self on a review site that you’ve 
never heard of before, you may want 
to consider broadening your search 
to ensure that the reviews are, in fact, 
“independent.” 

“‘Binary Options’ put Buyers in 

a Bind” by Nat Wood, FTC
Over the years, lots of rip-

offs have been built around exotic 
“investment” strategies that were 
pitched as simple. Recently, the 
Securities and Exchange Commis-
sion and the Commodity Futures 
Trading Commission issued warn-
ings about investment scams using 
“binary options” as a hook.

Not familiar with binary 
options? Then you’re probably better 
off keeping your money in your 
pocket. In fact, you can stop read-
ing now, unless you’re fascinated 
by fi nancial products with poor per-
formance records and a tendency 
to attract scammers. In theory, a 
binary option is a fi nancial product 
in which the buyer’s profi t or loss is 
determined by a yes/no proposition. 
If the proposition occurs, there is a 
set payoff: usually a pre-determined 
percentage of the option price. If 
the proposition doesn’t happen, the 
buyer usually loses the entire cost 
of the option. For example, a binary 
option would pay a percentage if a 
certain stock is above a predeter-
mined price at a specifi c time. But 
if it’s not, the buyer loses the entire 
purchase price. Binary options are 
often sold through trading plat-
forms that operate over the web or 
through mobile apps. Here are some 
other problems with binary options: 
Binary options sellers have engaged 
in troubling practices such as adver-
tising bogus profi tability claims; 
taking positions counter to their cus-
tomers’; and, requiring customers to 
purchase many options before they 
can cash out. Remember, if you’re 
wrong once, the money is gone.

Investment professionals have 
noted that the payout structure usu-
ally favors the seller.

Securities regulators have 
gotten complaints about binary 
options sellers who refused to credit 
customer accounts or process reim-
bursements; manipulated software 
to generate losing trades; or com-
mitted identity theft. Many sellers 
are overseas where it’s diffi cult for 
law enforcers to investigate. Many 
binary options trading platforms may 
be violating SEC and CFTC rules.

Some people who lost money to 
binary option scams have been con-
tacted by people who promised to 
get that money back for them. If they 
paid for the “recovery service,” they 
lost that money, too. Spotted a shady 
binary option deal? Report it to the 
FBI’s Internet Crime Complaint 
Center at www.IC3.gov, or call the 
CFTC at 1-866-FON-CFTC or the 
SEC at 1-800-SEC-0330.

Texas.” Patrick noted that “almost 
every issue” Abbott mentioned Tues-
day has already passed out of the 
Senate.  

The sprawling list of items 
ranges from unfi nished business in 
the regular session — school fi nance 
reform and school choice for spe-
cial needs students — to longtime 
conservative priorities, such as anti-
abortion measures and a crackdown 
on mail-in ballot fraud. But the bath-
room issue, a priority of Patrick that 
dominated the regular session, is 
likely to be among the most contro-
versial charges. 

The debate over bathroom poli-
cies was, in part, what left Abbott to 
consider a special session. Patrick 
— who championed strict policies to 
limit bathroom use to sex at birth — 
forced the special by holding hostage 
legislation needed to continue some 
state agencies, including the Texas 
Medical Board which licenses the 
state’s doctors.
