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Seliger discusses legislative session

State Sen. Kel Seliger (R-Ama-
rillo) gave his insights on this year’s
legislative session during a town
hall in Clarendon last Wednesday,
September 6, at the Bairfield Activ-
ity Center.

The senator said this session
was one in which a lot of people
wanted the state to dictate to local
governments.

“It was a session where people
came out of the closet and said they
didn’t really like local government,”
Seliger said. “But they are the same
people who don’t like the federal
government telling states what to
do.”

Seliger drove home this point
in talking about proposed property
tax reforms that ultimately failed
in the regular and special sessions
earlier this year. Currently, local
governments can raise taxes up to
eight percent before triggering a
situation where people can petition
for a rollback election. But this year
Lt. Gov. Dan Patrick and Sen. Paul
Bettencourt led a charge to have that
power limited to a four percent cap
at which point an automatic roll-
back election would be triggered.

Seliger said this would have
created an incentive for local gov-
ernments to raise their taxes three
percent every year just to keep up
with the rising cost of doing busi-
ness.

Donley County Judge John
Howard thanked Seliger for a “cou-
rageous stand for local control in
the face of intense pressure” when
it came to tax reform.

The senator responded that
counties work to get the most for
their money and said “As much as
people hate taxes, they hate short-
comings in services from cities or
counties more.”

“The state put in indepen-
dent schools and chartered cities to
run themselves,” the senator said.
“Smaller government is defined
by its closeness to the people. I've
always held the view that every
election is a rollback election, a tax
election, and a recall election.”

He also restated his position
that voter participation has a direct
bearing on the kind of government
that exists.

“We have the government we
deserve,” he said.

Seliger praised community
colleges and Clarendon College in
particular.

“Community colleges will
make the biggest difference,” Seli-
ger said. “Community colleges are
a big driver in higher education.
Clarendon College is on the cutting
edge of a lot of things like its part-
nership with Texas Tech University
and getting nurses educated for a
fraction of the cost.”

Clarendon College President
Robert Riza complimented the sen-
ator for his stand on tax reform and
also for his work on behalf of com-
munity colleges.

Seliger said the state’s budget
is a conservative one and is gener-
ally down in expenditures although
certain line items where increased.

“We increased base funding for
community colleges,” he said. “At
Clarendon College it was $300,000
more for core operations.”

Other areas of increase
included funds for Child Protective
Services, and $300 million from
the Rainy Day Fund to help over-
haul state hospitals, $350 million
for retired teachers’ insurance, and
more money for border security.

Seliger  said  legislators
approved $26 billion for public
schools and that it should have been
higher.

“The [funding] system was
built in 1993 and is no longer func-
tioning,” he said.

Seliger said reductions in state
funds for public education just
means more money has to be spent
locally. He also seemed skeptical
of a new commission charged with
examining public education fund-
ing.

“Difficult to cut funds while
trying to improve schools,” Seliger
said. “If [the commission’s recom-

mendation] is just to squeeze dis-
tricts more, I’'m not going to support
it.”

Addressing hot button issues,
the senator said the push for unli-
censed “constitutional carry” of
firearms didn’t get traction in the
session because the checks in place
are working in Texas. He also said
he supported a ‘“school choice”
bill that would have let people use
public funds for private schools to
treat dyslexia and other disorders
but the bill died.

Seliger called the “bathroom
bill” very controversial. The bill
would have required people to use
the public restroom associated with
the gender on their birth certificates,
but it exempted certain public bath-
rooms because of businesses raised
concerns about economic impact.
Seliger downplayed the issue as a
whole.

“Police chiefs and sheriffs
don’t report that clothing choice
impacts sexual assaults,” the sena-
tor said. “Parents and schools do
what it takes to make kids comfort-
able. Schools have handled this for
years.”

Seliger also called for greater
legislative oversight of state trans-
portation spending and said medi-
cal marijuana has not become a big
issue in Texas because doctors are
not clamoring to have it legalized.

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Local cities’ see higher sales tax revenues

Donley County municipalities
saw an upswing sales tax revenues
last week when Texas Comptroller
Glenn Hegar distributed September
allocations to local governments.

This month’s allocation is
based on sales made in July by
local businesses that report sales tax

monthly.

The City of Clarendon
received $33,965.43, which is up
3.38 percent compared to the same
period one year ago. That brings the
city’s calendar year-to-date total to
$290,906.12, trailing 1.33 percent
behind this point in 2016.

Howardwick posted a 7.67
percent increase at $1,141 this
month, but that city is still 9.93 per-
cent behind for the year-to-date at
$8,233.80.

The City of Hedley’s alloca-
tion of $1,153.83 marked a 331.33
percent increase over the $267.50 it

received last September. The year-
to-date total in Hedley is now up
5.91 percent over the same period
one year ago at $5,564.02.

Statewide, Hegar sent $668.3
million in local sales tax allocations
for September, 6.2 percent more
than in September 2016.

Gunman
story was
made up,
sheriff says

An Arizona man is facing
criminal charges after he falsely told
authorities that he had been held up
in downtown Clarendon at gun point
on August 27.

Ryan Scott, age 34, of King-
man was arrested Friday, September
8, after handwriting analysis by three
experts determined that his written
statement of the alleged crime was
deceptive.

Scott, who is a Burling-
ton Northern Santa Fe (BNSF)
employee, told the Donley County
Sheriff’s Office that a man had held
him up near the railroad on Kearney
Street and taken off with about $80.

The sheriff’s office, along with
the Department of Public Safety
and Game Wardens from the Texas
Parks & Wildlife Dept., searched for
the suspect all day August 27 and
through the night.

Sheriff Butch Blackburn said
Scott had given a detailed descrip-
tion of the supposed robber, but
shortly into the investigation, it
became apparent that it was a ficti-
tious report.

“We also obtained information
that Scott was still using a credit
card that was reported stolen to pur-
chase plane tickets and fuel after the
report,” the sheriff said. “We even
had him on camera using the card.

Blackburn obtained a warrant
and made the arrest, and Scott gave
a full confession that he had made up
the story.

Scott was booked into the
Donley County Jail Friday on
charges of False Report to a Peace
Officer, a Class B Misdemeanor. He
was arraigned later the same day by
County Judge John Howard who set
bond at $2,000. The suspect made
bond the same day.

BNSF Railway Police assisted
Blackburn’s office with this investi-
gation.

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Correcting
five myths
about DACA

The Trump administration’s move to rescind the
Deferred Action for Childhood Arrivals program, or
DACA, has created an uncertain future for the 800,000
young unauthorized immigrants who had been granted
protection from deportation and permission to work
legally. A six-month delay provides a chance for Con-
gress to save the 2012 program. But if we’re going
to debate the merits of DACA, we should know what
we’re talking about. Here are some common myths.

MYTH NO. 1: DACA incentivized an increase
in illegal immigration.

DACA applies only to immigrants who entered
before their 16th birthdays and who have lived in the
country continuously since at least June 15, 2007 —
more than a decade ago. No one entering now can
apply.

Overall illegal immigration is far below where
it was before the United States’ last legalization pro-
gram, in 1986, when each border agent caught more
than 40 border crossers per month. Last year, it was
fewer than two per month. DACA had no effect on this
trend.

MYTH NO. 2: DACA has taken jobs from
Americans.

In announcing the Trump administration’s deci-
sion this past week, Attorney General Jeff Sessions
said that DACA “denied jobs to hundreds of thousands
of Americans by allowing those same jobs to go to
illegal aliens.” This myth even has a name in econom-
ics: the lump of labor fallacy. It supposes that the
number of jobs in the economy is fixed, and that any
increase in workers results in unemployment. Yet this
notion is easily disproved. From 1970 to 2017, the
U.S. labor force doubled. Rather than ending up with
a 50 percent unemployment rate, U.S. employment
doubled.

MYTH NO. 3: Repealing DACA would benefit
taxpayers.

Sessions also argued that ending DACA “protects
taxpayers.” But the opposite is true. According to the
National Academy of Sciences (NAS), first-generation
immigrants who enter the United States as children
(including all DACA recipients) pay, on average,
more in taxes over their lifetimes than they receive in
benefits, regardless of their education level. DACA
recipients end up contributing more than the average,
because they are not eligible for any federal means-
tested welfare: cash assistance, food stamps, Medicaid,
health-care tax credits or anything else.

They also are better educated than the aver-
age immigrant. Applicants must have at least a high
school degree to enter the program. An additional 36
percent of DACA recipients who are older than 25
have a bachelor’s degree, and an additional 32 percent
are pursuing a bachelor’s degree. The NAS finds that
among recent immigrants who entered as children,
those with a high school degree are positive to the
government, to the tune of $60,000 to $153,000 in net
present value, meaning it’s like each immigrant cutting
a check for that amount at the door. For those with a
bachelor’s degree, it’s a net positive of $160,000 to
$316,000. Each DACA permit canceled is like burning
tens of thousands of dollars in Washington.

MYTH NO. 4: DACA repeal protects commu-
nities from criminals.

DACA repeal, the attorney general further
claimed, “saves lives” and “protects communities.” He
implied that DACA “put our nation at risk of crime.”
But DACA participants are not criminals. Unauthor-
ized immigrants — the applicant pool for DACA —
are much less likely to end up in prison, indicating
lower levels of criminality. More important, to par-
ticipate in DACA, applicants must pass a background
check. They have to live here without committing a
serious offense. If they are arrested, DACA can be
taken away even without a conviction.

Only 2,139 out of almost 800,000 DACA recipi-
ents have lost their permits because of criminal or
public safety concerns — that’s just a quarter of 1 per-
cent. Four times as many U.S.-born Americans are in
prison. About 35 times as many Americans have ended
up behind bars at some point before age 34.

MYTH NO. 5: DACA repeal is just about poli-
tics.

Obama criticized the DACA move this past
week as “a political decision” that was “not required
legally.” But legal issues certainly factored into the
Trump administration’s calculation. The timing coin-
cided with a deadline that several states imposed on
the administration, stating that if the president did not
wind down DACA by Sept. 5, they would sue. If Presi-
dent Trump wanted to end DACA for political reasons,
he could have done so on his first day in office.

Obama should know that defending DACA
legally could be difficult. After all, when he attempted
to implement a similar but much broader program
in 2015 for undocumented parents of U.S. citizens,
courts shut him down. Obama implemented DACA
without going through Congress, and although some
legal scholars dispute whether it faces the same legal
issues as the 2015 program, the Trump administration
would have confronted a real possibility of defeat had
it had chosen to defend DACA in court.

The correct response, however — for economic
reasons and security reasons, but above all for moral
reasons — would have been to actively push for Con-
gress to enact the program, not to announce its demise
and leave the chips to fall where they may.

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A book about the Balloon Lady

About fifteen years ago I had a
call from a woman who was writing an
article for a major magazine about Mrs.
Constance Wolf of Bluebell, Pennsylva-
nia. In 1961, Mrs. Wolf set a number of
world balloon records when she stayed
aloft for some forty hours on a flight that
originated in Big Spring. She said her
mission was to take the record of wom-
en’s free balloon flight away from the
Russians. I was news director of a radio
station in Big Spring then and accompa-
nied her ground crew on that adventure
and reported on the progress of the flight
to the nation.

What got people involved in follow-
ing this 56-year-old grandmother was
the fact that we in the ground crew never
saw her balloon after it left Big Spring,
even though we were reporting on sight-
ings we picked up from airports, news
media and law enforcement agencies in
Texas, New Mexico, Kansas and Okla-
homa. We were watching the clock and
late in the flight I reported, “if Mrs. Wolf
is still in the air, she has broken the Rus-
sian record.” The uncertainty of whether
Mrs. Wolf was still up there became a
major story and attracted listeners and
readers across the USA. It was the big-

gest story I've
ever covered.
She landed
safely in a field
near Boley,
Oklahoma and

broke the Rus- u
sian record by Sto"es

four hours. Mrs. Of texas

Wolf and I corre- by tumbleweed smith
sponded by mail
until her death.

A few weeks ago I received a
call from that same woman who had
contacted me years ago. She is Jeanne
Marie Laskas, who has written books
that appear on the New York Times
bestseller list. She wrote the book Con-
cussion about football injuries, which
was made into a major movie starring
Will Smith. She has won numerous
writing and journalism awards for her
work that has appeared in Esquire, The
New Yorker, the Smithsonian, GQ, the
Washington Post Magazine and others.
She heads up the writing program at the
University of Pittsburgh. She is writing
a book about Mrs. Wolf. She previously
wrote a book titled The Balloon Lady
and Other People [ Know.

She sent two researchers down to
interview me and to look at the material
I'have about Mrs. Wolf and her flight.
One of them recorded my every word
from hello to goodbye. Since the book
will have an accompanying audio fea-
ture, the girl with the mike and recorder
had me read some of the reports that I
had sent to the station during the flight.
They had me take them to the former
Hamilton Flying Field, the place where
the balloon launch occurred and to
the site of the motel where Mrs. Wolf
stayed.

I didn’t know it at the time, but
Mrs. Wolf was extremely prominent in
Philadelphia society. She and her hus-
band, an attorney who was a general in
the armed services, had lavish parties on
their estate. Occasionally they would
require guests to arrive in their airplanes.
Mrs. Wolf’s balloon was used in the
movie Around the World in 80 Days.
Among other honors, she was the first
woman to fly a balloon over the Alps.
The researchers said I was the only
person they had interviewed who actu-
ally knew Mrs. Wolf. They brought with
them copies of letters I had written to the
woman balloonist over the years.

Be alert to charity scams.
Urgent appeals for donations may
not be on the up-and-up. Check out
the charity with the Better Business
Bureau’s (BBB) Wise Giving Alli-
ance, Charity Navigator, Charity
Watch, or GuideStar. These organi-
zations provide lists of charities they
have screened that are raising funds
for specific causes, like Hurricane
Harvey or Irma relief assistance.

Never click on links or open
attachments in e-mails unless
you know who sent it. You could
unknowingly install malware on
your computer. Don’t assume that
charity messages posted on social
media are legitimate. Research the
organization yourself. Find out if
the charity or fundraiser must be
registered in your state by contact-
ing the National Association of State
Charity Officials. If they should be
registered, but they’re not, consider
donating through another charity.
Check out the Federal Emergency
Management Agency’s (FEMA) vol-
unteer and donation page. It outlines
the best ways you can help people
and communities who are impacted
by a disaster. Designate the disaster
so you can ensure your funds are
going to disaster relief, rather than
a general fund. Give directly rather
than through a paid fundraiser. Pro-
fessional fundraisers get a percent-
age of your donation, sometimes 50
percent or more.

When texting to donate, con-
firm the number with the source
before you donate. The charge will
show up on your mobile phone bill,
but donations are not immediate.

Once the storm has passed,
these tips and links to resources can
help ease the difficult tasks of recov-
ery:

Contact your insurance com-
pany. Ask what the next steps are in
assessing any damage to your home
or business. The FTC and the Red
Cross have advice on how to cope if
your home is flooded.

Ask for identification before
you share your Social Security or
account numbers. Scammers some-
times pose as government officials,
and ask for your financial informa-
tion or money to apply for aid that
you can request on your own for free.

You might have had to leave
your home without IDs, checks,
credit and debit cards, and other
documents.

birth dates, addresses and, in some
instances, driver’s license numbers.
They also stole credit card numbers
for about 209,000 people and dispute
documents with personal identify-
ing information for about 182,000
people. And they grabbed personal
information of people in the UK and
Canada too.

There are steps to take to help
protect your information from being
misused. Visit Equifax’s website,
www.equifaxsecurity2017.com.
Find out if your information was
exposed. Click on the “Potential
Impact” tab and enter your last name
and the last six digits of your Social
Security number. Your Social Secu-
rity number is sensitive information,
so make sure you're on a secure
computer and an encrypted network
connection any time you enter it.
The site will tell you if you’ve been
affected by this breach.

Whether or not your informa-
tion was exposed, U.S. consumers
can get a year of free credit monitor-
ing and other services. The site will
give you a date when you can come
back to enroll. Write down the date
and come back to the site and click
“Enroll” on that date. You have until
November 21, 2017 to enroll.

You also can access frequently
asked questions at the site.

Here are some other steps to
take to help protect yourself after
a data breach: Check your credit
reports from Equifax, Experian, and
TransUnion, for free, by visiting
annualcreditreport.com.  Accounts
or activity that you don’t recognize
could indicate identity theft. Visit
IdentityTheft.gov to find out what to
do. Consider placing a credit freeze
on your files. A credit freeze makes
it harder for someone to open a new
account in your name.

Keep in mind that a credit
freeze won’t prevent a thief from
making charges to your exist-
ing accounts. Monitor your exist-
ing credit card and bank accounts
closely for charges you don’t recog-
nize. If you decide against a credit
freeze, consider placing a fraud alert
on your files. A fraud alert warns
creditors that you may be an iden-
tity theft victim and that they should
verify that anyone seeking credit in
your name really is you. File your
taxes early, as soon as you have the
tax information you need, before a
scammer can. Tax identity theft hap-
pens when someone uses your Social
Security number to get a tax refund
or a job. Respond right away to let-
ters from the IRS.

A fourth-generation farmer, Bob White
was born in 1959 in Groom and was a resi-
dent of Donley County for most of his life.

Graduating from Hedley High School,
Bob was a successful producer of cotton
and peanuts and also grew wheat, sor-
ghum, and potatoes and raised cattle.

During his life, he was an avid sup-
porter of Hedley and Clarendon and the
youth in those communities, and he served
in several capacities locally, regionally, and nationally. He was
a member of the Clarendon Outdoor Entertainment Associa-
tion board and the Hedley school board for a time and served
the Donley County Soil Conservation Service and the Donley
County Farm Bureau.

Special Election,

Proposition Number 1
(HJR 21)

HJR 21 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would permit the
Texas legislature to expand the cir-
cumstances under which a partially
disabled veteran or their spouse may
qualify for an exemption from ad
valorem taxation of part of the mar-
ket value of the veteran’s residence
homestead. Currently, the Texas leg-
islature may provide that a partially
disabled veteran or their spouse is
entitled to an exemption from ad
valorem taxation of a percentage
of the market value of the disabled
veteran’s residence homestead only
if the residence homestead was do-
nated to the disabled veteran by a
charitable organization at no cost to
the veteran. The amendment would
allow the Texas legislature to pro-
vide that the exemption also may be
taken when the residence homestead
was donated, sold, or transferred to
the disabled veteran by a charitable
organization for less than the market
value of the residence homestead.
The amendment also harmonizes
certain related provisions of the
Texas Constitution.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment autho-
rizing the legislature to provide
for an exemption from ad valor-
em taxation of part of the market
value of the residence homestead
of a partially disabled veteran
or the surviving spouse of a par-
tially disabled veteran if the resi-
dence homestead was donated to
the disabled veteran by a chari-
table organization for less than
the market value of the residence
homestead and harmonizing cer-
tain related provisions of the Tex-
as Constitution.”

Proposition Number 2
(SJR 60)
SJR 60 proposes a constitutional
amendment to require that certain
conditions be met for the refinancing
of a home equity loan to be secured
by a voluntary lien on a homestead.
The amendment also would: rede-
fine what is excluded in the calcu-

lation of the cap on fees associated
with a home equity loan, lower the
cap from 3% to 2% of the original
principal amount of the extension
of credit, and specify that such fees
are in addition to any bona fide dis-
count points used to buy down the
interest rate. The amendment would
further specify the list of authorized
lenders to make home equity loans,
change the threshold for an advance
of a home equity line of credit, al-
low agricultural property owners
to acquire home equity loans, and
update technical terminology in the
Texas Constitution. The amendment
would be effective on January 1,
2018, and applicable only to a home
equity loan made or refinanced on or
after that date.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
to establish a lower amount for
expenses that can be charged to
a borrower and removing certain
financing expense limitations for a
home equity loan, establishing cer-
tain authorized lenders to make a
home equity loan, changing cer-
tain options for the refinancing
of home equity loans, changing
the threshold for an advance of
a home equity line of credit, and
allowing home equity loans on ag-
ricultural homesteads.”

Proposition Number 3
(SJR 34)

SJR 34 proposes a constitution-
al amendment that would prevent
certain office holders from serving
indefinitely beyond the expiration
of their term. Office holders who are
appointed by the Governor and con-
firmed by the Senate and receive no
salary would only be able to serve
until the last day of the first regular
session of the Texas legislature that
begins after their term expires.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment limit-
ing the service of certain office-
holders appointed by the gover-
nor and confirmed by the senate
after the expiration of the per-
son’s term of office.”

Proposition Number 4
(SJR 6)
SJR 6 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would allow the
Texas legislature to require any
court that is hearing a challenge to

the constitutionality of a state stat-
ute to notify the attorney general of
that challenge, if the party raising
the challenge notifies the court that
the party is challenging the constitu-
tionality of such statute. Additional-
ly, the amendment would allow the
Texas legislature to set a period of
not more than 45 days following the
notification to the attorney general
that the court must wait before ren-
dering a judgment that a state statute
is unconstitutional.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment autho-
rizing the legislature to require
a court to provide notice to the
attorney general of a challenge
to the constitutionality of a state
statute and authorizing the legis-
lature to prescribe a waiting pe-
riod before the court may enter a
judgment holding the statute un-
constitutional.”

Proposition Number 5
(HJR 100)

HJR 100 proposes a constitutional
amendment to provide a more de-
tailed definition of “professional
sports team” for purposes of their
charitable foundations, which the
Texas legislature may permit to hold
charitable raffles. The amendment
also deletes a requirement that an
eligible professional sports team
charitable foundation permitted by
the Texas legislature to hold charita-
ble raffles had to be in existence on
January 1, 2016.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The
constitutional amendment on pro-
fessional sports team charitable
foundations conducting charita-
ble raffles.”

Proposition Number 6
(SJR 1)
SJR 1 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would allow the
Texas legislature by general law to
provide that a surviving spouse of a
first responder who is killed or fatal-
ly injured in the line of duty is en-
titled to receive an exemption from
ad valorem taxation from all or part
of the market value on the surviv-
ing spouse’s residence homestead,
as long as the surviving spouse has
not remarried since the death of the
first responder. It would also allow
the Texas legislature to provide that
the surviving spouse, who qualifies

and receives the exemption and then
qualifies a different property as the
surviving spouse’s residence home-
stead, receive an exemption from
ad valorem taxation of the different
homestead in an amount equal to
the dollar amount of the exemption
of the first homestead for which the
exemption was received in the last
year in which the surviving spouse
received the exemption for that first
homestead. Like the initial exemp-
tion, this benefit will only remain
available if the surviving spouse
has not remarried since the death
of the first responder. The proposed
amendment would apply only to
ad valorem taxes imposed for a tax
year beginning on or after January
1,2018.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
authorizing the legislature to pro-
vide for an exemption from ad
valorem taxation of all or part of
the market value of the residence
homestead of the surviving spouse
of a first responder who is killed
or fatally injured in the line of
duty.”

Proposition Number 7
(HJR 37)

HJR 37 proposes a constitutional
amendment that would allow the
Texas legislature to make an excep-
tion to the law regarding the award
of certain prizes. Currently, the Tex-
as Constitution requires the Texas
legislature to pass laws prohibiting
lotteries, raffles, and other programs
where the award of gifts is based
on luck or chance. The proposed
amendment would make an excep-
tion to this general rule to allow the
Texas legislature to authorize credit
unions and other financial institu-
tions to institute programs which,
in order to encourage savings,
would award prizes based on luck or
chance to the credit union’s or finan-
cial institution’s customers.

The proposed amendment would
appear on the ballot as follows:
“The constitutional amendment
relating to legislative authority
to permit credit unions and oth-
er financial institutions to award
prizes by lot to promote savings.”
