reports in this week’s amazing edition!
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Clarendon College offi cials are 
celebrating a new milestone after 
recording the highest fall enrollment 
in the institution’s history.

The fall headcount settled at 
1,590 following the 12th class day, 
setting a record for the 119-year-old 
college and edging past the previous 
record of 1,586 set back in 2010.

“We’re very proud of the effort 
of everybody involved,” CC Presi-
dent Robert Riza said. “Now we 
want to break 1,600.”

The new high represents a 
growth of 10 8 students over fall 
2016, an increase of 7.3 percent. 

It’s been a good year for 
Clarendon College. Spring enroll-
ment was up 13.34 percent, the 
spring mini-session grew 172 per-
cent, CC’s 12-week summer session 
for its career and technical classes 
was up 41 percent, and the college’s 

traditional fi ve-week Summer I ses-
sion was up 53 percent.

“When you look back at our 
strategic plan and the initiatives it 
included, it was a plan about pro-
cesses,” Dr. Riza said. “Nowhere did 
it talk about enrollment, but it took 
care of itself when we made it more 
effi cient to get into school and pay 
for school.”

Growth this fall came in several 
areas but particularly in Clarendon 
where the census in the dorms went 
from 248 to 281 and overall head-
count went from 290 to 338. 

“When you have 281 in the 
dorms and the max is 288, that drives 
the home campus higher,” Riza said, 
noting the new Honors College pro-
gram, the revived Equine Judging 
program, and bigger livestock and 
meats judging teams as being rea-
sons for growth.

Dual credit classes in area high 
schools also grew signifi cantly with 
621 students last year compared to 
678 this year. Numbers from spe-
cifi c school districts fl uctuated, but 
the largest growth came from out-
side the college’s traditional service 
area with 72 kids at Canadian High 
School taking government and his-
tory courses in a pilot program there.

CC’s campus in Pampa was also 
up 3.5 percent with 238 students. 
The Amarillo campus was fl at in tra-
ditional cosmetology classes but saw 
growth in dual credit students attend-
ing there. The Childress campus was 
down slightly with 43 students.

“We have a faculty that works 
with kids, and a staff that works 
hard,” Riza said. “We have people 
that want to be a part of what we’re 
doing, and it’s what we’ve all been 
working on for four years.”

The Clarendon City Council 
approved budgets and the municipal 
tax rates for fi scal year 2018 during 
its regular meeting last Thursday, 
September 14.

Aldermen voted in favor of an 
ordinance adopting the city’s annual 
budget and agreed to set the ad 
valorem tax rate at $0.733821 per 
$100 valuation.

Publicity and Tourism Agree-

ments with the Clarendon Economic 
Development Corporation and the 
Clarendon Chamber of Commerce 
were approved as presented. The 
Chamber administers 25 percent 
of the city’s Hotel Occupancy Tax 
(HOT), and the CEDC will adminis-
ter 75 percent of the HOT fund less 
the annual amount needed to fund 
bond payments that are fi nancing 
the Mulkey project.

Budgets for economic devel-
opment sales taxes and HOT funds 
administered by the CEDC were 
approved as presented, and the 
Chamber’s HOT budget was also 
approved.

The council accepted the res-
ignation of CEDC board member 
Leslie Norrell, and appointed Alder-
man John Lockhart to fi ll the year 
remaining on her term.

Aldermen approved engaging 
Foster & Lambert LLC to perform 
the fi scal 2017 audits.

The city’s Funds Investment 
Policy was approved, and the city 
administrator and city secretary 
were named as the city’s investment 
offi cers.

A contract with Pitney Bowes 
for postage metering was also 
app roved.

One person showed up to speak 
in public comments prior to the com-
missioners’ actions. County Judge 
John Howard said Dale Ethridge of 
Howardwick addressed the personal 
property tax levy in the county.

Commissioners then approved 
the budget and voted in favor of a 
total tax rate of $0.69941 per $100 
valuation, which raises taxes 3.26 
percent.

Commissioners also agreed to 
change their October from Colum-
bus Day to Tuesday, October 10.

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Speaking your
mind can have 
consequences

Some people like Donald Trump, and say nice 
things about him.

Some people don’t like Donald Trump, and some 
say things about Donald Trump that are unkind, hurt-
ful and downright insulting. Some people say those 
things on social media.

And sometimes people who like Donald Trump 
respond to those comments.

All of that is fi ne, in free speech terms. And all 
of that pretty well sums up the tempest in a TV teapot 
over ESPN host Jemele Hill tweeting a few days ago 
that the president was a “bigot” and a “white suprema-
cist who has largely surrounded himself with other 
white supremacists.”

In one sense, Hill’s tweeted sentiments were 
hardly unique in the weeks since Trump spawned 
controversy with remarks after a deadly incident in 
Charlottesville, Va., involving alt-right and anti-racist 
protestors. Trump drew widespread criticism at the 
time for condemning violence “on both sides” and for 
saying that some “very fi ne people” marched with the 
white nationalists in Charlottesville.

But Hill’s tweet seemed to cross the boundar-
ies of acceptable speech for some people. At a press 
conference Wednesday, White House Press Secretary 
Sarah Huckabee Sanders said that she was not sure if 
Trump had seen the remarks, “but I think that’s one 
of the more outrageous comments that anyone could 
make, and certainly something that I think is a fi reable 
offense by ESPN.”

For their part, Hill and ESPN took a proper stand 
during the kerfuffl e, asserting the First Amendment 
right to speak one’s mind, with awareness that the 
amendment is designed to restrain the government, not 
private companies.

“My comments on Twitter expressed my personal 
beliefs,” Hill said Wednesday night. “My regret is that 
my comments and the public way I made them painted 
ESPN in an unfair light. My respect for the company 
and my colleagues remains unconditional.”

ESPN then issued this statement: “Jemele has a 
right to her personal opinions, but not to publicly share 
them on a platform that implies that she was in any 
way speaking on behalf of ESPN. She has acknowl-
edged that her tweets crossed that line and has apolo-
gized for doing so. We accept her apology.”

Calls from the White House for anyone to be 
fi red for their speech certainly carry more than a little 
weight. Sander’s comments raised the twin specters of 
government censorship and the kind of language remi-
niscent of the mass fi rings of the McCarthy era.

But so far, the specters have remained such. Hill 
remains employed, ESPN seems to consider the matter 
closed and Sanders and Trump seem to have moved on 
to other issues.

But let’s parse the issue a bit more, beginning 
with the question of whether ESPN has been consis-
tent in its reaction to on-air personalities who take a 
controversial public stance.

Former major league pitcher Curt Schilling was 
fi red in 2016 from ESPN for comments he made on 
social media that were critical of transgender public 
bathroom policies. On Thursday Schilling – while call-
ing Hill a racist – said the sports network has a double-
standard favoring liberals. Others noted Schilling had 
been warned at least twice previously about using 
his ESPN platform to advance his personal views on 
social issues. Still others said if Hill didn’t heed this 
fi rst warning, the same punishment should apply.

As ugly or argumentative as such discussions 
may be, they make up the vaunted but messy “market-
place of ideas” – the robust place where ideas, views 
and philosophies are exchanged, at times with all the 
emotion that true advocates can bring to such discus-
sion and debate.

On the government’s role in the marketplace, the 
U.S. Supreme Court has set an unwavering standard. 
In 2011, in a decision upholding the Westboro Baptist 
Church group’s right to protest, Chief Justice John 
Roberts acknowledged the pain that the group’s vile 
chants might bring to individuals, but wrote, “We 
cannot react to that pain by punishing the speaker...As 
a nation we have chosen a different course – to protect 
even hurtful speech on public issues to ensure that we 
do not stifl e public debate.”

We have a chance to view, and accept or reject, 
the personal opinions that Hill and others have on 
Trump’s motivations and racial views. ESPN has a 
right to say that Hill is speaking for herself, but not for 
the network, when she airs such views.

The most discordant moment – from the First 
Amendment point of view – in the whole affair was 
when Trump’s spokesman went beyond mere criticism 
and suggested that the sports commentator be fi red 
– putting a government chill on Hill’s speech, and in 
no small way the right to free speech all of us have as 
private citizens.

We all should keep close watch to be sure the 
“bully” doesn’t become the predominant part of the 
White House’s legendary and powerful “bully pulpit.”

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 The town of Marathon has had a 
marathon race since 2003.

“We run a full marathon, a half 
marathon, a 10k and a 5k,” says Marci 
Roberts, who is in charge of the race.  
“We bus all of our racers from Marathon 
north on Highway 385 and let them off 
at different starting points along the way.  
They all have one fi nish line and it’s 
right here in the heart of Marathon.”

Since Marci took over the race a 
couple of years ago, the number of par-
ticipants has increased.  Registration is 
underway now.

“The race takes place on October 
21st this year.  It’s on a Saturday.  If you 
go to marathon2marathon.net you’ll get 
all the information you need and you can 
register right there.”

In the past, the race attracted run-
ners mostly from major Texas cities.

“Then we started getting runners 
from out of state and now we’re getting 
them from out of the country.  This is a 
Boston Marathon qualifi er.”

Registration is 95, 75, 45 and 35 
dollars respectively.  Proceeds go to 

Marathon 
schools, 
churches, the 
library and fi re 
department.

“This is 
not the typical 
race you fi nd 
in a big city 
where your 
contribution 
isn’t really felt.  
Here it is hugely felt.  The whole town 
comes out for it.  It’s the biggest event 
we have.  It’s a very heartfelt, sweet race 
because we only have 430 people living 
in town.  We have a hundred volunteers 
for the race.  We had 502 registrations 
last year.”

Participants get a t-shirt.  Finishers 
get a medal on a ribbon and winners get 
special awards.  The race is downhill and 
runners end up at a lower altitude.

“Marathon can’t hold all the par-
ticipants.  They stay in Alpine or Fort 
Stockton, some as far away as Fort Davis 
or Marfa.”

If you haven’t been to Marathon, 
you will fi nd it an interesting place.  
Several people from Austin and other 
places have found it a pleasant place to 
live.  The cost of living is reasonable, the 
scenery is outstanding since it’s the gate-
way to the Big Bend National Park and 
the weather is near perfect.

If you need a good bottle of wine 
or some ice cream you can fi nd them at 
Marci’s grocery store.  It has all neces-
sary supplies for spending a few days in 
the mountains.  Most of the time you’ll 
fi nd Marci at James Evans’s photography 
gallery.  She is married to James. Marci 
plays piano and is a member of the Texas 
Commission On The Arts.

“Well I’m a registered architect 
and interior designer, so that’s what I 
have done my whole life and am very 
passionate about it.  I worked at archi-
tectural fi rms in Connecticut, New York 
City and Austin, then had my own busi-
ness in Austin.  I kinda got burned out 
and ended up moving here.”

“Fake Email Claims to Be from 
BBB” by Kristin Keckeisen, BBB.

The BBB name and logo are 
being fraudulently used by criminals 
in an on-going phishing scam. The 
emails look very much like notice of 
a complaint from BBB, but contain 
links to malware that can infect your 
computer, or steal your passwords 
as a start. Please be assured BBB 
is working with law enforcement as 
well as a private deactivation fi rm to 
shut down as many criminal web-
sites as possible. To date, we have 
shut down well over 100 sites.

Example of email being 
received: “This email notifi cation 
has been automatically sent to you 
because BBB has got a complaint, 
claiming that your company is vio-
lating the The Safety and Health 
Act. You can download the text fi le 
with the explanation of compliant 
by following the link https://bitly 
(XXXXXX) We also ask that you 
give a reply within 24 hours to us. 
This message should contain infor-
mation about what you intend to 
do about it. Important note: When 
replying to us, keep the abuse ID 
“0192624050372:656” unchanged 
in the subject line.”

If you get an email that looks 
like it is a BBB complaint, here is 
what you should do: 

1. Do NOT click on any links or 
attachments. 2. Read the email care-
fully for signs that it may be fake (for 
example, misspellings, grammatical 
errors, generic greetings such as 
“Dear member” instead of a name, 
etc.). 3. Be wary of urgent instruc-
tions to take specifi ed action such as 
“Click on the link or your account 
will be closed.” 4. Hover your mouse 
over links without clicking to see 
if the address is truly from bbb.
org <http://bbb.org> . The URL in 
the text should match the URL that 

your mouse 
detects. If the 
two do not 
match, it is 
most likely 
a scam. 5. 
Send a copy 
of the email 
to phishing@
council.bbb.
org <mailto:phishing@council.bbb.
org> (Note: This address is only for 
scams that use the BBB name or 
logo)

6. Delete the email from your 
computer completely (be sure to 
empty your “trash can” or “recycling 
bin,” as well). 7. Run anti-virus soft-
ware updates frequently and do a full 
system scan. 8. Keep a close eye on 
your bank statements for any unex-
pected or unexplained transactions. 
9. If you have clicked on any of the 
links within the email, immediately 
change your email and network pass-
words AND notify your local IT pro-
vider for next steps and actions.

“Equifax isn’t calling” by Lisa 
Weintraub Schifferle, FTC

Ring, ring. “This is Equifax 
calling to verify your account infor-
mation.” Stop. Don’t tell them any-
thing. They’re not from Equifax. It’s 
a scam. Equifax will not call you out 
of the blue. That’s just one scam you 
might see after Equifax’s recent data 
breach. Other calls might try to trick 
you into giving your personal infor-
mation. 

Here are some tips for recogniz-
ing and preventing phone scams and 
imposter scams: Don’t give personal 
information. Don’t provide any per-
sonal or fi nancial information unless 
you’ve initiated the call and it’s to a 
phone number you know is correct. 
Don’t trust caller ID. Scammers can 
spoof their numbers so it looks like 
they are calling from a particular 
company, even when they’re not.

If you get a robocall, hang up. 
Don’t press 1 to speak to a live oper-
ator or any other key to take your 
number off the list. If you respond by 
pressing any number, it will probably 
just lead to more robocalls. If you’ve 
already received a call that you think 
is fake, report it to the FTC.

If you gave your personal 
information to an imposter, it’s time 
to change any compromised pass-

words, account numbers or security 
questions. And if you’re concerned 
about identity theft, visit Identity-
Theft.gov to learn how you can pro-
tect yourself.

“Helping wounded warriors” 
by Carol Kando-Pineda, FTC.

David Winfrey was one of the 
excellent panelists at our recent mili-
tary fi nancial workshop in San Anto-
nio. David is a fi nancial counselor at 
Fort Sam Houston. He has a passion 
to help wounded warriors with the 
challenges they face. David says his 
clients were “sailing along and then 
there was a shipwreck... often they 
are on a rudderless raft, fl oating with 
the current… My immediate goal is 
to get them into a boat where they 
are rowing toward a goal.”

Many service members fi nd it 
disorienting to leave the military. For 
one thing, civilians have no chain 
of command to make decisions. 
Wounded warriors must overcome 
that, plus the fact that their transition 
is unexpected and they’re recovering 
from serious injuries. Some don’t 
immediately prioritize getting their 
fi nancial house in order, but David 
counsels them about the importance 
of having the skills to navigate their 
fi nancial future. He stresses that 
“goal-setting is part of the healing 
process.” Having a goal can change 
a client’s outlook from feeling over-
whelmed to being energized with a 
plan for the future.

When a service member asks 
him to “do a budget for them,” David 
explains that the budget is a map that 
requires their active involvement to 
make it a success. “I can’t possibly 
plan a trip when everyone has a dif-
ferent destination,” he says. David 
fi nds that transitioning personnel 
may not have realistic expectations 
of how much money they’ll make 
as civilians and how much they’ll 
need to live. He makes it a priority to 
show the service members he coun-
sels how to set a path during military 
service for a successful post-service 
fi nancial future.

The document 
was ratifi ed by nine of the 13 states 
June 21, 1788 and became effective 
March 4, 1789. What a powerful 
document and group of men who 
guided this country for 228 years 
which produces individual freedoms 
like no other on earth. More on the 
Constitution and the 27 amendments 
next week.

WASHINGTON – US Con-
gressmen Mac Thornberry (R-Clar-
endon) and Rick Larsen (D-Everett) 
last week introduced “The Rural 
Veterans Travel Enhancement Act,” 
H.R. 3720, to assist veterans in rural 
areas get to and from their medical 
appointments. 

“One of the primary responsi-
bilities of the federal government is 
to support the men and women who 
serve our country,” said Thornberry, 
Chairman of the House Armed Ser-
vices Committee. “These men and 
women have put their lives on the 
line for our everyday freedoms. We 
will never truly repay them for their 
sacrifi ces, but programs and legisla-
tion like this measure are important 
to better serve our veterans’ needs.”

This Act will help veterans 
living in rural areas with transporta-
tion services and reimbursement for 
their travel to VA medical facilities. 
Not only do these initiatives ease the 
burden for veterans traveling lengthy 
distances for care, but they have 
proven to save taxpayer dollars and 
reduce the number of missed medi-
cal appointments at VA. 

The Rural Veterans Transporta-
tion Enhancement Act will:

Expand a pilot program that 
reimburses veterans and eligible 
benefi ciaries for travelling to Vet 
Centers for mental health care and 
counseling. 

Make the Veterans Transporta-
tion Service program, which allows 
local VA facilities to hire drivers 

and purchase vehicles to transport 
veterans to their appointments, per-
manent. Extend a grant that allows 
Veterans Service Organizations and 
State Veterans Service Agencies to 
explore new approaches to provide 
transportation or travel assistance.

Expedite the certifi cation pro-
cess for volunteer drivers serving 
veterans through the Veterans Trans-
portation Service program.

This legislation is endorsed by 
the Disabled American Veterans.

A companion bill in the Senate 
was introduced by Sens. Jon Tester 
(R-MT) and Patty Murray (D-WA).

Proposition Number 1
(HJR 21)

HJR 21 proposes a constitutional 
amendment that would permit the 
Texas legislature to expand the cir-
cumstances under which a partially 
disabled veteran or their spouse may 
qualify for an exemption from ad 
valorem taxation of part of the mar-
ket value of the veteran’s residence 
homestead. Currently, the Texas leg-
islature may provide that a partially 
disabled veteran or their spouse is 
entitled to an exemption from ad 
valorem taxation of a percentage 
of the market value of the disabled 
veteran’s residence homestead only 
if the residence homestead was do-
nated to the disabled veteran by a 
charitable organization at no cost to 
the veteran. The amendment would 
allow the Texas legislature to pro-
vide that the exemption also may be 
taken when the residence homestead 
was donated, sold, or transferred to 
the disabled veteran by a charitable 
organization for less than the market 
value of the residence homestead. 
The amendment also harmonizes 
certain related provisions of the 
Texas Constitution.

The proposed amendment will ap-
pear on the ballot as follows: “The 
constitutional amendment autho-
rizing the legislature to provide 
for an exemption from ad valor-
em taxation of part of the market 
value of the residence homestead 
of a partially disabled veteran 
or the surviving spouse of a par-
tially disabled veteran if the resi-
dence homestead was donated to 
the disabled veteran by a chari-
table organization for less than 
the market value of the residence 
homestead and harmonizing cer-
tain related provisions of the Tex-
as Constitution.”

Proposition Number 2
(SJR 60)

SJR 60 proposes a constitutional 
amendment to require that certain
