Knox City receives $13,912.06 from 
state for December sales tax rebate

Did residents do Christmas shopping at home ? December sales tax rebate down 
22.27% from previous December. 1997 Yearly totals already down 13.84%

(Austin,February 14, 1997) 
State Comptroller John Sharp to­
day delivered $260.8 million in 
monthly sales tax rebates to 1,088 
Texas cities and 117 counties, 
including a check of $13,912.06 
to Knox City. The rebate to Knox 
City reflects a, decrease of 
22.27% from a rebate check of 
$17,898.76 for the December^ 
1995 Christmas shopping sea­
son. Knox City collects a 2.000% 
rate of sales tax, with a full 1.000% 
of the tax directed towards EDC 
funding.

Texas cities received $239.5 
million, 11 percent above pay­
ments of $215.7 million at this 
same time one year ago. Counties 
received a total of 21.2 million in 
rebates, more than 8.3 percent 
above the $ 19.6 million in alloca­
tions for the same period in 1996.

February, 1997 payments in­
clude taxes collected by monthly 
filers on December, 1996 sales 
and reported to the Comptroller 
in January of 1997.

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Cotton variety plot yields are complete
By Paul Weiser 
County Ext. Agent-Ag.

The yields from the 1996 Knox 
County dry land and irrigated cot­
ton variety plots have been calcu­
lated and are available. This year 
the Knox County Extension Ser­
vice conducted an irrigated cot­
ton variety plot with Mark Reed 
and a dry land cotton variety plot 
with Garry Brown.

The dryland plot was planted 
just north of the Texas A&M Uni­
versity Vegetable Research Sta­
tion on June 10 and harvested 
December 16. A snapped cotton 
yield was determined by hand 
picking thirteen feet of row at two 
locations. The yields from these 
two pickings were averaged for a 
yield per acre. One sample was 
then transported to Lubbock to be 
ginned. This process would de­
termine a percent gin turnout. This 
will allow a lint yield per acre to 
be calculated.

The top six varieties were: All 
Tex Atlas (698 lbs), Paymaster 
280 (648 lbs.). Paymaster HS26 
(597 lbs.). Paymaster HS200 (576 
lbs.), TamCot Sphinx (557 lbs.) 
and Brownfield UTE (555 lbs.). 
A total of sixteen varieties were 
planted in this plot. The other ten 
varieties were: TamCot CAB-CS 
(514 lbs). Brownfield Tejas (509 
lbs.), Hartz 1220 (494 lbs.). Delta 
Pine Acala 90 (489 lbs.). All Tex

(473 lbs.). Paymaster 330 (441 
lbs.), Holland 186 (396 lbs.). Seed 
Co 9023 (385 lbs.) and All Tex 
Excess (361 lbs.).

The irrigated cotton variety plot 
was planted by Mark Reed south 
of Munday on May 29 and har­
vested on December 27. This 
year the method of harvesting was 
altered just a little. Each variety 
had sixteen rows planted. At har­
vest time, with the aid of two 
Benjamin High School seniors — 
Rachel Duke and Julie Welch —

eight rows were measured and 
marked. This measured area (.28 
acre) was harvested by a John 
Deere 7445 stripper.

This method gave a good seed 
cotton yield. A sample from each 
variety was collected to determine 
a percent gin turnout for calculat­
ing lint per acre. Eleven 
varieties were planted in this plot. 
Stoneville 132 showed the high­
est yields with 1066 lbs. lint per 
acre. This variety was followed 
by TamCot Sphinx (941 lbs.); 
Seed Co 9023 (831 lbs.); Paymas­

ter HS200 (828 lbs.); Holland 186 
(766 lbs.); Brownfield Ute (716 
lbs.); Paymaster HS26 (707 lbs.); 
Brownfield Tejas (643 lbs.); All 
Tex Atlas (625 lbs.); All Tex 
Xpress (597 lbs.); and Stoneville 
474 (473 lbs.).

After all samples were ginned, 
the linted was delivered to a lab 
for the quality data (strength, 
staple, color, etc.). This informa­
tion has not been completed. 
When it arrives, a price will be 
placed on the lint and a dollar 
amount per acre will be calcu­
lated. This information will be 
released as it becomes available.
