Lifetime Knox County resi­
dent, T. J. Partridge, passed away 
at the age of 88 in a Knox County 
Hospital on Thursday, July 24, 
1997. Services were held at 
Gillespie Baptist Church on Sat­
urday, July 26 with the Reverend 
Jerry Clark officiating and the 
Reverend Ross Anderson assist­
ing.

Knox City - O'Brien CISD announces 
dress code for 1997-1998 school year

DRESS AND GROOMING
The District’s dress code is es­

tablished to teach grooming and 
hygiene, prevent disruption, and 
minimize safety hazards. Students 
and parents may determine a 
student’s personal dress and 
grooming standards, provided that 
they comply with District guide­
lines.

Dress and grooming practices 
that create safety hazards or dis­
ruption and therefore are prohib­
ited include the following:

1. Pictures, emblems or writ­
ing on clothing or elsewhere that 
are lewd, offensive, vulgar or ob­
scene, that advertises or depicts 
tobacco products, alcoholic bev­
erages, drugs or any substance 
prohibited under school policy or 
that suggests devil worship/oc- 
cult activities, either explicitly or 
by innuendo. This would include 
skeletons, skulls or demonic rep­
resentations that are commonly 
used by many types of musical

bands.
2. Shirts that expose the mid­

riff when the student’s arms are 
raised. Tank-tops and jerseys may 
be worn over t-shirts, if otherwise 
appropriate.

3. Trousers worn down around 
the hips. ( sagging trousers are 
expressly forbidden)

4. Skirts and dresses not ex­
tending to at least the fingertips 
when arms and fingers are ex­
tended to the sides.

5. Shorts or skorts, except dur­
ing PE.

6. Clothing that is considered 
revealing, excessively tight, cloth­
ing with slits, splits, tears or holes, 
or deemed inappropriate by the 
building principal.

7. Hats, caps, head-dress, etc., 
shall not be worn in school build­
ings or at any indoor school-spon­
sored functions. Caps worn to 
outdoor functions must be worn 
with the bill forward.

8. Ornaments in, on, or around

the ears or nose of male students 
or nose ornaments on female stu­
dents.

9. Facial hair.
10. Male students hair that ex­

tends past the bottom of the collar 
on a normal dress shirt or the 
middle of the ear or impairs vi­
sion.

Male student’s hair must be 
neatly groomed. The length and 
bulk of the hair will be such that it 
does not present a ragged, un­
kempt or extreme appearance. The 
hair should present a tapered ap­
pearance when combed and not 
fall past the middle of the ear or 
eyebrow or past the collar on a 
normal dress shirt.

Male students will not wear 
"tails” or ponytails of any form. 
There will be no designs shaved 
in the hair or multiple lengths of 
hair above the ears.

"Chili bowl”, “chopped” or 
“cropped” cuts do not conform to 
the above policy.

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Police Department Report
The Knox City Police Depart­

ment had another very busy month 
during June 1997, receiving a to­
tal of 500 calls and tasks which 
required attention. This total in­
cluded 20 actual criminal offenses, 
of which 16 were cleared or other­
wise handled.

Other items reported to the 
Knox City Police Department 
during June are classified as inci­
dents. These incidents were not 
able to be considered as a criminal 
offense, however, they must be 
handled in a responsible and 
proper manner.

Incidents reported include: 
prowler 2, missing person 1, run­
away 1, child possession dispute 
1, child custody dispute 1, argu­
ment 1.

According to a newsletter pub­
lished by the folk at Central Dis­

patch (911), the Knox City Police 
Department received a total of 45 
emergency calls during the month 
of May, 1997. This information 
was made available to late to be 
entered in the May report, how­
ever, this department greatly ap­
preciates the said information 
being made available to us.

On June 3, Officer Harry E. 
Steen attended a Fred Prior Semi­
nar in Abilene. The seminar was 
a course dealing with business 
and report writing, which will be 
very helpful in properly creating 
the numerous reports that come 
through this office on a monthly 
basis.

Also on June 3, Officer Steen 
was issued a renewal Emergency 
Medical Technician certificate 
from the Texas Department of 
Health. The knowledge required 
to obtain a EMT certificate can be 
very valuable when responding to 
an accident or any other situation 
that may require immediate medi­
cal attention.

Help for needy 
Medicare beneficiaries
Medicare beneficiaries with 

limited income but who are not 
poor enough to qualify for Medic­
aid should be aware of the help 
available from two Medicare pro­
grams: the “Qualified Medicare 
Beneficiary Program” for benefi­
ciaries below the poverty level, 
and the “Specified Low-Income 
Medicare Beneficiary Program” 
for beneficiaries slightly above 
the poverty level. The programs 
are designed to make Medicare 
coverage available to people who 
have problems paying the Medi­
care premiums and out-of-pocket 
medical expenses. Interested per­
sons should apply at their State 
Social Services Agency.

Tip for vacationers
If you’re a Social Security ben­

eficiary who plans to travel dur­
ing the summer, you should con­
sider having your check sent di­
rectly to your bank, the Social 
Security Administration advises. 
That way the funds are available 
to you even when you’re not there 
to cash your checks.

Vernon Regional Junior College offers 
college courses over the internet

College credit courses will be 
taught over the Internet by Vernon 
Regional Junior College (Vernon 
campus) beginning in the fall 1997 
semester. Course offerings include 
COSC1301 Introduction to Com­
puters, CAGR 1402 Computer 
Aided Design - ACAD-2D, 
CAGR 1415 Graphics programs, 
MCOT 1104 Introduction to 
Internet, and MCOT 1105 Inter­
mediate Internet (Web Page De­
v e lo p m en t).

In order to enroll in a course, 
students must have access to a 
computer (machine requirements 
are stated in course information) 
with modem, an e-mail account, 
and an internet provider. They 
also niust have a browser 
(Netscape 3.0 or higher or equiva­
lent) on their computer. Books 
and software required for the 
courses may be purchased at the 
VRJC Bookstore located on the 
Vernon campus.

Anyone who is eligible to en­
roll for a course at VRJC may 
enroll in computer courses taught 
over the internet.

Part time students whose de­
clared goal is personal enrichment 
or job related training may accu­
mulate up to nine semester hours 
of non-TASP on-line computer 
courses before college assessment 
in reading, writing, and math is 
required.

Computer courses taught over 
the internet are designed to meet 
the busy schedules of students 
who don’t have time to come to 
the Vernon campus on a regular 
basis. Courses do require campus 
attendance for orientation and test­
ing.

The course objectives and cur­
riculum for computer courses on 
the Internet are the same as for 
classes taught on the Vernon cam­
pus. It is simply the method of 
delivery which iS different. Class 
notes, assignments, and discus­
sions are via computers for the 
classes.

Faculty members are the same 
people who teach classes on the 
Vemon campus. They are required 
to hold course orientation meet­
ings, office hours, review sessions, 
and make calls (e-mail) to stu­
dents. Chat rooms are set up for 
each course.

Dear Editor:
As State Representative for 

State House District 7 0 ,1 would 
like to urge all voters to get out 
and vote during the upcoming 
August 7 Constitutional Amend­
ment election.

On August 9, voters will have 
the final decision on House Joint 
Resolution 4, passed by the Leg­
islature during the last session.

If passed, the measure would:
1) increase the current home­

stead exemption of $5,000 to 
$15,000 providing each home­
stead the amount of tax relief ac­
crued from the additional $ 10,000 
exemption;

2) the measure would provide 
a teacher pay raise of 6% over the 
current state base during the next 
biennium;

3) allow those persons over 
sixty-five (65), or their surviving 
spouse to transfer the constitu­
tional limitation on school district 
tax increases or the "tax freeze" to 
a different residence, if the person 
moves and subsequently estab­
lishes a different place or resi­
dence. In addition, the amend­
ment would provide a one time 
reduction in the amount of the tax 
freeze to take into account the tax 
reduction provided by the $ 10,000 
increase in the homestead exemp­
tion.

Regardless of how you chose 
to vote on the issue, remember, 
the choice is yours. I hope to see 
you at the polls on August 9.

House Budget Plan Will Let Working Families 
Keep More of What They Earn

A s Congress nears co m p le -. 
tion o f  a plan to balance the budget 
and lower taxes, this might be a good  
tim e to look at som e o f  the w ays the 
plan w ill affect you and your family.

To begin with, the plan w ill 
let you keep more o f  what you earn. 
A  study released last w eek by the 
non-partisan Joint Committee on 
Taxation found that over tw o m illion  
low and middle-income Americans will 
owe no federal income taxes at aU if  the 
congressional plan goes through.

In addition, parents o f  a 
child bom  today w ill receive over 
$10,300  dollars in tax re lief by the 
tim e their child turns eighteen. The 
plan w ill help people in every stage 
o f  their life. Students w ill benefit 
from the HOPE scholarship provi­
sions which w ill provide them with a 
$1,500  tax credit for college. 
Parents w ill benefit from the tax

credit provision w hich w ill g ive  
them an additional $500 dollars per 
child. Seniors w ill benefit from a 
reduction in the capital gains tax 
when they sell shares in a mutual 
fund for their retirement. And 
everyone w ill benefit from a bal­
anced budget, w hich means w e ’ll 
pay lower interest rates when w e buy 
a new  car, new hom e, or send our 
kids o f f  to school.

I’ve said many tim es over 
the past few  months that this plan is 
not perfect. For instance. I’d like to 
see the inheritance tax repealed. 
W hile the plan provides som e relief 
in this area, it does not go all the way. 
But it is a step in the right direction.

Most importantly, it’s som e­
thing that w ill let people keep more 
o f  their m oney for them selves and 
their fam ilies, instead o f  sending it 
o ff  to W ashington.

METER TAMPERING NOW A FELONY
The State of Texas has recently adopted an amendment to the State Penal Code 

making meter tampering a third degree felony: A third degree felony comes with a 
punishment of confinement In the Texas Department of Corrections for a term of not 
.more than 10 or less than 2 years. In addition to imprisonment, an individual adjudged 
guilty of a third degree felony may be punished by a fine not to exceed $5,000.

Before the amendment of the new law, It was a class A misdemeanor for meter 
tampering unless the loss of service was more than $200. Underthe new law, any meter 
tampering regardless of the amount of loss is now a felony of the third degree.

Meter tampering consists of, but Is not limited to:
(1) Diverting electricity from passing through a meter device.
(2) Preventing electric service from being correctly registered by a meter device.
(3) Unauthorized activation of service.
As a special note to our members. It will also be considered meter tampering if a 

meter Is reset and electrical service Is restored by anyone other than a Cooperative 
employee.

All Cooperative meters are sealed. This seal should not be cut or broken without 
special authorization. In cases where the seal must be cut for emergencies, the 
Cooperative should be notified as soon as possible so that the meter can be resealed.
