State of emergency declared in cou'nty

Dry weather causes "extreme potential for large and destructive wildfires":

Knox County Judge David N.
Perdue declared on Monday morn-
ing that a state of emergency ex-
ists in Knox County due to recent
dry weather and the extreme po-
tential for large and destructive
wildfires.

Judge Perdue also issued an
emergency order, effective im-
mediately, which prohibits any
open burning in the unincorpo-
rated areas of Knox County ex-
cept the burning of combustible
material in approved enclosures,
such as trash barrels and charcoal
grills which are designed to con-
tain all flames and embers.

Due to dry conditions and the
lack of significantrainfall, all per-
sons are advised that any open
burning is extremely likely to

posing risks to lives and property.

Local fire department officials,
the National Weather Service, and

. the personnel from the Texas For-

estry Service advise that there is
no present forecast forimproving

 weather and/or moisture condi-

tions.

The order signed by Judge Per-
due provides that repeated or fla-
grant violations of the order shall
constitute amisdemeanor, and that
any peace officer of the State of
Texas may enforce the order in
the venue of Knox County.

This order goes into effect im-
mediately, and will be in effect
for the next ten days, and then will
stay in effect until significant
moisture occurs.

for 10-15 years. Inexchange, land-
owners receive annual rental pay-
ments for the land and cost-share

assistance for establishing those -

practices.
