See Mark 12:28-34,
On that occasion when the scribe
agreed with Jesus the latter ad-
vised him that he was ‘“‘not far
trom the kingdom of God."

When the “certain lawyer” in
the parable of the “‘certain Samar-
itan"—the adjective good was not
applied to the Samaritan by Je-
sus himself—told Jesus what he
understood from the law, as gquo-
ted above in our Golden Text,
Jesus advised him that he had an-
swered rightly, “this do, and thou
shall live.” The lawyer was then
in the position of having asked a
question the answer of which he
should have known and probably
did know, therefore, instead of
confessing the hypocrisy of his
[ question he aitempted to vindi-
cate his inquiry by asking Jesus,
“Who is my neighbor?”

The Jews considered themselves
the chosen children of God and
inasmuch as their law defined a
‘neighbor” as a fellow-Israelite
they did not consider Gentiles in-
cluded in that term, even less a
Samaritan. Samaritans were de-
scendants of the Jews left in their|
homeland upon the overthrow of |
Northern Kingdom, who in
course of generations had
freely intermarried with other

wees. The Samaritans were also
unorthodox in their religious
views, believing that Gerizim
was the proper place to worship
Jehovah, illustrated in the ques-
tion asked of Jesus by the woman
at the well. (John 4:20). So bit-
ter was the feeling against them
that Jews avoided even traveling
through their country.

The parable of the Good Samar-
itan is well enough known that it
need not be repeated here.
