In the stores and markets are
baskets and baskets of lusclous
ripe tomatoes, While they are
plentiful the housekeeper should
use them frequently in her menus.
Vitamins A. B and C are better
supplied in the tomato and in
such a state that their value is un-
changed when cooked. Tomato
julce ranks as a substitute for
orange juice,

Tomato Juice Cocktall
Season the required amount of |
tomato juice with salt, pepper,|
cayenne and onion juice. Pour
into a refrigerator tray and freeze,
stirring every half hour, Before |
serving beat thoroughly with @
fork or egg beater. Serve in cock-,
tail glasses, garnished with a sprig

of parsley,

Mixed Grill

Wash 6 tomatoes and cut in
halves. Sprinkle with salt and
pepper, spread with prepared
mustard and cover with buttered
crumbs, Chill until ready to grill.
Wash and remove stems from 1-2
pound mushrooms and caps
in refrigerator until ready to saute
in 2 tablespoons fat, 15 minutes
before serving. Arrange 1 pound
link sausages in a baking pan and
place in a moderate oven for 1-2
hour or until brown. Ten minutes
before serving arrange 12 strips
of bacon on half the broiler rack
and place tomato halves on the
other half and broil until bacon is
brown and tomatoes tender. Serve
sausage, bacon, tomatoes and sau-
ted musroom caps on a large plat-
ter. Serve 6 generously.

Eggplant With Tomato

1 medium eggplant.

4 tomatoes.

2 to 4 tablespoons cooking fat.

1-2 cup bread crumbs,

2 teaspoons salt.

1-4 teaspoon pepper.

Peel the eggplant and the to-
matoes. Cut in half inch slices
and dip in the crumbs, mixed with
the seasoning. Brown on both
sides in cooking fat. Place a layer
of brown eggplant on the bottom
of a baking dish, cover with one
of tomatoes. Continue adding al-
ternate layers until the dish is
nearly full. Top with buttered
crumbs. Bake in an oven 350 de-
grees for 20 minutes.

Tomate Slaw

1 small cabbage.

3 firm tomatoes.

2 tablespoons flour,

2 teaspoons sugar,

1 teaspoon mustard.

3 tablespoons vinegar.

1-4 teaspoon salt.

Cayenne.

2 egg yolks.

3-4 cup milk.

2 tablespoons butter.,

Shred cabbage, cut tomato in
cubes and put in refrigerator to
~hill. Combine flour, sugar, mus-
tard, salt and cayenne and add
to slightly beaten egg yolks. Add
milk and butter. Cook over hot
water about 3 minutes, then add
vinegar slowly. Cook, stirring
thick. Chill; When ready to serve
combine cabbage, tomatoes and
dressing.

Fried Green Tomatees
Slice green tomatoes 1-3-inch
thick. Dip in seasoned corn meal
and saute in hot fat until brown
on both sides.

Tomato Filled With Egg Salad |

Select round medium sized to-
matoes; peel then hollow deeply.
Season inside with salt and pep-
per and turn upside down to drain.
Hardcook the same number of
eggs, chill and chop coarsely, add-
ing to each egg 1 tablespoon of
chopped ham, chicken or tongue,
and 1 tablespoon ef diced celery.
Moisten well with a stiff mayon-
naise or boiled dressing and stuff
the tomato, heaping up well in the
center. Garnish each tomato with
a sprir of water cress inserted in
th esalad. Arrange in the salad
container and chill well.

Variety Balad
Arrange crisp lettuce around
edge of rather large platter and
fill in the center with heart leaves
n one side lay overlapping slices
of tomatoes and on the other side
slices of cucumber. Garnish cen-
ter with curled celery and water-
cress. Serve with French dressing
to which crumbled Rocuefurt
