For it was in these
two months that factional differ-
ences reached theproportions of
a war and for two years Rangers
struggled with it before mob rule
could be suppressed.

Credit for running down and
breaking up the San Sabamob is
given to Ranger Scrgt W. John
L. Sullivan and his men, although
Capt. Bill McDonald also was ac-
tive in the prolongedoperation,as
was W. C. Linden, now assistant
district attorney at San Antonio
for this district. Captain McDon-
ald is the authority for the state-
ment that mob rule in San Saba
County cost the lives of forty-tw- o
men.

SaveChild Life
Education of the public to the

value of diphtheria immunization
has resulted in lowering the inci-

dence of this dread disease,but
Texas still loses over 400 of its
future citizens each year from
this preventable disease,according
to records in the Texas State De-
partmentof Health.

"It is n generally acceptedfact
among public health authorities,"
Dr. John W. Brown, State Health
Officer, said, "that any communi-
ty may control its death rate from
diphtheria. Immunization has been
proved a safe and effective pre-
ventive measure. Wherever im-
munizing treatmenthas been ex-
tensively used, diphtheria has
steadily decreased.

"The most forceful weapon in
the control of diphtheria is pre-
vention through immunization, ra-

ther than cure of the diseaseaf-

ter it has developed.Children can
be protected against diphtheriaby
the use of what is known as tox-
oid. Young children are particular-
ly susceptible to the disease.Ac-
cordingly, as soon as a baby is six
months old, the parents arc advis-
ed to take it to the family physi-
cian and have it immunized pro-
tected, by the use of toxoid. Older
children in the family who have
not had the protective treatment,
should be immunized also, and
this) should be attendedto now be-

fore the school seasonbegins.This
immunizing agent is absolutely
safe to administer; there is only u
slight local reaction, and practical-
ly no constitutional or troublesome
after effects. It confers a life time
immunity In the majority of cases.
To be certainthat immunization is
complete, however, the child
should be taken back to the phy-
sician six months after the toxoid
was administered, and given the
Schick Test.

"It is within the power of the
parentsof this state, cooperating
with their physicians and public
health departments, to eliminate
diphtheria from Texas."

Marines Stationed
In PhillipinesSince
Manila Bay Battle

Bordering the shore of Manila
Bay is the little town of Cavlte
which overlooks the sceneof one
of the most stirring episodes in
American history. It is now one
of Uncle Sam's most important
naval stations in the Phillipines.

Almost before the smokeof Ad-
miral Dewey's guns had rolled
away, following his triumph over
the Spanishfleet in Manila Bay in
May, 1898, U. S. Marines were
landed in Cavite. Unitsof the Ma-
rine Corps have been there ever
since.

Many of the buildings in the lit-
tle town of some 5,000 inhabitants
arc reminiscentof the Spanishoc-

cupation. Some of them, like the
old arsenal and FortSan Felipe,
still retain their medieval appear-
ance, although they have been
modernized to meet the needsof
Uncle Sam. During working hours
navy yard shops hum with activi-
ty.

Filipinos have largely discarded
the Spanish language,and now
speakn patois of English, Spanish
and Tagalog the latter their na-
tive tongue. The more educated
natives speakEnglish fluently and
both grammar and high schools
conduct their coursesin that lan-
guage.

"Hundreds of marines visit Ca-

vite annually," says Lt. Col. Tho-
mas E. ThrasherJr., of the Marine
Corps recruiting station, 257 South
Spring Street, Los Angeles, Calif.
"It is a regular port of call for
our naval transports in the Orient.

"The endless panorama of na-
tive life exhibits a strange mix-
ture of American and Spanish
customs, stately homes and nipa
shacks, d, horscdrawn
carroinalasand high-power- ed cars,
the modern and the primitive side
by side.

"Sea soldiers who ore assigned
to duty In tho Philippines arc ei-

ther stationed at Cavite or at the
navy yard located at Olongapo,
some fifty miles northwest of
Mnnlla. A few of them are on
duty at Manila or at radio and
smaller stations nearby.

"Marines rarely remain in the
Philippines more than eighteen
months,and an assignmentto duty
there often means that a trip will
be made later to Pclping, Shang-
hai, the Island of Guam, a cruise
with the Asiatic fleet, or some
other location or duty.

"Even when they remain in the
islands for a full tour of foreign
service there are numerousdiver-
sions. Swimming, sailing, base-
ball .tennis,movies and other

are available and popu-
lar. Tho marines at Cavite can
reach Manila by naval ferry or by
motor in less than an hour.

"Although for more than thirty
years the islands have been at
peace, the marines took part in
many eventsfollowing their arriv-
al there with Admiral Dewey.
They were first ashore after the
Battle of Manila Bay, and a year
later saw some lively action
against Filipino insurgents at No-vele- ta.

An outstanding achieve-
ment was accomplished in 1902,
when marines marched acrossthe
island of Samar and pacified it.

"Today no marine considershis
trip to the Orient complete unless
he sojournsfor a while at Cavite,"
says Colonel Thrasher, "and it is
not unusual for our men to re-
quest a second tour of duty there.
Maybe it's the lure of the tropics,
or perhaps it's just the appeal of
strangelands which lie somewhere
eastof Suez."

The tendency toward lower age limits for posi-
tions under civil service, and in businessand in-

dustry generally, appears to be meeting with in-

creasingdisfavor.
A recent Instanceis that in Cleveland,O., where

the city's civil service commission has abandoned
its general age limit of 45 years in holding exami-
nations.

City officials agreed that it's obviously absurd
to consider thata person reaching 45 automatically
becomesless competent to fill a post than one year
or so younger or to assumethat every man or wo-
man at 45 is ready for the shelf.

The ability of a person to perform the duties
of an office is not a matterof years, but of training,
education,and physical condition. Any arbitrary age
limit, such as 45, therefore is utterly without

The en have announced with pride that
they now have the fingerprints of John D. Rocke-
feller, Jr.. and other well-kno- men. These arc
the latest additions to the Federal Bureau of In-
vestigation's growing list of civilian fingerprints.

J. Edgar Hoover explains:
"When a person places his fingerprints in the

bureau's civil files, he automatically insures his
family against prolonged mental suffering and the
expenditure of a large amount of money in an ef-fp- rt

to locate him, should he be unfortunate enough
to perish in some manner in which all means of
identification except fingerprints are lost, or should
he becomethe victim of amnesia."

Fingerprinting heretofore has been allied too
closely to the criminal sidi of life. Now the public
is beginning to realize its importance as a measure
of general security.

TEACHER'S OATHS AGAIN

Mrs. William A. Becker, President-Gener- al of
the Daughters of the American Revolution, an-
nouncesa campaign for strict enforcement of laws
requiring all teachersto take an "oath of allegiance"
which she characterizesas "an honor and not a re-
flection" upon character.

Mrs. Becker says that the Daughters are not
trying to "raise a Red scare" but, in insisting on the
pledge, would "weed out, as far as possible," the

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LE-
GISLATURE OF THE STATE OF
TEXAS:

Section 1. That Article 3 of the
Constitution of the State of Texas
be amendedby adding thereto a
new Section to be known as Sec
tion 59, to readas follows:

"Section 59. The Legislature
shall havepower to pass suchlaws
as may be necessaryto provide
for Workmen's CompensationIn
suranccfor such State employees,
as in its judgement is necessaryor
required; and to provide for the
payment of all costs, charges,and
premiums on such policies of in
surancc; providing the State shall
never be required to purchasein-
surancefor any employee."

BILLIONS IN GOLD

TO KENTUCKY MINT

Fifty or more armored trainsmay bo required to move the bulk
of Uncle Sam's $10,000,000,000
(billions) gold hoard into thestrong box now ncarlng comple-
tion at Fort Knox, Ky.

Although the new depository
will not bo ready for use until
after Sept. 15 plans for the huge
shipment already arc being draft-
ed secretly at the Treasury.

The transfer of the precious
metal, to the Fort Knox vault
which Treasury officials say will
be impregnable to safeblowcrs, Is
Part of a long-ter-m program to
sniii goiu reserves from seaboard
cities to points far in the Interior
iast year more than $2,000,000.-000,00-0

(billions) in bullion was
moved from San Francisco to a
vault at the Denver mint, where
the Government considered It
would be safe from Invasion by a
foreign foe.

It is presumedthat most of the
bullion to be stored In the Ken-
tucky hills will be sent from New
York ond Philadelphia.

Trains on Special Schedules
Each of the armored trains men-

tioned as liked to haul the gold
probably will Include six coaches

three bullion cars, two Pullmans
and a diner. They are expected to
move on special schedules,slower
than an ordinary passengertrain.

The gold sent from San Fran-
cisco to Denver was shipped as
parcel post under the surveillance
of postal Inspectors. It rolled in
armored trucks through the Den-
ver streets from the railway sta-
tion for ulmost an entire night,
and few residents there knew of
the movement until it was com-
pleted at dawn.

Secret service operatives and
even the army may be called upon
to help guard the transfer in Fnrl
Knox. Local officials will bo
warned in advancewhen the cargo
win move inrounn ther towns.
and requested to keep a close
vatch on all suspectedcriminals.

On Military Reservation
Although the new depository

will bo guarded primarily by
Treasury employes, it has been
placed on a military reservations
whore 1,400 troops are stationed
normally.
