WASHINGTON (AP) Pro-
blems are mounting for a
beleaguered Attorney General
Edwin Meese 111, who has been
under criminal investigation for
nearly nine months in a probe
that appears likely to continue
through much ' of President
Reagan’s last year in office.

The
newspaper also said that Israeli
Foreign Minister Shimon Peres
wrote a handwritten letter to
Meese in mid-1985, when Peres
was, prime minister, to express
his government’s support for the
pipeline. The pipeline was never

According to Saturday’s J.os
Angeles Times — which disclosed
the existence of the memo Friday
unidentified sources said
Peres also pledged that if Israel
did attack the pipeline, the
Israeli government would use
future U.S. aid to pay for repairs
The newspaper said Friday
that some sources identified
Peres as the official targeted for
the bribe plan, and reported to-
day that two people familiar with
the project say the memo may
have outlined plaris to use Peres

If this is not done, the veteran
remains liable for repayment of
the loan and may be victimized
by a type of fraud called equity
In the typical equity
skimming case, the buyer rents
the property and pockets the
money rather than applying it to
the loan. It i1s often not until after
Thé mortgage lender forecloses
on the property that the veteran
discovers his liability

WASHINGTON (AP) — New
regulations designed to deny
federal funds to family-planning
organizations that cate
abortions are being issued next
week in the face of certain legal
challenge.

One of the groups planning to
file suit to block implementation
of the new rules charged that
they would require family plann-
ing clinics to engage in'‘“man-
datory malpractice’ by dictating
what advice doctors may give.

Health and Human Services
Secretary Otis R. Bowen an-
nounced Friday that the final

“regulations will be published
Tuesday in the Federal Register
and could become effective
March 3. The rules are essential-
ly the same ones put out for
public comment last Sept. 1 on
orders from President Reagan

The programs would
be prohibited from ‘‘encourag-
ing, - promoting or advocating
abortion as a method of family:
planning.”

“These regulations will ensure
that Title X funds are spent for
services that Congress always in-
tended they support preven-
tive family planning and infertili-
ty services, not abortion,”’ Bowen
said. ’

“The ... program was intended
to reduce the incidence of abor-
tion, not to help women obtain
abortions,”” he said. “When a
clinic diagnoses a woman as
pregnant, she will be referred for
the prenatal care and social ser
vices she needs for a healthy
pregnancy. To accept or not ac-
cept this referral is the in-
dividual’s choice.”

Planned Parenthood issued a
statement saying it ‘‘cannot and
will not adhere to these new
regulations because they run
counter to our fundamental prin-
ciples, endanger the health of our
patients and are in essense a call
for mandatary malpractice
because they dictate what can

and cannot be said in the privacy
of a doctor’s office.”

“They are an outrageous intru-
sion into the doctor-patient rela-
tionship and a gross violation of
freedom of speech,” said .the
statement.

Jody Frisch, a spokeswoman
for the organization, said Plann-
ed Parenthood will file suit to
block implementation as soon as
the new rules are formally
published. Also planning to file
suits against the regulations are
the National Family Planning
and Reproductive Health
Association and the New York Ci-
ty branch of the American Civil
Liberties Union.

In a related matter, a federal
appeals court ruled Friday that
Planned Parenthood can proceed
with its lawsuit challenging a
Reagan administration policy
barring family planning funds to
private foreign organizations
that perform or promote abor-
tions

The organization said the rul-
ing overturned a district court
dismissal of the suit in
September

That lawsuit sought to declare
unconstitutional requirements by
the U.S. Agency for International
Development that foreign private
health agencies certify, in return
for U.S grants, that they do not
perform or actively promote
abortion as a method of family
planning.

ATLANTA (AP) A new
survey has found widespread
misinformation about AIDS, with
26 percent of the respondents
thinking they likely would get the
disease from giving blood and 36
percent believing they could get
AIDS by eating at a restaurant
where the cook has it

““There continues to be a great
deal of uncertainty about the
causes of AIDS,” the National
Center for Health Statistics said
in a report distributed this week
by its parent agency, the Atlanta
based Centers for Disease Con-
trol

“For the most part, the lowest
levels of general knowledge are
found among adults 50 years of

age and over,”' NCHS resear
chers said
That confirms the self

assessment of that age group, 54
percent of whom said they knew
little or nothing about the deadly
disease

Overall, 63 percent said they
knew ‘‘some’’ or “‘a lot."”

The report details responses to
a survey conducted among 3,097
Americans over 18 in September

Knowledge of the existence of
acquired immune deficiency syn-
drome was more than 99 percent
However, the survey found some
respondents who said they never
had heard of the disease which
has, according to the latest CDC
count, struck more than 51,000
Americans and killed more than
28,000

Eighty-six percent of the
respondents knew that there is no
known cure for AIDS, 78 percent
knew that anyone with the virus
can transmit it through sexual in-
tercourse, and 73 percent knew
that an infected pregnant woman
can infect her baby

Each of those responses was 3
to 4 points higher than a survey
conducted in August.

“There are signs that the U S.
public’'s knowledge about AIDS

widespread misinformation

increased slightly,”” the NCHS
said. '‘There were small but
significant increases in the
proportions of adults answering
(some questions) correctly.”

Ninety-four percent of the
respondents said it was ‘‘very
likely' that a person will get
AIDS through sex with an in
fected person, and 93 percent
said it was ‘‘very likely' that a
person would get it through shar
ing drug needles with an infected
person. Those are the two chief
modes of transmission

But ‘‘the level of misinforma-
tion about (other) modes of
transmission, particularly from
casual contact, continues to be
high,"” the NCHS reported

Twenty-four percent said it
was somewhat or very likely that
someone would contract AIDS
from donating blood. That is a
misconception the American Red
Cross and other agencies have
fought hard to defeat, pointing
out that sterile equipment is used
in blood donations and that a
donor comes in contact only with
his own blood

Thirty-six percent of the
respondents thought it very or
somewhat likely that a person
would get AIDS from eating at a
restaurant where the cook had
AIDS, 18 percent believed work
ing near an AIDS patient is a
threat, and 69 percent said kiss-
ing with saliva exchanged is like
ly to transmit the disease

AIDS experts say the disease is
not spread through casual con-
tact, and while transmission dur
ing ‘‘French Kkissing’' is
theoretically possible, it never
has been reported.

Thirty-five percent in the
survey said the disease is likely
to be transmitted by mosquitoes
or other insects, another asser-
tion AIDS experts dispute

In a more personal question, 7
percent said they have known a
person with AIDS.

TIPS FOR PRUNING
LANDSCAPE PLANTS

Fall and winter months are a
good time to prune most land
scape plants. Proper pruning
procedures are important to keep
plants healthy and attractive

Be selective when pruning and
only prune those plants that need
it, always using sharp tools for a
clean cut

It's a good idea to treat all cuts
or wounds over two inches in
diameter with a good tree dress
img to prevent cracking and
checking. These cracks provide
excellent places for borer eggs
and disease organisms

Since pruning cuts made in
mid-branch induce lateral
growth, prevent branching by
cutting back to a major limb,
twig or bud. For more compact
growth, cut back terminal shoots,
removing about one-half the cur
rent growth to induce lateral
growth

Do not destroy a plant's
natural form and beauty when
pruning. Trim but never but
cher

For multi-stemmed shrubs
such as quince, nandina and
pomegranate, think in terms of
thinning out rather than shearing
the total plant. Remove some
canes or stems at ground level,
and cut some stems in mid
branch to make the plant more
dense

If shrubs like quince, nandina
and'spirea have been neglected
for several years, it's best to
remove about one-third of the
oldest canes at ground level. This
completely - renews the plant
every three years, the flowering
wood is kept nearer the ground,
and the plant seldom becomes
tall and leggy ~

Don’t prune hydrangeas during
the winter because their flower
buds are already established for
next season's bloom. The best
time to prune is immediately
after their prime bloom in early
summer

Prune bush-type roses in late
February or early March, just
prior to spring growth. Prune
spring flowering shrubs and
climbing roses after flowering.

Hollies and other berrying
plants such as pyracantha may
be pruned now. However, these
plants produce berries on two-
year-old wood, so removing new
growth eliminates future berries.

ine Corps but was discharg-
nihe months later ‘“‘without
prejydice’” when they discovered
he had been hiding poor vi
sion problems

He later joined the Army and
saw action during World War II,
serving with the Rangers until
tHey were disbanded in March of
1945

At one point he had seen 112
days of combat “‘without getting
a scratch,” but his luck ran out
and he was wounded three times
Complications set in when he con
tracted hepatitis and he was
hospitalized for several months

He later returned to McMurry
toobtain a degree

He graduated in 1949 and, while
going to school, worked for the
Abilene Police Department. He
originally wanted to be a wildlife
game officer for the U.S. govern
ment, but opted for a career with
the Alcohol Tax Unit. He
stipulated he wanted to only work
in Texas and, ultimately, he was
hired to work out of Tyler for
seven years

During those years his basic
duties included looking for illegal
stills. ‘It was a lot of fun in those
days because Tyler at that time
was dry. Longview had the only
legal liquor.’

“We saw a lot of action until the
counties started going wet,”” he
said

Leftwich also worked with the
Customs Division on gun control
which he said really began to get

strict after President John F
Kennedy was assassinated in
Dallas

While working for the Alcohol
Tax Unit, Leftwich said he and

other agents often hapl to work
with the Secret Seflice. He
remembers helping to protect
George Wallace, President Lyn
don B. Johnson and his wife,
Lady Bird. He got to know
Johnson and often got himself in
trouble with his superiors
.because Johnson would call on
him to go off somewhere

“LBJ was something else,”
Leftwich said

He transferred to the office of
the Inspector General in the 1970s
and became mainly involved
with investigating the illegal use
of food stamps

Throughout his career, Left
wich worked undercover a great
deal and often was called upon to
make undercover drug buys. It
was during one of these under
cover operations which went
awry that Leftwich was hurt
when he fell down a flight of
stairs and a suspect--a very large
suspect, he remembers--landed
on top of him. He ruptured three
discs in his back and that effec
tively ended his government law
enforcement career. He tried for
six years to be able to get back to
work, but was never able to get a
doctor’s okay. Finally, he gave in
and accepted his disability

He and his wife moved back to
Snyder and he became involved
with hunting and raising game
birds. ‘I started out trying to do
too much, but I soon learned that
my back wouldn’t let me lift
heavy things. So I have had to
learn to be careful and to accept
my limitations."

LENDING MONEY TO
FRIENDS CAN BE RISKY
Lending money to friends and
relatives, including grown
children, can be a little risky
financially and emotionally

The money doesn’t cause the
problem, but the fact that a loan
changes the nature of a personal
relationsipip_ can lead to dif-
ficulties//A’%inan(‘ial transaction
can turn a .personal relationship
into a debtor-creditor relation-
ship.

Obviously, not every loan
between friends and relatives
turns sour. And there are some
things you can do to make sure it

ko sn’t.
\ One way is to consider the loan

a gift. This means you shouldn’t
lend money torelatives or friends
that you can’t afford to give them
outright. If you're repaid, it's a
pleasant surprise. If not, you
won’t have hard feelings

The other approachris to handle
the loan in a very business-like
manner by putting the loan terms
in writing, including the interest
rate and terms of repayment. Un-
fortunately, family members
seeking a loan may misconstrue
this common sense approach for
lack of trust

That’'s why the least com
plicated way to establish a
business-like arrangement with a
relative or friend is to cosign the
borrower’s bank loan

But if you agree to cosign,
make sure you're involved in the
loan negotiations, since you still
have to pay off if the borrower
fails to pay

Remember that in case of
default, the borrower may feel he
or she has to pay off other loans
before yours because you are a
friend

A loan between friends or
relatives need not be a problem if
all parties remember that it's a
business transaction and should
be treated as such

This interesting play problem is
from the English magazine Interna
tional Popular Bridge Monthly. The
bidding has been changed, with the
two-diamond response temporizing
and negative. The four-club and five
diamond bids by South are cue-bids
and North's five hearts shows values
other than the ace (He would surely
have cue-bid the heart ace after South
had bid four clubs.) Not finding heart
strength useful, South settles for a
small slam

But with the opening heart lead, the
K-Q of hearts immediately become
winners, provided they can be en-
joyed. The play theme is not new
declarer should sacrifice an occasion
alextra trick to increase the chance of
making the slam. Willy Nilly would
play the hand like a fish out of water
trumping the opening lead with a low
spade, then playing A-K of spades with
a groan at the failure of the spade 10
to appear, and eventually losipg two
diamonds and considerable apldmb

At trick one, declarer should ruff
with an honor Noting the fall of the
spade eight on the first trump play, he
should continue with a low spade to
dummy's six. East would make a
trump trick, but declarer would reach
dummy to take two heart tricks. This
is right even when the eight does not
fall, since South can reach dummy as
well when 10-8-x of spades was origi
nally with West. Only if East holds 10
8-x will this play cost one more trick

Scrape down sides of
bow}, cover with plastic wrap
Refrigerate 2 to 24 hours
Meanwhile, split sausage links
lengthwise. Place cut side down
on a rack in a shallow baking
pan. Bake, uncovered, in 350
degree oven 25 to 30 minutes or
until done. Drain on paper
towels. Let cool about 30 minutes
or until nearly room
temperature. Spread cut sides of
sausages with mustard. Cut
cheese into eight 5-by 3;-inch
strips. Place 1 strip on the cut
side of 8 of the sausage halves

halves, forming 8 stacks

Remove dough from
refrigerator Punch down

Transfer to lightly floured sur
face. Divide into 8 equal por
tions,; flatten each into an 8-by 5-
inch oval Place 1 sausage link on
each oval. Wrap dough around
sausages, pressing edges to seal
Place seam side down on a greas
ed shallow baking pan. Stir
together egg white and water
Brush some egg white mixture on
top of each dough and sausage
Cover and let rise until nearly
double (30 to 40 minutes). Bake in
a 375-degree oven 15 to 18 minutes
or until golden. Remove to wire
rack; cool. Wrap tightly and
refrigerate.

Light helps chase
wintertime blues

PHILADELPHIA (AP)
Winter is a predictable time of
year a time of holidays,
celebration and snowfall. For
many people, it is also a time of
depression

As the days grow shorter, the
moods turn blue. The “winter-
time blues’’ are often resolved in
springtime, with the return of ex-
tended daylight

This phenomenon, known as
‘‘seasonal affective disorder,"” or
SAD, is now recognized by the
American Psychiatric Associa-
tion as a psychiatric syndrome

“SAD can last from fall until
mid-spring, depending on the
weather,” said Dr. James Gad-
dy, a research psychologist at.
Thomas Jefferson University
“Studies show that SAD often
results in substantial loss of pro-
ductivity or difficulties in in-
terpersonal relationships. In ex-
treme cases, it can be seyerely
incapacitating.” **

Seasonal affective disorder is

characterized by withdrawal,
social isolation, depression, a
craving for carbohydrates,

weight gain, a tendency to sleep
longer, a loss of energy and
decreased sexual drive.

Phototherapy, or exposure to
bright light, has been shown to
reverse the effects of SAD. At
Jefferson, the majority of people
treated last year have responded
favorably to therapy, said Dr.
Karl Doghramji, director of the
Sleep Disorders Center.

Major British study contradicts U.S.
findings about aspirin, heart attacks

LONDON (AP A six-year
study of more than 5,000 British
doctors published Friday found
no evidence that men who take
aspirin daily can reduce their
risk of heart attacks

The research appears to direct
ly contradict a study of 22,000
U.S. doctors reported this week
that suggests aspirin taken every
other day can cut the risk of
heart attack by 47 percent

“In contrast, the unpromising
results of the trial in the United

Kingdom suggest that pro
phylatic (protective) aspirin had
no effect,”” said the researchers
at Oxford University's Radcliffe
Infirmary

The researchers pointed out,
however, that the U.S. study
found about three times as many
non-fatal heart attacks as the
British study, “‘so the positive
result from the United States car
ries more weight than the null
result from the United
Kingdom

HOUSTON (AP) A Harris
County grand jury refused to in-
dict a social worker accused of
ignoring a telephone call about
an abused infant later found
dead.

The decision, issued Thursday
by the grand jury, cleard Har
riett Bell of criminal. charges in
the case

Ms. Bell, who was suspended
from her job over the incident,
testified she was out of the
Children’s Protective Services
office when the call reportedly
came in on the afternoon of Oct.
3, 1987. Two other women also
supported Ms. Bell’s statements.

Prosecutors alleged Ms. Bell, a
part-time CPS worker for five
years, ignored the call from
Pasadena nurse Mary Anne
Bailey. Ms. Baily had become
concerned after seeing the child,
Darrell McFadden, in a
Pasadena video store

The telephone call which Ms
Bailey made was not recorded,
which is standard practice,
because wires connecting a
recording device to the CPS
telephone had been disconnected,
said Prosecutor Marie Munier

The wires apparently had been
tampered with before the call
was made.
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For that reason, the collective
results might indicate the benefit
to middle-aged men of taking
aspirin daily might be to reduce
the risk of non-fatal heart attacks
by about one-third, the Oxford
team said

‘““At present, neither the United
States nor the United Kingdom
trial results suggest any reduc
tion whatever in overall vascular
mortality (deaths from strokes
and heart attacks taken
together), and both suggest some
increase in the number of
strokes,'’ the researchers wrote
in the British Medical Journal

The U.S. study, one of the
largest ever carried out, involved
22,071 male physicians. Of the
11,034 who took aspirin every
other day, 104 had heart attacks
The other 11,037 doctors took a
placebo, 189 had heart attacks

The British study involved
5,139 doctors over a six-year
period from 1978. Among the

3,429 who took aspirin daily, 148
died from heart attack or stroke.
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Among the 1,710 who did not take
aspirin, 79 died of heart attack or
stroke

‘Although the death rate
among doctors in the British
study who took aspirin was 10
percent lower than among those
who did not, it mainly involved
diseases other than heart attack
or stroke and was not statistical
ly significant,”” the article said

Moreover, there was no signifi
cant difference in the incidence
of nonfatal heart attacks and
stroke betweeg~the groups. In
fact, the reseéarch team sg,
disabling strokes Wwere slightly
more common among those who
took aspirin

“Our study, however, does not
provide a final balance of the ex
act benefits and hazards of pro-
phylactic aspirin ~among ap-
parently healthy people, possibly
because no material effect ex
isted or possibly because the total
numbers of such events were
small and hence unduly subject
to chance,’”” the researchers said.

FBI field offices questioned

orders for domestic spying

WASHINGTON (AP) The
White House Friday denied any
knowledge of FBI surveillance of
opponents of the administration’s
Central America policies, and
said President Reagan was con
cerned about the practice

Reagan has asked FBI Direc
tor William S. Sessions for a
report, said presidential
spokesman Marlin Fitzwater

Fitzwater said Reagan "‘'is con
cerned because there should be
no investigation of Americans for
their political beliefs.”” Asked if
Reagan had been aware of the
surveillance, Fitzwater said, ‘‘No
one in the White House or NSC
(National Security Council) had
any involvement, connection or
knowledge '

Agency documents show that
FBI field offices directed by
headquarters to investigate op
ponents of the administration’s
policies questioned the extent to
which they could monitor ‘‘seem
ingly legitimate political activi
Bl

The questions arose during an
FBI domestic surveillance cam
paign that began in 1981 and
eventually exparnded to focus on
hundreds of individuals and
organizations opposed to U.S. in
tervention in Central America,
according to the agency records

FBI headquarters in July 1984
repeated its instructions to the
field offices, adding the proviso
that ““it is imperative that these
investigations are closely super
vised and monitored to ensure
our investigations do not infringe
upon the rights of *hese in
dividuals or groups.”

But a month later, the Denver
office sent a message to the FBI
director saying, ‘‘Denver con
curs with New Orleans that in
spite of attempts by the bureau to
clarify guidelines-and goals for
this investigation, the field is still
not sure of how much seemingly
legitimate political activity can
be monitored

The FBI documents were
released this week by the Center
for Constitutional Rights, a New
York-based civil rights and civil
liberties organization which ob-
tained about 1,300 pages from
FBI files under the Freedom of
Information Act

Attorney General E Meese

review the operation in response
to allegations that the targets

DALLAS AP Texas
newspapers will see increasing
profits and growth through the
next decade as their advertising
becomes easier agd more effec
tive than other forms of media, a
newspaper owner said Friday

William Dean Singleton, presi
dent of MediaNews Group Inc. of
Dallas, whose company owns
more than 50 newspapers in nine
states, said newspapers will
become more popular among na
tional advertisers as competition

cuts market penetration for
television stations and direct
mail businesses face higher
postal rates

“I have a firm conviction that
newspapers are probably the
best business to be in for the next
generation than any business in
America,”’ Singleton told about
200 members of the Texas Press
Association at the group’s mid-

winter convention

And I have a further firm con
viction that they are going to be
the leading communications in

dustry into the '90s and into the
next century,” Singleton said
Singleton, a virtual unknown

before he acquired the Dallas
Times Herald in 1986, has in less
than two years become a well
known figure in media circles

LLast year his company ac
quired the Houston Post and the
Denver Post

Singleton said group
newspaper advertising linked by
satellite will grow in the next
decade as its cost goes down and
smaller papers sign on or form
groups to tie into the systems

But he said the days are
numbered for publishers who
charge higher rates for national
advertising than for local retail
ads, and whose advertising
policies are set in stone

HOUSTON (AP) The com
puters and high technology now
used to search for oil and gas
would have been a mystery to An
thony Lucas, who relied largely
on a hunch to drill the famed 1901
Spindletop gusher.

“There was almost no science
at Spindletop,”” says Dave
Kingston, a retired Standard Oil
of New Jersey geologist. ‘““Today,
it’s just the reverse. We want to

.know all we can (about a pro

spect) before we drill.”” »

Using stunning advances in
geology, geochemistry and other
disciplines, oilmen now analyze a
broad range of information in
searching for found
storehouses of Earl‘% most
crucial commodity

“There’s no way torelate today
to what we had in the past,” says
Houston oilman Michel Halbouty
“The technology has changed
every day of every year that the
industry has been alive.”

Central to nearly all the
developments has been the in
creasing use of computers to sift
store and massage massive
amounts of data

Among other things, com
puters can generate three
dimensional views of prospective
drill sites based on information
from rock samples, previous
drilling and other sources,
creating hypothetycal composite
pictures of what\ lies below

Reagan
withholds
judgment

WASHINGTON (AP The
Reagan administration is endors
ing a proposal by Egyptian Presi
dent Hosni Mubarak for a six
month cooling-off period on the
troubled West Bank and Gaza
but is not adopting his call for a
Mideast peace conference

“We are still formulating our
thoughts on this,”” a senior U S
official told reporters Thursday
after Mubarak outlined his ideas
to President Reagan at the White
House

Among them is an interna
tional peace conference and a
moratorium on Jewish set
tlements in the occupied ter
ritories. ‘“We have to be in touch
with the several parties
the official, who demanded
anonymity

For seven weeks, Israeli forces
and Palestinian Arabs have
clashed in the territories that
were held by Jordan and Egypt
until they lost the 1967 Mideast
war to Israel. Most of the in
habitants are Palestinians

Mubarak’s proposal for a
cooling-off period drew a positive
response. ‘‘We think that's a very
sensible idea,’’ the official said

But he stressed the United
States would back a peace con
ference only if it were designed to
“launch negotiations’’ between
Israel and the Arabs. ‘“The ques
tion of Palestinian representation
IS — remains — one @f the tough
ones,”” he said.

They risk
their lives so that we don't have
to
And what do they get in return?
Overwork, underpay, and com-
plaints from you and me We
complain because Aunt Lily got a
speeding ticket and the officer
was rude to her. (We don't know

how Aunt Lily behaved.) We
complain because our son was ar-
rested for vandalism by an of-
ficer we know, as if all friends of
law enforcement officers should
automatically be exempt from
the law

We don't allow law enforce-
ment officers to be people; we ex-
pect them to be demi-gods who
never get in a bad mood or lose
their tempers. And we blame
them all for the mistakes of one
bad egg, though we never blame
all teachers for one inept teacher,
or all doctors for one careless
doctor

I don't see why it should take
the senseless killing of one 25-
year-old officer .to move a com-
munity to show its support of its
officers. Let's do something
about it now. Starting today, I
urge all of you reading this col
umn to give the ‘“‘thumbs up”
signal to every officer you see on
the street or in town; the
patrolman parked in the school
zone (protecting our children),
the sheriff's deputy on his way
out of town, a DPS trooper in a
shady spot, a city cop taking a
coffee break. Do it whenever you
think of it.
