SAN JOSE, Calif. (AP) —
Police have billed accused
drunken drivers $100,000 in the
first two weeks of a program that
a defense attorney calls un-

constitutional and ‘‘the
equivalent of an extortion
racket.”

Cities around the country,

seeking to boost revenues and
reduce drunken driving  ac-
cidents, are watching to see how
successful the program is in col-
lecting on the bills and withstan-
ding legal challenges.

“I've gotten requests for a
description of the program and
details of the law from the New

York and Florida legislatures,”
said Police Lt. Steve D’Arcy, who
is in charge of the program. ‘‘I've
also gotten calls from the police
in Denver, Cincinnati, San Diego
and San Francisco. Even the
Canadian Parliament called.”

Typical bills were estimated at
about $155 before the program
started but the first $100,000
worth averaged about $130 each,
D’Arcy said. The maximum
charge allowed is $1,000.

Those costs cover the police of-
ficers’ time, laboratory fees for
blood tests, and fire .or am-
bulance charges in case of an ac-
cident.

Police Chief Joseph
McNamara, who has touted the
program on national television
and radio shows, said he’s gotten
‘“a fantastically positive
response.”’

“The public is cheering this
on,”” he said. ‘“They're fed up

The program is the result of a
1987 amendment to a state law
allowing cities to recover police,

" fire and ambulance costs from

drunken drivers regardless of
whether they are convicted.

Small, experimental billing
programs were begun last year
in nearby Santa Clara, Morgan
Hill and Gilroy, as well as the
California Highway Patrol. The
San Jose program, though, is the
first by a large municipality and
is expected to add up to $500,000 a
year to coffers of this city of
635,000 residents.

San Jose police arrest about
6,000 drunken drivers a year,
D’Arcy said

‘“We’re off to a good start,”’” he
said Wednesday. ‘“We've col-
lected $10,000 so far since the
first bills went out on January
22nd. That’s a 10 percent return
on investment and we haven't
even reached the end of the 30-
day period when the bills would
become delinquent.”

San Jose has a backlog of 2,000
drunken driving bills worth more
than $800,000 from cases dating
to 1986 that will be fed into the
computer and sent out soon. Un
paid bills will be turned over to a
collection agency

“If someone doesn’'t pay his
bill, it will be carried as a bad
debt and that will affect his
credit rating,” D'Arcy said

That doesn’t sit well with some
attorneys

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) — A
toxic chemical stored improperly
aboard an American Airlines jet
heated up the floor and spread
fumes through the cabin, injur
ing at least 12 people, officials
said.

The 119 passengers and six
crew members on the Dallas-to-
Nashville flight evacuated the
MD-80 jet by emergency chutes
upon landing Wednesday, said
American spokeswoman Susan
Robbins

Twelve people were treated at
Donelson Hospital for smoke in-
halation, and four were admitted,
two in serious condition, said
Gloria Keel, a hospital
spokeswoman

““The cause of the problem was
a toxic chemical that was im-
properly labeled in the cargo
hold. It was labeled as laundry
equipment and it turned out it
was a chemical that should not
have been on the plane,’~ Ms
Robbins said

She said the substance, stored
in a cardboard container
weighing 104 pounds, underwent
a chemical reaction

White said he did not know if
the fire was caused by the
chemical reaction

Moore, a Santa Clara lawyer who
has represented hundreds of ac-
cused drunken drivers. ‘‘They’re
preying on the fear of people, tell-
ing them if they don’t pay up
their credit rating will be ruined.
They have a right to a hearing
before being forced to pay.”

Moore, who is advising his
clients not to pay the bills, com-
plains the law ‘‘smacks of a
criminal penalty being imposed
on people who haven’t been con-
victed of anything.”

McNamara said the billing pro-
gram does not wait for a convic-

GOTT: About 15 years
ago I got a rose thorn in my thumb. |
don’'t know if I got it all out. I then
picked up some puffball mushrooms
Since then I've had surgery three
times to remove a hard cottage-
cheese-like growth that develops in
the same place. My thumb is half
gone now. but the growth i1s back

DEAR READER: I doubt that your
unusual problem could be helped by
La Pacha tea or any other poultice or
salve. You appear to have contracted
a slow-growing but virulent infection
in the soft tissue of your thumb. I sus-
pect that further surgery, to remove
the remaining inflammation, is your
best option.

A precise answer to your
question depends on where you live
In urban areas, where hospitals have
special multidisciplinary clinics for
Attention Deficit Disorder (formerly
known as hyperactivity), help may lit
erally be around the corner. In rural
areas, where resources are limited
distant referral may be required. A
pediatrician’s office seems to me to

Inmates are still
copying records

AUSTIN (AP) — The practice
of using prison inmates to
microfilm records of former
prisoners has stopped, but
prisoners continue to copy other
records, including those of
juvenile offenders and proba-
tioners

Agency officials say they will
review whether any personal or
sensitive information is being
compromised by the microfilm-
ing, The Austin American-
Statesman reported today

The director of the Harris
County adult probation office

began an inquiry this week into

whether its use of the Texas
Department of Corrections
microfilming center violates a
federal court order prohibiting
inmates from having access to
sensitive information on other in-
mates.

Lawrence Coleman said he
would take the matter to the com-
mittee of judges that oversees the
office.

The office has a contract with
the corrections department to
microfilm the files of all of-
fenders discharged from proba-
tion, about 20,000 people a year.

Coleman said having prisoners
copy the files of revoked proba-
tioners who are serving prison
terms might violate the court
order.

““This is an area we’ll definitely
look into,”” Coleman said. “We'll

Several hundred inmates at
four prison units work on various
microfilming and data-entry pro-
jects. Prison officials said.they
have more than 40.contracts with
state agencies and city and coun
ty governments

The microfilming industry at
the prisons is thought to be one of
the largest in the nation

Ron Jackson, director of the
Texas Youth Commission, said
he will ask the agency's board to
review the practice of having all
files on discharged youths copied
by inmates

About 2,000 juveniles are com-
mitted to the Youth Commission
each year, and about the same
number are discharged. But,
Jackson said, many end up in
adult prisons in a few years. The
files contain social histories,
psychological information and
school records

“Those inmates are capable of
doing anything,” Jackson said.
““Some of them are pretty smart
I assume inmates are smart
enough to isolate a particular
name and reuse it."”’

The criminal records of
juveniles are confidential by law,
and “in essence, we're losing
confidentiality with inmates hav-
ing access to them,” Jackson
said.

Brackenridge Hospital has sent
the medical records of about
12,000 former patients to the
prison system for microfilming
in the past six months, said
spokeswoman Marsha Walker.

Walker said the files are copied
after a patient is “inactive’ at
the hospital for at least two
years. She said the medical’
records include substance abuse
and psychiatric information.

Former minister. Dallas woman
lease San Francisco apartment

DALLAS (AP) Former
Methodist minister Walker
Railey and a woman who
reportedly told a grand jury that
she and Railey had discussed
marriage before his wife was left
comatose following a brutal at
tack have leased an apartment in
San Francisco, the Dallas Times
Herald reported today

In a copyright story, the
newspaper reported that Railey
and Dallas psychologist Lucy
Papillon signed a one-year lease
on an apartment not far from San
Francisco Bay

Papillon reportedly told a
grand jury investigating the at
tack on Margaret ‘‘Peggy’
Railey that she and the former
minister of the First United
Methodist Church of Dallas had
spent time together on trips out
side Dallas without Railey's wife
knowing about it. She also
reportedly said the two had
discussed marriage before the at
tack that left Railey’'s wife com
atose

The psychologist, 45, is the
daughter of a Methodist bishop
who preceded Railey as senior
pastor of the large church in
downtown Dallas

The newspaper reported that

Railey has been seen moving
some possessions into the apart
ment earlier this week. The
apartment is in area where rents
range from $1,400 to $2,500 per
month, the newspaper reported

Railey and Papillon reportedly
visited Weir's Furniture Village
in Dallas and ordered some fur
niture that was to be delivered to
a California address to be sup
plied later, the newspaper
reported

The former minister, who quit
his post at Dallas’ largest
Methodist church and eventually
surrendered his credentials as a
minister, has been identified by
his lawyer as the only person
Dallas Police suspect in the at
tack. He appeared before the
same grand jury as Papillon, but
reportedly refused to testify
citing his Fifth Amendment pro
tection against self
incrimination

Assistant Dallas County
District Attorney Norman Kinne
who joined Dallas Police in
criticizing Railey for his failure

Operators of surrogacy centers
say the state Supreme Court’s
landmark ruling in the Baby M
case won’'t put them out of
business, but opponents hailed it

- as a major blow to the practice of

paying women to bear children

Politicians, legal scholars and
an attorney in the case said
Wednesday:s decision, which
equated surrogacy for profit with
illegal baby-selling, shows that
state statutes don’t apply to the
practice.

‘It puts the burden back to the
legislatures’’ to regulate it, said
Lori Andrews, a researcher with
the American Bar Association.
“In"the meantime, it continues to
leave hundreds of people par-
ticipating in these arrangements
in a legal vacuum.”

“If I were running a surrogate-

However, Ms. Holder said that
if other state courts follow the
lead of the New Jersey court, the
first state supreme court to rule
on a broken surrogacy contract,
lawyers who arrange such con-
tracts would be unable to obtain
malpractice insurance

The court’s 7-0 decision over
ruled all but the custody decision
of a lower court judge in in-
validating the $10,000 contract
between Mary Beth Whitehead-
Gould and William Stern and his
wife, Elizabeth

““This is the sale of a child, o
at the very least, the sale of a
mother's right to her child, the
only mitigating factor being that
one of the purchasers is the
father,” Chief Justice Robert N
Wilentz wrote in the decision

The court said the contract
“‘creates, it is based upon, prin
ciples that are directly contrary
to the objectives of our laws."" ,

“It guarantees the separation
of a child from its mother; it
looks to adoption regardless of
suitability; it totally ignores the
child, it takes the child from the
mother regardless of her wishes
and her maternal fitness; and it
does all of this, it accomplishes
all of its goals, through the use of
money, ' said the court

The judges did not, however
rule out voluntary surrogacy

Because the Baby M surrogacy
contract is invalid, the court said
the case boiled down to a custody
dispute

The judges upheld Superior
Court Judge Harvey R Sorkow in
awarding custody of the girl
known in court papers as Baby M
to Stern, noting the “‘doubtful’
stability of the Whitehead home
during last year’s trial

But they said Mrs. Whitehead
Gould is entitled to see her
daughter, and directed a lower
court judge to set guidelines
within three months. They also
voided the adoption of the baby
by Mrs. Stern

The Sterns’ attorney, Gary N
Skoloff, said the couple was sui

prised by the decision. He also
said the ruling tells the New
Jersey Legislature, "‘Now it's
your job

Jeremy Rifkin, a spokesman
for The National Coalition
Against Surrogacy, said the
court has ‘“‘acknowledged that

women’s bodies and wombs can-
not be commercially rented or
leased for nine months

But Noel Keane, a Dearborn,
Mich., attorney who operates the
Infertility Center of New York,
which arranged the surrogate
contract in the case, said,
“Unless surrogacy is banned na
tionwide, there may always be an
avenue to do surrogate paren-
ting."”’

Neither side in the Baby M case
plans to appeal the 95-page deci-
sion, although a court battle is ex-
pected over the extent of visita-
tion.

Mrs. Whitehead-Gould, ap-
pearing at a news conference,
said tearfully, ““I'm glad that the
months of uncertainty are over."”

Death row inmate waits for new trial

HUNTSVILLE, Texas (AP)
Death row inmate Clarence
Brandley says he prays that each
new day will bring news of a
favorable ruling from a state ap-
peals court that could result in
his release

Four months after a judge
recommended he should get a
new trial, Brandley remains
behind bars on a capital murder
conviction

“It’s kind of hard to accept but
you have to realize it takes time
for the legal process to move
along,” the 37-year-old inmate
said Wednesday in his first inter
view since the judge issued his
recommendation

Brandley, ‘who is ‘black, was
convicted of capital murder in
the death of a white girl who was
attacked Aug. 23, 1980, at Conroe
High School where he worked as
a janitor. Last Oct. 9, a judge
recommended to a state appeals
court that he be granted a new
trial

In the 47-page recommendation
to the Texas Court of Criminal
Appeals, State District Judge
Perry . Pickett said Brandley’s
conviction and death sentence
were marred by racial prejudice
perjured testimony, intimidated
witnesses and a biased investiga
tion. Pickett had presided over a
nine-day evidentiary hearing in
Galveston
