Padilla gave a false name and
address when he appeared before
Romero and had his bond set

Ms. Scoggins. who will co-host
tonight's pageant, said a man got
on an elevator with her, tore her
clothes and pushed her into the
back of the elevator She fought
the man off and he was detained
by hotel guests and security
before police arrived and ar-
rested him

Padilla carried no identifica
tion and gave police the name An
tonio Garcia. Grijalva said
Romero set bond at $100, which
Padilla paid in cash and was
freed early Friday

arrested and held under $100.000
bond Sheriff's deputies learned
that the man had given a false
name and Padilla, 35 turned
himself in Saturday morning and
was freed that afternoon after

Cooks was being held at
Lew Sterrett but bond had not
been set Monday night, a jail
spokeswoman said.

McCarthy died ar Parkland
Memorial Hospital Friday even-
ing after the shootout at Bran-
cato’s Warehouse market in West
Dallas. McCarthy, wearing
street clothes, was escorting the
grocery store manager from a
bank visit when a man jumped
oqut of a car to rob the manager,
police said.

After being shot three times,
once in the heart, McCarthy
returned fire at the attacker and
two others in a car before they
sped away.

McCarthy's death - was the
seventh in six shootings involving
police this year. In addition to the
three dead police officers, four
civilians have been killed by

police this year.

Two officers — John Glenn
Chase and James A. Joe — were
killed last month

Chase, a white officer, was kill-
ed Jan. 23 by a mentally ill,
homeless black man who had
wrestled the officer’'s gun away
on a downtown street as a bus-
stop crowd watched. Police said
some witnesses encouraged the
assailant.

Off-duty police then killed the
man in a shootout.

Disciplinary actions
against doctors up

WASHINGTON (AP)
Disciplinary actions against doc
tors increased 17 percent in 1986
but the private health advocacy
group that compiled the statistics
said today too many slipshod
physicians still are going un
punished

“The absence, in most if not all
states, of the maximum effort to
discipline doctors i1s one of the
most Serious threats to the health
of American patients, '’ said the
report by Public Citizen's Health
Research Group

Surveying data from the
Federation of State Medical
Boards, the organization ranked
all 50 states and the District of
Columbia according to the
number of ‘‘serious actions’ per
1,000 doctors. A serious action
was defined as a revocation or
suspension of the license to prac-
tice medicine, or a probation

The national average was 237
actions per 1,000 doctors

Georgia led with 6.94 actions
per 1,000, followed by Indiana,

lowa, West Virginia, Utah,
Oregon, Oklahoma, Missouri,
Kentucky and Colorado

Wyoming was in 51st place with
none. New Hampshire ranked
50th, preceded by Vermont,
Maryland, Michigan, Connec-
ticut, Pennsylvania, South
Dakota, Tennessee, Washington,
Rhode Island and Alabama in
40th place.

Nationwide, the group found
there were 745 serious actions in
1984, 1,089 in 1985 and 1,277 in
1986, the last year for which

1 figures from all localities were

Reed takes over

for New Jersey

EAST RUTHERFORD, N.J.

The Nets ended a 12-week
search for a coach Monday by
naming Reed as their third coach
this season and giving him the
job of turning around a team that
has won only 12 of 54 games this
season.

The Nets did not disclose the
length of Reed's contract, but
sources said it was three years.

“1 don’t know if this is a troubl-
ed franchise,” said Reed, a Hall
of Fame center with the New
York Knicks in their heyday in
the late 1960s and early 70s. I
think they have problems.
However, I don’t see them as pro-
blems that can’t be resolved.”

Reed said his main job will be
to evaluate his players the rest of
the season.

In taking over, Reed replaces
interim coach Bob MacKinnon,
who compiled a 10-29 mark after
taking over for the fired Dave
Wohl in early December.

Document
implicates
Waldheim

UNITED NATIONS (AP) —
While serving in the German ar-
my, Kurt Waldheim forwarded a
request for the mass deportation
of Greek civilians to labor camps
in 1943, according to a key Nazi
document.

The authenticity of the docu-
ment, found in the U.S. National
Archives and made public Mon-
day, was confirmed by US
Justice Department spokesman
John Russell. He said it was
among the crucial documents on
which the government based its
decision to place Waldheim, now
Austria’s president and formerly
U.N. secretary-general, on a list

barring him from entering the

United States.

Under the Nuremberg Charter
adopted at the end of the war,
deportation of civilians is both a
war crime and a crime against
humanity. When the U.S. Justice
Department barred Waldheim
from the United States, it said he
had ‘‘assisted or otherwise par
ticipated’’ in “"mass deportation
of civilians. ™

Waldheim has repeatedly
declared he is innocent of any
war crimes

The document 1s a n]t‘\\dgt
between German army officers
in the Balkans in World War 1l
and indicates the information
was received by radio- by
Waldheim, who signed its
transcription and forwarded it on
Aug 15, 1943

Waldheim at that time was a
lieutenant serving as depuly
operations officer of the German
General Staff attached to the 11th
[talian Army in Athens

The communication from a
German army field officer was
addressed to his headquarters
and said there is “"hope of success
only if all male civilians are seiz
ed and deported’’ in the area in
northern Greece where his divi
sion was operating It also saud
“cleansing operations are deem
ed necessary '

Nazi “cleansing operations
often meant the destruction of
towns and deportation or execu
tion of their inhabitants

The captured Nazi document
was made available to The
Associated Press by the Morld
Jewish Congress in the ongina
German text, with excerpts in

English  Justice Department
sources concurred 1n the
translation

The World Jewish Congress
sale Waldheim did not authorize
the deportation of the Greeks to

-~-labor camps in Germany but that

he was aware of the plan

It also said a deportation order
later was countermanded by an
Italian commander whom the
congress did not identify

The army document also said
the ‘“‘Jewish Committee
operating in the town of Joan
nina, Greece, "‘mus! be regarded
as a center of preparations for a
resistance movement

The World Jewish Congress
said that in March, 1944 the
Nazis deported | 860 Jews, vir
tually the entire Jewish popula
tion of Joannina, to the Auschwitz
death camp in Poland Thc docu
ment signed by Waldheim did not
seek authonzation to deport
Jews

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Reagan's imposition of
economic sanctions on Panama
for alleged drug running is mere-
ly symbolic because the penalties
prescribed under U.S. law
already have been applied
against the country, according to
U.S. officials.

The formal application of the
drug trafficking sanctions law,
expected today, will "have little
effect on Panama, a senior U.S.
official said Monday.

Under a 1986 law, Reagan is re-
quired to take punitive measures
against countries found not to
cooperate in curbing drug smug-
gling to the United States. Coun-
tries which are ‘‘decertified’’ are
subject to the penalties.

Today was the deadline for the
announcement of Reagan's fin-
--Mexico also is a major source
of illicit drugs but officials said
that country was found by
Reagan to be cooperating in drug
enforcement efforts and
therefore not subject to punitive
action. Colombia — another ma-
jor drug producing nation — also
will not face sanctions, according
to CBS News and Washington
Post reports
The U S. officials, who spoke on
condition they not be identified,
said the law specifies that offen-
ding countries are not entitled to
U.S. economic or military aid nor
to U.S. support for their loan re-
quests in international lending in-
stitutions

Under new tax laws, the income
averaging method of tax computa

If you're filing Form 1040A or
1040EZ, figuring your tax is straight
forward just turn to the tax table in
your instruction booklet and find the
column that describes your filing
status

If you're filing 1040EZ. you have to
be single For 1040A, you may be sin
gle, married and filing jointly, mar,
ried but filing separately, or head of a
household

Run your finger down to find the in
come span that covers your taxable
income. At that spot, in the correct
column, you will find your tax

The vast majority of people whose
incomes are less than $50,000 can de-
termine their tax by using the tax ta
ble included in instructions for Forms
1040, 1040A and 1040EZ. These tables
reflect the tax cut that took. effect
Mareh 15,1587

If this sounds easy. you may wonder
why everyone doesn't do it this way
Well, Uncle Sam won't let everybody
First-and foremost - those whose tax
able income equals or exceeds $50 000
must use the tax rate schedules

There are three tax rate schedules
Schedule X for single taxpayers,
Schedule Y for married and Schedule
Z for unmarried heads of households
Using the tax schedules requires a bit
of mathematics, but it's.not. really
hard. Like the tax table, the schedules
reflect tax cuts made under tax
reform. ~

Be sure to use tax form Schedule D
if you realized net long-term capital
gains in excess of net short-term capi-
tal losses so you do not pay more than
the top tax rate on those gains of 28
percent.

Young, who is director of the

Las Cruces, N.M., chapter of
Sangre de Cristo Animal Rights
has said Thicke i1s hypocritical
for hosting the pageant because
it awards furs and .
