Dukakis, lioping " it ’s a sign of 
things to come," won an over­
whelming victory over Jesse 
Jackson in Wisconsin and moved 
into the driver's seat as the 1988 
Democratic presidential cam­
paign rolled into Mario Cuomo’s 
New York

won his first Midwestern 
primary on the strength of the 
blue-collar vote Tuesday, helping 
to ease doubts about his appeal 
even as it was raising questions 
ab«HJt. Jacksfjn’s ability to turn 
his enthusiastic crowds' into suc­
cess at the polls

place finish

Albert Ciore Jr spent heavily 
but remained an also-ran in third 
place Just as Simon did here.

The New York contest puts the 
spotlight on Cuomo, who has 
often been mentioned as a poten­
tial draft at a deadlocked conven­
tion But Dukakis' win is likely to 
tone down talk of drafting Cuomo 
or another Democrat

The .New York governor has 
not made an endorsement, but 
the Dukakis camp is hoping the 
Wisconsin win could put Dukakis 
in a good position to finally win 
the nod from his fellow governor

There was a Kepublican 
primary in Wisconsin, but there 
were no doubts Vice President 
(ieorge Bush, the nomination his

Dukakis edged Jackson among 
blue-collar workers, network exit 
polls said, and won white union 
workers outright That was good 
news for the Massachusetts 
governor, who needed to show he 
can win that group, which is key 
to the party's hopes in the fall.

Even in Kenosha County, home 
of the doomed Chrysler plant 
where Jackson had made a 
splash by joining the picket line, 
Dukakis won with better tfum a 2- 
1 margin

W ASHINGTON (A P )  — 
Americans are easing into their 
middle years, as growing 
numbers of maturing Baby 
Boomers boost the nation’s me­
dian age to a record high of just 
ova: 32 years.

The 35-44 age group rq;>resents 
the leading- edge (rf the post- 
World War II Baby Boom and is 
the fastest-growing segment of 
the U.S. population, the Census 
Bureau repwted Tuesday.

And the population segments 
aged 85 and over and 75-84 rank 
second and third in growth since 
I960, the Bureau said.

This combination helped boost 
the nation’s median age to 32,1 
years as of last July i , me highest 
ever.

“ The ‘Graying of America’ is 
... documented by its increasing 
age,”  observed bureau statisti­
cian Louisa Miller.

Up from 31.8 in 1986, the me­
dian means that half of all 
Americans are older than that 
age and half younger.

By race, blacks remain 
younger than whites, although 
both groups are maturing.

For whites, the median age hit 
33 for the first time, up from 32.7 
in 1986. Black median age was 
27.2, up from 26.9 and Um  first 
time that group had surpassed 
27.

The nation’s median age first 
Inched 30 in 1950, but the rapid 
growth of the Baby Boom t^ t  
was then occurring pulled it back 
down in the following years. The 
Baby Boom consists of the 
estimated 20 million Americans 
bom between 1946 and 1965.

With the maturing of the Baby 
Boomers, the median has begun 
moving in the other direction. 
The growing elderly population 
has also helped raise the median, 
as improv^ medical care ex­
tends lifepsans.

“ The repercussions of the Baby- 
Boom are many and varied.’ ’ 
Miller said. They are now at the

age where they have more 
discretionary income and the ef­
fect can be seen in the nation’s 
culture and marketing, she said.

The generation’s arrival spur­
red a t^ m  in sales of baby pro;. 
ducts. It then proceeded to over­
whelm the school sys’lem, follow­
ing up with creation of a national 
orientation toward teen-age 
music and styles.

Now, as the Baby Boomers set 
up more and smaller households, 
they are prompting a boom in 
housing sales and household 
goods, marketing experts say.

"Further down the road, once 
they begin to reach retirement 
age, they will obviously have a 
great effect on the direction the 
country takes,’ ’ Miller added

Meanwhile, the Boomers are 
being followed by the much 
smaller Baby Bust generation, 
leaving fast-food outlets, retail 
storfe and others offering “ first 
jobs’ ’ searching for employees, 
she said.

The Boomers boosted the 35-44 
age group by 33.8 percent 
'oetween i960 and 1987 to some 
34 4 million people, the bureau 
reported

My patience w t ^  it comes 

to "a i^ ling" is such that it 
borders on poor technique I 
sit. And sit Cast this way. 
Cast that way Change bait. 
Try different depths. Bounce a 
jig off the rocks. Drop a worm 
in near the weeds But don t̂ 
move I'm heir tos'fay.

Most of the fishermen I ’w  
talked to don't slay In om spot 
They give it a chance but if 
they don't get a bite. the>' look 
for a better spot I could pro­
bably stay in the same five- 
foot area for T5 hours

I learned fishin' patience 
from my dad He's been con­
fined to a wheel chair since 
World War II That didn't stop 
him from taking us fishing, 
among other things But the 
wheel chair meant limited ter­
rain since we didn't have a 
boat, and the fact that a 10 to 
l^year old kid was carrying 
most of the gear kept us from 
moving around freely In fact, 
our favorite fishing trips 
began late in the evening 
W'e'd unload and gear up while 
It was still light, fish all night 
and head home about 9 or 10 
the next morning ___________

It took a few minutes to 
unload and get settled Pro­
bably the hardest thing was 
hauling that tackle box from 
the car to the fishing spot and 
back I don't honestly 
remember how many levels or 
trays the thing had But it was 
big, and like most of the boxes 
in the 1950s and Ms it was 
made of metal

There was a lot of stuff in 
that tackle box Plastics 
weren't widely used yet, but 
that tackle box had all the old 
standbys in artificial lures 
There were a couple of str­
ingers. crappie rigs, corks, 
two exra reels, hundreds of 
yards of line, hooks in every 
imaginable size and style, 
weights in assorted size and 
style, swivels, pliers, pocket 
kn ives , suntan lo tion , 
stinkbait You name it My dad 
liked to be prepared We were 
loaded for anything that swam 
and more often than not we 
caught enough to have fuh for 
five later in the week.

(K course it took a while to 
learn fishin' patience At first.
I changed bait every 2 
minutes And eventually. I'd 
go through half the tackle box.
I got cranky and threw rocks 
in the water and went explor 
ing just like any other kid 
when he doesn't get a mbble 
now and again

In time, I learned fishin' pa­
tience And I began to ap­
preciate the hills and rocks 
and trees for something dif­
ferent than just obstacles 
between me and the fishing 
hole. And I learned that a good 
fishing trip isn't always 
measuted by the amount of 
fish you catch.

I go fishing when I can, now. 
This year I may have to buy a 
new tackle box. The other 
one's only a couple of years 
old. but it's gettinig full. In ad­
dition to all those old standb;^. 
they keep coming out with 
theM new things And, I like to 
have everything where I can 
get to it 'Cause I don't like to 
move around a lot

This summer. I’m planning 
on going fishing with my da^ 
again It will be the first time 
in a long time I'm going to en­
joy It. But I dread carrying 
those tackle boxes.

Nope, I don't have much pa­
tience. But I got fishin* pa­
tience. Thanks, Dad

W ould-be-murderers
testify they 
in attempts

failed 
to kill

BROWNSVILLE, Texas (AP ) 
— Admitted accomplices in a bot­
ched contract murder allegedly- 
initiated by a Soldier of Fortune 
magazine advertisement said 
they tried three times to kill a 
man, but were unsuccessful 

Testimony began this week in 
the tri^l of Richard Michael 
Savage, 39, of Knoxville, Tenn., 
accused of masterminding a 
bungled fiiurder-for-hire scheme 

An October 1986 indictment 
states that in response to 
Savage’s "Gun for Hire" adver­
tisement, a woman named Alice 
V. Brado hired him to kill Col­
orado businessman Dana Free, a 
man she said bilked her out of her 
$300,000 life savings 

The indictment names four 
other people, including Ms. 
Brado who pleaded guilty to pay­
ing Savage $20,000 to arrange 
Free’s death. She later died in

of blow ing up someone's car w ith 
hand grenades, after a previous
anerhpthafd failed 

Jackson said he refused to 
rewire the hand grenades but 
agreed to stand watch while so­
meone else hooked up the bombs 

In the second attempt, only one 
of the bombs blew up. Buckley 
said

Free testified Monday he was 
able to jump from the car and 
was not hurt in the Aug 2. 1965. 
incident

Buckley and Sherry Lynn 
Breeden, w ho also was named in 
the October 1966 indictment, said 
Tuesday- that Savage sent them 
to Houston about two months 
later to find a residence where 
I'ree was believed to be staying 

They said 5iavage supplied 
them with a car. gasoline credit 
card, hand grenades, a silenced 
45caliber pistol a semi­

automatic Uzi rifle and ammuni 
tion, and wired expense money- 
daily

Buckley said a plan to slxiol 
Free was shelved, because there 
were too many witnesses in the 
Pasadena neighborhood where 
they- thought he was staying 
They tried lo follow him and 
shoot him elsewhere, but lost 
Free in traffic. Buckley added 

They said they lobbed hand 
grenades through two front win­
dows of the house*

But F'ree had left two weeks 
earlier, said Bernard Flynn, who 
was sleeping in a back bedroom 
early on Oct 12. 1965, when his 
kitchen and living room were 
bombed

"I  heard the grenades go off 
simultaneously," Flynn said 
“ 'That’s what woke me up ’ ’

Ms. Breeden and Buckley said 
Savage was upset to learn they 
had used the hand grenades, 
because they never saw Free 
dead

“ Mr Savage preferred that the 
people who did contract work for 
him follow his instructions to the 
letter,’ ’ Buckley said.

Ms. Breeden said Savage was 
further angered to learn a few 
weeks later that Free was still 
alive.

"Bill (Buckley) had messed up 
again, in other words," Ms. 
Breeden said.

Savage’s trial was moved from 
Houston, due to publicity from an 
unrelated dvil suit in which a 
jury in Houston found Soldier of 
ortune negligent, and awarded 

$9.4 million to the family of a 
woman killed in a contract 
allegedly arranged through an 
adv^isement.

Charges against Savage in­
clude conspiracy to transport ex- 
pioalvea interstate, traveling in­
terstate to fadlitate a murder, in- 
dudng others to travel interstate 
to commit murder, sending 
money orders via wire interstate 
and uaing a firearm in a crime of 
violence.

Savage is serving a 40-year 
prison term for arranging the 
beating death of the former assis­
tant city manager of West Palm 
Beach, Fla., in an attack arrang­
ed through a Soldier of Fortune 
advertisement

Jackson, who was police chief 
of Tatum for four weeks in 1978. 
is serving time in federal prison 
in Texarkana follow ing state and 
federal convictions for crimes 
committed in Arkansas ‘ and 
Georgia '

Buckley and Ms Breeden have 
pleaded guilty in the case Ms 
Breedeh is serving three concur' 
rent four-year sentences 
Buckley has not been sentenced, 
but IS  serving prison terms in 
connection with other attempted 
murder plots in Georgia, Ken 
tucky and Arkansas

prison.
Tuesday. William Clayton 

Buckley, also named in the in­
dictment, testified that Savage 
hired him to do the job, and said 
the first time he tried to kill Free 
with hand grenades attached to 
the bottom of a car, the bombs 
did not explode as expected when 
the ignition was turned on

Buckley said Free drove 
around thie Atlanta, Ga . area for 
a couple of days with grenades 
dangling underneath his vehicle, 
until Buckley rewired the bombs

Michael Wayne Jackson, 
former police chief in Tatum. 
Texas, testified Tuesday he met 
Savage in Atlanta after Savage 
answered an advertisement the 
former police chief placed in 
Soldier of F'ortune, offering 
bodyguard and surveillance 
work

Shortly after they met. Jackson 
said Savage brought up the idea

Vietnam retu rns 27 rem ains 
believed to be American
HANOI, Vietnam lAP ) — U S 

military guards today reclaimed 
27 remains believed to be those of 
Americans killed in the Vietnam 
War — the largest such repatna- 
tion since 1973
T h e - l - ^  m ih tary tean rsah ited  

rrrriafitt. eacti in a metal 
case topped with a folded 
Amencan flag, were loaded one 
by one onto a U S Air Force 
cargo plane for a flight to army 
laboratories in Hawaii The brief, 
solemn ceremony was held under 
overcast skies

Vietnam also returned three 
other remains they identified as 
those of ethnic Asians but who 
could be missing Americans

It was the largest such transfer 
of remains since the last 
Amencan forces withdrew from 
South Vietnam on March 29, 1973. 
opening the way for the com­
munist victory in Apnl 1975 
Three million .\mencans served 
in Vietnam, and 56.000 died

Also today, Vietnamese of­
ficials angrily rejected charges 
that Hanoi was dragging its feet 
on accounting for 1,767 
Americans who remain listed as 
missing in action in the w ar Viet­
nam has threatened to end its 
cooperation in repatriating other 
Amencan remains if Washington 
maintains its cnticisms

In a meeting today with 
visiting U S Sen Larry Pressler. 
R-S D , Foreign Minister Nguyen 
Co Thach responded heatedly to a 
recent Pentagon suggestion that 
the communists have been stor­
ing remains and returning them 
little by little, said an Amencan 
negotiator requesting anonymi­
ty

The head of Vietnam's accoun 
ting office for missing in action.

U.S officials that Vietnam has 
more information about remains 
than iU m d n  ulged___

Pressler said he told Thach 
many Amencans believe Viet­
nam was not forthcomir,g on the 
issue and may even still be 
holding Amencan prisoners of 
war He said Thach responded 
that if any U.S. congressmen had 
e\'idence of such prisoners, the 
foreign minister would personal­
ly accompany him in a helicopter

“ After this trip. I'm more con­
vinced that they are making a 
full faith effort to close this 
chapter, but it's not closed in the 
m in^ of many Americans.”  said 
Pressler, a Vietnam War 
veteran.

U. S. troops, supplies 
arrive in Panama

PANAMA CITY, Panama (A P ) 
— As military transport jets 
brought in the first of 1,300 addi­
tional US. troops, Panama's 
military regime said it was will­
ing to negotiate with the opposi 
tion — then inexplicably 
withdrew the offer.

The government, which is con­
trolled by the Defense Forces 
chief, Gen. Manuel Antonio 
Noriega, issued a statement 
Tuesday saying it was willing to 
meet with opposition leaders in 
talks mediat^ by the Roman 
Catholic Church.

Later, the government said the 
statement was void and sent a 
messenger to news organiza­
tions' offices to reclaim it. No ex­
planation was given for the 
move, and government officials 
met late into the evening

Opposition leaders have said 
they will not enter such talks un­
til the government frees all 
political prisoners, allows opposi­
tion ncfws media to reopen and 
promisss that Nonega will be 
willing to resign and leave 
Panama.

The government statement had 
not addressed those conditions.

N M (A P ) — A 
woman fatally shot her husband 
and three of their children, then 
waited a day before killing 
herself, because she feared finan­
cial problems would break up her 
family, police said.

"She asked that she be forgiven 
for Iwr sins," said Valencjia Coun- - 
ty Undersheriff BUI Roach, 
quoting from one of two notes left 
by Jacqueline Fusbn 
, The bodies of Mrs. Fuson, 38. 
her husband, Thomas A. Fuson, 
45, Johnny R Fuson. 18; Mamie 
Jolene Fuson. 12. and Amanda * 
Fuson, 10, were discovered Tues­
day at their home in this rural 
community 25 miles south of < 
Albuquerque

Roach said one note was brief 
and dealt with what should be 
done with the family’s pet dog 
and property. The second, much 
more detailed, was addressed to 
her surviving son. Charlie, who 
lives in Alamogordo.

A neighbor feund Mrs. Fuson’s 
body outside the front door of the 
home and notified police Inside 
the modest pink stucco house 
police found t1^ bodies of her hus- ' 
band and three children In 
separate bedrooms^

Thorns Fuson had been shot 
twice in the chest and once in the 
head. The children each had been 
been shot once in the head. All 
were killed as they slept, pro­
bably Sunday night, police said.

Mrs. Fuson was shot once in 
the chest and a .22-caliber 
revolver was found in her lap. 
She apparently killed her hus­
band and the children Sunday 
night, and fatally shot herseU 
either Monday n i^ t  or Tuesday 
morning. Roach said.

Mrs Fuson “ apparently had 
stayed in the house with the vic­
tims”  from the time th&y died un­
til she shot herself. Roach said. 
"Evidently no one heard the 
shots”

Capt. Ray Flores of the

sheriff's department said Mrs. 
Fuson’s note to her son Charlie 
talked about the problems the 
family had endured.

"She uiid the family was hav­
ing a tremendous financial 
burden,”  Flores said “ She said 
the father required an operation 
-and the family didn’t have the 
money to pay for it ”

“ She said the family had been, 
so close and that she loved her 
children so much that she could 
not live and see them aj;>art," 
Flores said. "She said she was 
tired of having to live this way 
and she could see no other alter­
native.”

According to Roach, one of the 
notes said the family "would 
meet later and be together and 
wouldn't suffer any more.”

The Fusons, who had been 
married about 22 years, moved 
here about two years ago from 
Carlsbad, said ‘Mrs Fuson’s 
sister, Patricia Jones. Roacb 
said 'Thomas Fuson, a plumber, 
needed a hernia operation and 
had been laid off several times 
recently.

Ms. Jones, of Moriarty, said 
she and her sister had frequently 
corresponded, but there was no_ 
indication of family problems. 
"Financial problems, yes, but 
that wasn't news,”  Ms. Jones 
said.

The bodies were sent to the of­
fice of the medical investigator in 
Albuquerque for autopsies.

Oitside the family home Tues­
day, neighbors com forted  
Qiarlie Fuson, who refused to be 
interviewed.

Jeff Sullivan, principal of Den­
nis Chavez Elementary School 
where Mamie Jolene was a sixth- 
grader and Amanda was a fifth- 
grader, spent much of Tuesday 
counseling the ch ildren 's 
classmates about the deaths.

“ They were very happy, 
wonderful kids,”  Sullivan said of 
the sisters.

Matta arrived at Kennedy In­
ternational Airport early t(xlay 
on a flight from San Juan, Puerto 
Rico, said Lt. Kevin Ward of the 
Port Authority police.

He was accompanied by three 
federal marshals who put him 
aboard a government jet that 
took off for an undisclosed 
federal prison. Ward said

Warrants charge Matta with
