WASHINGTON (AP) Lyn
Nofziger, President Reagan's
former political director, was

sentenced to 90 days in prison to
day and fined $30,000 for illegally
lobbying administration officials
after he left the White House

U.S District Judge Thomas
Flannery said Nofziger could re
main free pending an appeal of
his three felony convictions of
contacting former colleagues on
behalf of private clients within a

yvear of Teaving President
Reagan’s staff
Nofziger could have been
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sentenced to two years on each of
the three counts. $30,000 was the
maximum cumulative fine the
judge could have assessed

Flannery imposed a com
plicated sentence of two to eight
months’ incarceration for each of
the counts but then suspended all
but 30 days of each of the
sentences so that Nofziger will
have to serve only 90 davs if his
appeal 1s denied

The judge rejected the defense
plea that Nofziger be sentenced
only to a short period of unsuper
vised probation

Before he was sentenced, Nof
ziger stood before the judge and
said hé wanted to reiterate “‘my
belief that despite my conviction
I have done nothing ethically
morally or legally wrong."

“Like other honorable people, |
have gone through life making
mistakes, doing stupid things. |
doubi that there is a person in
this room who hasn’t. But [ am
not a criminal and | think the
record of my life will bear out
that statement. ™

The judge agreed to a
defense request that Nofziger be

Before he was sentenced, Nof-
ziger told the judge, *‘lI know
there are those in this courtroom
who believe that | should be sent
to prison unless I come here to-
day and plead guilt, express
remorse and ask forgiveness.”

But. he added. ‘I cannot do

that if I am to be true to myself
and to those hundreds of fine peo-
ple all over the country who have
supported me in recent months
because they believe I am an
honorable man. "

Still, Nofziger said, ‘I do have
remorse. | am distressed beyond
measure. | trusted in others
rather than relying on myself. I
am distressed if I have embar-
rassed my family and my friends
and my president .’

The bank first became a con
cern to the comptroller’'s office in
1987 because of a lack of ade
quate supervision by the bank's
board of directors and manage
ment'’s poor administration of the
loan portfolio, Underwood said

“Very liberal lending practices
and disregard for lending policies
by bank officers resulted in ex
cessive problem loans,” Under-
wood said “‘These practices,
coupled with the adverse effects
of the local economy, led to
significant loan losses which
adversely impacted the bank's
capital.”

Federal officials had received
earlier assurances from the
bank's board of directors that
problems would be corrected, but
those efforts were unsuccessful
and losses continued, Underwood
said

The additional losses finally ex
hausted the bank's capital funds,

resulting in Central National
Bank's insolvency, Underwood
said

AUSTIN (AP) — More money
won't necessarily ensure better
education in poor school districts,
but lack of funds clearly can hurt
their ability to properly educate
students, a spokesman for poor
districts told the Select Commit
tee on Education

Equal funding ‘‘does not
necessarily buy equal education
Equal money does, however, pro-
vide equal fiscal opportunity, and
more money means more oppor
tunity said Richard
Kirkpatrick, who heads a group
of 55 low-wealth districts that
joinéd a lawsuit against the state.

Texas has an obligation to
devise an equitable system to
replace the present one, which
has been ruled unconstitutional,
Kirkpatrick said He added that
the poor districts do not expect to
be placed on par with the state’s
richest districts

“Common sense tells us that
the state has a legitimate and
compelling interest in not pro
viding us the opportunity to
spend $15,000 per student with a
local tax effort of only a dime,”
said Kirkpatrick, Copperas Cove
district superintendent

But it is wrong that the local
property tax increase needed to
raise $100 per student should be
24 cents in the Edgewood district
in San Antonio, for example, but
only 6 cents in the Azle district,
Kirkpatrick said
