Cocaine-related cases
strain emergency rooms

HOUSTON (AP Hospitals

throughout the city are seeing
their intensive care unit beds fill
up and their emergency rooms
kept increasingly busy with

young people suffering cocaine-
related chest pains and heart at
tacks, hospital officials say

Forty of 113 patients admitted
to Ben Taub Hospital in March
were diagnosed with suspected

heart attacks believed induced
by cocaine use the Houston
Chronicle reported I1n .\aturdﬂ_\ ~
editions. Most of the patients
were under age 30 and at least 20

of them had to be monitored in
the hospital's emergency room

because there were no beds
available in the filled intensive
care unit

“There are sufficient iden
tifiable patients with cocaine-

related cardiac symptoms that it

we can do,"” said Ben Taub ad-
ministrator Mike Bullard We
don't have a lot of empty beds
around here. "

On Wednesday of last week,
five of 11 emergency center pa
tients were awaiting admission to
the Ben Taub medical intensive
care unit for cocaine-related
chest pains. Upstairs the 17 beds
in ICU were filled and the pa-
tients could not be sent home
because possible heart attack pa-
tients have to be monitored with

special equipment and receive
constant nursing care

Bullard said he was forced to
ask ambulances to take other pa-
tients with chest pains to another
hospital

Other hospitals report similar
situations, the Chronicle
reported. of the Emergency
Medical Service of the Houston
Fire Department

“It's a serious problem, and
it's scary,” said Paul Pepe,
medical director

Hermann Hospital, where
emergency-room visits total
about 35,000, reports an increase

in cocaine-related problems
Marjorie Lygas coordinator of
the emergency center at

Memorial City Medical Center,
said she, too, sees evidence of an
increase in patients with cocaine-
related chest pains

“From time to time, we see
them. They are not always
honest. They come in terrified,
sometimes — young with
their hearts pounding,” said.

“Cocaine doesn't respect
socioeconomic class, either,”
said David Prentice, medical
director of the Houston Emergen-
cy Physicians Association. “For
every indigent patient seen at
Ben Taub, I'll see a blue-collar
worker or a white-collar profes-
sional, very embarrassed and
very scared,”’ Prentice said.

The largest toll was at the
Jabaliya refugee camp in Gaza,
where worshipers emerged from
a mosque and marched to an
Israeli military base. Palestinian
reports said they hurled rocks at
soldiers, who responded with tear
gas and gunfire, wounding five

On Jerusalem's Temple Mount,
the sacred hill Arabs call Haram
al Sharif, dozens of Palestinians
chanted nationalist slogans after
noon prayers at Al Agsa and
paraded with a black flag to
mourn Arabs killed in the
violence.

At least 141 Palestinians have
died since Dec. 8, according to
U.N. figures. An Israeli soldier

was stabbed to death and Miss
Porat was the first Israeli
civilian killed

“With our blood and spirit, we
will redeem you, Palestine!’’ the
demonstrators at Al Agsa
chanted. Several youngsters
threw rocks at border police per-
ched on rooftops with sniper
rifles, but were dispersed without
incident.

Inside the mosque, prayer
leader Siam urged worshipers to
reject the U S. peace ini(iagevc.
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AUSTIN (AP) — A proposal
was filed Friday to phase out ac-
tive federal court scrutiny of the
Texas prison system by 1990, and
officials predicted the lawsuit
against the system could be
resolved by 1992.

‘“This is not the end of the Ruiz
case, but I do think it is a long
step in the right direction,” At-
torney General Jim Mattox told a
news conference in announcing
the proposal by Vincent Nathan,
an Ohio attorney who as special
master monitors state com-
pliance with court orders in the
prison reform lawsuit.

“Realistically, we could be out
in four years,’’ Mattox said. The
lawsuit was filed in 1972 by in-
mate David Ruiz.

Nathan filed his report with
U.S. District Judge William
Wayne Justice for approval. Mat-
tox, who with Gov. Bill Clements
is to meet with Justice in Tyler
Friday, said he expects Justice to
approve the plan. :

‘A reduction of monitoring a
the end of supervision by the
federal courts is welcome news,”’
Clements said in a statement.

Nathan's report. recommends
that active monitoring im-
mediately end in the areas of
solitary confinement, building
tenders, visiting regulations for
general and contact visits,
capacity and single-celling, din-
ing, certain medical departments
and the mentally retarded of-

fenders’ program at the
Gatesville unit, except for
discipline and safety

The report said active monitor-
ing should be phased out in the
areas of inmate necessities, in-
cluding clothing and linens; ac-
cess to courts; inmate
disciplinary system. ad-
manistrative segregation; work
safety; classification; use of
force, harassment or retaliation;
programmatic, non-
programmatic and recreation ac-
tivities; health services; staff-
ing; maintenance; repairs and
renovations

Under the recommendation,
for two years after the end of ac-
tive monitoring, the Texas
Department of Corrections would
report on its own activities to
Justice.

“We clearly recognize the
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Officials see end in sight
of prison lawsuit in Texas

heavy responsibility that re-
mains with us,”’ said Charles Ter-
rell of Dallas, chairman of the
Board of Corrections. ‘““We must
phase from supervised reform to
self-initiated reform.

“We must maintain the pro-
gress that has been made in com-
pliance with the provisions of the
Ruiz settlement. However, it is
more important to search for and
find new approaches, new pro-
grams and new answers not
stipulated by Ruiz that will lead
to a reduction in crime in Texas
and to the rehabilitation of every
inmate possible,’’ he added.

Inmates in the lawsuit have a
chance to formally object to the
report, but William Bennett
Turner of San Francisco, lead at-
torney for the plaintiffs, said he
did not plan to do so.

“It’s an interesting experiment
to try to get the state to comply
with the court’s orders,”” Turner
said.

"“I'm very skeptical
TDC'S ability to be in compliance
by the times listed in the report,
and I am completely convinced
that TDC will fail if they embark
on the prison expansion program
that they seem to be bent on do-
ing, because they are stretched
way too thin already,” he added.

Mattox disagreed: ‘“We fully

Maya was in her stroller when
a concerned passerby noticed her
as Sanches begged for coins at
28th Street and Second Avenue at
9:30 p.m. Thursday. The man
flagged down a taxi, gave the
driver $5, hustled the three into
thecab and ordered the driver to
take them to a hospital, police
said

Maya was declared dead on ar
rival at the emergency room at
New York University Medical
Center. Her brother, whose name
was withheld, was admitted to
the hospital for observation
although he showed no signs of
abuse

Would-be film producertried .
to make movie of massacre oL

ODESSA (AP) — A film pro-
ducer who wants to make a
movie about the rescue of Jessica
McClure once made a pitch to
produce a miniseries about the
1984 McDonald’s Restaurant
massacre in San Ysidro, Calif

But a storm of community pro-
test prompted network misgiv-
ings and derailed California
moviemaker Larry Spivey's plan
to produce a television drama
- about the worst single-episode
mass murder in United States
history

James Oliver Huberty walked
into a McDonald's on July 18,
1984, and killed 21 people and in-
jured 19 others before he was
slain by a police sharpshooter

According to 1985 published
reports by the Los Angeles
Times, NBC commissioned
Spivey to produce a ‘‘tasteful”
and "‘positive’’ movie about the
massacre and how the communi-
ty ralljed in its aftermath

But the network backed off
when San Ysidro residents, the
San Diego Chamber of Com-
merce, school officials and the
San Diego City Council balked at
the project.

“The position we took at the
time was that we weren’t going to
cooperate at all in the venture,”
San Diego City Manager John
Lockwood told the Odessa
American. The city council had
no qualms about Spivey, but it
did not condone the movie's sub-
ject matter, he said

““There were a lot of deep scars
and wounds,”’ Lockwood said

Wally Schautter, of the San
Diego Chamber of Commerce,
said the proposed movie was (00
soon after the killings

“I felt he had good intentions
and the like, but it was just too
early for Larry to come in,"
Schautter said

But -Lockwood and Schautter
said a movie about Jessica's

rescue after being trapped in an
abandoned well for 58 hours last
October would be different

It had “‘a happy ending and
pulled the community together,"
said Lockwood

“l got tears in my eyes when
(Jessica) got pulled out,”’ Schaut-
ter said

In Midland, Spivey convinced
10 members of the Midland police
and fire departments and a well
driller to form a rescue associa-
tion to bargain for movie rights,
consult and perhaps act in a film

But eventually the group shun-
ned Spivey and began negotia-
tions with other producers. But a
former member of the municipal
group resigned and molded a
separate association composed of
rescue volunteers. That group

DENISON, Texas (AP) — An
eccentric millionaire who took
refuge in the Lone Star State to
escape taxes across the Red
River willed his estate to a foun-
dation that will fund scholarships
for North Texas high school
students

Oliver Dewey Mayor was 86
years old when he died in 1985,
leaving a multimillion-dollar
estate that is expected to fund
thousands of dollars in scholar-

ships each year. The first
scholarships will be awarded to
students enrolling this fall.

Mayor, who made his fortune
in oil, had for years waged an
angry battle over the waste of tax
money at all levels of govern-
ment.

Swaggart on Friday announced
his resignation from the
Assemblies of God shortly after
the church said it was ousting
him for refusing to undergo a
year’s suspension from the pulpit
and at least two years of
rehabilitation.

Though
never proven but also never
disputed, it was widely reported

Sandy Lyle, the Scot who built
a two-shot lead halfway through
this revered event, gave a
bizarre treatment for the com-
mon cold.

“It’s no fun,’’ Zoeller said

that as fast as they are. I hate
golf to be tricked up.”

That was just the start of

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Reagan takes new economic
steps against Manuel Noriega

SANTA BARBARA, Calif.
(AP) — President Reagan is tur-
ning up the heat against
Panamanian strongman Manuel
Antonio Noriega by moving to
halt the flow of American dollars
to the Central American country.

Citing ‘““the unusual and ex-
traordinary threat” of Noriega’s
continued rule to the United
States and the Panamanian peo-
ple, Reagan invoked the seldom-
used International Emergency
Economic Powers Act.

Invocation of the 1977 law puts
teeth in the U.S. government
quest to freeze Panamanian
assets and withhold tax
payments by American
businesses and their subsidiaries
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operating there.

“These further steps reaffirm
our commitment to democratic
government in Panama and our
belief that Noriega would best
serve his country by complying
with the instruction of President
(Eric Arturo) Delvalle to relin-
quish his post,” the president
said in a letter to House Speaker
Jim Wright, D-Texas.

Before Reagan’s move, White
House chief of staff Howard
Baker denied that economic
sanctions applied earlier had pro-
ved unsuccessful.

‘““After all, General Noriega is
(a) much beleaguered, de facto
leader of the Panamanian
government,”” he said. “He is

certainly not in a comfortable
position, nor are the people of
Panama, which is unfortunate.”

Presidential aides tried to
“surgically design’’ imposition of
the statute in a way to avoid
causing long-terin damage and
the collapse of the Panamanian
economy, said a senior ad-
ministration official

“It does have a major impact
on trade by strangling the finan-
cial sityation there," said the of-
ficial, speaking on grounds of
anonymity. “Our purpose here is
to impact on Noriega and not on
the Panamanian economy, and
the strangulation of the financial
system seems to be the best way
todo this.”

Court rules store within
rights in shoplifting case

DAYTONA BEACH, Fla. (AP)
— A 7-Eleven store that had a 6-
year-old boy arrested for shoplif-
ting bubble gum was within its
legal rights, an appeals court
said in overturning a $40,000
award for malicious prosecution.

A lower court judge should*not
have let a lawsuit filed by the
boy's parents in Orlando go to
trial because state laws make
age irrelevant to shoplifting
charges, Judge James Dauksch
of the Fifth Circuit Court of Ap-
peal said in Thursday's ruling.

The case had stirred up publici-
ty against the owner of 7-Eleven
stores, Dallas-based Southland
Corp., which said it pressed
charges because 6-year-old
Daniel Adam Bartsch admitted
taking candy bars or gum from
his neighborhood store three
times previously.

The youngster reportedly told
store manager Duane Reichert
that he couldn't be arrested
“because he was just a kid."”

In trial documents, the boy's
mother said that a month before

her son was arrested he took a
toy from another store.

A lawyer for the store said
Southland officials were happy
about the company’s vindication.

“We felt that we were entitled
to this all the way," said attorney
Robert E. Bonner of Orlando.

The boy's mother and step-
father, Jyl and Bill Van Dusen,
had filed suit charging malicious
prosecution and intentional in-
fliction of emotional distress.

The suit contended the boy was
traumatized by the ride té the
police department and by his fear
that he was going to jail. It said
he had nightmares ‘‘so severe he
would wake up and vomit,”" and
that he couldn’t eat.

Southland later dropped the
shoplifting charge, but the
lawsuit went to trial and an
Orange County jury awarded the
family $40,000 in damages.

The unanimous ruling by the
appellate court said the judge
should have discounted the age
issue. It added the company's
conduct was within statutory
limits.

The body was tossed onto the tar-
mac.

*‘Send an ambulance and a cof-
fin,”” a hijacker told the control
tower. ‘‘Confirm one person kill-
ed.”

An ambulance drove slowly to
the plane and medics put the
body on a stretcher. Then it drove
away, its siren wailing.

The pilot said the gunmen
earlier were beating passengers.
Fifty-five people including at
least half a dozen hooded hi-
jackers were aboard the Kuwait
Airways Boeing 747 on the
ordeal’s fifth day

Government esman Akis
Fantis said the dead man — ap-
parently the hijacker’s first vic-
tim — was a young Kuwaiti
security guard. '

The victim’s name was not im-
mediately known. He was shot
once behind the left ear, an air-
port employee said.

The radioed message that the
guard had been killed came at
11:32 a.m. (4:32 a.m. EDT), two
minutes after a deadline set by
the gunmen for the plane to be
fueled.

The tower had previously
radioed that airport workers
were afraid to approach the
plane, which the hijackers had
warned they would blow up if
security men tried to move in.

Army cracks down on demonstrators

TEGUCIGALPA, Honduras
(AP) — The president declared a
state of emergency after
students smashed store windows
and overturned cars in a second
day of ‘anti-Yankee' riots. Early
today, riot police and tanks
patrolled the streets

The government blamed the
disturbances, in which thousands
took part, on leftist agitators and
drug traffickers and vowed to
“take all necessary actions to
maintain order and tranquillity."”

Authorities reported
““numerous’’ arrests, but gave no
figure

The emergency declared Fri-
day by President Jose Azcona
Hoyo broadens police powers to
make arrests and searches, bans
public demonstrations and
restricts travel in the capital and
San Pedro Sula, 120 miles to the
south

The government, the leading
U.S. ally in Central America, for-
cibly pooled Honduras' 140 radio
stations into a national network
that broadcast appeals for people
to remain calm Storeowners
boarded their windows

The government press office
said groups, some armed with in
cendiary devices and others with
automatic pistols, had been ar
rested throughout the capital

During the night, four bombs
exploded in separate parts of the
capital, but no injuries were
reported, government-controlled
radio said

It said demonstrators torched
six automobiles in San Pedro
Sula on Friday, but gave no fur
ther details on disturbances in

that city

One government official
speaking on condition of
anonymity, said ‘‘numerous per
sons have been detained’’ in both

cities. He did not elaborate
In a statement, the government
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claimed the protests had been in-
stigated by narcotics traffickers
it did not name and ‘‘a dangerous
infiltration of Marxist indoctrina-
tion, hate, terror and destruc-
tion"’ in Honduran schools.
Friday's violence began when
students Tilled the streets to pro-
test, as they had the previous
day, the forced deportation of a
Honduran suspected of cocaine

trafficking and involvement in
the slaying of a U.S. drug agent

On Thursday night, about 2,000
university students set fire to the
U.S. Embassy annex and 25 cars
owned. by embassy personnel.
Five demonstrators were killed
and 10 wounded

Police said about 20 private
Honduran guards on duty at the
embassy compound had opened

fire with sawed-off shotguns
Riot police who dispersed the
demonstrators did not arrive un-
til about two hours later

In Washington, State Depart.
ment spokeswoman — Phylhs
Oakley expressed puzzlement
Friday at the amount of time it
took police to arrive on the scene

Because West was not vulnerable,
he risked coming in with a two-heart
overcall. He knew that he wanted a
heart lead at any contract, but partic-
ularly if North happened to play no-
trump. However, that butt-in bid by
West swung South from supporting his
partner’s spade suit to bidding no-
trump himself in order to protect his
heart king at trick one. North carried
on to game in no-trump despite a mini-
mum 13-point opening, because he up-
graded the value of his diamond queen
as a fitting card in responder’s suit. Al-
though West did well not to lead a
heart, the favorable location of the di-
amond king made nine tricks at no-
trump easy for declarer.

RENT-TO-OWN COSTS MORE

Hent-to-own agreements make
buying a television or furniture
seem affordable, but can cost
more1in the long-run

Rent-to-own programs vary
but an 18-month rental period is
typical

Customers don’t have to rent
for that length-of time, but those
who do become owners of the pro-
duct

Advertisments for rent-to-own
programs often stress the
possibility of ownership and low
weekly or monthly payments
Over the months these low
payments add up to much more
than the cost of the item

For example, if you rent-to-
own a 1%inch portable color
television set for $15 per week,
the total cost over 18 months adds
up to §1,170 A rent-to-own agree-
ment for payments of $54 per
month adds -up to $972 after 18

months

Since a typical 19-inch color
television sells for about $300-
$400 in a retail store, and

sometimes less on sale, a rent-to

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Finding baby sitters is difficult
for any parent. But those who
have handicapped children face a
special challenge, notes an
organization -that is doing
something about the problem

A Camp Fire group in Seattle
has piloted “‘Special Sitters,”” a
program that provides training
for teen-agers and adults in
terested in becoming sitters for

special kids."" The program has
now spread to other cities, in
cluding Atlanta, Tampa and Fort
Worth

Parents of kids with special
needs have to help baby sitters
learn new teéchniques for child
care,' says David Bahlmann, na
tional executive director of Camp
Fire Inc , headquartered in Kan
sas City

In addition to his role as a
youth leader, Bahlmann is also
the adoptive parent of several
handicapped children

Based on the Special Sitters
curriculum, and on his own ex
perience as a parent, Bahlmann
offers these tips for parents of
handicapped kids

Interview the new baby sit-
ter in person at your home. If sit-
ter and parent agree to proceed
with a sitting assignment, pro-
vide an hour-long orientation
several days before the actual
baby-sitting date to allow sitter
and child to get acquainted

— Look for a baby sitter who
knows how to communicate with
adults. Sitters need to be good

repeat instructions back to you.

— Give the sitter an opportuni-
ty to speak up and be candid if he
or she feels unable to assume
responsibility for a particular
¢hild

Make sure the sitter knows
how to play with a special child so
their time together can be fun.
Explain how-the-sitter can res-
pond to good behavior, and offer
simple ways for the sitter to con-
front undesirable behavior

Help sitters understand
alternative ways of com-
municating with handicapped
children. Stress the importance
of responding not only verbally
but also non-verbally. ‘‘Hugs are
an excellent form of non-verbal
communication,”” Bahlmann
says

Make sure the baby sitter is
familiar with any special equip-
ment a disabled child needs to
use

Camp Fire recommends that
baby sitters complete a First Aid
training program offered by the
American Red Cross. The course
teaches immediate care for a
person who has been injured or
becomes suddenly ill

““‘Special Sitters who complete
Camp Fire's training all take this
course,”” Bahlmann says
““However, they are not prepared
to administer medications, to
care for children who have
seizures that are not under con-
trol, or to baby sit for children
whose behavior is dangerous to
themselves or others.”

Walker comes
through Snyder

Even though he suffers from
both asthma and diabetes, Jud
son Drake, 51, of Irving is walk
Ing across America to call atten
tion to the fact that more asthma
research is necessary in order to
save the thousands of lives which
are lost to the disease every year

Drake and his support team
the Rev. J W Harrnson and his
wife, Carolyn, who is also a
reverend, passed through Snyder
on Thursday afternoon

Drake started his walk on April
3 at Anson. His ultimate goal s
Virginia Beach, Va but he is not
walking a direct route to get
there

He chose Anson as the starting
place for this walk because three
years ago when he tried to walk
alone he was caught in a storm
near Anson contracted
pneumonia and was forced to
give up the walk He started that

walk in Irving

His walk will take hum through
New Mexico, Arizona and
California, then east to Denver

where they will stay two weeks at
the National Jewish Center, one
of the sponsors of the walk
Another is Eastman Kodak who
has supplied film for his journey

Medical tests will be conducted
on Drake in Denver

From Denver, Drake will walk
to New York City, Washington D
C. and ultimately to Virginia
Beach His destination there is
the headquarters of the Christian
Broadcast Network (CBN), the
home of the 700 Club

Drake said he is not on a
specific time schedule, but he ex
pects to complete his walk in
about 18 months to two years

Along the way Drake and his
support team will visit people in
hospitals. They hope to minister
to people suffering from lung
disorders, but no sick person will
be turned away, Rev. Harrison
said

Harrison's wife also has a
clown ministry called Son-Light
Clowns for Jesus and she will be
ministering to both children and
adults

The Harrisons travel in a van
which was donated to them for
the walk and at night all three
camp out at road side parks
Even though they are trving to
drum up support for asthma
research, they do not accept any
donations. Instead, anyone
wishing to donate may call 1-800-
222 LUNG . That number can also
be called to obtain information
about lung disease Drake also
has literature about asthma
which he passes out along the
way

When Drake started this walk
he averaged about 19 miles a day
but once he “reaches his stride”
he expects to make from 25-30
miles a day

The walk is expected to encom-
pass 7,000 miles in all

The words “Walk for Breath
With God™” are written on the
back of Drake's shirt and on the
van which accompanies him

“l am going on this walk
because | am tired of all the
deaths caused by asthma,”
Drake said. *I think it is time
that something was done about
it

Drake also said that sometimes
people who pass him by stop and
offer to give him a ride. When he
tells them he is walking across
America they always give him a
surprised look

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Texaco, Pennzoil feud ends

HOUSTON (AP) — A suddenly-
richer Pennzoil Co. is ready to
get on with business now that its
tumultuous, bitter four-year
legal battle with Texaco Inc. has
ended with a quiet $3 billion pay-
ment.

“Quite frankly, we've been in a
holding pattern for over four
years,”' Pennzoil Chairman J.
Hugh Liedtke said Thursday
after Texaco paid Pennzoil $3
billion to settle their dispute.

““We think we're now in a posi-
tion to invest these fu and to
make up for lost time and
hopefully look at areas of growth
which would enable the company
to become more profitable in-
sofar as its shareholders and
employees are concerned,’’ Lied-
tke said.

Unlike the historic courtroom
brawls that took place between
the two oil companies, the official
end came without much fanfare
in the quiet confines of a
downtown Houston bank

At Texas Commerce Bank-
Houston, $3 billion was
transferred from several Texaco
banks to a Pennzoil account. It
took 10 minutes and four transac-
tions to complete the payment

The payment settled litigation
stemming frem Texaco's 1984 ac-
quisition of Getty Oil Co. and
allows the White Plains, N.Y -
based oil giant to emerge from
bankruptcy protection

The settlement was part of
Texaco's bankruptcy reorganiza-
tion plan, which was approved
March 23 by a federal judge. Tex-
aco also will begin making
another $2. 6 billion in payments
to its other creditors

Pennzoil officials now are look-
ing at long-term ways to invest
the windfall. The company ac-
tually borrowed $3 billion a cou-
ple of weeks ago in advance of the
payment so it could invest it in an
orderly manner, Pennzoil
spokesman Bob Harper said

The legal war began with Tex-
aco's acquisition of Getty Oil
Houston-based Pennzoil sued
Texaco, claiming interference
with a planned merger between
Pennzoil and Getty

in- November 1985, -a- Houston

Drinking

GALVESTON, Texas (AP) —
The Galveston City Council, con-
cerned about drunkenness and
rowdiness along the island city's
10-mile seawall, plans to vote
next week to ban drinking of
alcohol on the

“It’s time to take a stand and
do something,”’ Councilman Pat
Hartnett said

The proposed drinking ban
received hearty approval from
several seawall merchants who
attended a council workshop
Thursday where a council ma-
jority backed the ban.

Pennzoil agreed with the plan

Thursday’s quiet conclusion,
consisting of a simple electronic
transfer of money, was witnessed
by about a dozen reporters and
photographers and represen-
tatives of Pennzoil and the bank.

It was in sharp contrast with
the bombast of the court pro-
ceedings and subsequent ap-
peals.

Led by colorful Houston at-
torney Joe Jamail, Pennzoil's
case was based on the belief that
a handshake and a man’s word
was as good as a written con-
tract, and Texaco violated that
rule by plucking Getty from
Pennzoil’s grasp.

Texaco contended Getty had in-
vited it to bid — and there was no
valid contract between Pennzoil
and Getty because all the papers
had not been signed by the ap-
propriate parties.

Texaco also put the entire
Texas court system under
scrutiny, challenging the creden-
tials of the trial judge and com-
plaining that Texas Supreme
Court judges were influenced by
large campaign contributions

from Jamail.

Liedtke said the litigation
showed him how expensive and
time-consuming it can be for a
smaller company to protect itself
from a giant corporation.

And although delighted to set-
tle the case, he said the final out-
come probably was not as good
for Pennzoil as gaining Getty
would have been.

;1 don’t think that ($3 billion)
in an) way replaces totally the
loss the company has suffered.
But it remains to be seen how
astutely these funds are
reinvested and perhaps we can
make up for lost ground.”’

Jamail, who celebrated the
landmark verdict in 1985 by
eating hamburgers and
beer with his good friend Liedtke
at a Houston barbecue, planned
to toast the occasion Thursday
night — again with Liedtke.

Jamail declined to say how
much he will get paid. Pennzoil
has said total attorneys’ fees, in-
cluding Jamail's fee, are about
$400 million.

“I'll spend (the mor?‘éy) on the

This is a love letter to all you
teachers at Snyder High School
and Western Texas College. SHS
gave me one of the best years of
my life when I taught English
there 10 years ago, and some of
my most admired friends are on
the faculty and staff at WTC.

Actually, it’s a love letter to all
teachers, everywhere, in ap-
preciation for taking on one of the
most difficult and demanding
jobs in the world.

To the uninitiated, teaching ap-
pears easy; after all, nobody else
gets long summer and winter
vacations, or completes a work
day at 3:30 in the afternoon. It’s
interesting to note, though, that
when I taught, it was not unusual
for me to leave the building at 10
p.m. If I DID leave with the bell,
the back end of my car was piled
high with books for class
preparation and papers to grade.
Saturdays and Sundays provided
12-hour stretches to work, as did
all that ““vacation’’ time I had.

I'll never forget attending one
0.S. roping with my husband. All
I recall from that day is hot sun,
dusty wind, and sitting on prickly
hay bales, balancing 100 term
themes on my knee, which I grad-
ed while the cowboys cowboyed.
At one point, the papers blew off

my lap — what a wreck that was.

Nobody’s exempt. When I
taught at Fluvanna School,
everybody theught my job was
cushy because I only had three to
four kids in each class. (Fools.)
You have to spend just as much
time preparing a lesson for one
kid as you do 100, and in a small
school, a small staff does it all. I
was responsible for teaching
seventh, eighth and 10th grade
English, World History,
American History and Civics, as
well as directing the one-act play,
taking care of the library, spon-
soring the ninth grade and selling
tickets at ball games.

Extra-curriculars don’'t show
up on your teaching contract.
Who do you think prepares kids
for all those UIL events, sponsors
the pep squad, oversees the
decorations for the senior prom
and so on? When do you think this
gets done — from 8:30 a.m. to
3:30p.m.?

Elementary teachers don’t get
off any easier. They have an
amazing span of subject matter
to cover in a given day, not to
mengien ‘‘teaching testing’’ for
the TEAMS and CTBS exams,
and SOMEBODY has to put up all
those cute bulletin boards which
must be changed with each new
holiday.

“Yea, that's what I thought. That the world was such a big place,
that if you looked long enough, it was out there. No matter how crazy

But that’'s not what makes
teaching difficult. Almost all jobs
require some take-home and

after-hours “work. No, it's not’

that. It's the kids. They literally
drain the life-blood out of you in a
given day with their energy, their
demands, their problems.

They haunt your dreams. You
carry around with you the abused
and neglected ones, the troubled
ones, the hungry ones, the angry
ones, and worst of all — cruelist
of all — the bright ones who
waste their potential. Every year
you want to adopt at least a dozen
of them, take them home, and
give them the 4ove they so
desperately seek

You get burned out, from time
to time. Sick of the struggle,
angry with the lazy ones, tired of
their excuses. Insensitive ad-
ministrative policies that crop up
from time to time and low pay
compound the problem, as do
energy-sapping personal dif-
ficulties at home that can rob
whatever limited resourses you
might have that once flowed in
abundance. It has broken the
spirit of more than one fine
teacher — driven them from the
classroom to a work situation
that doesn’t drain them dry. That
doesn’t haunt their dreams

So why do it? If teaching is so
tough, then why bother? This
may sound strange — but it's that
onekid.

Sometimes it's dramatic: a
situation where you, and you
alone, cared enough to turn a
troubled kid around, but usually,
(and this is the sad part) it's that
shy kid, second row from the
back, who never said much. You
never know. :

Not until they come back. And
they do. A couple of years later,
they come back. Imagine my
shock when one such young lady
told me (at a WTC graduation
ceremony) that she had decided
to major in English and become a
teacher because one day, 1 had
taken the time to read Robert
Browning aloud to them in class

Teachers have the second most
profound influence on the lives of
young people, after their parents
A dedicated teacher vows to
make that influence a positive
one

If he or she can teach one child
to reach for the stars, just by

Facing facts
about aging

The popular press today seems Lo
be devoling a great deal of space to
the problems of aging — but not ex
actly The message that pop psycholo-
gists are really trying to get across is
that the problems of are not tru
ly problems at all Social scientists
are taking the position that much of
the physical and mental decline as
sumed to be part of growing older is
fallacious because it has been based
on old studies that are invalid

*Old Age Is Not What It Used To
Be® screams a headline in the New
York Times supplement called The
Good Health Magazine This article
(and others like it) insists that the el
derly lose certain functions not from
a natural physical cause, but because
older patients expect to experience
functional deficiencies. In other
words, people accept age-related de-
terioration because they've been lold
1o do s0. As proof of this theory, the
scientists cite anecdotes of elderly
folks who have remained active, cre-
ative and vivacious into their 80s, 90s
and beyond
I agree that this denial of age-relat-
ed consequences must be a strong ton-
ic for some retirees who otherwise
might choose to sit in their rocking
chairs and wait for the unavoidable
end to arrive. However, based on my
experiences, | believe that this denial
point of view is pure {antasy. | doubt
that few, if any, researchers are fool-
ish enough to ignore the perfectly ob-
vious changes occurring in the
human body Tissues become
elastic and more , joints and
muscles become stiffer, circulatory
and respiratory abilities fall off, eyes
and ears weaken; sexuality diminish-

es, or&l including the brain, func-
tion efficiently, memory and
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judgment progressively fail. As we

, we experience greater difficulty
ptm¢ to change and new
situations

Most of these alterations are proba-
bly genetically determined. It doesn't
make much difference; they affect us
all, sooner or later, to one degree or
another. Of course, we can speed up
the rate of deterioration by failing to
take care of ourselves, by eating and
drinking imprudently, and by nursing
unrealistic expectations about our
abilities. However, the aging process
is_built into our cellular clocks, it's
real, it's often depressing and it's al-
ways inevitable

In my opinion, we could better cope
with aging if, rather than being en-
couraged to deny the physical and
mental changes taking place within
us, we could
compensate for longevity. More gra-
cious acceptance and less frantic bar-
gaining with the aging process could
make our remaining years more sat-
isf ;xn; and enjoyable

or_instance the elderly are fre-
quently bored. Like people of all ages,
they need intellectual and physical
stimulation — but they often don't get
it. This takes some work staying
abreast of current events, making the
effort to exercise regularly, learning
a hobby, performing service work, re
taining personal-contact with the en
vironment and maintaining social
interactions

A sense of humor is indispensable
In our efforts to renegotiate our needs
as we age, we don't have 10 jump ship
or give up We can accept our pro-
gressive limitations with perception
and finesse We must learn to main
tain a balance between what we are
and what we would like to be This
balance requires a large dollop of hu
mor. As an exampie, the author of the
following doggerel is unknown but
the message is clear

Though I'm getting more forgetful

and more mixed up in my head

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Justice nominee
comes under fire

WASHINGTON (AP) — At
torney General Edwin Meese's
choice to become the No. 2 of-
ficial in the Justice Department
is under fire for his membership
in an all-male athletic club and
an all-white country club
It makes it hard to-imagine
he’ll be able to adniinister justice
in government in a way that’s
non-discriminatory when in his
own personal life he doesn’t live
up to that,”” Patricia Ireland, ex-
ecutive vice president of the Na-
tional Organization for Women,
said of John C. Shepherd.

The Senate Judiciary Commit-
tee will vote on whether to con-
firm Shepherd as deputy at-

torney general, if President
Reagan goes ahead and
nominates him. Committee

members said Thursday that it is
too soon to comment on
Shepherd’s membership in the
Missouri-Athletic Club, which has
no female members, and the
Bellerive Country Club, which
has no blacks. Both are in the St
Louis area

Shepherd, 62, a St. Louis at-
torney, could not be reached for
comment Thursday. He was not
in his office, and his home phone
number is unlisted. But on
Wednesday he told the St. Louis
Post-Dispatch he had not yet
decided whether he should resign
from the clubs

“1 haven't made up my mind

on whether that would be
necessary,’”” he told the
newspaper. ‘I am going to

Washington for nine months to

help the attorney general as his
deputy.”

Shepherd said he told Meese
and other Justice Department of-
ficials zbout his club member-
ships in conversations In
Washington earlier this week. He

added that the FBI "is aware of
this.”
In the same interview,

Shepherd also said he was confi-’

dent he would be cleared by the
FBI of allegations that he had an
affair with a former bookkeeper
at his firm and that he had
authorized her to write $147,000 in
checks to herself

He added that the allegations
by Denise Sinner, 29, of St

Peters, Mo., ‘“‘are absolutely un-
true and unfounded.”’
Sinner was convicted last

month in St. Louis Circuit Court
on charges of making false
statements and stealing more
than $100,000 from Shepherd’s
law firm, Shepherd, Sandberg &
Phoenix.

Sinner’s attorney, Darrill S
Beebe, said Thursday he was sur-
prised when he heard that Meese
had chosen Shepherd for a top
Justice Department post
However, he said he and Sinner
would testify before the Senate
Judiciary Committee about
Shepherd ‘“‘only if we're sub-
poenaed. We're not volunteer-
ing.”
