Bob Watlington, who has lived
in Cedar Creek since 1983, said he
understood at the time he pur-
chased his lot that this was an in-
formal agreement between the
college and the original land
owners, who donated the land on
which the campus is built.

Officials say there is no
evidence of a serial killer, but
said about 10 homicide sergeants
will study the cases, including
some that have already been
solved.

Police have cleared 18 of the 39
killings through last year, but
homicide Sgt. Sharon Durham
said the new task force will ex-
amine all of the cases in search of
common denominators that may
have been missed before.

She said that, though suspects

in some cases may be in jail, they
may have associates who use the
same methods.

Some of the slayings have been
solved, but police said they will
be reviewed for information that
might help clear unsolved cases
and help other elderly Housto-
nians avoid becoming victims.

Formation of the task force
was announced at the time police
reported the weekend arrest of a
laborer in the killing of Beulah
Jolivet, 81, whose body was found
in her ransacked house on April
4

Deryl Wayne Madison, a Texas
prison parolee who recently had
done yard work and odd j for
Jolivet, was being held without
bond after he was charged with
capital murder.

Madison, 29, killed Jolivet
while robbing her in her home,
police alleged. An autopsy show-
ed she was stabbed, strangled
and beaten on the head.

Homicide Sgt. Ronnie Doyle
said Madison was arrested after
authorities learned he had sold
some property taken from the
victim's home.

clude the slaying last Nov. 5 of
Charles Lockhart, 64, who was
killed in a burglary of his home
only two blocks from Jolivet's
home.

Jolivet's death was closely
followed by the killing of Johnny
L. McCoy Jr., 72, a retired mer-
chant seaman who apparently
was killed by a burglar in his
apartment.

No arrests have been made in
that case, the 14th this year of a
victim at least 60 years old

Police said 10 of those victims
were slain during burglaries or
robberies at their homes. Out of
25 elderly homicide victims in
1987, 15 fit in the same category,

police said.

By statute, in California a person
may expunge a criminal record if
she or he meets certain conditions
Expungement is not a pardon or a
complete “cleansing” of the crimi
nal record; rather, it is a “cleans
ing”" of the record for limited
purposes. For example, a person
who obtains an expungement in
California is not required to disclose
the conviction that was expunged
on employment applications (usu

ally, after expungement, disclosure
is only required for governmental
jobs). Thus, an individual who has
obtained an expungement could
honestly, and legally, answer no to
a conviction-related question on a
job application, depending on the

type of job being sought.

UNH hails big player;
7-foot tall, 348 pounds

ESSEX JUNCTION, Vt. (AP) -
Robert Jones is about to enter the
college football world of offensive
linemen, a world of obscurity in
which players are seldom notic-
ed, seldom publicized and never
get the game ball.

But Jones might change all
that. Stories already are being
written about him, and he's only
17, still in high school.

What makes him noticeable is
his height and his weight. Jones
is 7 feet tall and weighs 348
pounds

That kind of size helped make
him a northern section all-state
player as a lineman on both of-
fense and defense while playing
for Division 1 state champion
Essex Junction. Last season was
his first full season on offense.

Neighboring New Hampshire
will be next to get a look at him
when he enrolls in the fall at the
University of New Hampshire.

UNH Coach Bill Bowes said
Jones is the biggest player he's
seen play football in 22 years, and
that certainly had something to
do with the Division 1 Yankee
Conference school offering a
scholarship when no one else did.

Indiana took a look at him, and
so did Syracuse, Penn State,
Maine and Northeastern, but it
never went any farther, Jones
said

“People hear 350, 6-11 (Jones
says 740) and they think ‘no
movement, no quickness'"’
Bowes said. “‘But he has some
quickness. "’

Watching Jones on film, Bowes

saw him ‘‘take a blocker and
throw him off like nothing, and
then run to the sideline and make
the tackle. If he can move his feet
a little, they're not going to go
through him."

“He’s a project, but let's be
frank. If he were a totally ac-
complished player now, we
wouldn’t be getting him,"” Bowes
said.

“But if we're going to take a
risk, we may as well do it with a
guy that big who shows some
evidence on film. If he can do that
one time, there’'s no reason why
he can’t do it 50 times (a game),”
Bowes said.

Bowes acknowledges Jones
isn’t quick enough for defense; he
plans to put Jones on the offen-
sive line only, although the idea
of a 7-footer with arms raised
rushing the quarterback is temp-
ting.

Bowes wants Jones to get down
to about 310, and then plans to
build him back up to 320 or so,
with muscle. It might take two
years. Jones will sit out as a red-
shirt his freshman year and
Bowes hopes he’ll be able to play
by his third year in school. X

Jones is hoping to make 310 by
December, and have enough
muscle by his sophomore year to
play for the Wildcats.

The project already has begun.
He weighed 375 at the start of last
summer, but now is working out
almost daily.

Edwin Meese wanted to hire Wallach

WASHINGTON (AP) — AL
torney General Edwin Meese 111
wanted longtime friend E.
Robert Wallach to join the
Justice Department last spring,
despite the growing Wedtech
scandal that eventually led to
Wallach’'s indictment on
racketeering charges.

The attorney general knew at
the time that Wallach was a
witness in the Wedtech case, -a
lawyer for Meese said Monday.
But the attorney, James Rocap,
said Meese did not yet know that
his friend was a target of the
criminal investigation.

Meese discussed hiring
Wallach to the $77,500-a-year job
of counselor to the attorney
general.

“Meese recalls that he was
clearly interested in having Bob
Wallach at that time come into
the department, but that no for-
mal offer was ever advanced to
him,"’ Rocap said.

The arrangement between the
two men was that ‘‘Wallach had
to make some decisions about
what he wanted to do, whether he
was interested,” said Rocap, ad-
ding that Wallach was ‘‘to get

AUSTIN (AP) — A mentally
retarded man who moved from a
state institution to a community
home said the change vastly im-

ed his life, as testimony

n on a lawsuit challenging
the way mentally retarded peo-
ple are committed in Texas.

“I like it more than the state
school. I'm happy out there. You
don’t have so many people holler-
ing. People are calmer in the
house,” said Dwayne Laurent,
26, whose mental retardation ac-
companies spina bifida, a con-
genital defect characterized by
imperfect closure of part of the
spinal column.

Laurent, who testified Monday
from a wheelchair, moved from
Austin State School to a six-client
group home in September. He
said he had been in the state
school since he was a year old

Since moving, Laurent said, he
has been able to work full-time
instead of part<time, attend
church several days a week and
visit a friend he met at work. He
also said he has more privacy at
the home

The hearing is on whether a
lawsuit against the Texas
Department of Mental Health
and Mental Retardation by a
woman institutionalized for 51
years should be cxg:hnt‘ied into a
class-action suit on If of 3,861
involuntarily committed retard-

ed le

mnng is expected to last
two weeks, said Diane Shisk, an
attorney for Advocacy Inc., one
of the groupd that filed the
lawsuit. A break in the hearing is
expected after the first week, Ms
Shisk said, and it has not yet been
determined when the case will
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resume.

The issue before the court is
narrow, but the hearing is ex-
pected to become a forum for a
debate over whether Texas
should continue to spend most of
its mental retardation money on
large institutions instead of com-
munity homes.

A group of five parents of
children in state schools have
entered the lawsuit as in-
tervenors. They said they want to
ensure that the institutions,
which they believe are the best
place for their children, continue
to exist.

Don Partridge, one of the
parent-intervenors, said his 39-

year-old daughter has been in
Austin State School for 30 years.
Since she has a mental age of two
years, he said, that is the best
place for her. °

If State District Judge Harley
Clark allows the class action, at-
torneys say it could become as
significant as two other class ac-
tion suits against the depart-
ment.

Those suits, which were filed in
1974 and have been settled, caus-
ed reforms at state mental
hospitals and state schools for
the retarded.

He
said Griffin then wanted to get in-
to the men's car so that his
grandmother would not see the
pistol

When Beard told Griffin that
they “‘were going for a ride in the
country, that's when Grady came
unglued,” threatening Griffin
and using violent racial epithets.

After two men at an east
Snyder nightclub gave the trio
$54 for Griffin's release, Griffin
refused a ride back home but
‘“bummed a cigarette off
Grady,"” although the kidnapping
victim “‘was very upset’’ upon his
departure.

The men left the “flats’’ but
then returned to get beer and
were chased by the two men for
whom they had been looking
earlier to complete the cocaine
transaction.

Arabs
listening to radio conversations
between three of the hijackers
and the Larnaca Airport control
tower say their accents indicate
that two are Lebanese, who
recite from the Koran, Islam’s
holy book, with Iranian inflec-
tions, and one is an Iraqi.

WHAT THEY WANT — The hi-
jackers main demand is the
release of 17 terrorists, imprison-
ed in Kuwait for bombing the
U.S. and French embassies there
in 1983. This is the same demand
made by the pro-Iranian Shiite
Moslem Islamic Jihad, which is
holding American and French
hostages in Lebanon. All but one
of the 17 terrorists in Kuwait are
Shiite Moslems.

Musavi of Iran has condemned
the hijacking as “‘against Islamic
principles’’, but Iran allowed the

Infection may
become chronic
By Peter H. Gott, M.D.

DEAR DR. GOTT: My daughter, 29,
has had a recurring bladder infection
for 17 months. Why does it keep com-
ing back?

DEAR READER: Recurring blad-
der infection (cystitis) is often the re-
sult of sexual intercourse, during
which bacteria are introduced into
the bladder opening (urethra), pass
into the bladder and cause irritation.
This infection causes painful urina-
tion and blood in the urine. The condi-
tion may be prevented if women car-
ry out two simple procedures:

First, a female should empty her
bladder after having had sexual rela-
tions. This washes out the urethra
and, obviously, gets rid of any residu-
al urine that might act as a warm,
dark and moist environment to hasten
bacterial growth.

Second, as a general rule, after
elimination, a woman should wipe
herself from the front if she has uri-
nated, from the back if she has defe-
cated. This way, bacteria from the
anal area will not be deposited around
or near the reproductive tract (and
urethra). This simple hygienic maneu-
ver will help most women avoid cysti-
tis that is sex-related

There are other considerations
Your daughter may have developed a
chronic urinary-tract infection ‘that
has yet to be adequately treated. The
doctor should identify the type of bac-
teria (using a urine culture) that is

causing the infection, and use a spe-
cific antibiotic (to which the germs
are sensitive) for an appropriate
course of therapy, usually 10 to 14
days.

In addition, the doctor may choose
to investigate whether your daughter
might have an undiagnosed abnor-
mality of her urinary tract and
whether her cystitis may have spread
up into the kidneys, causing renal in-
fection. This investigation could in-
clude an IVP (intravenous pyelogram
kidney X-ray) and referral to a
urologist.

In any case, your daughter deserves
a prompt and definitive diagnosis be-
cause, with time, cystitis can lead to
more serious persistent infection. For
more information, I'm sending you a
free copy of my new Health Report on
Bladder and Urinary-Tract Infec-
tions.

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Patent issued for
mouse proposal

WASHINGTON (AP) — Har-
vard University has been
-granted a patent for a genetically
altered mouse, the first time a
patent has been issued for an
animal, a published report says.

The Washington Post quoted
congressional sources today as
saying the mice will be used for
cancer-related research. Critics
said the new patent set a
dangerous precedent.

The Patent and Trademark Of-
fice spokesman Oscar Mastin
declined to confirm the Post
report, but said Patent and
Trademark Commissioner
Donald Quigg would announce *‘a
significant patent’’ at a news con-
ference today.

The Supreme Court in 1980 rul-
ed that man-made life organisms
could be patented, but the Har-
vard patent is the first to protect
a genetic change in a higher life
form, the newspaper said

Licensing rights for the patent
are held by Du Pont Co., which
financed the research. While
Harvard would not discuss its pa-
tent, experts said genetically
altering a mouse would involve
inserting a gene from another
animal into a mouse embryo to
give the animal characteristics it
otherwise would not have

Jeremy Rifkin, president of the
Foundation on Economic Trends
an anti-biotechnology group, said

the patent officials were "‘setting
themselves up as the arbiters of
publi¢ policy in this country and
they have no legitimate right to
do it. This is something Congress
ought to decide.”
“This opens the floodgates for
a whole range of patents, from
fish to house pets,' said Jack
Doyle of the Environmental
Policy Institute, which supports a
moratorium on animal patents
But Geoffrey
Washington patent attorney, said
the action was ‘“‘not a radical
departure from existing policy.”
“Granting a patent on animals
is an entirely logical application
of existing patent law principles,
and in many respects is nothing
different from what society has
been doing with regard to the
commercial ownership of
animals for thousands of years '
Austrian Archduke Ferdinand
and his wife were assassinated
June 28, 1914, in what is now
Sarajevo, Yugoslavia, by a Bos
nian revolutionary.
