Deadly storm

MADISON, Fla. (AP) —
A tornado blasted through
this North Florida -city
before dawn today, destroy-
ing homes and a library,
blowing off rooftops, flipp-
ing cars and leaving at least
four people dead and 12 in-
jured, officials said

The tornado touched
down at 4:30 a.m. just west
of Madison, about 50 miles
east of Tallahassee, and cut
a 12-mile swath of destruc-
tion, authorities said.

The tornado was part of a
storm system that struck
across the Southeast with
high winds and hail. Trees,
roofs and mobile homes
were damaged, and at least
three other injuries were
reported

Words fly in latest battle for Alamo

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) —
The Alamo is best remembered
as the site of a historic battle dur-
ing Texas’ war for independence,
but now a new fight is being wag-
ed for control of the shrine.

Mexican-American leaders,
angered over how Hispanics have
been portrayed in descriptions of
the 1836 battle, say they will fight
to seize control of the Alamo from
the Daughters of the Republic of
Texas, who have been the site’s
custodians since 1905.

“It may take 100 days or 100
years, ... but we will get legisla-
tion to make LULAC the custo-
dians of the Alamo,” said Jose De
Lara, state LULAC director and
a sixth-generation Texan. ““After
all, we're the ones who built the
Alamo. We're perfectly
capable to be the custodians.”

He said
the Mexican Army is depicted as
the oppressor and the battle’s ac-
count as solely between Mex-
icans and Americans is not ac-
curate

The DRT was granted rights by
the state to run the Alamo after
saving much of it from demoli
tion in 1905

Though historians say the DRT
provided a great service to the
state, many of them also agree
that the organization’'s steward-
ship has been flawed

There's “‘a willingness to cling
to the legend rather than give a
balanced account of what it was
all about,”” said Paul Hutton, an
Alamo historian and professor at
the University of New Mexico

“For a shrine of such impor
tance, it should be in the hands of
the government.”

Legends such as the valiant
death of Davy Crockett, who
went down swinging his rifle,
have been generated by
popularization of the Alamo bat
tle in 20 films and a television
series

Martha Rash of Rockwall, a
past DRT president, said the
legends are still important,
though DRT officials deny the
group sacrifices fact for colorful
myth

For more than 80 years, the
DRT has run the Alamo without
state support. Money to run the
shrine comes from donations and
proceeds from the gift shop,
although DRT officials declined
to disclose their income or the
cost of running the Alamo

Here's Prescription to Avoid
Wrong Mix of Food, Drugs

DEAR ABBY: A few years ago
you published a list of foods that
people who are taking certain
prescription drugs should avoid. At
the time | was perfectly healthy, so
I paid no attention to it. However,
now my husband is taking three
different prescribed drugs, and | am
taking two, and it occurs to me that
there may be certain foods in our
regular diet that could change, the
action of the drugs we are taking

Abby, you would be doing all of
your readers, especially the senior
citizens, a big favor if you reprint
that information

LJ.L., WATERLOO, IOWA

DEAR L.J.L.: Here it is: The
Food and Drug Administration,
in cooperation with the Na-
tional Council on Patient Infor-
mation and Education, has em-
barked on a program to inform
and educate people about the
medications they use.

Most people are unaware that
there can be an interaction
between the prescribed drugs
they are taking and certain
foods they eat. This interaction
can cause some drugs to work
faster or slower, or to become
totally ineffective.

For example, people who are
taking certain prescribed drugs
for severe depression or high
blood pressure should avoid
aged cheese, Chianti wine,
pickled herring, yogurt,
chicken liver, bananas, avoca-
dos, sour cream, and all foods
prepared with meat tenderiz-
ers.

Persons taking anti-coagu-
lants (blood thinners) should
avoid liver and large amounts
of leafy vegetables because the
vitamin K in those foods tends
to promote blood clotting.

People on thyroid medication
should avoid brussels sprouts,
turnips, cabbage, soybeans and
kale.

Dairy products should not be
eaten by a person who is taking
a specific kind of antibiotic,

Alcohol and even aspirin
should not be combined with
certain other drugs. Mixing
alcohol with a high dosage of
Valium or Darvon can be fatal

The next time you are given a
prescription, don't hesitate to
ask your physician, or your

pharmacist, the following ques-
tions:

1. What is the name of the
drug, and what is it supposed to
do? (Write it down so you won't
forget.)

2. When do I take it, and for
how long? (Does “three times a
day” mean morning, noon and
night? Should it be taken before
meals, with meals or after
meals? If the instructions say
“every four hours,” should | get
up during the night to take it?
Should | keep taking it until it's
all gone?)

3. Are there any foods, bever-
ages, medications or activities |
should avoid while taking this
drug? (Is alcohol allowed? How
about aspirin and ‘antacids?
Please be aware that there is
alcohol in beer, liquor and
wine.)

4. Are there any side effects?
And what should | do if they do
occur?

5. Is there any written infor-
mation you can give me about
the drug you have prescribed
for me?

6. Is there an approved ge-
neric version of this drug?
(There usually is, and it is much
cheaper and no less effective.)

Insurance fund deficit is
no threat to depositors

WASHINGTON (AP One of
the officials who oversee the
Federal Savings and Loan In
surance Corp. says the near
doubling of the fund's deficit did
not threaten depositors’ money in
the country’'s 3,126 federally in
sured savings and loans

““No one has ever lost a dime I1n
an insured deposit and no one
ever will lose a dime,”” Federal
Home Loan Bank Board member
Lawrence White said Monday
“Congress has spoken to that

The board oversees the S&L
deposit insurance fund, which in
sures deposits up to $100,000

Bank board officials said the
estimated costs of closing or
merging ailing S&Ls totaled $11 6
billion more than the fund's
assets at the end of 1987. That
figure compares with a deficit of
$6.3 billion at the end of 1986

Bank board officials conceded
that even this sharply higher
figure was disputed by congres
sional auditors, who contend it is
too low

The deficit figure underscores
the problems facing the S&L in-
dustry, where hundreds of in-
stitutions are insolvent but are
kept open because the govern-
ment cannot afford to close them
and pay off depositors.

will cost $15 3 billion to close or
sell 204 savings and loans which
are considered to be in the worst
shape

When $3 7 billion in fund assets
are subtracted from the $153
billion in expected labilities
FSLIC is left with an estimated
deficit of $11.6 billion

However, the figure of 204 in
solvent S&Ls represents only the
worst financial cases Another
306 institutions were also insol
vent at the end of the year under
generally accepted accounting
principles

The FSLIC report estimated
that if all of these institutions had
to be rescued, it would add
another $6.5 billion to the amount
of money the insurance fund will
be obligated to pay out

White defended the $6.5 billion
estimate, saying not all of the ad
ditional S&Ls will actually need
assistance and the institutions
representing the biggest drain on
the funds had already been in-
cluded in the first group of 204
S&Ls

However, critics contend that a
figure of around $30 billion is a
much more reasonable estimate
and that the costs could climb as
high as $60 billion for solving the
industry’s problems, far above
the amount approved by Con-
gress last year

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Slain siblings
buried Monday

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP) —
Four siblings brutally stabbed to
death in their mobile home were
buried side-by-side as family
members called for a reform of a
judicial system they partially
blamed for the youths’ deaths.

More than 1,000 mourners filed
past the caskets of Jennifer
Mann, 19; Shannon Mann, 17:

Martha Mann, 15; and Ernest
Mann, 11, at Mission Park
Funeral Chapels. They were

buried later at the funeral home
burial park

The four were killed early Fri-
day when an assailant broke into
their mobile home and attacked
them with steak knives, some of
which broke in their bodies
because of the strength of the
blows, authorities have said

The children’s parents, Ernest
and Rebecca Mann, who are
separated and were not home at
the time of the attack, had to be
supported physically by relatives
as they walked to the burial site
Monday

Shannon Mann's former
boyfriend, Leo Narvaiz Jr., 20,
who was arrested shortly after
the attack, remained in"the Bex-
ar County Jajl Monday in lieu of
$4.05 million bond on four capital
murder charges and a charge of
criminal mischief

Grady Mann Jr., an uncle of
the slain youths, told reporters
prior to the memorial service
that the judicial system was
flawed because police did not ar-
rest Narvaiz quickly enough in
connection with an earlier threat
against the Mann children and
their (riends

Although Ernest and Rebecca
Mann and their four children
believed enough in the system to
allow the police department and
the district attorney's office to
protect them from threat and
harm, the one fact remains what
should have happened did not.”
Grady Mann said
[t 1s our hope this tragedy

might serve ‘as a catalyst for all
of us nationally to personally pro-
test the system that has evolv
ed.”" he said "‘The system pro
tects and shelters the rights of
the few and in so doing neglects
the needs of the many. The time
for change is now, lest another
family need go through the agony
and torture of loss, whether one
or many

Thick blood
can be treated

DEAR DR. GOTT: I'm 60, run 100
miles a month, cycle 400 miles a
month, stand 5 feet 8, weigh 150 and
have a resting heart rate of 48. My
doctor says I have polycythemia. Will
this cause a stroke with all my physi-
cal activity?

DEAR READER: Polycythemia re-
fers to an abnormally high number of
red blood cells. It can exist as a pri-
mary disease of the blood-forming or-
xu (polycythemia vera) or as a con-

tion that is secondary to another
illness, such as emphysema. It causes
the blood to be too thick, but it is
readily treatable with medicine or by
phlebotomy (drawing off excess
blood). It has no relation to exercise

On the other hand, an increase in
red blood cells is common in healthy,
well-trained athletes, such as you,
particularly if they exercise at high
altitudes. With less oxygen in the air
(or with more demand for oxygen),
the body adapts by manufacturing
more oxygen-carrying red blood cells.
This adaptation is usually called phys-
iological erythremia. It is normal and
not associated with any disease.

I'm confused by your question, be-
cause I don’t know whether you have
polycythemia or are showing a
healthy biological response to your
strenuous activity. You need further
testing to define your condition. You
may require treatment — or you may
not. If the percentage of red cells ex-
ceeds 60 percent of your blood vol-
ume, you are at risk of thrombosis
blood clots that form and block arter-
ies to the brain and heart.

DEAR DR. GOTT: I'm 27 and have
been cutting three wisdom teeth for a
long time. One dentist says to take
them out, another says wait and see. |
get headaches, neck aches and jaw
aches. What do you think?

DEAR READER: I think that your
decision depends on whether the wis-

dom teeth are growing in straight or
crooked and whether they will ad-
versely affect your bite by crowding
your other teeth.

Wisdom teeth are molars at the
back of the dental ridge that are the
last to grow in, usually when people
are in their 20s. These teeth are not
necessary for proper dentition. In fact,
they are sort of an afterthought by na-
ture; they often produce problems by
growing crookedly (impaction) or by
putting pressure on teeth that are al-
ready in place, thereby causing pain,
overriding and abnormalities of bite

If you are having symptoms from
your wisdom teeth and if dental X-
rays show them to be misaligned,
have them removed. If they appear to
be in the normal position and your
symptoms have other causes, let
them alone and see what happens

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Canada has

‘blackout

of power

MONTREAL (AP) Officials
restored power to parts of
eastern Canada after a
widespread blackout trapped
thousands in Montreal’s sub-
ways, prompted looting in
downtown Montreal and delayed
a National Hockey League
playoff game.

The power failure Monday
night extended to Quebec, parts
of New Brunswick province and
scattered districts of Maine and
Vermont.

Hydro Quebec, the provincial
power utility, said it was not
known what caused the power
outage, which began at 8:09 p.m
EDT.

The blackout terminated
television coverage of the Adams
Division final hockey game
between the Montreal Canadiens
and the Boston Bruins. The game
at the Montreal Foru..1 was inter-
rupted in the first period but then
continued with the use of
emergency lights. Montreal won
52.

A Hydro Quebec spokesman,
Jean-Guy Ouimet, said the
breakdown began on a power line
between Churchill Falls,
Labrador, and the Arnaud
generating station near Sept-lles,
Quebec. Power was being
restored slowly, he said.

Hospitals and airports across
the Quebec switched to emergen-
cy generators.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Jesse
Jackson’s popularity in the
Democratic presidential
primaries hasn't translated into

a single vote from the party
delegates in the U.S. Senate.

Albert
Gore has five; Sen. Paul Simon,
who mothballed his campaign,
has two, and 16 are uncommitted.

Although Jackson is second in
the overall delegate race to
Dukakis, he has zero. It can be a
sensitive topic.

Incumbent senators take a
hard-nosed view of Jackson’s
chances of actually becoming

president. Backing a losing ticket
would be of no help to their own
re-election chances — or for the
Democrats retaining control of
the Senate

Bowie’s
nose 1s
damaged

SAN ANTONIO, Texas (AP)
Authorities expressed shock upon
learning that a portion of James
Bowie's nose is missing from his
carved marble figure on the 60-
foot Cenotaph that stands as a
shrine to Texas heroes in front of
the Alamo

The disfigured face of Bowie
among the best known of the 189
defenders of the Alamo, was
discovered Monday when
members of a solemn wreath
bearing procession took part in a
Fiesta event known as the
Pilgrimage to the Alamo

Repairs are expected to begin
in two weeks after the grands
tand i1s removed from Alamo
Plaza, officials say

Although vandalism 1s con
sidered a possibility for the
damage, officials concerned with
repairing Bowie's face also
believe that the underlying mar
ble might have flaked off causing
the right portion and tip of
Bowie's nose to fall off

“We don’'t know what happen
ed Alamo Curator Emeritus
Charles J. Long said. ‘‘There is
no sign of natural breakage and
no sign of vandalism. After 50
years, if that’s the only damage
that's not too bad '

Long, a sculptor and curator of
the Pompeo Coppini-Waldine
Tauch Studios, where the
Cenotaph was made, (first
discovered the damage Feb. 12,
while walking by the Alamo on
his way to eat lunch at a nearby
restaurant

Long quietly kept the damage
to himself, only informing key of
ficials in the San Antonio Parks
and Recreation Department and
current Alamo Curator Steve
Beck

“I saw his nose was missing as
I walked by, and I looked around
and found pieces of it on the
ground,” Long said

“I couldn’t see what caused the
damage. The tip of the nose is in
good shape. It just needs to be
glued back on,’” he said

Long volunteered to repair the
damage and received permission
to mend Bowie's nose from the
Parks and Recreation Depart-
ment

Bowie’s likeness is on the side
of the Cenotaph facing the
Alamo, on the north end.
